RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve resolutions related to the annual levy and maintenance funding for the City’s 
Landscape Maintenance Assessment Districts (LMAD): 
 

1. Approve the Engineer’s Reports for the City’s six LMAD’s for Fiscal Year 2025–26; 
2. Confirm the assessment diagrams and levy amounts as detailed in the Engineer’s Reports; 
3. Authorize the levy and collection of annual assessments in compliance with California 

Streets and Highways Code Sections 22620–22641; and 
4. Approve General Fund transfers to cover the cost of parks and open space maintenance 

associated with the special benefits received by parcels outside the LMAD boundaries. 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
This item requests City Council approval to levy annual assessments for the City’s six Landscape 
and Lighting Assessment Districts for Fiscal Year 2025-2026. The assessments fund ongoing 
maintenance of landscaping, parks, and open space within the districts. Approval of the Engineer’s 
Reports, including the assessment diagrams and levy amounts, is required to comply with state 
law. Council action also includes approving General Fund transfers to cover maintenance costs for 
areas outside district boundaries that receive special benefits. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
The City of Salinas has six Landscape Maintenance Assessment Districts (LMADs), formed 
pursuant to the California Streets and Highways Code Section 22500 et seq., known as the 
Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972, and locally adopted under Article II, Chapter 21C of the 
Salinas Municipal Code. These districts fund the maintenance and operation of infrastructure such 
as landscaping, public lighting, and neighborhood improvements through assessments levied on 
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properties within each LMAD. Assessments are based on the special benefits received by each 
parcel. 
 
In accordance with state law, an Engineer’s Report must be prepared annually for each LMAD in 
which assessments are proposed. Each report includes: 

 An overview of the LMAD; 
 Plans and specifications for the improvements; 
 An estimate of the annual costs; 
 A description of the method of apportioning the assessments; and 
 A diagram identifying the LMAD boundaries and associated improvements.

This item was publicly noticed in accordance with the Ralph M. Brown Act, and the Engineer’s 
Reports were made available for review at least 72 hours prior to the public hearing. Legal notice 
announcing the public hearing was published in The Monterey Herald following the City Council’s 
May 13, 2025, approval of the resolution to initiate the annual assessment process. 
 
To expand outreach, the City created a dedicated webpage for each LMAD. Residents were 
notified of these webpages, which include a summary of funded improvements, updated quarterly 
budgets, current landscaping contracts, and the most recently approved Engineer’s Reports. 
 
PROPOSED ASSESSMENTS 
 
The assessment rates for the Airport Business Center, Harden Ranch, and Vista Nueva LMADs 
have remained unchanged since their formation in 1987, 1991, and 2011, respectively. These

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districts were established without an annual inflator, meaning the assessment amounts cannot 
increase automatically over time. 
 
As a result, any proposed increase to these assessment rates must comply with the requirements of 
Proposition 218, a state constitutional amendment that restricts how local governments can impose 
or increase certain fees and charges. Specifically, Proposition 218 mandates that a notice and ballot 
be mailed to each affected property owner, followed by a public hearing. A majority vote in favor 
is required before any rate increase can be implemented. 

 
Airport Business Center Landscape Assessment District No. 87-1 
Assessments in the Airport Business Center Landscape Assessment District No. 87-1 shall 
remain unchanged. The anticipated rate is $217.49 per acre, with assessments calculated based 
on parcel acreage. 
 
Harden Ranch Maintenance Assessment District No. 2 
Assessments for the Harden Ranch Maintenance Assessment District No. 2 will remain 
unchanged for Fiscal Year 2025–26. The proposed rates are $66.72 annually per single-family 
residential parcel and $353.66 per acre for non-single-family residential parcels. 
 
Vista Nueva Maintenance Assessment District No. 97-2 
The Vista Nueva Maintenance Assessment District No. 97-2 reached its maximum allowable 
assessment in 2011. Accordingly, assessments will continue at the current rate of $600 annually 
per parcel for Fiscal Year 2025–26. 
 
Mira Monte Maintenance District Landscape & Lighting District No 2 and 
Assessment District 2000-1 
The Mira Monte District assessment is proposed to increase by 0.87% to $615.39 per parcel 
annually for Fiscal Year 2025–26. This adjustment reflects rising maintenance costs and 
supports future replacement of district improvements. 
 
Monte Bella Maintenance District 
Assessments for the Monte Bella Maintenance District are recommended to remain at $645.50 
per Equivalent Benefit Unit (EBU) for Fiscal Year 2025–26, representing approximately 45% 
of the maximum allowable rate of $1,433.10. These assessments fund maintenance of street 
landscaping, lighting, parks and open space, detention basins, and street maintenance within 
designated Benefit Zones. 
 
North/East Area Maintenance District Landscape and Lighting District No. 1 and  

Landscaping Assessment District 88-3 

The North/East Area Maintenance District assessment formula is based on Benefit Units (BU) 
and includes an inflation factor. For Fiscal Year 2025–26, the maximum allowable assessment 
rate is set at $247.63 per BU, representing a 1.97% increase from the prior year’s rate. Parcels 
within the district will have assessments adjusted according to their proximity to Parks and 
Open Space Landscaping Benefit Zones and the actual proportion of special benefit received.

Public Works Department’s Engineering Division oversees the preparation of budget documents 
and publication of the Engineer’s Reports. Maintenance Division oversees the LMAD’s day-to-
day maintenance activities. The Finance Department works closely with Public Works in obtaining 
and then transmitting the up-to-date levy information to the County for processing. 
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FISCAL AND SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT: 
 
A further funding breakdown of the LMAD’s FY 25-26 total levy (including the $10 per parcel 
collection fee), FY 25-26 operating budget, operating reserve fund and capital reserve fund are 
identified in Table 3 below.

The Fiscal Year 2025-26 operating and capital improvement budgets were approved by City 
Council with the City’s Fiscal Year 2025-26 Operating Budget and Capital Improvement Program 
and Annual Appropriations Limit on June 17, 2025. 
 

Airport Business Center Landscape Assessment District No. 87-1 

The Airport District Operating Fund (2104.50.5562) is projected to receive approximately $700 
in miscellaneous revenue and interest earnings for FY 2025-26.  
 
Harden Ranch Maintenance Assessment District No. 2 
The Harden Ranch District currently holds an Operating Reserve Fund of approximately 
$151,945. However, there is no established Capital Improvement Reserve Fund. A detailed 
capital replacement analysis will be conducted to identify specific projects and timelines for the 
replacement of district improvements. Once this Capital Improvement Program is finalized, 
staff will return to City Council to request a transfer from the Operating Reserve Fund to the 
new Capital Improvement Reserve Fund.

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The Mira Monte District maintains an Operating Reserve Fund but lacks a Capital Improvement 
Reserve Fund. According to the district’s formation documents, $7,100 is to be set aside 
annually for capital replacements. A capital replacement analysis will be conducted to identify 
specific projects and the timing of replacements, including curb & gutter, sidewalk repairs, 
concrete paver driveway clusters, striping, landscaping, and street lighting. Once the analysis is 
complete, staff will return to City Council with a request to transfer funds from the Operating 
Reserve Fund to the Capital Improvement Reserve Fund for these projects. 
 
Monte Bella Maintenance District 
The Monte Bella District’s Capital Improvement Reserve Fund (5800.50.9120) has expended 
$28,833.22 for roadway improvements within major roadways as outlined in the Engineer’s 
Report, leaving a balance of approximately $3,604,801 as of June 2025. In June 2025, City 
Council approved an increase of $611,000 to fund future roadway improvements and the 
replacement of landscaping infrastructure. 
 
Monte Bella assessments are based on the specific special benefits received from park 
improvements. Properties within the district are only assessed for the special benefits they 
directly receive, with the general benefit portion funded by the City’s General Fund. The 
General Fund will contribute $130,617 to the Monte Bella FY 2025-26 operating budget 
(2109.50.5567) to cover the cost of benefits for parcels outside the district. 
 
North/East Area Maintenance District Landscape and Lighting District No. 1 and  

Landscaping Assessment District 88-3 

The North/East District’s Capital Improvement Reserve Fund (5800.50.9053) expended 
$21,809.41 on landscaping improvements during FY 2024-25. An increase of $10,000 was 
approved by the City Council on June 17, 2025, to fund future landscaping improvements. 
 
Property owners in the North/East District benefit from a combination of general versus specific 
special benefits with respect to Parks and Open Space Landscaping. The assessment calculation 
is based on each parcel’s proximity to identified special benefit zones. Parcels within the District 
may only be assessed for their share of the specific special benefits derived from park 
improvements. The general benefit portion, which covers areas outside the District’s boundary, 
must be funded by a source other than the North/East District. Therefore, the City’s General 
Fund will contribute $83,814 to the North/East District’s FY 2025-26 Operating Budget 
(2105.50.5563) to cover the general benefits for parcels outside the District. 
 
Vista Nueva Maintenance Assessment District No. 97-2 
The Vista Nueva District currently has a balance of $225,000 in its Capital Improvement 
Reserve Fund (5800.50.9056) for future pump station and street pavement upgrade. An increase 
of $10,000 was approved by the City Council on June 17, 2025, to fund the following 
maintenance and repairs: 

 Resurfacing of residential traffic striping, signs, curb & gutter, and sidewalks 
 Maintenance and repair of streetlight equipment and power 

 
Under the 1972 Act, operating reserves cannot exceed six months of anticipated expenses. 
Therefore, Staff will be preparing detailed needs-based analysis and identifying the specific 
projects and timing for replacement of improvements within each LMAD. Afterwards, Staff will 
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return to Council to request appropriate transfers from the Operating Reserve Fund to a Capital 
Improvement Project. 
 
The transfers noted in Table 4 are requested from the General Fund to cover the parks and open 
space maintenance costs associated with the special benefits received by parcels outside the 
LMAD’s boundaries, as outlined in the Engineer’s Reports.

PART I – OVERVIEW 

The City of Salinas (the “City”) established the Salinas Airport Business Center Landscaping Assessment 
District No. 87-1 to provide a source of funding for the on-going maintenance of the amenities that were 
installed for the benefit of the parcels within the District. Part II of this Report describes the improvements 
that are maintained by the District.  

The District was created under Article II, Chapter 21C of the City of Salinas Municipal Code and the 
Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972 of the State of California (the “1972 Act”). As required, the City 
prepares an Engineer’s Report annually and holds a public hearing to allow property owners within the 
District to address the City Council prior to the annual levy of the assessments. This Engineer’s Report (the 
“Report”) sets forth the proposed assessments for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the Salinas Airport Business 
Center Landscaping Assessment District No. 87-1 (the “District”).  

Since the District was created prior to the passage of Proposition 218 in 1996, which established Article 
XIIID of the State Constitution, the District is a “grandfathered” assessment district by Section 5(a). As 
such it is not subject to the legal requirements of Proposition 218 so long as the assessments remain at 
rates that are equal to or less than the maximum assessment rates that were in place in 1996. As a result, 
the District does not have a built-in escalation factor to account for increasing maintenance costs resulting 
from inflation. Since the revenue generated through the levy of assessments has remained static while 
maintenance costs have increased annually, the District has had to draw upon assessment reserves to 
fund annual maintenance services.  

The estimated cost of maintenance services for Fiscal Year 2025-26 are detailed in Part III of this Report. 
All assessable parcels identified as being within the District share in both the cost and the benefits of the 
improvements. The costs and expenses associated with the improvements in the District are equitably 
spread among all benefiting parcels within the District and only parcels that receive special benefit from 
the improvements are assessed in proportion to benefit received. The funds collected from the 
assessments are dispersed and used for the services and operation provided within the District.  

A discussion of District benefits is provided in Part IV of this Report and the method of apportioning District 
costs to the parcels of land within the District is provided in Part V of this Report. Appendix B lists the 
assessment amount for each parcel in the District for Fiscal Year 2025-26. It is important to note that since 
the District assessments do not include a built-in inflationary factor, the revenue from assessments has 
remained at approximately $14,470 annually. However, maintenance costs have steadily risen each year. 
Annual maintenance costs within the District have been greater than assessment revenues for the last 
several years. The District has used reserves to offset the insufficiency of assessment revenues to pay for 
maintenance costs, however the District’s reserves are depleted. Furthermore, maintenance service levels 
have been reduced to keep costs in line with revenue.  
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For Fiscal Year 2025-26, there would be a shortfall of approximately $3,664 between annual assessment 
revenues and estimated maintenance expenditures if desired services levels were to be maintained. Since 
District assessment revenue will not be sufficient to maintain desired service levels, maintenance levels 
will continue to be provided at a reduced level as needed to balance available revenues and expenditures. 
This includes a reduction in the watering of landscaped areas, as shown in Appendix A, and a reduction in 
the frequency of other maintenance activities. The landscaping maintenance contract agreement with 
Brightview Landscape Services for a reduced level of service was awarded June 18, 2024. 

Maintenance levels will continue to decrease as costs increase as a result of inflation in coming years. The 
City has initiated discussions with District property owners regarding an assessment increase in order to 
increase services to the desired levels. It would require a mailed ballot property owner voting process to 
gain approval for the assessment increase, which would include a built-in annual inflation adjustment so 
that assessment rates could maintain pace with cost inflation in the future. The City expects to continue 
discussions with property owners as resources permit. 
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PART II – PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 

The facilities, which have been constructed within the City of Salinas, and those which may be 
subsequently constructed, will be operated, serviced and maintained as generally described as follows: 

The District assessments provide a dedicated source of funding for the maintenance and operation of and 
the furnishing of services and materials for the District improvements including maintenance, repair, and 
operation of all parkways, embankments, sprinkler systems, and landscaping, including curb and gutter 
damage from landscaping facilities that lie within the right-of-way of Moffett Street, La Guardia Street, 
and Vandenburg Street and associated improvements as allowed under the Salinas Municipal Code and 
the Lighting and Landscape Act of 1982 (the “Act”).   

The maintenance, servicing and operation is in accordance with NPDES requirements of the City of Salinas 
stormwater permit, as allowed under the Salinas Municipal Code. The continued maintenance of these 
improvements shall be budgeted and reviewed each fiscal year and fully or partially funded through the 
annual assessments. 

The improvements are located in three areas within the District with specific types of improvements in 
each area. Appendix A shows the location of all of the improvements in addition to the District boundaries, 
and the areas that will be maintained following a reduction in maintenance service levels.   
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PART III – COST ESTIMATE 

Estimated costs for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the construction, operation, servicing and maintenance of 
the facilities described in Part II are shown in the following table.

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Glossary of Budget Items 

A glossary of definitions for the multi-year budget table is provided below. 

Expenditures 

Maintenance 

• Landscaping and Other Maintenance. Includes all contracted labor, material and equipment 
required to properly maintain the landscaping and other improvements, such as parkways, 
embankments, and sprinkler systems within the District. Also included are curb and gutter 
related to damage from landscaping facilities.  

• In-House Inspection. Costs related to Inspectors on City staff who provide services such as 
maintenance work monitoring, documentation, and inspection. 

Utilities 

• Water. The cost of water required for the operation and maintenance of landscaping facilities. 

• Electricity. The cost of electricity required for the operation and maintenance ornamental 
lighting and irrigation facilities. 

Administrative Expenses 

• Agency Administration. The cost to the City for providing the coordination for District service, 
operations and maintenance, responding to public concerns and education, and administering 
the annual levy including, but not limited to the costs associated with City staff salaries and for 
time utilized for District purposes, the costs of resource materials or any other administrative 
expenses or fees associated with the District. 

• Professional Fees. The costs of contracting with professionals to provide services specific to the 
levy administration and any additional administrative, legal or engineering services specific to 
the District. 

• City Collection Fee. The cost to collect District assessments, including the fee the County charges 
to collect the assessments on the property tax bills. The charge is $10 per levied parcel. 

Revenue and Levy Adjustments 

Balance to Levy. The total assessment amount that is levied in a Benefit Zone or in the District. 

Reserve From/(To). The amount transferred from the Reserve Fund to make up for all or part of a 
funding deficit in the District or the amount of the funding surplus in the District that is transferred to 
the Reserve Fund. 

Estimated Interest Earnings. The combined estimated annual interest to be earned on funds held in 
the Operating Reserve Fund and the Capital Reserve Fund.

Fund Balance Information 

Reserve Fund. Pursuant to Section 22569 of the 1972 Act, the operating reserve fund is utilized to operate 
the District from the time period of July 1 (beginning of the fiscal year) through December when the 
County provides the City with the first installment of assessments collected from the property tax bills, 
thereby eliminating the need for the City to transfer funds from non-district accounts to pay for District 
charges during the first six (6) months of the fiscal year. The reserve fund is also utilized for capital 
replacement. 

Level of Maintenance Service Provided 

At the time of formation of the District, assessment rates were set so that assessment revenues were 
sufficient to fund the maintenance services required for the maintenance of the improvements within the 
District that provide a special benefit to parcels within the District.  However, since 2003 when a provision 
for adjusting the assessment rates annually for inflation was not approved by property owners, the 
frequency and level of maintenance services which the District has been able to provide has gradually 
been reduced. While the cost of labor, materials, utilities, and other services have continued to increase 
annually, the assessment revenues have not increased.  

The table and graph below reflect the estimated decline in purchasing power since the District was formed 
based on the increase in the Engineering News Record Construction Cost Index for the San Francisco Area 
(CCI) since 1987. Common labor costs and wages in dollars per hour are primary components of CCI and 
are reflections of the cost of providing services in the District.

The graph illustrates the fact that the level of maintenance services that the District can currently provide from assessment revenue funding 
only, is less than the level that could be provided in 1987. Maintenance levels have been significantly reduced to keep District costs in 
alignment with District revenue.   

There are various methods which may be used to address this issue including continued reductions in maintenance service levels or 
submitting a Proposition 218 ballot measure to the property owners in order to adjust assessment rates to fully fund District expenditures 
which would include a provision for annual escalation of rates to account for inflation.
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PART IV – DISTRICT BENEFITS 

Authorizing Legislation 
The Salinas Municipal Code and the Landscape and Lighting Act (the “Act”) allows the City to establish 
maintenance districts for the purpose of providing certain public improvements which provide a special 
benefit to the parcels, including the construction, maintenance, and servicing of street lights, traffic 
signals, and landscaping facilities. The Salinas Municipal Code expands the types of improvements to be 
maintained to include “sanitary sewer system facilities, storm drainage facilities and any other works, 
utility or appliances necessary or convenient for providing any other public service”.    

Section 22573 of the Act requires that maintenance assessments be levied according to benefit rather 
than according to the assessed value of property. This section states: 

“The net amount to be assessed upon lands within an assessment district may be 
apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the net amount among all 
assessable lots or parcels in proportion to the estimated benefits to be received by each 
such lot or parcel from the improvements.” 

— Streets and Highways Code Section 22573 

Furthermore, Section 22574 of the Act permits the designation of zones of benefit within any individual 
assessment district if “by reason of variations in the nature, location, and extent of the improvements, 
the various areas will receive different degrees of benefit from the improvements.” 

The amount to be assessed may be apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the 
amount among all assessable lots or parcels. 

Proposition 218 – The Grandfather Clause 
The District was established prior to the adoption of Proposition 218 which established July 1, 1997 as the 
effective date for assessments to meet all of the requirements of Article XIII D of the California State 
Constitution. As a result the Airport Business Center Landscaping Assessment District No. 87-1 is 
“grandfathered” under Section 5 of Article XIIID which states: 

“Beginning July 1, 1997, all existing, new, or increased assessments shall comply with this 
article… …the following assessments existing on the effective date of this article shall be 
exempt from the procedures and approval process set fort… …any assessment… … 
sidewalks, streets, sewers, water, flood control, drainage systems or vector control…” 

— Article XIID, Section 5 
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Section 5 further states that “subsequent increases in such assessments shall be subject to the procedures 
and approval process…” required by Proposition 218. In 2003, a proposed assessment rate increase was 
presented to the property owners in the District, and a majority protest was received for any increase in 
the assessment. Any proposed increase to the existing assessment rate will require that the District be 
brought into compliance with the requirements of Article XIII D and the approval of a majority of the 
property owners who return their assessment ballot weighted by assessment amount. 

General Benefits 
When the existing District assessments were established, the requirement that general benefits be 
separated from special benefits did not yet exist and the quantification of general benefits is not 
considered as it relates to the assessments. Any proposed increase in the assessment rates will require 
the separation of general benefits from special benefits and the quantification of general benefits. 

Special Benefits 
The method of apportionment (assessment methodology) approved at the time the District was formed 
is based on the premise that each of the assessed parcels within the District receives a special benefit 
from the improvements maintained and funded by annual assessments. Specifically, the assessments are 
for the maintenance of improvements installed as part of the original development to serve the parcels 
within the District. The desirability of properties within the District are enhanced by the presence of well-
maintained landscaping in close proximity to those properties. The special benefits associated with the 
local landscaping improvements are specifically: 

• Enhanced desirability of properties through association with the improvements within the area. 

• Improved aesthetic appeal of properties providing a positive representation of the area. 

• Enhanced adaptation of the urban environment within the natural environment from adequate 
green space and well-maintained landscaping. 

• Environmental enhancement through improved erosion resistance, dust and debris control and 
reduced noise and air pollution. 

• Reduced vandalism and criminal activity resulting from well-maintained surroundings and 
amenities.  

• The special enhancements of the properties that results from the above benefits. 

All of the preceding special benefits contribute to a specific enhancement and desirability of each of the 
assessed parcels within the District. 
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Non-Assessed Parcels 
Within the boundaries of the District, there are several types of properties that are not assessed based 
upon the assessment methodology that was adopted when the District was formed. These parcels 
include: 

• Publicly owned parcels that are reserved as Public Open Space or are developed for active 
recreation are maintained and serviced by the District. 

• Publicly owned wetland parcels.  

• Certain Public Utility parcels.  

• Privately owned open space parcels. 

Any proposed assessment rate increase in the future will require consideration of whether the non-
assessed parcels receive special benefits or not, and assessments must be levied on any parcel that is 
deemed to receive special benefits. 
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PART V – METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT 

The Method of Assessment outlines the formula by which property that receives special benefit from the 
improvements and services provided will be assessed annually. The Method of Assessment for the District 
follows: 

The cost of maintenance, repair and operation for the District are distributed in proportion to the area 
properties within the District benefit. The area of each parcel is used to determine how much a property 
benefits from this District. The total assessable area of the District is 64.73 acres. This does not include 
acreage owned by governmental agencies. 

The costs have been distributed to the properties within the District accordingly. All of the costs will be 
paid by the properties within the District, except property owned by the public agencies. APN 003-863-
002, currently owned by the City of Salinas, and APN 003-863-009, currently owned by the County of 
Monterey, are assessed zero $0.00. 

Assessments 
The maximum allowed assessment rate is $217.49 per acre. Applying the maximum allowed assessment 
rates and adding the City Collection Fee determines the maximum assessment levy for the District:

Each parcel may be levied up to the maximum assessment rate.  The actual amount levied may be less 
than the maximum assessment rate.

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PART I – OVERVIEW 
The City of Salinas (the “City”) established the Mira Monte Maintenance District to provide a source of 
funding for the installation and the on-going maintenance of the amenities that were installed for the 
benefit of the parcels within the District. The District was created under Article II, Chapter 21C of the City 
of Salinas Municipal Code and the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972 of the State of California (the 
“1972 Act”). As required, the City prepares an Engineer’s Report annually and holds a public hearing to 
allow property owners within the District to address the City Council prior to the annual levy of the 
assessments. 

This Engineer’s Report (the “Report”) sets forth the proposed assessments for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the 
Mira Monte Maintenance District (the “District”).  The District was created in 2000, after the passage of 
Proposition 218 in 1996, which established Article XIIID of the State Constitution and the District is subject 
to the legal requirements of Proposition 218.   

The estimated cost of maintenance services for Fiscal Year 2025-26 are detailed in Part III of this Report. 
All assessable parcels identified as being within the District share in both the cost and the benefits of the 
improvements. The costs and expenses associated with the improvements in the District are equitably 
spread among all benefiting parcels within the District and only parcels that receive special benefit from 
the improvements are assessed in proportion to benefit received. The funds collected from the 
assessments are dispersed and used for the services and operation provided within the District.  

In any year beyond Fiscal Year 2005-06, the assessment on each parcel can increase based on the amount 
of the increase in the Engineering News Record Construction Cost Index 20-City Average from the previous 
calendar year. For Fiscal Year 2025-26, the maximum assessment rates are increasing from Fiscal Year 
2024-25 maximum assessment rates by the inflation factor of 0.87%.  

The City will be developing a capital improvement plan (CIP) to identify specific projects and timing of 
replacement of improvements within the District. Appendix A contains estimates of probable costs for 
replacement of authorized improvements at the end of their useful life.  Although the current assessment 
allows for an annual increase in the Capital Reserve Fund, the City will first develop a detailed Capital 
Improvement Program based on assessed needs. 

A discussion of District benefits is provided in Part IV of this Report and the method of apportioning District 
costs to the parcels of land within the District is provided in Part V of this Report and Appendix C lists the 
assessment amount for each parcel in the District for Fiscal Year 2025-26.  
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PART II – PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 
The facilities, which have been constructed within the City of Salinas, and those which may be 
subsequently constructed, will be operated, serviced and maintained as generally described as follows: 

The assessments provide for the maintenance, repair, reconstruction, and operation of and the furnishing 
of services and materials for the landscaping, irrigation systems, and public improvements.  Landscaping 
includes trees, shrubs, grass, and other ornamental vegetation.  Public improvements include curbs, 
gutters, asphalt street improvements, sidewalks, masonry walls, concrete-paver driveway clusters, 
parkway strips adjacent to curbs, landscape easements,  appurtenant water mains, irrigation systems, 
public lighting fixtures on all streets and driveway clusters listed below.  This maintenance, servicing, and 
operation is in accordance with NPDES requirements of the City of Salinas storm water permit.  The 
continued maintenance of these improvements shall be budgeted and reviewed each fiscal year and fully 
or partially funded through the annual assessments. 

• Fitzgerald Street –4 cluster driveways (approx. 13,103 SF), street improvements from 
Hemmingway Drive to 150 feet more or less west of Bradbury, including curbs, gutters, and 
sidewalks (approx. 33,100 SF), and street frontage landscaping (approx. 4,250 SF); and 

• Southerly Portion of Hemingway Drive –3 cluster driveways (approx. 7,352 SF), and street frontage 
landscaping (approx. 8,336 SF) from Fitzgerald Street northerly 1,010 feet more or less to 
Nantucket Boulevard; and 

• Southerly Portion of Bradbury Drive –11 cluster driveways (approx. 45,958 SF) and street frontage 
landscaping (approx. 9,435 SF) from Fitzgerald Street northerly 870 feet more or less to Nantucket 
Boulevard, and 1,900 feet more or less northerly to Boronda Road; and 

• Northerly Portion of Bradbury Drive 10 cluster driveways (approx. 58,941 SF) and street frontage 
landscaping (approx. 12,745 SF) from Nantucket Boulevard northerly 900 feet more or less to a 
cul-de-sac near Boronda Road, including “emergency access-turf block”; and 

• Longfellow Drive – 1 cluster driveway, and street frontage landscaping from Hemingway Drive to 
Bradbury Street. 
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Maintenance, repair, reconstruction, and operation may include, but are not limited to spraying 
pesticides, manicure care of landscaped areas, debris removal, removal and replacement of concrete 
sidewalks and pavers, street resurfacing and/or reconstruction, and any and all other items of work 
necessary and incidentals, such as utilities, engineering, inspection, contract administration, etc., for the 
proper maintenance, repair, reconstruction, and operation thereof. Other incidental costs such as 
contingencies, assessment collection costs, legal fees, and administration are assessed to and paid by the 
District on the same basis as the improvements specified above. 

The public improvements along Nantucket Boulevard and Parcels A, B, C, and C1, (P.G. & E.'s Tower Line 
right-of-way) of the Vesting Tentative Map for the Cottages of Mira Monte, a Planned Unit Development, 
are not included in this maintenance assessment district; they are included in the existing North/East Area 
Maintenance District (Landscape Maintenance District No. 1).

A glossary of definitions for the multi-year budget table is provided below. 

Expenditures 

Maintenance 

• Landscaping Contracted and Extra Services. Includes all contracted labor, material and 
equipment required to properly maintain the landscaping improvements within the District. 

• In-House Inspection. Costs related to Inspectors on City staff who provide services such as 
construction work monitoring, project documentation, inspection and testing during the 
construction phase of a project. 

• Special Supplies. Includes the unforeseen costs of supplies and repairs that are not included in 
the yearly maintenance contracts. 

Utilities 

• Water. The cost of water required for the operation and maintenance of landscaping facilities.

• Property enhancement through improved erosion resistance, dust and debris control and 
reduced noise and air pollution. 

• Increased sense of pride in ownership of property resulting from well-maintained improvements 
in proximity to the properties subject to the assessments.  

• Reduced vandalism and criminal activity resulting from well-maintained surroundings and 
amenities.  

• The special enhancements of the properties that results from the above benefits. 

All of the preceding special benefits contribute to a specific enhancement and desirability of each of the 
assessed parcels within the District. 
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Non-Assessed Parcels 
Within the boundaries of the District, there are several types of properties that are not assessed based 
upon the assessment methodology that was adopted when the District was formed. These parcels 
include: 

• Publicly owned parcels that are reserved as Public Open Space or are developed as City Parks for 
active recreation and are maintained and serviced by the District. 

• Publicly owned wetland parcels.  

• Certain Public Utility parcels.  

• Privately owned open space parcels. 

• Privately owned "sliver" parcels that have resulted from a lot line adjustment with an adjacent 
larger parcel. The adjacent larger parcel, of which these "sliver" parcels are a part, are assessed 
at the Single-Family Unit rate. 

• Common area parcels within the Development. 

Any proposed assessment rate increase in the future will require consideration of whether the non-
assessed parcels receive special benefits or not, and assessments must be levied on any parcel that is 
deemed to receive special benefits. 
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PART V – METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT 
The Method of Assessment outlines the formula by which property that receives special benefit from the 
improvements and services provided will be assessed annually. The Method of Assessment for the District 
follows: 

Assessments 

The assessment will be spread equally among the total number of single family units (SFU) within the 
District boundaries, or approved SFU pursuant to Vesting Tentative Map No. 99-1 which is within the 
District boundaries. 

In any year beyond Fiscal Year 2005-06, the assessment on each parcel can increase based on the amount 
of the increase in the Engineering News Record Construction Cost Index 20-City Average from the previous 
calendar year. For Fiscal Year 2025-26, the maximum assessment rates are increasing from Fiscal Year 
2024-25 maximum assessment rates by the inflation factor of 0.87%.  

The annual assessment for Single Family Unit Parcels is $615.39 per parcel (unit).  All assessed parcels 
(units) shall be assessed an additional $10.00 for the City's collection fee. 

Applying the assessment rate and adding the City Collection Fee determines the assessment levy for the 
District: 

Single Family Unit Parcels 203 Units x $615.39 per Unit = $124,924.17 

City Collection Fee 203 Parcels x  $10.00 per Parcel = $2,030.00 

Total Assessment Levy for the District = $126,954.17 

Each parcel may be levied up to the current assessment rate.

The lines and dimensions of each lot or parcel within the District are those lines and dimensions shown 
on the maps of the Assessor of the County of Monterey for the fiscal year to which this Report applies.

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PART I – OVERVIEW 
The City of Salinas (the “City”) established the Monte Bella Maintenance District to provide a source of 
funding for the on-going maintenance of the amenities that were installed for the benefit of the parcels 
located in the Monte Bella development (the “Development”) and within the District.  The District was 
created under Article II, Chapter 21C of the City of Salinas Municipal Code, the Landscaping and Lighting 
Act of 1972 of the State of California (the “1972 Act”), and the Benefit Assessment Act of 1982 (the “1982 
Act”).  As required, the City prepares an Engineer’s Report annually and holds a public hearing to allow 
property owners within the District to address the City Council prior to the annual levy of the assessments.  

This Engineer’s Report (the “Report”) sets forth the proposed assessments for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the 
Monte Bella Maintenance District (the “District”).  The District was created in 2004, after the passage of 
Proposition 218 in 1996, which established Article XIIID of the State Constitution and the District is subject 
to the legal requirements of Proposition 218.   The District assessments include built-in inflationary factor 
based on the annual change in the Consumer Price Index (“CPI”).  The assessment may be levied each year 
up to the maximum assessment rates.  Proposed assessments that are greater than the maximum 
assessment rates require a property-owner vote approving of the new rates before being levied.  For Fiscal 
Year 2025-26, the assessment rate remains the same as it was in FY 2024-2025 while the maximum 
assessment rates are increasing by the inflation factor of 3.0%.  Part V of this Report provides a discussion 
of the inflation factor in more detail.   

The estimated cost of maintenance services for Fiscal Year 2025-26 are detailed in Part III of this Report.  
All assessable parcels identified as being within the District share in both the cost and the benefits of the 
improvements. The costs and expenses associated with the improvements in the District are equitably 
spread among all benefiting parcels within the District and only parcels that receive special benefit from 
the improvements are assessed in proportion to benefit received. The funds collected from the 
assessments are dispersed and used for the services and operation provided within the District. A 
discussion of District benefits is provided in Part IV of this Report, the method of apportioning District 
costs to the parcels of land within the District is provided in Part V of this Report and Appendix D lists the 
assessment amount for each parcel in the District for Fiscal Year 2025-26. 
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PART II – PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 
All of the improvements are allowed under the Salinas Municipal Code and the Lighting and Landscape 
Act of 1972 (the “Act”). The continued maintenance of these improvements shall be budgeted and 
reviewed each fiscal year and fully or partially funded through the annual assessments. 

The assessments provide a dedicated source of funding for the maintenance and operation of the District 
improvements, including landscaping along the street corridors within the Development and along portions 
of Sconberg Parkway, Freedom Parkway and Williams Road that are directly adjacent to the Development.  
Other improvements maintained by the District include local street lighting (including energy costs), routine 
street maintenance and associated appurtenances located within the public right-of-ways.  

There are five distinct types of improvements in the District which are: street landscaping; street lighting; 
parks, open space and detention basin landscaping; street maintenance; and public improvements.  Each 
type of improvement is budgeted and assessed as a District benefit zone (“Benefit Zone”).   

Street Landscaping 

The District provides maintenance, servicing and operation of approximately 458,075 square feet of 
landscaping along the street corridors within the Monte Bella Development and along portions of 
Sconberg Parkway, Freedom Parkway and Williams Road that are directly adjacent to the Development. 
The street landscaping improvements include, but are not limited to, ground cover, trees and shrubs, and 
irrigation systems within the street right of ways.  Maintenance, servicing and operation includes the costs 
of necessary repairs, replacements, water, electrical current, trimming and pruning, care supervision and 
any and all other items necessary for the proper maintenance and operation of the improvements. Table 
1 includes street landscaping improvements that are maintained by the District.

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The District also provides routine tree pruning services within the landscaped areas of the boulevards and 
local streets of the District and within the Park. The improvement costs associated with tree trimming will 
be assessed to the benefited District parcels and reserved for over an anticipated five year pruning cycle. 

Street Lighting 

The District currently provides maintenance, servicing and operation of 359 street lights. Maintenance, 
servicing and operation includes the costs of necessary repairs, replacements, care supervision and any 
and all other items necessary for the proper maintenance and operation of the improvements. The 
following Table 2 shows the number of street lights by lumens that is in operation in the District:

Park, Open Space, Detention Basin and Bioswale Landscaping 
The District provides maintenance, servicing and operation of 8.2 acres of park landscaping, 6,816 square 
feet of local open space landscaping and 65,190 square feet of detention basin landscaping that will also 
serve as a local park. This maintenance, servicing and operation is in accordance with NPDES requirements 
of the City of Salinas stormwater permit. Maintenance, servicing and operation includes the costs of 
necessary repairs, replacements, water, electrical current, trimming and pruning, care supervision and 
any and all other items necessary for the proper maintenance and operation of the improvements. Tabe 
3 on the following page outlines the location of park, open space and detention basin landscaping 
improvements.

On June 4, 2019 City Council accepted the Monte Bella Subdivision Phase 5A improvements for maintenance 
and responsibility. The development requires continuous landscape maintenance of bioswales at several 
locations that are now maintained by the Monte Bella Maintenance District. The approximate locations of the 
bioswales are shown in the following illustration:

Slurry sealing and overlay schedules are largely dependent on the extent of use and deterioration of the 
streets and the composition of the street material used. It has been determined that the slurry sealing of 
the streets will be required after the first five years and every eight years thereafter. The street overlay 
has been determined to be required on a twenty year cycle. A reserve has been established for the cost 
of these major maintenance and repair projects and funded through the annual assessments. 
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Public Improvements 

On December 7, 2021, City Council accepted the Monte Bella Subdivision Phase 5B public improvements for 
maintenance and responsibility and accepted the following streets into the City’s street system:  Etna Circle, 
Napoli Circle, Marsala Circle, Palermo Drive and Palermo Court.  The subdivision is located north of Sconberg 
Parkway between Monte Bella Boulevard and Freedom Parkway and consists of 71 residential lots on 11.1 
acres of land.  The final map for Monte Bella Subdivision Phase 5B is on file in the Office of the Recorder of 
Monterey County and incorporated herein by reference. 

The required public improvements for this subdivision consisted of the following: 

• Installation of public utilities, including water, sanitary sewer, gas, electricity, cable, and telephone 
services accessible to each designated lot; 

• All necessary storm drain facilities and stormwater mitigation facilities in accordance with the City’s 
National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES Permit); 

• Fire hydrants; 

• Construction of curbs and gutters, sidewalks, curb ramps, pavement, street/traffic signs, pavement 
markings and street lighting; 

• Installation of street monumentation, survey monuments for legal lot lines, street trees and 
landscaping. 

Construction on the required public improvements above began in May 2018 and was satisfactorily completed 
on November 10, 2021.

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Glossary of Budget Items 

A glossary of definitions for the multi-year budget table is provided below. 

Expenditures 

Maintenance 

• Landscaping. Includes all contracted labor, material and equipment required to properly 
maintain the landscaping improvements within the District. The District also provides routine 
tree pruning services within the landscaped areas of the boulevards and local streets of the 
District and within the Park. The improvement costs associated with tree trimming will be 
assessed to the benefited District parcels and reserved for over an anticipated five year pruning 
cycle. 

• Tree Trimming. Includes all labor, material and equipment required to provide routine tree pruning 
services within the landscaping improvements within the District. 

• Street Sweeping. Includes all contracted labor, material and equipment required to properly 
maintain the streets within the District. 

• Other Maintenance and Repairs. Includes unforeseen maintenance and repair costs that are not 
included in the yearly maintenance contracts. This may include repair of damaged amenities due 
to vandalism, storms, frost and planned upgrades of the improvements including all renovation 
costs. Examples of upgrades are replacement of plant materials and/or renovation of irrigation 
or ornamental lighting systems. 

• In-House Inspection - Street Light Maintenance. Includes all repair and replacement costs required 
to operate the local street lighting, including costs related to City staff who provide services such 
as work monitoring, project documentation, and inspection. 

• Supplies and Contingencies. Includes cost of supplies and contingency for any additional 
unforeseen costs not included above. 

Utilities 

• Landscape Water. The cost of water required for the operation and maintenance of landscaping 
facilities. 

• Electricity – Street Lighting/ Landscape Lighting Controllers. The cost of electricity required for 
the operation and maintenance of ornamental lighting, irrigation facilities and street lights. 

Administrative Expenses 

• Agency Administration. General administration expenses. 

• Professional Fees. The costs of contracting with professionals to provide services specific to the 
levy administration and any additional administrative, legal or engineering services specific to 
the District. 
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• City Collection Fee. The cost to collect District assessments, including the fee the County charges 
to collect the assessments on the property tax bills. The charge is $10 per levied parcel. 

• Capital Improvements. The amount planned for constructing, repairing or replacing capital 
items in the District based on the City’s FY 2025-26 Adopted CIP Budget Document, which is 
available online at https://www.cityofsalinas.org/files/sharedassets/city/v/1/finance/ 
documents/fy-24-25-adopted-cip-budget.pdf, which are summarized in Appendix A of this 
Report. 

Revenue and Levy Adjustments 

Balance to Levy. The total assessment amount that is levied in a Benefit Zone or in the District. 

Operating Reserve From/(To). The amount transferred from the Operating Reserve Fund to make up 
for all or part of a funding deficit in the District or the amount of the funding surplus in the District that 
is transferred to the Operating Reserve Fund. 

Capital Reserve From/(To). The amount transferred from the Capital Reserve Fund to pay current year 
capital expenditures or the amount transferred to the Capital Reserve Fund to pay for future planned 
capital expenditures. 

Additional City Contribution. The amount, if any, that the City contributes to the District to help cover 
the cost of services in the District. 

Estimated Interest Earnings. The combined estimated annual interest to be earned on funds held in 
the Operating Reserve Fund and the Capital Reserve Fund. 

General Fund Contribution for Parks:  This item accounts for the general benefit portion of the 
maintenance costs for parks and the special benefit to parcels outside the District boundary.   

The General Fund Contribution for Parks, shown on the District budget pages, accounts for the portion 
of special benefit conferred to parcels outside the District and within a half mile radius of the parks, as 
well as the general benefit portion.   

District Statistics 

Total Parcels. The total number of parcels within the boundaries of the District. 

Total Parcels Levied. The total number of parcels that are in a Benefit Zone or in the District. 

Total EBU. The total number of equivalent benefit units that are in a Benefit Zone or in the District. 

Assessment Rates 

Levied Rate per EBU. The rate per equivalent benefit unit levied in a Benefit Zone or in the District. 

Maximum Rate per EBU. The maximum rate per equivalent benefit unit that can be levied in the 
District. 
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Assessment Revenue 

Total Assessments Levied. The total amount levied on all assessed parcels in a Benefit Zone or in the 
District. 

Assessment Revenue at Maximum Rates. The total amount that can be levied on all assessed parcels 
in a Benefit Zone or in the District. 

Capacity for Additional Revenue. If the total assessments levied are less than assessment revenue at 
maximum rates, this is the additional amount of revenue can be generated if the assessments are 
increased up to the maximum rates. 

Fund Balance Information 

Operating Reserve Fund. Pursuant to Section 22569 of the 1972 Act, the operating reserve fund is utilized 
to operate the District from the time period of July 1 (beginning of the fiscal year) through December 
when the County provides the City with the first installment of assessments collected from the 
property tax bills, thereby eliminating the need for the City to transfer funds from non-district accounts 
to pay for District charges during the first six (6) months of the fiscal year. 

Capital Reserve Fund. The fund used to collect a portion of the total cost of a major improvement over 
several years, thereby reducing the short-term financial impact to the property owners. 
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PART IV – DISTRICT BENEFITS 

Authorizing Legislation 
The Salinas Municipal Code and the Landscape and Lighting Act (the “Act”) allows the City to establish 
maintenance districts for the purpose of providing certain public improvements which provide a special 
benefit to the parcels, including the construction, maintenance, and servicing of street lights, traffic 
signals, and landscaping facilities.  The Salinas Municipal Code expands the types of improvements to be 
maintained to include “sanitary sewer system facilities, storm drainage facilities and any other works, 
utility or appliances necessary or convenient for providing any other public service”.   

Section 22573 of the Act requires that maintenance assessments be levied according to benefit rather 
than according to the assessed value of property. This section states: 

 “The net amount to be assessed upon lands within an assessment district may be 
apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the net amount among all 
assessable lots or parcels in proportion to the estimated benefits to be received by each 
such lot or parcel from the improvements.” 

— Streets and Highways Code Section 22573 

Furthermore, Section 22574 of the Act permits the designation of zones of benefit within any individual 
assessment district if “by reason of variations in the nature, location, and extent of the improvements, 
the various areas will receive different degrees of benefit from the improvements.” 

Proposition 218  
On November 5, 1996, Proposition 218, the “Right to Vote on Taxes Act,” was approved by California 
voters on the statewide ballot, which added Article XIIID to the California Constitution requiring that a 
parcel’s assessment must not exceed the reasonable cost of the proportional special benefit conferred on 
that parcel. Proposition 218 provides that only special benefits are assessable and the City must separate 
the general benefits from the special benefits. In addition, Proposition 218 also requires that publicly 
owned property which benefits from the improvements be assessed, unless there is clear and definite 
evidence that those properties receive no special benefit. Exempted from the assessment would be the 
areas of public streets, public avenues, public lanes, public roads, public drives, public courts, public alleys, 
public easements and rights-of-ways, public greenbelts and public parkways.  

The amount to be assessed may be apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the 
amount among all assessable lots or parcels. Additionally, it is required that the City separate the general 
benefits from the special benefits, because only special benefits may be assessed. The quantification and 
separation of general benefit from special benefits follows. 
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General Benefits 
Although the improvements may be visible to passersby or to the public at large, the improvements were 
installed as a requirement of the development and are designed for the benefit of those properties.  Since 
the District improvements related to street landscaping, street lighting, and street maintenance are 
entirely located within the District or immediately adjacent to the benefited parcels, it has been 
determined that there is little or no general benefit to the public at large.  

As mentioned above, the City will contribute funds from the general fund to account for park usage by 
residents living outside the District.  This contribution was determined by identifying and separating the 
special and general benefit portions of the costs to maintain the parks.   

Previous public outreach efforts by agencies in California1 have reported that in general, the most-used 
park is also the closest, typically a 15 minute walk which equates to an approximately half-mile radius. A 
general benefit from use of the park is received by the public and parcels located beyond the special 
benefit area.  Surveys and studies provide insights into park usage, however specific percentages can vary.  
In general, it has been suggested that 20 to 40% of park visitors may travel from greater than a half-mile 
(15 minute walk or 5 minute car ride).  This general benefit must be identified and funded by a revenue 
source outside of the assessment.  As shown in Part III, the City will contribute funds from the general 
fund to account for park usage by residents living outside the District.  This contribution was determined 
by identifying and separating the special and general benefit portions of the costs to maintain the parks.   

The parks were installed as a condition of development and as a part of the specific developments 
surrounding the parks.  It could be inferred that the parcels could not exist had the condition not been 
met and receive a special benefit from the construction of the park. 

The proximity and access to parks serve as an extension of the useable land area for property within the 
service radius, and the parcels within the service area clearly receive a direct advantage and special 
benefit from the improvements. The Parks confer a special benefit to the parcels within a half-mile radius, 
of which those developments are located and can be assessed.  There are also parcels outside the District 
boundary that receive special benefit from the park improvements.  The parcels within the District may 
only be assessed for their share of special benefit from the park improvements.  The share of special 
benefit received by parcels outside the District must be funded by sources other than District assessments, 
they cannot be assessed to the parcels within the District. 

Special Benefits 
The method of apportionment (assessment methodology) approved at the time the District was formed 
is based on the premise that each of the assessed parcels within the District receives benefit from the 
improvements maintained and financed by annual assessments. Specifically, the assessments are for the 
maintenance of improvements installed as part of the original improvement. The desirability of properties 
within the District are enhanced by the presence of street lights and well-maintained streets and 
landscaping in close proximity to those properties. 
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Landscaping. The special benefits associated with the open space and street landscaping improvements 
are specifically: 

• Enhanced desirability of properties through association with the improvements within the 
area.  

• Improved aesthetic appeal of properties providing a positive representation of the area. 

• Enhanced adaptation of the urban environment within the natural environment from 
adequate green space and landscaping. 

• Environmental enhancement through improved erosion resistance, dust and debris control 
and reduced noise and air pollution. 

• Increased sense of pride in ownership of property resulting from well-maintained 
improvements associated with the properties. 

• Reduced vandalism and criminal activity resulting from well-maintained surroundings and 
amenities. 

• The special enhancements of the properties that results from the above benefits. 

Street Lighting.  The special benefits associated with the street lighting improvements are specifically: 

• Enhanced deterrence of crime and the aid to police protection. 

• Increased nighttime safety on roads and streets. 

• Improved ability of pedestrians and motorists to see. 

• Improved ingress and egress to property. 

• Reduced vandalism and other criminal act and damage to improvements or property. 

• Improved traffic circulation and reduced nighttime accidents and personal property loss. 

• Improved aesthetic appeal of properties providing a positive representation of the area. 

Street Maintenance.  The special benefits associated with the street maintenance improvements are 
specifically: 

• Improved traffic safety within the community. 

• Improved ingress and egress to property. 

• Improved protection of property and life that accompanies well maintained streets. 

• Improved aesthetic appeal of the streets providing a positive representation of the area and 
desirability of the property. 

Parks.  The special benefits associated with the park maintenance improvements are specifically: 
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• Condition of development. 

• Proximity and access to Park amenities. 

All of the preceding special benefits contribute to a specific enhancement and desirability of each of the 
assessed parcels within the District. 
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PART V – METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT 
The Method of Assessment outlines the formula by which property that receives special benefit from the 
improvements and services provided will be assessed annually.  The costs associated with the 
maintenance and operation of the landscaping and irrigation improvements including the Engineer’s 
Report, printing and mailing legal assessment notices, County collection fees and legal fees and 
appurtenances are spread to all developed and undeveloped parcels on a pro-rata area development unit.   

Equivalent Benefit Units 

The single family detached residential property type has been selected as the basic unit for calculation of 
special taxes and is defined as one Equivalent Benefit Unit (EBU) as this is common practice in developing 
special tax methodologies.   

Every land-use is converted to EBU's.  Government-owned parcels are assigned EBU's based on lot size.  
Undeveloped parcels are assigned EBU’s based on lot size unless a final map showing the approved 
number of residential units for the parcel has been approved, in which Since the average single family lot 
is .12 acres, the conversion factor for the parcels is 8.33 EBU per acre. 

The EBU method is seen as the most appropriate and equitable method of spread of benefit to each parcel 
from the improvements since it is based on land-use type and parcel size.  A methodology has been 
developed to calculate the EBU's for non-residential parcels.  Property within the District is assigned to 
one of the following categories and assigned EBU’s as follows: 

Single Family Residential (SFR).  Parcels zoned, or approved for single family detached home residential 
uses are assigned 1 EBU per dwelling unit, including vacant parcels.   

Government Owned (GOV).  Parcels owned by a government entity, such as public schools and utilities, 
area assessed in the same manner as privately owned parcels.  In converting government owned 
properties to EBU's, the EBU Factor used is equal to the residential dwelling unit density 8.33 dwelling 
units per acre.   

Undeveloped/Vacant (GOV).  For parcels that are undeveloped or vacant, are assigned EBU’s based on 
lot size at a rate of 8.33 equivalent benefit units per acre unless a final map with lots approved for single 
family residential units, in which case the assigned EBU’s are equal to the number of approved single 
family units shown on the final map. 

In the case of APN 153-671-010-000, assessable acreage has been reduced from 13.48 to 7.38, to exclude 
the open space acreage associated with this parcel. Additionally, this parcel will not be assessed for the 
maintenance, servicing and operation of District’s park and open space landscaping improvements. 
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Exempt (EXE).  Exempt property is determined to receive no direct and special benefit from the District 
improvements and is therefore not assessed. Public Parks and Open Space parcels within the District, 
although not exempt under Article XIIID Section 4, will not be assessed since the landscape benefit 
contributed by Public Park and Open Space parcels is considered to be equal to or greater than the benefit 
received by the parcels from other District Improvements. 

There total number of EBU for each type of District improvement is shown in Table 7 below.

Parks and Open Spaces Landscaping 

For Parks and Open Space Landscaping, the apportionment of General versus Specific Benefit requires 
further consideration.  As discussed in the previous section, it can be inferred that parks and open space 
landscaping provide benefits as presented in Table 8.

Zones of Benefit.  Two special benefit zones have been identified for each Park District:  Zone A – parcels 
located in the district and within half a mile of the park, and Zone B – parcels located outside of the district 
and within half a mile of the park.  Appendix C contains a map of the benefit zones.

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Benefit Factor.  Zone A: Parcels located in the district and within half a mile of the park receive benefits 
#1, and #2 as listed above, and have a benefit factor of 100% (2 out of 2 special benefits).  Zone B: Parcels 
located outside of the district and within a half mile of the park receive benefit #2 as listed above, and 
have a benefit factor of 50% (1 out of 2 special benefits).  Note that Zone B must be funded by a source 
other than the assessment. 

Proportional Benefit Unit. A Proportional Benefit Unit is created by applying the appropriate benefit 
factor to the number of parcels in each benefit zone. Funding for the General Benefit proportion (25%) 
must be provided by a source other than the assessment. The Benefit Zone A proportion (47%) can be 
applied to the EBUs identified within the District. Benefit Zone B proportion (28%) must be provided by a 
source other than the assessment. Assessment totals for General and Specific Benefit proportion are 
summarized in Table 9.

As previously discussed, funding for the General Benefit portion must be from a funding source outside 
of the assessment.  The City’s general fund will provide funding in the amount of $130,617.  The 
proportion of the assessment attributable to Benefit Zone A of $115,830 will be distributed across the 
Total Equivalent Benefit Units identified for the District. 

Assessments 

The maximum assessment rate is subject to annual escalation to account for inflation. 

Annual Inflation Factor 

The maximum annual assessment rate will increase each year at a rate equal to the greater of 3% or the 
annual change in the Consumer Price Index, All Urban Consumers, for the San Francisco-Oakland-Hayward 
area, measured from April to April.  The actual assessments levied in any fiscal year will be as approved 
by the City Council and may not exceed the maximum annual assessment rate without receiving property 
owner approval for the increase pursuant to Article XIII D of the California State Constitution. For FY 2025-
26, the CPI increase is 2.4%, therefore the annual inflation factor to be applied to the maximum 
assessment rate is 3.0%.

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PART I – OVERVIEW 
The City of Salinas (the “City”) established the Harden Ranch Maintenance District to provide a source of 
funding for the on-going maintenance of the amenities that were installed for the benefit of the parcels 
within the District. The district was created under Article II, Chapter 21C of the City of Salinas Municipal 
Code and the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972 of the State of California (the “1972 Act”). As required, 
the City prepares an Engineer’s Report annually and holds a public hearing to allow property owners 
within the District to address the City Council prior to the annual levy of the assessments.  

This Engineer’s Report (the “Report”) sets forth the proposed assessments for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the 
Harden Ranch Maintenance District (the “District”).  Since the District was created prior to the passage of 
Proposition 218 in 1996, which established Article XIIID of the State Constitution, the District is a 
“grandfathered” assessment district by Section 5(a). As such it is not subject to the legal requirements of 
Proposition 218 so long as the assessments remain at rates that are equal to or less than the maximum 
assessment rates that were in place in 1996.  As a result, the District does not have a built-in escalation 
factor to account for increasing maintenance costs resulting from inflation.  In 1999, the City conducted a 
property owner assessment ballot in accordance to Proposition 218 to add an annual escalator based 
upon the annual change in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) which would allow the assessment rate to be 
increased annually to offset the impacts of inflation.  A majority of the property owners voted against the 
increase in assessment rates that included the inflation factor.  Since the revenue generated through the 
levy of assessments has remained static while maintenance costs have increased annually, the District has 
had to draw upon assessment reserves to fund annual maintenance services.  

The estimated cost of maintenance services for Fiscal Year 2025-26 are detailed in Part III of this Report. 
All assessable parcels identified as being within the District share in both the cost and the benefits of the 
improvements. The costs and expenses associated with the improvements in the District are equitably 
spread among all benefiting parcels within the District and only parcels that receive special benefit from 
the improvements are assessed in proportion to benefit received. The funds collected from the 
assessments are dispersed and used for the services and operation provided within the District. A 
discussion of District benefits is provided in Part IV of this Report and the method of apportioning District 
costs to the parcels of land within the District is provided in Part V of this Report and Appendix D lists the 
assessment amount for each parcel in the District for Fiscal Year 2025-26.  

It is important to note that since the District assessments do not include a built-in inflationary factor, the 
revenue from assessments has remained at approximately $155,000 annually.  However, maintenance 
costs have steadily risen each year. Annual maintenance costs within the District have been greater than 
assessment revenues for the last several years.  The District has used reserves to offset the insufficiency 
of assessment revenues to pay for maintenance costs.  The District maintains minimal reserves with the 
Reserve Fund balance, which is projected to be approximately $174,405 at the beginning of FY 2025-26.  
The Reserve Fund is used to cover the costs necessary to operate the District from the time period of July 
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1 (beginning of the fiscal year) through December when the County provides the City with the first 
installment of assessments collected from the property tax bills as well as the capital replacement of 
improvements. 

Since District reserves are not expected to be sufficient to maintain current service levels at the desired 
level, maintenance levels have been reduced to balance available revenues with expenditures.  A 
landscaping maintenance contract agreement with Brightview Landscape Services for a reduced level of 
service, including reductions in tree trimming and in the frequency of other maintenance activities, was 
awarded June 18, 2024. 

As costs increase as a result of inflation in coming years, maintenance levels will be adjusted accordingly. 
In 2019, the City initiated discussions with District property owners regarding an assessment increase in 
order to increase services to the desired levels.  Moving forward would require a mailed ballot property 
owner voting process to gain approval for the assessment increase.  The City expects to continue 
discussions with property owners as resources permit. 
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PART II – PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 
The facilities, which have been constructed within the City of Salinas, and those which may be 
subsequently constructed, will be operated, serviced and maintained as generally described as follows: 

The assessments provide for the maintenance and operation of and the furnishing of services and 
materials for, masonry walls, detention basins, landscaping, irrigation systems, landscaping which includes 
trees, shrubs, grass, and other ornamental vegetation, and appurtenant facilities, including irrigation 
systems and drainage devices within the District. The continued maintenance of these improvements shall 
be budgeted and reviewed each fiscal year and fully or partially funded through the annual assessments.  

The improvements are located in three areas within the District with specific types of improvements in 
each area.  Appendices B and C shows the location of all of the improvements in addition to the District 
boundaries.   

District Boundary Area Improvements 

The improvements consist of crosswalks, signs and median strips located along the following street 
segments:

The improvements consist of walkways, crosswalks, masonry, walls, signs, and parkways, embankments, 
sprinkler systems, ornamental plantings including lawns, shrubs, and trees including all structures or other 
facilities necessary for parkway purposes that lie in this area. The improvements are located along the 
following street segments:

The District Interior Area Improvements were reviewed during a recent internal audit, which will allow 
the District to reduce expenses by removing several roadway segments from the landscape maintenance 
contract that were not in the above-listed segments. 

Storm Water Detention Basin  

The improvements include maintenance and clean up as a result of inundation by stormwater detention 
of a storm water detention basin located on a shared use site.  Specific details regarding the site and the 
improvements are provided in Appendix A of this Report.  A description and the location of the site is as 
follows:

Reserve Fund. Pursuant to Section 22569 of the 1972 Act, the reserve fund is utilized to operate the District 
from the time period of July 1 (beginning of the fiscal year) through December when the County 
provides the City with the first installment of assessments collected from the property tax bills, thereby 
eliminating the need for the City to transfer funds from non-district accounts to pay for District charges 
during the first six (6) months of the fiscal year.  The reserve fund is also utilized for capital replacement. 

Level of Maintenance Service Provided 

At the time of formation of the Harden Ranch Maintenance District, assessment rates were set so that 
assessment revenues were sufficient to fund the maintenance services required for the maintenance of 
the improvements within the District that provide a special benefit to parcels within the District.  However, 
since 1999 when a provision for adjusting the assessment rates annually for inflation was not approved 
by property owners, the frequency and level of maintenance services which the District has been able to 
provide, has gradually been reduced.  While the cost of labor, materials, utilities and other services have 
continued to increase annually, the assessment revenues have not increased.  The District's landscape 
contract's area of maintenance included recreation areas (such as playgrounds, exercise courts, horseshoe 
pit courts), median islands in certain roadway segments. These items of work will be removed in an effort 
to bring costs down. 

The table and graph on the next page reflect the estimated decline in purchasing power since the District 
was formed based on the increase in the Engineering News Record Construction Cost Index for the San 
Francisco Area (CCI) since 1999.  Common labor costs and wages in dollars per hour are primary 
components of CCI and are reflections of the cost of providing services in the District. 
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The graph illustrates the fact that the level of maintenance services that the District can currently provide 
from assessment revenue funding only, is estimated to be approximately 13% of the level that could be 
provided in 1999.   

If needed, further reductions in maintenance levels will occur in order to balance expenditures with 
assessment revenue.  This will include reductions in the frequency of tree trimming and other 
maintenance activities.  Since the District is required to maintain drainage and water quality basins under 
the City’s NPDES permit, the reduction in maintenance service levels will occur in other areas and are 
expected to impact the appearance of landscaping, and other improvements within the District in coming 
years.  

There are options available to address this issue. Reductions in maintenance service levels can continue 
or a Proposition 218 ballot measure can be submitted to the property owners. A ballot measure would 
include a provision for annual escalation of rates to account for inflation in order to fully fund future 
District expenditures.  
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PART IV – DISTRICT BENEFITS 

Authorizing Legislation 
The Salinas Municipal Code and the Landscape and Lighting Act (the “Act”) allows the City to establish 
maintenance districts for the purpose of providing certain public improvements which provide a special 
benefit to the parcels, including the construction, maintenance, and servicing of street lights, traffic 
signals, and landscaping facilities.  The Salinas Municipal Code expands the types of improvements to be 
maintained to include “sanitary sewer system facilities, storm drainage facilities and any other works, 
utility or appliances necessary or convenient for providing any other public service”.    

Section 22573 of the Act requires that maintenance assessments be levied according to benefit rather 
than according to the assessed value of property. This section states: 

“The net amount to be assessed upon lands within an assessment district may be 
apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the net amount among all 
assessable lots or parcels in proportion to the estimated benefits to be received by each 
such lot or parcel from the improvements.” 

— Streets and Highways Code Section 22573 

Furthermore, Section 22574 of the Act permits the designation of zones of benefit within any individual 
assessment district if “by reason of variations in the nature, location, and extent of the improvements, 
the various areas will receive different degrees of benefit from the improvements.” 

The amount to be assessed may be apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the 
amount among all assessable lots or parcels. 

Proposition 218 – The Grandfather Clause 
The Harden Ranch Maintenance District was established prior to the adoption of Proposition 218 which 
established July 1, 1997 as the effective date for assessments to meet all of the requirements of Article 
XIII D of the California State Constitution.  As a result, the Harden Ranch Maintenance District is 
“grandfathered” under Section 5 of Article XIIID which states: 

“Beginning July 1, 1997, all existing, new, or increased assessments shall comply with this 
article… …the following assessments existing on the effective date of this article shall be 
exempt from the procedures and approval process set fort… …any assessment… … 
sidewalks, streets, sewers, water, flood control, drainage systems or vector control…” 

— Article XIID, Section 5 
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Section 5 further states that “subsequent increases in such assessments shall be subject to the procedures 
and approval process…” required by Proposition 218.  In 1999, a proposed assessment rate increase was 
presented to the property owners in Harden Ranch, and a majority protest was received for any increase 
in the assessment.  Any proposed increase to the existing assessment rate will require that the District be 
brought into compliance with the requirements of Article XIII D.  This requires majority approval of 
property owners that return their assessment ballots, which are weighted by assessment amount (one 
dollar = one vote). 

General Benefits 

When the existing District assessments were established, the requirement that general benefits be 
separated from special benefits did not yet exist and the quantification of general benefits was not 
considered as it related to the assessments.   Any proposed increase in the assessment rates will require 
the separation of general benefits from special benefits and the quantification of general benefits. 

Special Benefits 

The method of apportionment (assessment methodology) approved at the time the District was formed 
is based on the premise that each of the assessed parcels within the District receives a special benefit 
from the improvements maintained and funded by annual assessments. Specifically, the assessments are 
for the maintenance of improvements installed as part of the original development to serve the parcels 
within the District. The desirability of properties within the District are enhanced by the presence of well-
maintained landscaping in close proximity to those properties. The special benefits associated with the 
local landscaping improvements are specifically: 

 Enhanced desirability of properties through association with the improvements within the area. 

 Improved aesthetic appeal of properties providing a positive representation of the area. 

 Enhanced adaptation of the urban environment within the natural environment from adequate 
green space and well maintained landscaping. 

 Environmental enhancement through improved erosion resistance, dust and debris control and 
reduced noise and air pollution. 

 Increased sense of pride in ownership of property resulting from well-maintained improvements 
in proximity to the properties subject to the assessments.  

 Reduced vandalism and criminal activity resulting from well-maintained surroundings and 
amenities.  

 The special enhancements of the properties that results from the above benefits. 

All of the preceding special benefits contribute to a specific enhancement and desirability of each of the 
assessed parcels within the District. 
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Non-Assessed Parcels 

Within the boundaries of the District, there are several types of properties that are not assessed based 
upon the assessment methodology that was adopted when the District was formed. These parcels 
include: 

 Publicly owned parcels that are reserved as Public Open Space or are developed as City Parks for 
active recreation and are maintained and serviced by the District. 

 Publicly owned wetland parcels.  

 Certain Public Utility parcels.  

 Privately owned open space parcels. 

 Privately owned "sliver" parcels that have resulted from a lot line adjustment with an adjacent 
larger parcel. The adjacent larger parcel, of which these "sliver" parcels are a part, are assessed 
at the Single-Family Unit rate. 

Any proposed assessment rate increase in the future will require consideration of whether the non-
assessed parcels receive special benefits or not, and assessments must be levied on any parcel that is 
deemed to receive special benefits. 
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PART V – METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT 
The Method of Assessment outlines the formula by which property that receives special benefit from the 
improvements and services provided will be assessed annually. The Method of Assessment for the District 
follows: 

Land Use Classification 

All parcels within the District are classified as either a Single Family Residence Parcel, a Non-Single Family 
Residence Parcel or a Non-Assessed Parcel as defined below: 

Single Family Residential Parcel. A parcel containing one or more single family residential unit(s). 

Non-Single Family Residence Parcels.  A parcel that is not a Single Family Residence Parcel. 

Non-Assessed Parcels.  A parcel that does not receive special benefit from the improvements as described 
on the previous page.  

Single Family Residence Parcels and Non-Single Family Residence Parcels are deemed to receive special 
benefit from the improvements and have special benefit conferred upon them as a result of the 
maintenance and operation of the improvements.    

Assessments 

The maximum allowed annual assessment for Single Family Residential Parcels is $66.72 per residential 
unit and $353.66 per acre for Non-Single Family Residential Parcels.  The maximum assessment rates are 
based on an average residential density of 5.3 residential units per acre ($66.72 x 5.3 = $353.66). 

Applying the maximum allowed assessment rates and adding the City Collection Fee determines the 
maximum assessment levy for the District: 

Single Family Residence Parcels  1,458 Units         x   $66.72 per Unit    =      $97,277.76 

Non-Single Family Residence Parcels  121.35 Acres   x    $353.66 per Acre     =      $42,896.46 

City Collection Fee    1,498 Parcels   x    $10.00 per Parcel     =      $14,980.00 

     Total Maximum Assessment Levy for the District:       =   $155,154.22 

Each parcel may be levied up to the maximum assessment rate.   
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PART VI – ASSESSMENT DIAGRAM 
The District assessment diagram is on file with the City’s Office of the City Clerk and is available for public 
inspection. 

The lines and dimensions of each lot or parcel within the District are those lines and dimensions shown 
on the maps of the Assessor of the County of Monterey for the fiscal year to which this Report applies. 
The Assessor's maps and records are incorporated by reference herein and made part of this Report.

A list of names and addresses of the owners of all parcels within this District is shown on the last equalized 
Property Tax Roll of the Assessor of the County of Monterey, which by reference is hereby made a part of 
this report. This list is keyed to the Assessor's Parcel Numbers as shown on the Assessment Roll on file in 
the office of the City Clerk of the City of Salinas.

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PART I – OVERVIEW 
The City of Salinas (the “City”) established the Vista Nueva Maintenance District to provide a source of 
funding for the on-going maintenance of the amenities that were installed for the benefit of the parcels 
within the District. The district was created under Article II, Chapter 21C of the City of Salinas Municipal 
Code and the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972 of the State of California (the “1972 Act”). As required, 
the City prepares an Engineer’s Report annually and holds a public hearing to allow property owners 
within the District to address the City Council prior to the annual levy of the assessments.  

This Engineer’s Report (the “Report”) sets forth the proposed assessments for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the 
Vista Nueva Maintenance District (the “District”). Since the District was created prior to the passage of 
Proposition 218 in 1996, which established Article XIIID of the State Constitution, the District is a 
“grandfathered” assessment district by Section 5(a). As such it is not subject to the legal requirements of 
Proposition 218 so long as the assessments remain at rates that are equal to or less than the maximum 
assessment rates that were in place in 1996.  

At the time the Vista Nueva District was created, a flat $12 increase per year (not to exceed a maximum 
total assessment of $600 per year) was incorporated in the assessment formula. The maximum 
assessment of $600 per year was reached in 2011 when the rate increased from $592 to $600 per year. 
Therefore, the assessment rate will not increase this year as the annual assessment has reached its cap.  

The estimated cost of maintenance services for Fiscal Year 2025-26 are detailed in Part III of this Report. 
As shown in the proposed Fiscal Year 2025-26 budget, assessment revenues will be approximately $12,972 
less than budgeted expenses, which will be drawn from the reserve fund. With this draw, the reserve fund 
will decrease to be approximately $85,527. The City has prepared a capital improvement plan for Fiscal 
Year 2025-26 and beyond, which is anticipated to further reduce the reserve fund balance. 

All assessable parcels identified as being within the District share in both the cost and the benefits of the 
improvements. The costs and expenses associated with the improvements in the District are equitably 
spread among all benefiting parcels within the District and only parcels that receive special benefit from 
the improvements are assessed in proportion to benefit received. The funds collected from the 
assessments are dispersed and used for the services and operation provided within the District. A 
discussion of District benefits is provided in Part IV of this Report and the method of apportioning District 
costs to the parcels of land within the District is provided in Part V of this Report and Appendix C lists the 
assessment amount for each parcel in the District for Fiscal Year 2025-26.  
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PART II – PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 
The facilities, which have been constructed within the City of Salinas, and those which may be 
subsequently constructed, will be operated, serviced and maintained are generally described as follows: 

The assessments provide for the installation and maintenance of a telephone/alarm system for the 
Sanitary Sewer Pump Station; monitor and maintain a sanitary sewer pump station twice a week, and a 
sanitary sewer main four times a year with City forces, or as needed; adjust manhole and flushing inlet 
covers to existing street grade; maintain street pavement by public works contract; provide maintenance 
and power for a new street light system; and maintain subdivision fence. 

In addition, the District also funds all maintenance, servicing and operation in accordance with NPDES 
requirements of the City of Salinas storm water permit. The continued maintenance of these 
improvements shall be budgeted and reviewed each fiscal year and fully or partially funded through the 
annual assessments.  
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PART III – COST ESTIMATE 
Estimated costs for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the construction, operation, servicing and maintenance of 
the facilities described in Part II are shown in Table 1.

Costs related to additional services in addition to City staff who provide 
services such as monitoring, project documentation, inspection and testing of the Sewer Pump 
Station. 

 Equipment Rental. Includes costs related to the rental of equipment to maintain the Sanitary 
Sewer Pump Station.  

 Contingencies. This item is to allow for unforeseen expenses related to facilities and 
improvements needing additional services or replacement. 

Utilities 

 Leased Lines. The cost of leased lines for the telephone/alarm system that monitors the Pump 
station. 

 Electricity – Street Lights. The cost of electricity required for the operation and maintenance of 
the streetlights. 

 Electricity. The cost of electricity for the equipment that monitors the Pump Station. 

Administrative Expenses 

 Agency Administration. The cost to the City for providing the coordination for District service, 
operations and maintenance, responding to public concerns and education, and administering 
the annual levy including, but not limited to the costs associated with City staff salaries and for 
time utilized for District purposes, the costs of resource materials or any other administrative 
expenses or fees associated with the District. 

 Professional Fees. The costs of contracting with professionals to provide services specific to the 
levy administration and any additional administrative, legal or engineering services specific to 
the District. 

 City Collection Fee. The cost to collect District assessments, including the fee the County charges 
to collect the assessments on the property tax bills. The charge is $10 per levied parcel. 

 Capital Improvements. The amount planned for constructing, repairing or replacing capital items 
in the District based on the City’s FY 2023-24 Adopted CIP Budget Document, which is included 
in Appendix A.   
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Revenue and Levy Adjustments 

Balance to Levy. The total assessment amount that is levied in the District. 

Reserve From/(To). The amount transferred from the Reserve Fund to make up for all or part of a 
funding deficit in the District or the amount of the funding surplus in the District that is transferred to 
the Reserve Fund. 

Estimated Interest Earnings. The combined estimated annual interest to be earned on funds held in 
the Reserve Fund. 

District Statistics 

Total Parcels. The total number of parcels within the boundaries of the District. 

Total Parcels Levied. The total number of parcels that are assessed. 

Assessment Rates 

Assessment Rate per Single Family Unit. The rate per residential unit levied on Single Family Residence 
Parcels. 

Maximum Rate per Single Family Unit. The maximum rate per residential unit that can be levied on 
Single Family Residence Parcels. 

Assessment Revenue 

Total Assessments Levied. The total amount levied on all assessed parcels in the District.

Fund Balance Information 

Reserve Fund. Pursuant to Section 22569 of the 1972 Act, the operating reserve fund is utilized to operate 
the District from the time period of July 1 (beginning of the fiscal year) through December when the 
County provides the City with the first installment of assessments collected from the property tax bills, 
thereby eliminating the need for the City to transfer funds from non-district accounts to pay for District 
charges during the first six (6) months of the fiscal year. 
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PART IV – DISTRICT BENEFITS 

Authorizing Legislation 
The Salinas Municipal Code and the Landscape and Lighting Act (the “Act”) allows the City to establish 
maintenance districts for the purpose of providing certain public improvements which provide a special 
benefit to the parcels, including the construction, maintenance, and servicing of street lights, traffic 
signals, and landscaping facilities. The Salinas Municipal Code expands the types of improvements to be 
maintained to include “sanitary sewer system facilities, storm drainage facilities and any other works, 
utility or appliances necessary or convenient for providing any other public service.”    

Section 22573 of the Act requires that maintenance assessments be levied according to benefit rather 
than according to the assessed value of property. This section states: 

“The net amount to be assessed upon lands within an assessment district may be 
apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the net amount among all 
assessable lots or parcels in proportion to the estimated benefits to be received by each 
such lot or parcel from the improvements.” 

— Streets and Highways Code Section 22573 

Furthermore, Section 22574 of the Act permits the designation of zones of benefit within any individual 
assessment district if “by reason of variations in the nature, location, and extent of the improvements, 
the various areas will receive different degrees of benefit from the improvements.” 

The amount to be assessed may be apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the 
amount among all assessable lots or parcels. 

Proposition 218 – The Grandfather Clause 
The Vista Nueva Maintenance District was established prior to the adoption of Proposition 218 which 
established July 1, 1997 as the effective date for assessments to meet all of the requirements of Article 
XIII D of the California State Constitution. As a result, the Vista Nueva Maintenance District is 
“grandfathered” under Section 5 of Article XIIID which states: 

“Beginning July 1, 1997, all existing, new, or increased assessments shall comply with this 
article… …the following assessments existing on the effective date of this article shall be 
exempt from the procedures and approval process set fort… …any assessment… … 
sidewalks, streets, sewers, water, flood control, drainage systems or vector control…” 

— Article XIID, Section 5 
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Section 5 further states that “subsequent increases in such assessments shall be subject to the procedures 
and approval process…” required by Proposition 218.  

General Benefits 
Since the District improvements are entirely located within the Vista Nueva Subdivision or immediately 
adjacent to the benefited parcels, it has been determined that there is little or no general benefit to the 
public at large. 

Special Benefits 

The method of apportionment (assessment methodology) approved at the time the District was formed 
is based on the premise that each of the assessed parcels within the District receives a special benefit 
from the improvements maintained and funded by annual assessments. Specifically, the assessments are 
for the maintenance of improvements installed as part of the original development to serve the parcels 
within the District. The special benefits associated with the improvements are: 

 Increased sewer reliability to the properties due to minimized disruption in sewer disposal. 

 Increased functioning, minimized disruption, and early detection of issues through the pump 
station alarm system. 

 Enhanced desirability of properties through association with the improvements within the area. 

 Improved aesthetic appeal of properties providing a positive representation of the area. 

 Increased sense of pride in ownership of property resulting from well-maintained improvements 
associated with the properties. 

 Reduced vandalism and criminal activity resulting from well-maintained surroundings and 
amenities. 

Property enhancement through improved erosion resistance, dust and debris control and reduced noise 
and air pollution. All of the preceding special benefits contribute to a specific enhancement and 
desirability of each of the assessed parcels within the District. 
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Non-Assessed Parcels 

Within the boundaries of the District, there are types of properties that are not assessed based upon the 
assessment methodology that was adopted when the District was formed. These parcels include: 

 Common areas owned by the Home-Owners Association 

Any proposed assessment rate increase in the future will require consideration of whether the non-
assessed parcels receive special benefits or not, and assessments must be levied on any parcel that is 
deemed to receive special benefits. 
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PART V – METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT 
The Method of Assessment outlines the formula by which property that receives special benefit from the 
improvements and services provided will be assessed annually. The Method of Assessment for the District 
based on the methodology established when the district was formed is as follows: 

Assessments 

The assessment will be spread equally to each parcel. Beginning with fiscal Year 1997/98, each parcel's 
assessment was $480 per year ($40 per month) and escalated $12 each year to the maximum allowed 
payment of $600 per year ($50/month), including administrative fees. Each parcel may be levied up to the 
maximum assessment rate.  
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PART VI – ASSESSMENT DIAGRAM 
The District assessment diagram is on file with the City’s Office of the City Clerk and is available for public 
inspection. 

The lines and dimensions of each lot or parcel within the District are those lines and dimensions shown 
on the maps of the Assessor of the County of Monterey for the fiscal year to which this Report applies. 
The Assessor's maps and records are incorporated by reference herein and made part of this Report.

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PART I – OVERVIEW 

The City of Salinas (the “City”) established the North/East Area Maintenance District to provide a source 
of funding for the on-going maintenance of the amenities that were installed for the benefit of the parcels 
within the District. The District was created under Article II, Chapter 21C of the City of Salinas Municipal 
Code and the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 1972 of the State of California (the “1972 Act”). As required, 
the City prepares an Engineer’s Report annually and holds a public hearing to allow property owners 
within the District to address the City Council prior to the annual levy of the assessments.  

This Engineer’s Report (the “Report”) sets forth the proposed assessments for Fiscal Year 2025-26 for the 
North/East Area Maintenance District (the “District”). Since the District was created prior to the passage of 
Proposition 218 in 1996, which established Article XIIID of the State Constitution, the District was 
“grandfathered” meaning it was not subject to the legal requirements of Proposition 218 as long as the 
assessments remained at rates equal to or less than the maximum assessment rates that were in place in 1996.  

The assessment rate that was levied in 1996 would not be adequate in future years to maintain the desired 
levels of maintenance services as a result of inflation and the increasing age of the improvements within 
the District.  In 1999, the City conducted a property owner assessment ballot, in accordance with 
Proposition 218, to increase rates and add an annual rate escalator.  The annual rate escalator was based 
on the annual change in the cost of construction (20-city average as published in the Engineering News 
Record (“ENR”)). This allowed the assessment rate to be increased annually to offset the impacts of 
inflation. A majority of the property owners voted in favor of the assessment rates and the inflation factor 
was included, thus permitting the annual escalation of rates. For Fiscal Year 2025-26, the maximum 
assessment rates are increasing from FY 2024-25 maximum assessment rates by the inflation factor of 
1.97%. Part V of this Report provides a discussion of the inflation factor in more detail.  

The estimated cost of maintenance services for Fiscal Year 2025-26 is detailed in the preliminary budget 
table presented in Part III of this Report. Assessment revenue in the proposed FY 2025-26 budget provided 
in the Preliminary Engineer’s Report was based on assessments levied at maximum assessment rates. A 
portion of the surplus funds will be deposited into the Capital Reserve Fund, which was projected to have 
a FY 2025-26 year-end balance of approximately $1,369,417 if the assessments were levied at the 
maximum assessment rates.  

As the Capital Reserve Fund continues to grow, the City will be developing a capital improvement plan 
(CIP) to identify specific projects and timing for replacement of improvements within the District. 
Appendix A contains estimates of probable costs for replacement of authorized improvements at the end 
of their useful life.  Although the current assessment allows for an annual increase in the Capital Reserve 
Fund, the City will first develop a detailed Capital Improvement Program based on assessed needs.   
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All assessable parcels identified as being within the District share in both the cost and the benefits of the 
improvements. The costs and expenses associated with the improvements in the District are equitably 
spread among all benefiting parcels within the District and only parcels that receive special benefit from 
the improvements are assessed in proportion to benefit received. For Park/Open Spaces Landscaping, the 
general benefit and special benefit attributed to parcels within the service area and outside of the District 
will be funded by the City’s general fund, and not from the assessment. 

The funds collected from the assessments are dispersed and used for the services and operation provided 
within the District. A discussion of District benefits is provided in Part IV of this Report, the method of 
apportioning District costs to the parcels of land within the District is provided in Part V of this Report and 
Appendix E lists the assessment amount for each parcel in the District for Fiscal Year 2025-26. 
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PART II – PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 

The facilities, which have been constructed within the City of Salinas, and those which may be 
subsequently constructed, will be operated, serviced and maintained as generally described as follows: 

The assessments provide a dedicated source of funding for the maintenance and operation of and 
the furnishing of services and materials for the District improvements including any and all public 
landscaping and irrigation improvements on landscaped medians islands within the District, 
including the 30-foot wide park strips of land between the curb and right-of-way, cul-de-sac 
median landscaping, jogging paths, planter walls and associated improvements as allowed under 
the Salinas Municipal Code and the Lighting and Landscape Act of 1972 (the “Act”).   

In addition, the District also funds the maintenance of the channel improvements within Gabilan Creek 
and Natividad Channel in accordance with NPDES requirements of the City of Salinas stormwater permit, 
as allowed under the Salinas Municipal Code. The continued maintenance of these improvements shall 
be budgeted and reviewed each fiscal year and fully or partially funded through the annual assessments. 

Appendix D shows the location of the improvements, which are summarized below.  

Open Space and Right-of-Way Improvements 

The improvements consist of crosswalks, signs and median strips located as shown in Table 1.

Gabilan Creek Right-of-Way 
The right-of-way is 100 linear feet in width and 9,200 linear feet in length 
beginning 3,800 linear feet northerly of East Laurel Drive going northerly 
to Boronda Road.

Includes the storm water detention facility, open space bluff and sloping 
ground areas including all open space easement areas, which have been 
landscaped and granted to the City of Salinas a permanent open space 
easement. 

Tower Line Right-of-Way 
Includes PG&E tower line right-of-way from approximately Constitution 
Boulevard to Boronda Road subsequent to landscaping and granting of an 
open space easement to the City of Salinas over lands for public use. 

 

Based area/frontage, it is estimated that Open Space and Right-of-Way Improvements comprise 31% of 
the total North/East Area Maintenance costs.  
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Landscaping Improvements 

Landscaping improvements, include landscaping, such as trees, shrubs, grass and ornamental vegetation 
and appurtenant facilities, irrigation and drainage devices located on medians, appurtenant strips of land 
that are approximately 30 feet wide and planter walls along both sides of the roadway except for Williams 
Road which includes the medians improvements on the west side of the roadway only. The street 
segments are described in Table 2 below. Distances given in linear feet are approximate.

Expenditures 

Maintenance 

 Landscaping and Other Maintenance. Includes all contracted labor, material and equipment 
required to properly maintain the landscaping, and other improvements, such as irrigation 
systems, drainage systems, water features, crosswalks, signs, and ornamental lighting systems 
within the District. 

 Tree Trimming. Includes all labor, material and equipment required to provide routine tree pruning 
services within the landscaping improvements within the District 

 In-House Inspection – Open Space and Creek Maintenance. Costs related to maintenance crew 
on City staff who provide services such as maintenance work monitoring, and ongoing 
inspection. 

 Supplies and Contingencies. Includes unforeseen costs of supplies and repairs that are not 
included in the yearly maintenance contracts. This may include repair of damaged amenities due 
to vandalism, storms, frost, and planned upgrades of the improvements including all renovation 
costs. Examples of upgrades are replacement of plant materials and/or renovation of irrigation 
or ornamental lighting systems. 

Utilities 

 Landscape Water. The cost of water required for the operation and maintenance of landscaping 
facilities. 

 Landscape Lighting Controllers/Electricity. The cost of electricity required for the operation and 
maintenance and irrigation facilities.

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Administrative Expenses

expenses or fees associated with the District. 

 Professional Fees. The costs of contracting with professionals to provide services specific to the 
levy administration and any additional administrative, legal, or engineering services specific to 
the District. 

 City Collection Fee. The cost to collect District assessments, including the fee the County charges 
to collect the assessments on the property tax bills. The charge is $10 per levied parcel. 

Revenue and Levy Adjustments 

Balance to Levy. The total assessment amount that is levied in the District. 

Operating Reserve From/(To). The amount transferred from the Operating Reserve Fund to make up 
for all or part of a funding deficit in the District or the amount of the funding surplus in the District that 
is transferred to the Operating Reserve Fund. 

Estimated Interest Earnings. The combined estimated annual interest to be earned on funds held in 
the Operating Reserve Fund and the Capital Reserve Fund. 

General Fund Contribution for Parks:  This item accounts for the general benefit portion of the 
maintenance costs for parks and the special benefit to parcels outside the District boundary.   

The General Fund Contribution for Parks, shown on the District budget pages, accounts for the portion 
of special benefit conferred to parcels outside the District but inside a two half mile radius of the parks, 
as well as the general benefit portion.

Fund Balance Information 

Operating Reserve Fund. Pursuant to Section 22569 of the 1972 Act, the operating reserve fund is utilized 
to operate the District from the time period of July 1 (beginning of the fiscal year) through December 
when the County provides the City with the first installment of assessments collected from the 
property tax bills, thereby eliminating the need for the City to transfer funds from non-district accounts 
to pay for District charges during the first six (6) months of the fiscal year. 

Capital Reserve Fund. The fund used to collect a portion of the total cost of a major improvement over 
several years, thereby reducing the short-term financial impact to the property owners. 
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PART IV – DISTRICT BENEFITS 

Authorizing Legislation 
The Salinas Municipal Code and the Landscape and Lighting Act (the “Act”) allows the City to establish 
maintenance districts for the purpose of providing certain public improvements which provide a special 
benefit to the parcels, including the construction, maintenance, and servicing of street lights, traffic 
signals, and landscaping facilities. The Salinas Municipal Code expands the types of improvements to be 
maintained to include “sanitary sewer system facilities, storm drainage facilities and any other works, 
utility or appliances necessary or convenient for providing any other public service.”   

Section 22573 of the Act requires that maintenance assessments be levied according to benefit rather 
than according to the assessed value of property. This section states: 

“The net amount to be assessed upon lands within an assessment district may be 
apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the net amount among all 
assessable lots or parcels in proportion to the estimated benefits to be received by each 
such lot or parcel from the improvements.” 

— Streets and Highways Code Section 22573 

Furthermore, Section 22574 of the Act permits the designation of zones of benefit within any individual 
assessment district if “by reason of variations in the nature, location, and extent of the improvements, 
the various areas will receive different degrees of benefit from the improvements.” 

Proposition 218 

On November 5, 1996, Proposition 218, the “Right to Vote on Taxes Act,” was approved by California 
voters on the statewide ballot, which added Article XIIID to the California Constitution requiring that a 
parcel’s assessment must not exceed the reasonable cost of the proportional special benefit conferred on 
that parcel. Proposition 218 provides that only special benefits are assessable and the City must separate 
the general benefits from the special benefits. In addition, Proposition 218 requires that publicly owned 
property be assessed if it benefits from the improvements. Exempted from the assessment would be the 
areas of public streets, public avenues, public lanes, public roads, public drives, public courts, public alleys, 
public easements and rights-of-ways, public greenbelts and public parkways.  

In 1999, based upon Section 5 which states that “subsequent increases in such assessments shall be 
subject to the procedures and approval process…” required by Proposition 218, a proposed assessment 
rate increase was presented to the property owners in the North/East Area Maintenance District. The 
assessment increase was approved including the addition of an escalator to offset the impact of inflation. 
Any future assessment rate increase greater than the maximum as allowed will require the approval of 
property owners. 
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General Benefits 

Although the improvements may be visible to passersby or to the public at large, the improvements were 
installed as a requirement of the development and are designed for the benefit of those properties.  Since 
the District improvements related to street landscaping and street maintenance are entirely located 
within the District or immediately adjacent to the benefited parcels, it has been determined that there is 
little or no general benefit to the public at large.  

The City will contribute funds from the general fund to account for park usage by residents living outside 
the District.  This contribution was determined by identifying and separating the special and general 
benefit portions of the costs to maintain the parks.   

Previous public outreach efforts by agencies in California1 have reported that in general, the most-used 
park is also the closest, typically a 15 minute walk which equates to an approximately half-mile radius. A 
general benefit from use of the park is received by the public and parcels located beyond the special 
benefit area.  Surveys and studies provide insights into park usage, however specific percentages can vary.  
In general, it has been suggested that 20 to 40% of park visitors may travel from greater than a half-mile 
(15 minute walk or 5 minute car ride).  This general benefit must be identified and funded by a revenue 
source outside of the assessment.  As shown in Part III, the City will contribute funds from the general 
fund to account for park usage by residents living outside the District.  This contribution was determined 
by identifying and separating the special and general benefit portions of the costs to maintain the parks.   

Special Benefits 

The method of apportionment (assessment methodology), approved at the time the assessments were 
increased in 1999, is based on the premise that each of the assessed parcels within the District receives a 
special benefit from the improvements maintained and funded by annual assessments. Specifically, the 
assessments are for the maintenance of improvements installed as part of the original development and 
increase the desirability of properties within the District based upon the presence of well-maintained 
landscaping and other improvements which serve or are in close proximity to those properties.  

The parks were installed as a condition of development and as a part of the specific developments 
surrounding the parks.  It could be inferred that the parcels could not exist had the condition not been 
met and receive a special benefit from the construction of the park. The proximity and access to parks 
serve as an extension of the useable land area for property within the service radius, and the parcels 
within the service area clearly receive a direct advantage and special benefit from the improvements. The 
Parks confer a special benefit to the parcels within a half-mile radius, of which those developments are 
located and can be assessed.  There are also parcels outside the District boundary that receive special

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benefit from the park improvements.  The parcels within the District may only be assessed for their share 
of special benefit from the park improvements.  The share of special benefit received by parcels outside 
the District must be funded by sources other than District assessments, they cannot be assessed to the 
parcels within the District. 

The special benefits associated with maintenance of open space and community park improvements are 
specifically: 

 Condition of development. 

 Proximity and access to Park amenities. 

All of the preceding special benefits contribute to a specific enhancement and desirability of each of the 
assessed parcels within the District. 

Non-Assessed Parcels 

Within the boundaries of the District, there are several types of properties that are not assessed based 
upon the assessment methodology that was adopted when the District was formed. These parcels include: 

 Publicly owned parcels that are reserved as Public Open Space or are developed as City Parks for 
active recreation and are maintained and serviced by the District. 

 Publicly owned wetland parcels. 

 Certain Public Utility parcels.  

 Privately owned open space parcels. 

 Privately owned "sliver" parcels that have resulted from a lot line adjustment with an adjacent 
larger parcel. The adjacent larger parcel, of which these "sliver" parcels are a part, are assessed 
at the Single-Family Unit rate. 

Any future assessment rate increases will require consideration of whether the non-assessed parcels 
receive special benefits or not, and assessments must be levied on any parcel that is deemed to receive 
special benefits. 
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PART V – METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT 

The Method of Assessment outlines the formula by which property that receives special benefit from the 
improvements and services provided will be assessed annually. District costs associated with the 
maintenance and operation of the landscaping and irrigation improvements including the preparation of 
the Engineer’s Report, printing and mailing legal assessment notices, County collection fees and legal fees 
and appurtenances are spread to all developed and undeveloped parcels on a proportional basis. 

Development Classification 

Assessed parcels are classified as either developed or undeveloped based on the following definitions: 

Developed Parcels. All assessed parcels with roadway and public street improvements that have been 
completed or bonded and in which a final map has been filed as of the January 1st date prior to 
commencement of the current fiscal year are classified as Developed Parcels. 

Undeveloped Parcels. All other assessed parcels are classified as Undeveloped Parcels. 

Residential Development Density 

Based upon the approved density for residential parcels when each subdivision was approved, residential 
parcels are assigned to a density category based on the following: 

Low-Density Parcels. All parcels approved with a density of less than six residential units per acre are 
categorized as Low-Density Parcels (“LOW”) and will be assigned 1.0 Benefit Unit per parcel. 

Medium-Density Parcels. All parcels approved with no less than six residential units per acre and no more 
than 15 residential units per acre are categorized as Medium-Density Parcels (“MED”) and will be assigned 
0.6 Benefit Units per parcel. 

High-Density Parcels. All parcels that are zoned or developed with no less than 16 residential units per 
acre and no more than 22 residential units per acre are categorized as High-Density Parcels (“HIGH”) and 
will be assigned 0.4 Benefit Units per parcel. 

Non-Assessed Parcels 

Non-Assessed Parcels (“NON”) include proposed and existing community open space or neighborhood 
parklands, open space, creek, flood control or utility easement parcels and common area parcels within 
condominium developments since they will not receive a special benefit from the improvements.   
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Parks and Open Spaces Landscaping 

For Parks and Open Space Landscaping, the apportionment of General versus Specific Benefit requires 
further consideration.  As discussed in the previous section, it can be inferred that parks and open space 
landscaping provide benefits as presented in Table 4.

Zones of Benefit.  Three special benefit zones have been identified:  Zone A – parcels located in the 
district and within half a mile of the park, Zone B – parcels located in the District greater than half a mile 
of the park, and Zone C – parcels located outside of the district and within half a mile of the park. 

Benefit Factor.  Zone A: Parcels located in the district and within half a mile of the park receive special 
benefits #1, and #2 as listed above, and have a benefit factor of 100% (2 out of 2 special benefits).  Zone 
B: Parcels located in the district and greater than a half mile of the park receive benefit #2 as listed 
above, and have a benefit factor of 50% (1 out of 2 special benefits).  Zone C: Parcels located outside of 
the district and within half a mile of the park receive special benefit #2 as listed above, and have a 
benefit factor of 50%.  

Zone C includes parcels located outside of the district, and there for must be funded by a source other 
than the assessment. The funding for Zone C will be provided by the City’s General Fund.

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Proportional Benefit Unit. A Proportional Benefit Unit is created by applying the appropriate benefit 
factor to the number of parcels in each benefit zone.  

Table 5 presents the proportionality of special and general benefit based on the number of parcels.

Funding for the General Benefit proportion (25%) and Benefit Zone C (9% based on number of parcels x 
benefit factor) must be provided by a source other than the assessment. The Benefit Zone A proportion 
(49%) and Benefit Zone B proportion (17%) can be applied to the EBUs identified within the District. 
Assessment totals for General and Specific Benefit proportion are summarized in Table 6.

As previously discussed, funding for the General Benefit portion and Benefit Zone C must be from a 
funding source outside of the assessment.  The City’s general fund will provide funding in the amount of 
$62,583. The proportion of the assessment attributable to Benefit Zone A of $120,160 and Benefit Zone 
B of $42,557 will be distributed across the Total Equivalent Benefit Units identified for the District.

In accordance with the methodology in the original Engineer’s Report, we determined the benefit units 
for each parcel. Developed Parcels and Undeveloped Parcels are deemed to receive special benefit from 
the improvements and have special benefit conferred upon them as a result of the maintenance and 
operation of the improvements. Benefit units are assigned to all assessed parcels in the following manner: 

Developed Parcels. Benefit units are assigned to Developed Parcels as follows: 

Low-Density Parcel     =      1.0 Benefit Unit per parcel 

Medium-Density Parcel     =      0.6 Benefit Unit per parcel 

High-Density Parcel           =      0.4 Benefit Unit per parcel 

Undeveloped Parcels. Each Undeveloped Parcel is assigned benefit units based on the parcel’s approved 
tentative map. If a tentative map has not been filed, then assigned benefit units are based on maximum 
allowable units per net acre. The formula for calculating benefit units for Undeveloped Parcels is as 
follows: 

Benefit Units   =    Parcel Square Footage      x     Floor Area Ratio     ÷     Equivalent Residential Unit Area 

Benefit Units      =    Parcel Square Footage    x   32%        ÷      4,000 square feet 

Assessments 

The maximum assessment rate is subject to annual escalation to account for inflation.  

Annual Inflation Factor. The annual inflation factor for the District is indexed based on the Engineering 
News Record’s (ENR) average construction cost index for twenty (20) cities, which is published each April 
in ENR’s construction economics issue. The Fiscal Year 2025-26 the annual inflation factor is calculated 
based on the 1.85% increase in the ENR index from April 2024 to April 2025 (March 2025 Index was used 
as April 2025 data was not available at the time of preparing this preliminary report) as follows: 

April 2025 Index   ÷    April 2024 Index   =   Annual Inflation Factor

Maximum Assessment Rate. The maximum assessment rate for Fiscal Year 2025-26 is calculated by the 
following formula:

Maximum Assessments for Undeveloped Parcels. The maximum assessments for Undeveloped Parcels 
in Fiscal Year 2025-26 are calculated based on the following formula:

2. Renaming Railroad Avenue to Station Place; and 
3. Dedicating right-of-way for new “Station Place”, as shown on sheet 3 of Exhibit B; and 
4. Dedicating right-of-way for the extension of Lincoln Avenue, as shown on sheet 3 of 

Exhibit B; and  
5. Dedicating water line easements 1 through 5, as shown on sheet 4 of Exhibit B; and 
6. Accepting the Monterey County Rail Extension Project Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 

completed improvements for maintenance and responsibility. 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
In August 2022, the City Council authorized a Transfer Agreement of the Intermodal 
Transportation Center (ITC) property and completed Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 
improvements between the City of Salinas and TAMC, and in December 2022, the City took 
ownership of said property by way of nine (9) quitclaim deeds. Staff proposes to merge and 
subdivide the multiple parcels of the ITC property via a Parcel Map, formalizing the developed 
site into Parcels 1, 2, and 3, and concurrently formalizing the street vacation of the former 
alignment of Station Place right-of-way, portions of Railroad Avenue right-of-way, a 25-foot-wide 
alley, related public access and utility easements, including the dedication of the extension of 
Lincoln Avenue and dedication of right-of-way for new Station Place, and dedication of water line 
easements 1 through 5. In addition, the completed Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements 
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for the Monterey County Rail Extension Project need to be accepted for maintenance and 
responsibility by the City.  
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
The City of Salinas Intermodal Transportation Center (ITC) is located northwest at the intersection 
of North Main Street and West Market Street (also designated State Route 183 on both streets). In 
1998, the City of Salinas acquired the Salinas Amtrak Train Station and surrounding property 
through the former Redevelopment Agency. In February 2017, the City of Salinas and the 
Transportation Agency for Monterey County (TAMC) entered into a Memorandum of 
Understanding (“MOU”) regarding the redevelopment of the area surrounding the Salinas Train 
Station at the Intermodal Transportation Center (ITC) into a transit facility to accommodate new 
commuter passenger rail services outside the region in support of the Monterey County Rail 
Extension Project (the ”Project”), Resolution No. 21119 (Attachment 1).  
 
The MOU outlined several capital improvement activities and responsibilities between the two 
agencies and identified TAMC as the leading agency for the development of the Project, including 
funding, planning, applicable state and federal environmental review, design, right-of-way 
acquisition, and construction of the Project.  The Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements 
are the first phase of the Monterey County Rail Extension Project and included demolition of the 
former Station Place street, adjacent buildings, sidewalks and parking lots; construction of two 
parking lots to accommodate new commuter passenger rail services (totaling 287 parking stalls); 
construction of the extension of Lincoln Avenue across West Market Street (State Route 183) 
providing signalized access from West Market Street to the ITC; construction of a bus turnaround 
facility with 5 bus bays, passenger drop-off and loading zone; installation of drought resistant 
landscaping, stormwater retention facilities, bicycle lanes, and bicycle parking (EXHIBIT A). 
These improvements were completed on March 4, 2021, received construction completion 
approval by the TAMC Board on December 21, 2021, and were transferred to the City in August 
2022 via a Transfer Agreement between the City of Salinas and TAMC by way of nine (9) 
quitclaim deeds, Resolution No. 22451 (Attachment 2).  
 
Following the transfer of the ITC property and the completed Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 
improvements, the City took ownership of all ITC property in December 2022. As there are 
multiple lots of record involved with the ITC property, a lot merger and re-subdivision Parcel Map 
(the “Parcel Map”) has been prepared combining the effected multiple lots of record and re-
subdividing the area into Parcels 1, 2, and 3 to better represent the developed site (Exhibit B).  
However, the City must vacate all abandoned rights-of-way as well as accept the dedicated rights-
of-way for the proposed subdivision of land to be allowed. 
 
Vacation of Rights-of-Way: 
The rights-of-way to be vacated are as follows: 
 

 25-foot-wide alley (right-of-way to be vacated). 
 Railroad Avenue and related access easement, roadway and pedestrian access easement, access 

and utilities easement, and water line easement (right-of-way to be vacated). 
 Station Place (former right-of-way alignment) (right-of-way to be vacated). 
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Vacation and Dedication of Rights-of-Way: 
The rights-of-way to be dedicated are as follows: 
 Lincoln Avenue (right-of-way to be dedicated). 
 Station Place (new right-of-way alignment to be dedicated). 
 
The rights-of-way to be vacated and/or dedicated at the ITC are surrounded by the Union Pacific 
Railroad and Industrial-General Commercial (IGC) development to the north, West Market Street 
(a public street also designated as State Route 183), and Commercial and Residential / Mixed Use 
(MX) to the south, North Main Street (a public street also designated State Route 183) and Bataan 
Memorial Park (a public park) to the east, and Commercial/Commercial Retail to the west.  
 
Pursuant to California Government Code Section 65402(a), the Community Development 
Department’s Current Planning Division has reviewed the proposed vacation of rights-of-way and 
dedication of rights-of-way at the ITC and determined that the proposed street vacation and 
dedication of rights-of-way conforms with the City’s 2002 General Plan Land Use and Circulation 
Map as the Circulation Master Plan (Figure C-5) as this does not show the affected streets to be 
vacated and dedicated. Additionally, access to the ITC was previously via West Market Street and 
Station Place. Following completion of the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements, the 
ITC is now accessed via West Market Street and the Lincoln Avenue extension, currently 
identified as a 93-foot-wide Public Utility Easement (PUE). Said PUE was accepted by the City 
Council through Resolution No. 21579 on March 19, 2019 (Attachment 3), pursuant to the MOU 
between the City of Salinas and TAMC.  
 
Subsequently, the City relocated all existing public sanitary sewer and storm drain infrastructure 
within the new easement area which became the extension of Lincoln Avenue. On June 23, 2020, 
the relocated sanitary and storm drain improvements were accepted for maintenance and 
responsibility via Resolution No. 21879 (Attachment 4). All other public utility services were also 
relocated within the Lincoln Avenue extension and dedicated new Station Place rights-of-way.  A 
public utility easement (PUE No. 2) has been created together with new water line easements no. 
1 and no. 2 on the proposed Parcel 1 and new water line easements no. 3, no. 4, and no. 5 on Parcel 
3.  No action has been taken to vacate the previous street alignment of Station Place, Railroad 
Avenue and related access easement, roadway and pedestrian access easement, access and utilities 
easement, and water line easement, nor to accept the extension of Lincoln Avenue and the new 
Station Place rights-of-way into the City’s roadway system. Staff is requesting that City Council 
approve the right-of-way vacations and dedications as shown on the Parcel Map. 
 
Staff has also examined the acceptance of the interest in the vacated land by the City of Salinas 
and has determined that the property meets the definition of Exempt Surplus Land in accordance 
with California Government Code Sections 54221(f)(1)(E), 54221(f)(1)(I), and 54221(f)(1)(J) as 
the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements required significant financial resources to 
construct and TAMC secured its funding through a Traffic Congestion Relief Fund (TCR) from 
the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and other funding for the Monterey County 
Rail Extension Project. Hence, the California Transportation Commission (CTC) must approve 
any transfer of the subject property, and the City agreed to abide by the terms of the grant Master 
Agreement, provided as Exhibit D to the Transfer Agreement in Attachment 2. Under strict reading 
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of the terms of the grant Master Agreement any development on the Property other than what was 
contemplated under the grant (i.e. commuter parking) would be prohibited unless the grant funds 
used to acquire and improve the Property are repaid to Caltrans. 
 
Renaming Railroad Avenue to Station Place 
 
On March 10, 2025, the street naming committee considered the renaming of a new right-of-way 
alignment (formerly Railroad Avenue) to Station Place. In accordance Chapter 30, Article VIII of 
the Municipal Code, and to avoid duplication or similar sound names and eliminating situations 
where there are several names for the same street, the abandonment of the former alignment of 
Station Place and new alignment over portions of the abandoned right-of-way, formerly Railroad 
Avenue, do not create a conflict with the proposed new right-of-way dedication of Station Place. 
Although an official street naming committee does not exist, an ad hoc committee meeting 
comprised of the Director of Community Development, the Director of Public Works, the Police 
Chief, the Fire Chief and City Engineer, was convened to review the request to rename the 
proposed dedicated right-of-way. The ad hoc committee, in consultation with the Postmaster and 
the Monterey County Emergency Dispatch, unanimously approved the naming of Station Place 
over the new dedicated right-of-way. 
 
In summary, the proposed lot merger and subdivision Parcel Map would formalize the effect of 
previous actions taken by the City for the completion of the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 
improvements for the Monterey County Rail Extension Project at the Intermodal Transportation 
Center (ITC). The vacation of rights-of-way, including dedication of Lincoln Avenue (extension) 
and new dedication of right-of-way for Station Place, will enable the creation of Parcel 1, Parcel 
2, and Parcel 3 through the lot merger and re-subdivision parcel map.  
 
The Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements at the ITC, including related property, were 
transferred to the City in August 2022 via a Transfer Agreement between the City of Salinas and 
TAMC, and the City has undertaken the maintenance responsibility of said completed 
improvements over the past +/-3 years. However, said improvements have not been accepted for 
maintenance and responsibility by the City Council. 
 
Public Notices 
 
Notices of the proposed vacation and dedication of right of way were posted in accordance with 
California Government Codes 8320 and 8323 at the site and in the Monterey County Weekly. 
 
CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 
Not a Project. The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed actions are not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378). 
In addition, CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 includes the general rule that CEQA applies only to 
activities which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.  Where it 
can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activities in question may have a 
significant effect on the environment, the activities are not subject to CEQA.  Because the 
proposed actions and this matter have no potential to cause any effect on the environment, or 
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because it falls within a category of activities excluded as projects pursuant to CEQA Guidelines 
section 15378, this matter is not a project.  Because the matter does not cause a direct or foreseeable 
indirect physical change on or in the environment, this matter is not a project.  Any subsequent 
discretionary projects resulting from this action will be assessed for CEQA applicability.

STRATEGIC PLAN INITIATIVE: 
 
Completion of the Salinas Rail Kick Start Package 1 improvements has furthered City Council’s 
2022-2025 Strategic Goal of Economic Development promoting Salinas as a desired destination 
for business and the proposed actions formalize the effect of previous actions taken by the City.  
 
DEPARTMENTAL COORDINATION: 
 
Public Works, together with Community Development, Administration, and Legal Department 
staff coordinated on this item, as well as included communication with TAMC. 
 
FISCAL AND SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT: 
 
The proposed actions have no direct impact on the General Fund. The fiscal and sustainability 
impacts were covered with the acquisition of the ITC property in August 2022. Furthermore, the 
landscaping completed as part of the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements have been 
included as part of the Public Works Department’s ongoing maintenance operations over the past 
four years.  
 
Landscape maintenance of the ITC was originally added to the Downtown Parking District Lot 
Maintenance agreement in 2022 via Agreement Amendment 1. In 2023, all landscape maintenance 
efforts of the Downtown Parking District have shifted to the Citywide Landscaping Services for 
Greenbelts, Medians and Roundabouts agreement via Contract Change Order 1.

WHEREAS, on October 2, 2007, the City Council approved Resolution No. 19336, 
supporting the Rail Service Extension Project from the Bay Area to Monterey County; and 

 
WHEREAS, on February 7, 2017, the City Council approved Resolution No. 21119, and 

entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Transportation Agency of Monterey 
County (TAMC) outlining the understanding of partner agencies regarding the redevelopment of 
the area surrounding the Salinas Train Station at the Intermodal Transportation Center (ITC) into 
a transit facility to accommodate new commuter passenger rail services outside the region in 
support of the Monterey County Rail Extension Project (the ”Project”); and  

 
WHEREAS, the MOU outlined several capital improvement activities and responsibilities 

between the two agencies and identified TAMC as the leading agency for the development of the 
Project, including funding, planning, applicable state and federal environmental review, design, 
right-of-way acquisition, and construction of the Project; and 

 
WHEREAS, The Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements are the first phase of 

the Monterey County Rail Extension Project and included demolition of the former Station Place 
street improvements and adjacent buildings and parking lots; construction of two parking lots to 
accommodate new commuter passenger rail services (totaling 287 parking stalls); construction of 
the extension of Lincoln Avenue across West Market Street (State Route 183) providing signalized 
access from West Market Street to the ITC; construction of a bus turnaround facility with 5 bus 
bays, passenger drop-off and loading zones; and installation of drought resistant landscaping, 
stormwater retention facilities, bicycle lanes, and bicycle parking; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements required the 

abandonment of the former Station Place improvements, prompting the relocation of existing 
public utilities at the ITC site, and construction of the Lincoln Avenue extension; and 

 
WHEREAS, on March 19, 2019, City Council approved Resolution No. 21579 accepting 

a Public Utility Easement (PUE) for the relocation of the existing public utilities at the Intermodal 
Transportation Center; and 

 
WHEREAS, on April 30, 2019, City Council approved Resolution No. 21598 awarding a 

construction contract for the Salinas ITC Sewer and Storm Pipeline Relocation Project, which 
included the abandonment of existing sanitary sewer and storm drain pipelines, installation of new 
sanitary sewer and storm drain pipelines, and installation of manholes and catch basins; and 

 
WHEREAS, on June 23, 2020, City Council approved Resolution No. 21879 accepting 

the relocated ITC Sewer and Storm Drain Pipeline Improvements for maintenance and 
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responsibility; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements were completed in 

March 2021 and received construction completion approval by the TAMC Board on December 
21, 2021; and  

 

WHEREAS, On August 9, 2022, City Council approved Resolution No. 22451 
authorizing a Transfer Agreement accepting the ITC Property and Package 1 improvements on 
behalf of the City by way of nine (9) quitclaim deeds; and, 

 
WHEREAS, the City agreed to take ownership of the ITC property consistent with the 

terms of the MOU, and subject to the requirements of Caltrans Master Agreement No. 64A0078 
A02, which governs the state funding sources used to acquire property and complete the Salinas 
Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements have not been accepted 
for maintenance and responsibility by the City; and 

 

WHEREAS, the completed Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements included the 
abandonment of the former Station Place right-of-way, portions of Railroad Avenue and related 
access easement, roadway and pedestrian access easement, access and utilities easement, and water 
line easement, and a 25-foot-wide alley, as shown on sheet 2 of the Parcel Map, including the 
creation of new public utility easements throughout the ITC site; and  

 
WHEREAS, California Streets and Highways Code Sections 8300 – 8363 permit a local 

government to vacate existing rights-of-way and/or easements, subject to the requirements of those 
Sections; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Salinas has dedicated within its boundaries a right-of-way for a 
public street, known as Station Place, and Railroad Avenue; and 

 
WHEREAS, California Streets and Highways Code Section 8340 requires that an 

easement be reserved to maintain access to preexisting public utilities located within a right-of-
way to be vacated; and  

 
WHEREAS, the reservation of those easements must be included in the Resolution 

vacating the right-of-way; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Salinas is the owner of all real property adjacent to Station Place, 

and Railroad Avenue, currently serving the First Mayor’s House, Railroad Museum, Amtrak, 
Greyhound, and the Salinas California Welcome Center, and a 287-stall public parking area; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City desires to vacate all abandoned former street and public rights-of-

way involved in the development of the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City desires to dedicate an approximately 93-foot-wide right-of-way for 
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the extension of Lincoln Avenue into the City’s street system; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Parcel Map formalizes the renaming of the former Railroad Avenue right-

of-way to Station Place in accordance with Chapter 30, Article VIII of the Municipal Code; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City desires to subdivide the ITC property combining the effected 

multiple lots of record and re-subdividing the area into Parcels 1, 2, and 3 to better represent the 
developed site; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Parcel Map also denotes the dedication of water line easements 1 through 
5; and  

 
WHEREAS, Station Place and Railroad Avenue are not identified in the General Plan and 

do not provide network benefits to the City’s street network; and 
 
WHEREAS, an ad hoc Street Naming Committee met on March 10, 2025 and 

unanimously approved and recommends renaming Railroad Avenue to Station Place; and 
 
WHEREAS The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed actions are not a project 

as defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 
15378). In addition, CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 includes the general rule that CEQA applies 
only to activities which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the 
environment.  Where it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activities in 
question may have a significant effect on the environment, the activities are not subject to 
CEQA.  Because the proposed actions and this matter have no potential to cause any effect on the 
environment, or because it falls within a category of activities excluded as projects pursuant to 
CEQA Guidelines section 15378, this matter is not a project.  Because the matter does not cause a 
direct or foreseeable indirect physical change on or in the environment, this matter is not a 
project.  Any subsequent discretionary projects resulting from this action will be assessed for 
CEQA applicability. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Salinas City Council finds that the 

rights-of-way for public streets and public easements listed and identified on sheets 1 and 2 of the 
Parcel Map are unnecessary for present or prospective use and hereby vacates the right-of-way 
identified; and 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Salinas, as the sole adjacent property 

owner, accepts ownership of the land vacated through this action, and authorizes the Mayor to sign 
the lot merger and re-subdivision Parcel Map; and 
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council finds that the land to be vacated is 
Exempt Surplus Land as it consists of a former street, right-of-way, or easement, being conveyed 
to an owner of the adjacent property, as defined in Government Code Section 54221(f)(1)(E), and 
Government Code Sections 54221(f)(1)(I) and 54221(f)(J) for surplus land that is subject to a valid 
legal restriction that is not imposed by the local agency and that makes housing prohibited, unless 
there is a feasible method to satisfactorily mitigate or avoid the prohibition of the site due to Traffic 
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Congestion Relief Fund (TCR) funding for the Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 improvements ; 
and 
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council directs City Staff to take the 
necessary actions to consolidate the City-owned properties adjoining the vacated right-of-way to 
create three (3) separate lots of record for the site; and 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council vacates the former alignment of Station 

Place right-of-way, Railroad Avenue and related access easement, roadway and pedestrian access 
easement, access and utilities easement, and water line easement, and a 25-foot-wide alley, as 
shown on sheet 2 of Exhibit B; and 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council renames Railroad Avenue to 
Station Place and directs staff to remove “Railroad Avenue” from the City’s street network; and  

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council dedicates right-of-way for Station 
Place and the Lincoln Avenue extension, as shown on sheet 3 of Exhibit B; and  

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council dedicates water line easements 1 

through 5, as shown on sheet 4 of Exhibit B; and  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council accepts the Monterey County Rail 

Extension Project Salinas Rail Kick-Start Package 1 completed improvements for maintenance 
and responsibility; and  
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Clerk shall cause a certified copy of this 
resolution, attested by her under seal, to be recorded without acknowledgment, or further proof in 
the office of the County Recorder.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

AMONG

THE TRANSPORTATION AGENCY FOR MONTEREY COUNTY, 

THE CITY OF SALINAS, 

AND

MONTEREY- SALINAS TRANSIT DISTRICT, 

REGARDING THE SALINAS INTERMODAL TRANSPORTATION CENTER

Effective Date: February 7, 2017

This Memorandum of Understanding ( MOU) is among the Transportation Agency for Monterey
County ( TAMC), the City of Salinas ( City), and Monterey -Salinas Transit District ( MST), 
hereafter referred to as " Parties", regarding the Salinas Intermodal Transportation Center ( ITC) 
Project (" Project'). 

WHEREAS, the Parties have a cooperative working relationship as members of the Steering
Committee for planning, development, and implementation of improvements to and expansion of
the Salinas ITC; and

WHEREAS, through previous transportation planning studies, TAMC and the State of
California determined that they needed to invest in a system ofpremium transit services that
could better compete with traveling by automobile and attract new riders from the automotive
modes of travel in order to provide additional transportation capacity in the Highway 101
Corridor, thereby reducing congestion, improving air quality, and saving energy in the Monterey
Bay Area and San Francisco Bay Area; and

WHEREAS, the Governor and the Legislature expressed their support and endorsement of this

Project by providing funding for the Rail Extension to Salinas and Monterey County from the
Traffic Congestion Relief Act of 2000, the Proposition 116 Rail Bond and the Public

Transportation Account; and

WHEREAS, the former Salinas Redevelopment Agency and the City of Salinas acquired the
Salinas Amtrak Train Station and surrounding property in 1998, established the ITC, and have
made significant improvements to access, landscaping, lighting and parking facilities since that
time; and

WHEREAS, the Transportation Concept Report for U.S. Route 101, prepared by Caltrans
District 5, dated October 1, 2001 ( updated December 22, 2014), identified the Rail Extension to

Monterey County project as being an integral element for managing travel demand in the
Highway 101 Corridor; and

WHEREAS, Caltrans included the project as an " Interregional Transportation Priority" for the
Central Coast in the 2015 Interregional Transportation Strategic Plan; and
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WHEREAS, AMBAG adopted the Rail Extension to Monterey County project as an element of
the regional Sustainable Communities Strategy, known as the " Moving Forward 2035 Monterey
Bay" plan, on June 11, 2014; and

WHEREAS, MST adopted a resolution supporting the Rail Extension to Monterey County
Project on December 13, 2004 ( reaffirmed June 8, 2015); and

WHEREAS, TAMC, as the Lead Agency under the California Environmental Quality Act
CEQA), certified the final Environmental Impact Report ( EIR) on August 23, 2006, and adopted

an Addendum to the EIR on August 28, 2013, which EIR and Addendum to the EIR contemplate

the actions described herein; and

WHEREAS, the California Transportation Commission, as a responsible agency, approved
TAMC' s Final EIR on September 7, 2006; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide safe, efficient and effective transportation alternatives to the
automobile, TAMC adopted a resolution endorsing the Extension of Rail Service into Monterey
County ( formerly known as the " Caltrain Extension to Monterey County Project"), with stations

in Salinas, Pajaro and Castroville as the Locally Preferred Alternative for the Highway 101
corridor on January 31, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the City of Salinas recognized the benefit and importance to the City of
implementing new passenger rail service by adopting a resolution supporting the Rail Extension
to Monterey County Project on October 2, 2007 ( reaffirmed July 7, 2015); and

WHEREAS, the Capitol Corridor Joint Powers Authority (CCJPA) and TAMC jointly adopted
Principles of Agreement for the extension of Capitol Corridor trains to Salinas in February 2013; 
and

WHEREAS, it is recognized that, with respect to some of the provisions set forth herein, 
numerous actions must be taken pursuant to federal, state and local laws and regulations before
such policies can be implemented; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 

Proiect Features and Limits

1. The Parties agree to collaborate on the continued development of the Project located in

downtown Salinas along the Union Pacific Railroad Coast Main Line Track at Milepost
MP) 114.94, generally bordered by West Market Street ( Route 183) to the south, North

Main Street to the east, the railroad tracks to the north, and Villa Street to the west. Local

access roadways include Station Place, Lincoln Avenue, Palmetto Street, Happ Place, Vale
Street, and New Street. ( See Exhibit A, site map) 

2. The Parties agree that the Project is intended to facilitate transportation uses, potentially

including, but not limited to: Amtrak intercity passenger trains, commuter rail trains, 
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recreational trains, MST local and regional buses, paratransit vehicles and bus rapid transit
vehicles, intercity bus services, and transit supportive land uses, which may include housing. 

3. The Parties agree that the full buildout of the Project, as described in the EIR and EIR

Addendum, includes, but is not limited to, the following capital improvement projects: 

a. Surface parking; 
b. Bicycle lockers, bicycle racks and/ or a bicycle station; 
c. Reconstruction of a portion of the existing passenger loading platform and the addition of

a second platform; 
d. Platform shelters, canopies, lighting, furniture and fixtures, information displays and

landscaping; 
e. Modification and/ or addition of site access and circulation roadways; 

f. Traffic signalization, signing, and striping; 
g. Construction of a transit exchange with passenger waiting and operations support

facilities; 

h. Construction/ relocation of track, turnouts, track removals, and railroad signaling, as may
be required; 

i. Construction of intercity bus loading berths; 
j. Site drainage, lighting and landscaping; 
k. Stormwater facilities per City of Salinas National Pollutant Discharge Elimination

System ( NPDES) Permit; 

1. Real property acquisition; 
m. Building demolition; 
n. Train layover yard, including crew base and train servicing support facilities; and
o. Adaptive reuse of a freight building. 

4. The Parties agree that the " Kick -Start" first phase of the Project may defer some of the items
listed under Paragraph 3, based on funding constraints, until additional funding may be
secured, such as rail platform canopies and bus operations support facilities. The Parties
agree to the scope, character and layout of the Kick -Start first phase of the Project, as defined
by the 75% Design Plans dated March 22, 2016 ( Exhibit B). 

5. The Parties agree to the scope, character and layout of the full buildout of the Project as

defined by the 60% Design Plans dated September 21, 2016 ( Exhibit Q. 

6. The Parties agree that the precise limits, locations and/ or alignments of Project features may
be adjusted to accommodate design refinements, specifically: 

a. Right- of-way limits; 
b. Utilities and subsurface constraints, if any; 
c. Americans with Disability Act requirements; and
d. Environmental impact mitigation, as may be required. 

7. The Parties agree that the existing traffic signalized intersection of West Market Street ( State
Route [ SR] 183) and Lincoln Avenue is intended to be modified to add a north leg extension
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to this intersection as depicted on Exhibit B, and as approved by Caltrans. The Parties
additionally agree that West Market Street ( SR 183) access to/ from Station Place is intended
to be converted into a limited access driveway. The Parties agree that the Project shall

include pedestrian safety improvements at the intersection of West Market Street ( SR 183) 
and North Main Street/ Salinas Street, and that these improvements are important whether

included as part of the first phase or a future phase of the project, or whether constructed
separately. 

Design Standards and Coordination

8. The Parties agree that a Project Development Team, consisting of MOU Parties and
California Department of Transportation ( Caltrans) District 5, will be the vehicle for design

coordination. 

9. The Parties agree to collect input from Caltrans, Union Pacific, Amtrak, Capitol Corridor

Joint Powers Authority, California Public Utilities Commission, Salinas Historic Resources
Board, the Oldtown Salinas Association, the First Mayor's House, Greyhound, and ITC

neighboring businesses, residents, property owners, and the general public and to reflect this
input, consistent with the design framework described herein. 

10. The Parties agree that the design of the Project shall be consistent with the most recent

edition of the following documents, as appropriate: 

a. MST's Designingfor Transit Design Standards
b. Amtrak' s Standard Stations Program

c. Greyhound Bus Slip Layout and Bus Turning Dimensions
d. City of Salinas Standard Specifications Design Standards and Standard Plans and

Stormwater Development Standards

e. Caltrans Highway Design Manual
f. California Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices

11. The Parties agree that the selection of station fixtures, furnishings and finishes will be

generally consistent with TAMC' s inventory of Commuter Rail Station Features, most recent
edition. 

Station Funding, Operation and Maintenance

12. The Parties agree that the Project is a cooperative venture of the City of Salinas, TAMC, and
MST. 

13. Parties agree to define the lead agencies as follows: 

a. TAMC shall be the lead agency for project development, which includes the funding, 
planning, any further state and applicable federal environmental review, design, right-of- 
way acquisition, and construction of the intercity/ intercounty and local transport related
elements of the Project (e.g., items identified in Paragraph 3, ( a)-( n)). 
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b. The City of Salinas shall be the lead agency for funding and renovating, as needed, the
existing Amtrak Station building, the freight building identified in Paragraph 3( o), the
First Mayor' s House and the Railway Express Agency building within the Salinas ITC. 

c. The Parties agree that each Party shall be responsible for the maintenance and security of
their property within the area of the Project, according to the land ownership as specified
in Paragraph 14 below. 

d. The Parties anticipate that separate instruments will govern the operations and
maintenance of the Project. 

14. The Parties agree to the right- of-way concepts described in the Project Study Report, 
Property Acquisition and Disposition Plan, dated October 2005, and Parties agree to
coordinate in order to accomplish the right- of-way ownership reflected in the exhibits to this
agreement: Exhibit D: " Salinas Commuter Rail Station and Layover Facility Existing Right
Of Way Map" and Exhibit E: " Salinas Commuter Rail Station and Layover Facility
Proposed Right Of Way Map". TAMC may consider use of the real property acquisition
process in full compliance with all applicable laws. However, nothing in this MOU commits
TAMC to acquire any specific parcels or to use the power of eminent domain. Specifically: 

a. Lincoln Avenue: If TAMC decides to acquire property for the Kick -Start phase of the
project, TAMC shall convey to the City of Salinas approximately 1. 27 acres of right-of- 
way (ROW) from private parties upon construction of the extension of Lincoln Avenue
into the ITC. Of this ROW, approximately 0. 53 acres is intended to be used for Lincoln
Avenue and 0. 59 acres for replacement parking. The Lincoln Avenue extension is needed
to provide traffic signalized access to the transit exchange. ( Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

b. Transit Exchange: The City of Salinas intends to provide approximately 0. 97 acres of
ROW for the construction of a transit exchange at the ITC. This exchange will displace

the ITC's existing off-street parking supply. The City of Salinas will dedicate an
easement for access to the transit exchange. ( Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

c. Parking: IfTAMC decides to acquire property, it shall convey to the City approximately
1. 05 acres ofprivate land to replace the off-street parking supply displaced by the transit
exchange. ( Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

d. Railroad Avenue: Railroad Avenue runs between Station Place and Palmetto Street in

front of the Amtrak Station and freight buildings. TAMC intends to reconfigure the use

of this ROW for the Kick -Start phase of the Project to serve bus operations and ITC
traffic circulation movements. ( Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

e. Buildings and Platform: The ITC includes a passenger station building, freight building, 
and a Railroad Express Agency (REA) building. These buildings and an adjacent First
Mayor' s House ( also known as the Harvey -Baker House) all rest on property owned by
the City of Salinas. The City of Salinas shall retain the responsibility for maintaining and
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making improvements to these buildings. The City of Salinas intends to dedicate to
TAMC an easement for the purpose of improving an operating rail platform. (Land

Owner: City of Salinas) 

f. Union Pacific: The Union Pacific Railroad owns the ROW adjacent to its Coast Main

Line Track for a distance of 25 feet from the track centerline, in the direction of the

Amtrak Station building. In both the Kick -Start phase and at full buildout of the Project, 
the Amtrak train boarding platform, the proposed dual use of Amtrak platform, the
dedicated use of a second passenger rail platform, as well as a portion of the layover
facility, rest on these UPRR lands. ( Land Owner: Union Pacific Railroad) 

g. Layover Facility: TAMC intends to consider acquiring approximately 6. 1 acres of
privately owned land, located immediately west of the freight building, for a new
platform, a Layover Facility yard and lead track ( Land Owner: Transportation Agency for
Monterey County) 

h. Station Place: IfTAMC utilizes the land acquisition process and after such process has
been completed, the City of Salinas intends to abandon Station Place and the alley behind
20 West Market Street, at which time these public right- of-ways will revert to the
adjacent property owner, which will be the City of Salinas, to be converted into parking
for the ITC, in the Kick -Start phase. ( Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

i. New Street: If TAMC utilizes the land acquisition process and after such process has
been completed, the City of Salinas intends to abandon the portion ofNew Street within
the layover facility area, at which time this public right-of-way will revert to the adjacent
property owner, TAMC, to be used as parking or an access road, in the full buildout
project. ( Land Owner: Transportation Agency for Monterey County) 

15. The Parties agree that MST intends to provide connecting bus service for trains at the ITC. 
MST, in its sole discretion, shall schedule bus service according to demand. 

16. The Parties agree that the Project shall include all mitigations identified or to be identified

through CEQA and any applicable NEPA environmental documents, per the adopted
Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program and each Party shall cooperate in achieving
this goal. 

17. Parties agree that the City shall authorize TAMC to effect necessary utility relocations in
accordance with the City's utility franchise agreement with utility owners. 

18. Parties agree that off -site improvements shall be limited to Project mitigations identified for

the intersection of Market Street ( SR 183) and Lincoln Avenue and its approaches, as

described in the EIR and Addendum to the EIR, and as depicted on Exhibit B; and utility
connections as may be required. Parties agree that TAMC will be the lead agency to apply
for encroachment permits for Project work to be performed on the State- owned right- of-way. 
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19. Parties agree that the Project will not be assessed impact fees or exactions as a condition of
permit approvals for the Project. The Project will be subject to standard City of Salinas
water/ fire line connections fees, building permits, and plan check fees. 

20. Parties agree that Project implementation is contingent on funding availability. 

General Provisions

21. This MOU shall be governed by and interpreted under the laws of the State of California. 

22. This MOU may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an
original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same Memorandum. 

23. Any individual executing this MOU on behalf of a party represents and warrants hereby that
he or she has the requisite authority to enter into this MOU on behalf of such party and bind
the party to the terms and conditions of this MOU. 

24. If any of the provisions contained in the MOU are held illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, the
enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not be impaired thereby. If a part of this
MOU is valid, all valid parts that are severable from the invalid part remain in effect. If a part
of this MOU is invalid in one or more of its applications, the part remains in effect in all
valid applications that are severable from the invalid applications. 

25. Parties agree that any work within the State right-of-way will require an encroachment
permit issued from Caltrans. Detailed information such as complete drawings, biological and
cultural resource findings, hydraulic calculations, environmental reports, traffic study, etc., 

may need to be submitted as part of the encroachment permit process. 

26. This MOU is effective on February 7, 2017, and shall remain in force until December 31, 

2025, unless extended or sooner terminated by mutual consent of the Parties. The period of
performance may be extended or shortened by written agreement of the Parties. Any Party
hereto may terminate this MOU at any time by giving 180 days written notice to the other
Parties as specified in Paragraph 31. 

27. This MOU, together with the documents referenced herein, including the Project EIR and
Addendum to the EIR, constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the
Parties and their successor agencies, and supersedes any prior or contemporaneous
agreement, or understandings, if any, with regard to the purposes of this MOU. Any changes
or modifications shall be accomplished by a written amendment to this MOU executed by the
duly authorized representatives of the Parties. 

28. In the event of a dispute arising out of the performance of this MOU, each of the Parties shall
send a written notice of dispute to the other Parties. Within fifteen working days of receipt of
such notice, the notified Party shall respond and agree to a meeting for the purpose of
negotiating a settlement or procedure for settlement of the dispute. 
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29. The Parties shall defend, indemnify and hold each other and their respective officers, 
employees, and agents harmless from and against any and all liability, loss, expense, 
including reasonable attorney' s fees, or claims for injury or damages arising out of the
performance of this MOU, but only in proportion to and to the extent such liability, loss, 
expense, attorney' s fees, or claims for injury or damages are caused by or result from the
negligent acts or omissions or willful misconduct of their respective officers, agents, or
employees. 

30. Each Party to this Memorandum shall maintain books, accounts, records and data related to
this Memorandum in accordance with federal and/ or state requirements and shall maintain

those books, accounts, records and data for three ( 3) years after termination of this
Memorandum. For the duration of this Memorandum, and for a period of three ( 3) years
thereafter, each Party' s representatives and representatives of the California Department of
Transportation, the Auditor General of the State of California shall have the right to examine

these books, accounts, records, data and other information relevant to this Memorandum for

the purpose of auditing and verifying statements, invoices, bills and revenues pursuant to this
Memorandum. 

31. Any notice to be given to the parties hereunder shall be addressed as follows (until notice of
a different address is given to the parties):

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve a Resolution directing staff to distribute Proposition 218 Public Hearing 
Notices for proposed sanitary sewer rate increases based on the updated Sewer Rate Study and 
revised Sewer Rate Schedule with the public hearing to be held on September 23, 2025.  
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

On April 22, 2025, City Council approved a resolution accepting a Sewer Rate Study, approving 
Sewer Rate Schedule and setting the public hearing date for a sewer rate increase for June 17, 
2025. Following distribution of the public hearing notices, some discrepancies were identified in 
the rate schedule. On June 17, 2025 staff presented a staff report identifying the discrepancies. 
This staff report provides the updated Sewer Rate Study and Sewer Rate Schedule and public 
hearing notices to be distributed in accordance with Proposition 218. The public hearing is 
proposed to be scheduled for the September 23, 2025, City Council meeting. 

BACKGROUND: 
 
The City of Salinas owns and operates a municipal sanitary sewer system (“sewer system”) that 
services residents and businesses within its service area. The sanitary sewer system has a service 
area of approximately 12,430 acres, with over 280 miles of gravity sewer mains and eleven (11) 
lift stations1 that convey sewage flows to the Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant, operated by 
Monterey One Water (“M1W”). M1W collects fees for the treatment of the sanitary sewage and 
their fees are adjusted annually. M1W fees are separate from the rates collected for the City 
through M1W. M1W currently collects $50.95 for their wastewater treatment and $5.45 for the 
City of Salinas’ sanitary sewer rate. 
 
In 2011, a Sanitary Sewer Master Plan was developed and the following year, a rate study was 
prepared that increased sewer rates to $5.45 per month for residential users or equivalent dwelling 
unit (EDU). Sewer rates are used by the City of Salinas to provide the service required to maintain 
the City’s sanitary sewer system (pipes, manholes, lift stations, and equipment). Sewer rates fund 
the entirety of the wastewater enterprise fund. The wastewater enterprise fund pays for the sanitary 
                                                           
1 Lift Station. In sanitary sewer systems, lift stations pump sewage from lower elevations to higher elevations. 
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sewer system, staff, supplies, electricity and everything needed to keep the sanitary sewer system 
within the City of Salinas operational. The City’s sanitary sewer rate has not changed since 2012. 
Over several years, the wastewater enterprise fund has had a funding shortfall. This has meant that 
necessary infrastructure repairs and upgrades have not been financially possible, leading to system 
failures and costly emergency repairs. Investment is required to meet regulatory mandates and to 
prevent additional untreated sewage discharges. 
 
In February 2021, staff retained Wallace Group to update the Sanitary Sewer Master Plan 
(Resolution No. 22051). The Sanitary Sewer Master Plan Update (SSMP) included document 
review, data collection, field surveys, comprehensive lift station assessment, in-line sewer flow 
monitoring, wastewater flow projections, development and calibration of a hydraulic sewer model 
to identify collection system deficiencies for existing, and future build-out conditions and 
development of a Sanitary Sewer Capital Improvement Program. 
 
On May 2, 2023, through Resolution No. 22648, City Council adopted the Salinas Sanitary Sewer 
Master Plan Update. The SSMP identified existing hydraulic deficiencies, operation and 
maintenance repairs, and lift station upgrades required to keep the existing sanitary sewer system 
operational. The SSMP estimates sewage flows at 10.46 million gallons per day from the existing 
sanitary sewer system. Required maintenance repairs and existing hydraulic deficiencies were 
ranked based on priority. Costs for maintenance repairs and fixing existing hydraulic deficiencies 
are funded by the City’s rate payer fees. The SSMP estimates an additional 2.33 million gallons 
per day of sewage flows from the North of Boronda Future Growth Area (FGA) will be added to 
the existing system at build-out conditions. This will require upsizing the existing system to meet 
the additional demand. Costs to upsize the sewer system are the developers’ responsibility. Several 
sanitary sewer mains require both repairs and upsizing to meet the anticipated future conditions. 
In these cases, the cost responsibilities are shared between the rate payers and the developers at 
varying percentages depending on the condition of the sewer system.  
 
On September 24, 2024, City Council approved an amendment to the sanitary sewer impact fee 
(Resolution No. 23100). Impact fees are paid by developers to offset the impacts from 
development to the existing system. A nexus study prepared by Wallace’s consultant, DTA, 
provided the justification for the adjustment to the impact fee to ensure that developers were 
covering the full cost of their fair share responsibilities to upsize sanitary sewer mains as identified 
in SSMP. 
 
On April 23, 2024, an amendment to Wallace Group’s contract was approved by City Council 
(Resolution No. 22947) allowing for the commencement of a sewer rate study (“Study”). Wallace 
Group partnered with DTA to evaluate potential rate structures and provide recommendations on 
how to address funding gaps for sanitary sewer system repairs, upgrades and future needs.  
 
The City’s current sanitary sewer rate of $5.45 per residential unit or equivalent dwelling unit 
(EDU) is intended to cover the City’s annual operation and maintenance (O&M) costs, as well as 
servicing existing debt obligations, but it does not. The City’s sanitary sewer enterprise fund’s 
expected revenue and annual budget is projected to experience a shortfall of approximately 
$335,000 for FY 2024-25 and will not meet the required 125% debt service coverage requirement 
on the existing bonds. In addition, the current budget does not include capital improvements 
required for system replacements and upgrades. The Study estimates a total of $114.8 million is 
required to make the necessary high priority improvements to the sewer system over the next ten 
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years. The Study incorporated the revenue requirements and calculated the new sewer rates in 
compliance with Proposition 218 requirements. An increase to $16.35 per EDU per month with a 
2% annual escalation rate is recommended for the next five years (See Sewer Study, Attachment 
1). 
 
The financial model2, prepared by DTA, looks at the financial needs to keep the system operational 
(repairs, staffing and equipment) along with capital improvements outlined in the SSMP and debt 
obligations. Bonding is anticipated during years 2, 5, and 8 of the ten-year study period totaling 
$77.6 million of bond proceeds to be used along with the estimated $37.1 million of rate fees to 
cover the required $114.8 million for capital improvement projects. 
 
As indicated at the March 11, 2025, City Council meeting and preceding Finance Committee 
meeting, the City recently received a credit rating downgrade for its outstanding sanitary sewer 
system revenue debt. The downgrade was a function of decreasing financial health of the sanitary 
sewer enterprise fund primarily because of revenue increases not keeping up with the operating 
costs of the sewer collection system.  Without increased sewer service rates, the City will not be 
able to fund scheduled repairs, identified capital improvement projects or meet the outstanding 
bond debt service covenants after FY 2024-25.  If this happens, this may result in the bonds being 
called which may require the City having to pay off the remaining balance of $12,180,000. 
 
Past Actions 

On March 11, 2025, the City Council, adhering to the recommendation of the Finance Committee, 
accepted the findings of the Study and recommended an increase to the sewer rate to $16.35 with 
a 2% annual escalation rate. 
 
On April 8, 2025, staff presented the draft Study and Rate Schedule to the Finance Committee. 
The Finance Committee unanimously recommended approval of the Study and Rate Schedule by 
the City Council. 
 
On April 22, 2025 the City Council approved a resolution accepting the Sewer Rate Study and 
approving the Rate Schedule and directed staff to distribute Public Notices for the public hearing 
set for June 17, 2025. Following distribution of the public hearing notices, inaccuracies were 
identified in some rates and rate categories.  
 
On June 17, 2025 staff identified the inaccuracies in the Rate Schedule to the City Council and set 
a new date to present the updated Sewer Rate Study and Rate Schedule. At that same meeting, the 
City Council approved a resolution establishing the procedures the City will follow for considering 
and responding to “objections” to the proposed rates in accordance with new law known as AB 
2257 (Government Code sections 53759.1 and 53759.2). These procedures are in addition to the 
requirements under Proposition 218 for the City to also consider “protests” to the proposed rates. 
 
Rate Study & Rate Schedule Changes  

 
The primary changes required to be made to Rate Study and the Rate Schedule included identifying 
certain rate users as “special users” and changing the monthly rate for those users to be flow based 
consistent with the Monterey One Water (“M1W”) 2021 Wastewater Treatment Rate Update to 
                                                           
2 A financial model is a tool that is used to forecast future financial performance. 
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2017 Comprehensive Rate & Fee Study (see Attachment 4). M1W identifies “special user” as any 
establishment, which cannot be classified in any other category, based on individual flow and 
strength characteristics.  
 
It is important to recognize the distinction between “special users” and all other users of the City’s 
sewer services. The City’s Sewer Rate Study follows M1W’s analysis of the estimated impacts 
from a range of user categories for residential and non-residential users of sewer services. Since 
each user category is assigned a different number of EDUs per Unit, based on the corresponding 
different level of estimated impacts for each Unit of use (based on the estimated flow of wastewater 
through the City’s sewer system), and the rate is based on those estimated impacts (EDUs), that 
analysis represents a reasonable estimate of those impacts and the rate calculation. It is only for 
the limited number of unique “special users,” for which the impacts on the sewer system vary 
widely, that M1W calculates impacts based on a measured strength and flow of wastewater and a 
formula to compare it to the estimated strength and flow of all other user categories. Therefore, 
the City matches the analysis used by M1W, and only special users are proposed to be charged a 
rate based on the amount of flow measured by M1W. 
 

Residential Categories 

 
M1W classifies all residential categories as dwelling units and each dwelling unit is charged based 
on a fixed monthly rate. M1W estimates residential wastewater flow per dwelling unit to be 150 
gallons per day. As indicated previously, one EDU represents the wastewater demand of a typical 
residential dwelling unit. Given M1W’s use of estimated flow to calculate sewer rates for 
residential customers, it would not be feasible for the City to establish a different method of 
analyzing individual residential wastewater flows, nor would it be feasible for the City to conduct 
its own sewage billing, both of which would be required if specific residential unit types are to 
have differing sewer rates.    
 

Residential Low Income Sewer Service Assistance Program 

 
The FY 2025-2026 budget allocated $150,000 from the General Fund for a sewer assistance 
program. A draft outline of the proposed assistance program was presented to City Council at its 
April 22, 2025 meeting. Staff is working on the specifics of the proposed program and will provide 
them to City Council in a future meeting by public hearing date. 
 

Proposition 218 and AB 2257  

Proposition 218 requires a public hearing to be held for the proposed rate increase. Upon receiving 
direction from City Council at this July 1 meeting, the Anticipated Schedule, set forth below, 
summarizes the actions previously taken for this matter as well as the planned actions leading to 
an updated public hearing notice to be mailed on July 11, 2025, for a public hearing proposed to 
be held on September 23, 2025, City Council meeting.  
 
As noted above, at the public hearing, the City Council will consider any written objections that 
are received by the City Clerk by August 25 (45 days after the public hearing notice) in accordance 
with AB 2257. Under this process, property owners have the right to submit a written objection 
identifying a substantive reason the proposed rates do not comply with Proposition 218, and for 
each timely written objection, City staff will prepare a substantive written response. All written 
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objections and responses will be presented to City Council for consideration prior to taking action 
on the proposed rates. 
 
This public hearing will also allow rate payers who oppose the rate increase to submit a written 
“protest” under Proposition 218. If rate payers representing less than 50% of the parcels served by 
the City’s sewer system submit written protests, then the City Council will be authorized to 
approve the proposed sewer rate increases to take effect on October 1, 2025 (See Public Hearing 
Notice, Attachment 3).

Rate Assistance Program 

 
Also as directed, staff has been working on setting up a rate assistance program and the recently 
approved FY 2025-26 City Budget includes $150,000 to stand up the program.  As this Prop 218 
process moves forward, staff will bring back the rate assistance program for consideration and 
approval.

There is no direct fiscal impact associated with accepting the updated Sewer Rate Study, approving 
the revised Sewer Rate Schedule, and directing staff to distribute Proposition 218 Public Hearing 
Notices for proposed sanitary sewer rate increases. 
 
Imposing and updating sewer service rates allows the City to be fiscally responsible and 
sustainable while addressing immediate critical infrastructure and future growth needs.

SANITARY SEWER RATE INCREASE 
  

WHEREAS, the City of Salinas owns and operates a municipal sanitary sewer system 
(“sewer system”) that services residents and businesses within its service area of approximately 
12,430 acres, with over 280 miles of gravity sewer mains and eleven (11) lift stations that convey 
sewage flows to the Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant, operated by Monterey One Water 
(M1W); and 

 
WHEREAS, M1W collects fees for the treatment of sanitary sewage. M1W fees are 

adjusted annually and are separate from the rates collected for the City through M1W. Sewer rates 
are used by the City of Salinas to provide the service required to maintain the City’s sanitary sewer 
system (pipes, manholes, lift stations, and equipment). Sewer rates fund the entirety of the 
wastewater enterprise fund. The wastewater enterprise fund pays for the sanitary sewer system, 
staff, supplies, electricity and everything needed to keep the sanitary sewer system within the City 
of Salinas operational; and 

 
WHEREAS, in 2011, a Sanitary Sewer Master Plan was developed and the following year, 

a rate study was prepared that increased sewer rates to $5.45 per month for residential users or 
equivalent dwelling unit (EDU); and 

 
WHEREAS, the City’s sanitary sewer rate has not changed since 2012; and 
 

WHEREAS, over several years, the wastewater enterprise fund has had a funding shortfall. 
This has meant that necessary infrastructure repairs and upgrades have not been financially 
possible, leading to system failures and costly emergency repairs. Investment is required to meet 
regulatory mandates and to prevent additional untreated sewage discharges; and  

 
WHEREAS, on May 2, 2023, through Resolution No. 22648, City Council adopted the 

Salinas Sanitary Sewer Master Plan Update (“SSMP”). The SSMP identified existing hydraulic 
deficiencies, operation and maintenance repairs, and lift station upgrades required to keep the 
existing sanitary sewer system operational and prioritized capital improvement projects of said 
repairs and upgrades; and 

 

WHEREAS, on April 23, 2024, an amendment to Wallace Group’s contract was approved 
by City Council (Resolution No. 22947) allowing for the commencement of a sewer rate study 
(“Study”) to evaluate potential rate structures and provide recommendations on how to address 
funding gaps for sanitary sewer system repairs, upgrades and future needs; and 

 

WHEREAS, on April 22, 2025 City Council approved a resolution accepting the Sewer 
Rate Study and approving the Rate Schedule and directed staff to distribute Public Notices for the 
public hearing set for June 17, 2025; and 

 

WHEREAS, following distribution of the public hearing notices, inaccuracies were 
identified in some rates and rate categories; and 
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WHEREAS, on June 17, 2025 staff identified the inaccuracies in the Rate Schedule to the 
City Council and set a new date to present the updated Sewer Rate Study and Rate Schedule; and 

 

WHEREAS, at the same June 17, 2025 meeting, the City Council approved a resolution 
establishing the procedures the City will follow for considering and responding to “objections” to 
the proposed rates in accordance with AB 2257 (Government Code sections 53759.1 and 53759.2) 
in addition to the requirements under Proposition 218; and 

 

WHEREAS, the consultant has completed updating the Sewer Rate Study (“Study”) and 
revising the Rate Schedule; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Study estimates a total of $114.8 million is required to make the 
necessary high priority improvements to the sewer system over the next ten years; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Study incorporated the revenue requirements and calculated the new 

sewer rates in compliance with Proposition 218 requirements. An increase to $16.35 per EDU per 
month with an annual 2% annual escalation rate for the next five years is recommended; and 

 

WHEREAS, the updated Study identifies certain commercial and industrial users as 
“special users” following M1W’s analysis which distinguishes these users based on individual 
flow and strength characteristics; and 

 

WHEREAS, given M1W’s use of estimated flow to calculate sewer rates for residential 
customers, it would not be feasible for the City to establish a different method of analyzing 
individual residential wastewater flows, now would it be feasible for the City to conduct its own 
sewage billing, which would be required if specific residential unit types are to have differing 
sewer rates; and 

 

WHEREAS, City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Sections 15378 and 
15061(b)(3). 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Salinas City Council directs staff to 
distribute Proposition 218 Public Hearing Notices for proposed sanitary sewer rate increases based 
on the updated Sewer Rate Study and revised Rate Schedule with the public hearing to be held on 
September 23, 2025.

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I EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The City of Salinas (the “City”) Wastewater Division of the Public Works Department, 
hereinafter referred to as the “Sewer Department,” owns and operates a municipal sanitary 
sewer system made up of over 280 miles of gravity sewer mains, 11 lift stations and 
hundreds of manholes which collects wastewater generated within the City as well as 
certain areas outside of the City and transports it to an independent agency, Monterey One 
Water (“M1W”) for treatment and disposal. The City and M1W impose separate wastewater 
rates for their services and this study looks only at the City’s own wastewater collection 
charges. M1W, the regional treatment system, is a separate governmental entity that sets its 
own rates which apply to the City and other regional participants including the Cities of 
Pacific Grove, Del Rey Oaks, Seaside, Sand City, Fort Ord, Marina, Castroville, Monterey, Moss 
Landing, and some unincorporated areas in northern Monterey County. The regional 
treatment rates levied by M1W are not a part of this study. 

In 2011, a sewer rate study was prepared that increased sewer rates to $5.45 per month for 
residential users or equivalent dwelling unit (“EDU”). The sewer rate has not changed since 
2012. Over a number of years, the sewer enterprise fund, which funds ongoing maintenance 
of the sewer system has had a funding shortfall. This has meant that necessary 
infrastructure repairs and upgrades have not been financially possible, leading to system 
failures and costly emergency repairs. Investment is required to meet State mandates and 
to prevent additional untreated sewage discharges as occurred in April 2022 which led to a 
Notice of Violation and fine from the Regional Board. 

In 2024, DTA was engaged by the City to evaluate potential rate structures and provide 
recommendations on how best to address funding gaps for sewer infrastructure upgrades 
and long-term sewer system needs. DTA prepared various sewer rate scenarios based on 
the costs provided by City staff for operation and maintenance costs and debt service, plus 
required capital improvements for improvements needed over the 10-year study period.  

The City’s current sewer rate of $5.45 per residential user or EDU is intended to cover the 
City’s annual operation and maintenance (“O&M”) costs, as well as servicing existing debt 
obligations, but currently experiences a shortfall. The City’s sewer enterprise fund’s 
expected revenue and annual budget is projected to experience a shortfall of approximately 
$400,000 for FY 2024-25 and will not meet the required 125% debt service coverage 
requirement on the existing bonds. In addition, the current budget does not include capital 
improvements required for system replacements and upgrades. 

The City has identified key infrastructure costs of approximately $114.8 million (escalated 
value) of capital improvement projects over a ten-year period to upgrade the system to 
maintain current levels of service. The study herein incorporates the revenue requirements 
and calculates new sewer rates in compliance with Proposition 218 requirements. 
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As described in this study, the rates are proposed to be increased and phased in over a five 
(5) year period as shown in Table 1 below. In order to fully fund the costs as described in 
this study, the sewer rates will need to continue to increase beyond the five (5) year period.

Based on the proposed sewer rates presented herein, a single-family customer (i.e., one 
EDU) would see their monthly sewer rate increase from the current $5.45 to $16.35 in the 
first year (a 200% increase) and increase to $17.70 by the end of the five-year period.  The 
sewer rate per month for other land use classes will be based on the applicable EDU factor 
as shown in Appendix D herein.  The sewer rates by land use category for the full ten-year 
study period is included in Appendix E herein. 

The new sewer rates presented in this study were based on the best information available 
at the time.  Regular updates of the financing and rate projections should be performed as 
accurate and more complete information becomes available. 
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II INTRODUCTION 

The City Sewer Department owns and operates a municipal sanitary sewer system made up 
of over 280 miles of gravity sewer mains, 11 lift stations and hundreds of manholes which 
collects wastewater generated within the City as well as certain areas outside of the City 
and transports it to an independent agency, M1W for treatment and disposal. The City and 
M1W impose separate wastewater rates for their services and this study looks only at the 
City’s own wastewater collection charges. M1W, the regional treatment system, is a separate 
governmental entity that sets its own rates which apply to the City and other regional 
participants including the Cities of Pacific Grove, Del Rey Oaks, Seaside, Sand City, Fort Ord, 
Marina, Castroville, Monterey, Moss Landing, and some unincorporated areas in northern 
Monterey County. The regional treatment rates levied by M1W are not a part of this study. 

The City has engaged DTA to prepare an updated rate study to analyze the current revenue 
requirements of the Sewer Department and develop a rate structure that will result in 
sufficient stable revenues to pay for O&M, annual debt service requirements, capital 
improvements and replacement, as well as fund an operating reserve.  

In November 2011, the City approved an updated rate study which increased sewer rates 
from $4.46 per EDU per month to $5.45 per EDU per month effective February 1, 2012. 
Although the City Council adopted the General Plan in 2002, the 2011 rate study did not 
incorporate capital improvement projects to address upsizing for future conditions. 

The City’s current sewer rate of $5.45 per residential user or equivalent dwelling unit (EDU) 
is intended to cover the City’s annual O&M costs, as well as servicing existing debt 
obligations, but is currently experiencing a shortfall. The City’s sewer enterprise fund’s 
expected revenue and annual budget is projected to experience a shortfall of approximately 
$400,000 for FY 2024-25 and will not meet the required 125% debt service coverage 
requirement on the existing bonds. In addition, as mentioned above, the current budget 
does not include capital improvements required for system replacements and upgrades. 

A.  Purpose 

The purpose of this study is to present an updated sewer rate that is in compliance with 
Proposition 218 requirements as described further in Section II.B below while fully 
funding revenue requirements for the sewer system as outlined in Section III below. 

All numbers used in this sewer rate study were either a) provided by the City or Sewer 
Department, ii) assumed and agreed upon with the City or Sewer Department, or iii) 
calculated by DTA using data provided and/or agreed to by the City or Sewer 
Department. 

B. Proposition 218 

Ongoing fees for sewer service are commonly called rates. These sewer rates must be 
supported by a cost-of-service study, or rate study, showing the revenue requirement 
will be met through the collection of sewer rates as well as a method of reasonably 
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apportioning the costs of service to the various customer classes. Sewer rates for 
ongoing sewer service have a direct relationship to land ownership, hence are 
considered property-related fees subject to the limitations of Article XIII D, Section 6 of 
the California Constitution (“Proposition 218”). 

In November 1996, the California voters approved Proposition 218, the “Right to Vote on 
Taxes Act”, which added Article XIII D to the California Constitution. Proposition 218 
imposes certain requirements relative to the imposition of certain assessments, fees and 
charges by local agencies, including the following: 

 Revenues derived from the fee or charge shall not exceed the funds required 
to provide the property related service; 

 Revenues derived from the fee or charge shall not be used for any purpose 
other than that for which the fee or charge was imposed;  

 The amount of fee or charge imposed upon any parcel or person as an 
incident of property ownership shall not exceed the proportional cost of the 
service attributable to that parcel; and 

 No fee or charge may be imposed for a service unless that service is actually 
used by, or immediately available to, the owner of the property in question. 

The rate structure recommended in this study will meet all of the limitations of 
Proposition 218 in both revenue requirements and proportionality. 

In addition, before a local agency can levy new or increased sewer rates, the following 
procedures are required pursuant to Proposition 218: 

 Preparation of a rate justification study, prepared by a qualified individual 
or firm, and the study must justify the proposed rate increase. 

 The record owner of each parcel subject to the proposed increase must be 
provided with a written notice of the proposed increase. As industry practice, 
DTA will also coordinate with the City to mail such notices to the billing 
address of the sewer customer. 

 Notice to the record owner must specify the time, date, and location of the 
public hearing at which the proposed increased fee will be considered. Such 
notice will also be sent to the billing address of the sewer customer as 
mentioned above. 

 A public hearing shall be conducted, held not less than 45 days after mailing 
the notice, to consider protests to the proposed increased fee. 

 The increased fee can be approved if a majority of the property owners do 
not file written protests against the proposed increase. 
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C.  Approach  

The methodology used in this study to determine proposed rate structures will follow 
the guidelines provided in AWWA, Principles of Water Rates, Fees, and Charges, Manual 
of Water Supply Practices (M1 Manual) as they may apply to sewer collection services. 
These guidelines were incorporated in the development of a cost-of-service analysis 
and a rate model that is used to evaluate Sewer Department specific conditions, criteria, 
and goals. 

D. Current Sewer System 

The City of Salinas owns and operates a municipal sanitary sewer collection system 
(“Sewer System”) that services residents and businesses within its service area. The 
Sewer System has a service area of approximately 12,430 acres, with over 280 miles of 
gravity sewer mains and 11 lift stations that convey sewage flows to the Regional 
Wastewater Treatment Plant, operated by M1W. 

E. Sewer Master Plan Update and CIP  

On May 2, 2023, through Resolution No. 22648, City Council adopted the Salinas Sanitary 
Sewer Master Plan Update (“SSMP”). The SSMP identified existing hydraulic deficiencies, 
operation and maintenance repairs, and lift station upgrades required to keep the 
existing sanitary sewer system operational. The SSMP estimates sewage flows at 10.46 
million gallons per day from the existing sanitary sewer system. Required maintenance 
repairs and existing hydraulic deficiencies were ranked based on priority. Costs for 
maintenance repairs and to fix existing hydraulic deficiencies are the sole responsibility 
of the City rate payers. 

The SSMP developed a Sanitary Sewer Capital Improvement Program (“CIP”) that 
identified capital improvement projects to address both the existing maintenance 
repairs and deficiencies and upsizing for future conditions. Capital improvement 
projects were ranked based on priority. Ranking for existing system capital improvement 
projects was based on the following criteria to prioritize them: impacts to water bodies, 
design standards, maintenance requirements, impact to the community and proximity 
to a monitoring manholes. For lift stations, the criteria used to prioritize them were: 
impacts to water bodies, inspection frequency, pumping capacity deficiency, peak hour 
emergency response time, bypass requirement, generator requirement, control or 
electronic update requirement, and impacts to the community. Possible impacts from 
future development were also analyzed for maintenance and lift station projects. Future 
capital improvement projects required exclusively to upsize the sewer system to 
accommodate future development were not ranked in the SSMP as these improvements 
must be coordinated and timed with development.  

As mentioned earlier, the City’s current sewer rate does not fund capital improvements 
required for system replacements and upgrades. Of the facilities and costs identified in 
the CIP, the City has identified only the highest priority projects (“High Priority Projects”) 
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that would need to be funded from future rate revenue. 

F. Rate Study Organization 

In order to fully fund the necessary revenue requirements as identified in the following 
sections of the rate study, the City’s sewer rates must be increased.   

Below is a description of the remaining sections of the rate study: 

Section III: Revenue Requirements  – This section describes the cost categories that 
the sewer rate revenue and other revenue sources will need to fund including, 
operations and maintenance costs (“O&M”), capital expenditures, debt service, and 
contributions to the operating reserve. 

Section IV: Sewer Rate Analysis  – This section describes the proposed rates to be 
charged to sewer customers in the City and the calculations used in determining a 
sewer rate structure that can fully fund the revenue requirements described in 
Section III. 

Section V:  Implementation of Rates  – This section includes the proposed updated 
sewer rates for the various land uses over the next five years. 

Section VI:  Conclusion  – This section includes the overall conclusions. 
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III  REVENUE REQUIREMENTS 

The Revenue Requirements, or cost categories, that rate revenue and other revenue sources 
will need to pay for include, operations and maintenance costs (“O&M”), capital 
expenditures, debt service, and contributions to an operating reserve. These cost categories 
are described in greater detail below.  

A. Operations and Maintenance  

The Sewer Department’s O&M costs include salaries and benefits, supplies and 
materials, outside services, and other charges as identified on pages 379 and 383 of 
the City’s fiscal year 24/25 Operating Budget, adopted by Resolution No. 22979.  The 
O&M cost projections use the baseline costs from the City’s adopted operating budget 
for fiscal year 24/25, as shown in the section, “Enterprise Operations, 5442 Sanitary 
Sewer Division.” The City’s costs are escalated by a factor of 7.5% annually as a 
reasonable estimate of future costs based on several factors identified by the City 
including labor costs, contributions for pension liabilities, and utility costs (i.e., 
electricity for pump stations, etc.) which are escalating at much higher rates than 
inflation.   

B.  Capital Expenditures 

Capital costs are based on Tables 7-4, 7-5, and 7-6 of the Sanitary Sewer Master Plan 
Update dated May 2023, approved by Resolution No. 22648.  Of the total capital costs, 
the City identified certain High Priority Projects as shown in Appendix C to be funded 
by the proposed sewer rate. The total cost of the sewer system capital upgrades 
assigned to existing development, adjusted for inflation, is equal to approximately 
$114.8 million. The listing of capital improvement projects are divided into three 
categories; i) Maintenance and repairs to the existing sewer system; ii) Sewer upsizing 
costs allocated to existing development; and iii) Lift Stations. Maintenance and repair 
projects address hydraulic and maintenance deficiencies of the existing sewer system.  
These improvements were identified as pipelines without the required velocities, with 
sags or failures, or with blockages that constrain flows.  In addition, sewer upsizing 
projects will correct existing capacity deficiencies to upsize pipelines to allow sewers 
to flow more efficiently.  Lift station projects will address upgrades to outdated systems 
and will provide uniformity and redundancy to the overall system.   These High Priority 
Projects are described in further detail below:  

 B.1. Existing Sewer Collection 

The SSMP identified thirty-one (31) sewer collection system projects and eleven (11) 
lift station projects that have hydraulic deficiencies and maintenance concerns under 
existing conditions. The Wallace Group recommended that these projects be 
completed over a five to 15-year period. The City then adjusted the timing of the 
expenditures to more closely match the City’s capacity to implement the appropriate 
level of projects on an annual basis.  The City identified thirteen (13) projects from the 
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list of projects identified in the SSMP that would be expected to be implemented within 
the next ten years. The total costs for these projects, adjusted for inflation at 3% per 
annum, is $70.7 million. See Table C-1 in Appendix C herein for project costs and 
timeline, adjusted for 3% inflation. 

B.2. Sewer Upsizing 

The SSMP identified nine (9) projects that will need existing sewer lines to be upsized 
due to existing deficiencies and the need to provide additional capacity for new 
development. Wallace Group provided allocations of costs to new and existing 
development based on existing and future flow and pipe sizes. The City then provided 
updated cost projections and project timing for seven of the nine projects listed in the 
SSMP. The total projected costs for these projects, adjusted for inflation at 3% per 
annum, is estimated to be $20.6 million as shown in Table C-2 in Appendix C herein. 

B.3 Lift Stations 

The City owns and operates eleven (11) sewer lift stations throughout the City and also 
maintains one lift station funded through an existing assessment district. All lift 
stations are integral with the City’s sewer collection system. The SSMP evaluated each 
of the lift stations and force mains for hydraulic performance and emergency response 
times in the event of sanitary sewer overflow conditions. The SSMP provided present 
value costs for the lift station upgrades recommended by the analysis. The City 
provided the timing and costs for seven (7) of the eleven lift stations mentioned in the 
SSMP that are expected to be completed within the next seven (7) years. The total 
projected costs for these projects, adjusted for inflation at 3% per annum, is estimated 
to be $23.5 million as shown in Table C-3 in Appendix C herein. 

B.4 Total Costs for High Priority Projects 

Table 2 below is a summary of the total costs for the High Priority Projects as described 
above, adjusted for inflation, used for setting the updated sewer rates.  Table C-4 in 
Appendix C herein summarizes the total costs by year.

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C. Debt Service 

Debt service includes the annual principal and interest payments on bonds issued by 
the City whose proceeds are used to pay for capital improvements to the City-wide 
sewer system. The debt service for both existing bonds issued and bonds that are 
proposed to be issued in the future are intended to be paid for from rate revenue. 

Existing Debt Service - The existing annual bond debt service to be paid by sewer 
rates consist of annual principal and interest payments for Wastewater Revenue 
Refunding Bonds Series 2020A. First issued in 2020, the annual debt service on these 
bonds is indicated in the rate model herein over the next ten (10) years. 

Proposed Debt Service – The timing of capital improvements and the acceptable 
levels of pay-as-you-go financing of such improvements suggest that funding a 
portion of the capital improvements by debt in the form of revenue bonds would not 
only reduce the annual revenue requirement of the capital facilities program, but 
also reduce the annual sewer rates required to cover the costs of operations and 
maintenance, reserves and total debt service as compared to a complete pay-as-you-
go alternative. 

The timing of issuance and the amounts of the bonds are dependent upon the timing 
and costs of the capital projects in accordance with the goals of the City, as identified 
in Section B above. For purposes of this analysis, three separate bond issuances were 
considered, issued in years 2, 5 and 8 during the ten (10) year study period. Please 
refer to Appendix B for additional bond assumptions.  

D. O&M Reserve Requirements 

Starting in fiscal year 26/27 of this study, it is assumed that 50% of the total annual 
operating expenses (i.e., 180 days of operating reserves which is based on industry 
practice for similar utilities) from the net operating income after debt service will be 
transferred to a newly established operating reserve fund. The City expects to adopt 
a formal reserve policy following the adoption of this rate study.  
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IV  SEWER RATE ANALYSIS 

A. Current Rate Structure 

The City currently funds the majority of its operational and capital improvement costs 
through sewer rate revenue.  For reference, M1W is the sewer treatment provider in 
northern Monterey County.  M1W is responsible for the treatment of wastewater while 
the City is responsible for collecting and transporting wastewater to M1W. This shared 
responsibility is reflected on the monthly bill to property owners. 

The City’s current sewer rates included on the monthly bills sent by M1W are charged 
on a per EDU basis. The current Fiscal Year 24/25 sewer rate is equal to $5.45 per EDU 
per month.  For Fiscal Year 24/25, the activities of which consisted of routine operation 
and maintenance as well as debt service payments on existing bonds, the revenues 
were less than the expenditures.  The deficit in expenses versus revenues 
demonstrates that the current rates are not sufficient to maintain the existing system.   

B. Proposed Rate Structure 

The proposed rate structure utilizes both pay-as-you-go rate collections as well as 
bond issuances to fund the annual O&M costs and a minimum level of capital facilities. 
Projections under this rate structure suggest that the City will have sufficient reserves 
to continue meeting debt service and capital needs by the end of FY 2034-35.  Please 
see below for a summary of the findings: 

 Year 1 Monthly Rate per EDU (2025) - $16.35 

 Sewer Rate escalates annually by 2% 

 Estimated Year 10 Capital Replacement Fund Balance: $7.5 million 

 Estimated Total Facilities Funded through Bonds and Pay-Go: $114.8 million 

C. Equivalent Dwelling Units 

As mentioned earlier, this study uses an EDU methodology to allocate costs to the 
various land uses for the City’s billing purposes. The flow per land use unit is divided 
by the flow per single family land use unit to determine the flow relative to a single 
family unit (EDU per Billing Unit).  Note that the flow per land use unit factors are 
averages provided by M1W.  The number of customer connections and the flow per 
connection for each land use as of July 2024 was provided to the City by M1W. The 
total City-wide EDUs were then determined by multiplying the EDU per Billing Unit by 
the number of connections for that land use category. Since the City’s sewer 
infrastructure consists of City-wide collection and not treatment, the EDUs are based 
only on flow. The tabulation for total City-wide EDUs (61,745) is shown in Appendix D. 
For the purposes of projecting growth in EDUs over the ten-year study period, a 1% 
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per year growth factor is assumed. 

D. Model Considerations 

It is evident that there are many combinations of assumptions that affect the 
determination of a rate structure calculation that can potentially meet the revenue 
requirements on an annual basis. Factors including inflation, annual rate 
escalations, debt service and customer growth play into the determination of such a 
rate structure. 
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V  IMPLEMENTATION OF RATES 

As described in this study, the rates are proposed to be increased and phased in over a five 
(5) year period as shown in Table 3 below. In order to fully fund the costs as described in 
this study, the sewer rates will need to continue to increase beyond the five (5) year period. 

Rates for all land uses will see a 200% increase in year 1 and an annual increase of 2% each 
year thereafter during the five (5) year period. The annual increase is necessary in order to 
fully fund all revenue requirements.

It is strongly suggested that in Year 5 (FY 2029-30), the City review their annual operation 
and maintenance costs, capital facilities costs and timing, demographics information, as 
well as the various modelling assumptions and update the sewer rates, if needed. 

The full 10-year rate model is included in Appendix A herein. The sewer rates by land use 
category for the 10-year study period is included in Appendix E herein. 
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VI  CONCLUSION 

The final sewer rates contained in this study are a result of an extensive public process with 
input received from City staff and the City Council and are based on the best information 
available at the time.  Regular review and evaluation of the financing and rate projections 
should be performed as accurate and more complete information becomes available.  The 
rates should be reviewed annually to take into account the results of local project 
construction bids, actual O&M and capital facilities costs, actual financing received for the 
projects, and adjustment to the rates may be considered, as necessary. 

The new sewer rates, as shown in Table 3 herein, are designed to produce revenues to fund 
operations and maintenance, new capital improvement projects, debt service and an 
operating reserve over the next five years.   

Based on the new sewer rates presented herein, a single-family customer would see their 
monthly sewer rate increase from the current $5.45 to $16.35 in the first year (a 200% 
increase), and increase to $17.70 by the end of the five-year period. 

It is strongly suggested that in Year 5 (FY 2029-30), the City review their annual operation 
and maintenance costs, capital facilities costs and timing, demographics information, as 
well as the various modelling assumptions and update the sewer rates, if needed.

The City of Salinas (City) hereby notifies property owners and ratepayers of the proposed 
adjustments to sewer rates, and their right to object, protest, or provide comments to the City. 
This Notice is provided in accordance with California Constitution Article XIII D, Section 6 
(Proposition 218). The Salinas City Council will consider the proposed rate adjustment at a Public 
Hearing at 4:00 p.m., Tuesday, September 23, 2025, in the City Hall Rotunda at 200 Lincoln 
Ave, Salinas, CA 93901.  
 
Hearing impaired or TTY/TDD text telephone users may contact the City by dialing 711 for the 
California Relay Service (CRS) or by telephoning any other service providers’ CRS telephone 
number.  
 
All those interested are invited to appear at the time and place of the Public Hearing on September 
23, 2025, to give oral or written comments regarding the proposed rate adjustments. The City 
Council will hear and consider oral testimony and written materials submitted regarding proposed 
rate adjustments at the Public Hearing. The City Council has the authority to adjust the proposed 
sewer rate changes in response to oral testimony and written materials submitted for 
consideration, provided any adjustments cannot increase rates beyond those proposed in this 
Notice.  
 
If adopted by City Council, the proposed sewer rates described in this Notice will become effective 
on October 1, 2025, with annual adjustments each July 1st through 2029. The City will provide 
notice of any authorized annual adjustment to rates, not less than 30 days before the effective 
date of the adjustment, per Government Code Section 53756. 
 
Maintaining Salinas’ Sanitary Sewer System 
 

The City of Salinas must continually invest in its sanitary sewer system to maintain safe and 
reliable service. The City’s source of revenue to cover the cost of providing those sewer services 
is through sewer rates, with every dollar from those rates going toward the operation, 
maintenance, repair, and improvement of the sewer system. Periodic evaluations and 
adjustments to the rates are necessary to address infrastructure needs, inflation and regulatory 
mandates. Responsible financial planning and appropriate funding are essential to maintaining 
and improving our sewer system.  
 
The City’s Maintenance Division maintains approximately 280 miles of gravity pipelines in the 
sanitary sewer collection system and 11 sanitary sewer lift stations. The sewer system plays a 
vital role in safeguarding water quality and public health. The sewer system consists of 
underground pipes, manholes, lift stations, and other infrastructure that transport sewage from 
homes, businesses, and industries to the regional wastewater treatment plant, where it is treated 
and safely released back into the environment. 



R E V E N U E S  A RE  R E Q U I R E D  TO M A I N T A I N  A ND  R E P A I R  T HE 
S A N I T A R Y  S E W E R  S Y S T E M  
To ensure adequate revenue for maintaining, operating and improving the sanitary sewer 
system, the City commissioned a Rate Study. The Rate Study documents support for the 
proposed rates for each customer category, the basis upon which the rates were calculated, 
and the reasons for the rates to cover the cost of providing sewer services. The study 
estimates a total of $114.8 million is required to fund capital improvements. Funds will be 
provided through increased sewer rates and bonds.

SUBMITTING A PROTEST OR AN OBJECTION 
A property owner has a right to submit to the City a written protest or a written objection to the 
proposed adjustment to sewer rates based on laws that are commonly referred to as 
“Proposition 218” (including California Constitution Article XIII D, Section 6; implementing 



legislation at Government Code sections 53750 through 53759.2, and judicial decisions 
interpreting those laws). The proposed increases in sewer rates are considered fees for 
“property-related services” under those laws. 
 
HOW TO SUBMIT A WRITTEN PROTEST 
Any property owner or rate-paying tenant has the right to protest the proposed sewer rates. The 
protest must be in writing, it must include the property service address and/or the assessor’s 
parcel number, the eligible individual’s name (property owner or tenant), a statement to the effect 
of “I protest the proposed sewer rate adjustments,” and an original signature. Written protests 
must only be submitted to the City by mail or personal delivery to: City of Salinas, City Clerk, 
200 Lincoln Ave. Salinas, CA 93901. Telephone, e-mail, and fax protests will not be accepted.  
 
All protests must be received by the City Council in writing before the conclusion of the 
Public Hearing. Any protest received after the conclusion of the Public Hearing will not be 
accepted or considered. Any oral comments will not be counted as a protest. Only one written 
protest per affected property will be counted.  
 
At the conclusion of the Public Hearing, the City Council will consider adopting the proposed rates 
and charges only if the City does not receive a “majority protest.” There is a “majority protest” if 
the City receives timely written protests from property owners or ratepayers representing a 
majority (50% +1) of the properties served by the City. If there is a majority protest, the City is 
prohibited by law from approving the updated sewer rates at that time. 

 
EXHAUSTION OF ADMINISTRATIVE REMEDIES – HOW TO SUBMIT A WRITTEN 
OBJECTION 
Any property owner or rate-paying tenant has the right to submit a written objection to the 
proposed sewer rates. In order for a written objection to be timely and effective, it must comply 
with all of the following requirements:  

 Written objections must be in writing and mailed or hand delivered to the City at: 
City of Salinas, City Clerk, 200 Lincoln Ave, Salinas CA, 93901. 

 The City Clerk must receive the written objections by no later than September 23, 2025, 
at 4:00 p.m. 

 Written objections must include the following information:  
o Objectors name, parcel number and/or service address.  
o A statement that the communication constitutes a written objection to the City’s 

proposed sewer rates.  
o A description of the substance of the objection, with sufficient specificity to allow the 

City to respond in writing. The objection must state the specific grounds for concerns 
with the proposed sewer rates, and why they do not comply with Proposition 218 or 
other relevant law. The objection should include the desired resolution or outcome. 
A statement that the proposed sewer rates violate Proposition 218 without an 
explanation as to the basis of the claim are not sufficient to constitute a timely written 
objection.  

 
At the Public Hearing, after considering all timely written objections and written responses prepared 
by City staff, the City Council will determine whether clarifications or further review or reduction or 
abandonment of the proposed sewer rates is warranted. 
 

Limitations for Challenging Proposed Rates 



You are hereby notified that, in order to file a judicial action or legal proceeding to challenge the 
proposed rates described in this Notice, you must file a timely written legal objection, and you 
must commence the action or proceeding within 120 days of the City’s approval of the rates. 

Failure to submit a timely written legal objection bars any right to challenge the proposed rates 
through a judicial action or legal proceeding. (Government Code Section 53759.1(b).) 

There is a 120-day statute of limitations for judicially challenging the rates set forth in this Notice 
that runs from the date of the City action to approve the rates, and any legal action is limited to 

the issues raised in a timely legal objection. (Government Code Section 53759.)

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Background 

During Fiscal Year 2016-17, Monterey One Water (“M1W”), which was then known as the Monterey Regional Water Pollution 

Control Agency, engaged Bartel Wells Associates (“BWA”) to undertake a comprehensive analysis of M1W’s revenues and budget 

to make recommendations regarding M1W’s wastewater treatment rates and all of M1W’s other rates and charges.  As part of its 

work, BWA delivered to M1W a detailed report entitled “Monterey Regional Water Pollution Control Agency, Comprehensive Rate 

& Fee Study” (the “BWA Study”). 

In 2017, M1W adopted a three-year schedule (FY 2017-18 through 2019-20) of wastewater treatment rates that was based on the 

analysis and recommendations in the BWA Study.  For FY 2020-21, which began during the height of the COVID-19 pandemic, 

rather than proposing a multi-year rate schedule, M1W adopted a one-time rate increase that was based on BWA’s work. 

The purpose of this Update is to recommend a five-year schedule of wastewater treatment rates proposed to begin July 1, 2021, 

that will meet M1W’s current projections of the expenses necessary to provide wastewater treatment services, as well as build 

operating and capital reserves that meet the reserve policies adopted by the M1W Board.  Because much of M1W’s infrastructure 

is aging, M1W has adopted a 10-year Capital Improvement Plan that is designed to replace and improve much of M1W’s 

infrastructure so that M1W can continue to provide reliable, high-quality, and environmentally sensitive wastewater treatment 

services to its existing customers.  M1W intends to undertake its capital improvement projects on a pay-as-you-go basis, and make 

at most limited use of the new debt.  Therefore, the, the expense budgets described in this Update for each year include debt 

service payable during that year on outstanding debt, as well as current expenses for capital improvement projects. 

Methodology 

This Update was prepared by M1W staff.   

The BWA Study, which is not even five years old, contained BWA’s expert analysis regarding the proportional burden different 

types of users and system use put on the M1W system.  That analysis and the resulting calculations are unlikely to change 

significantly over a few years, and it would be unnecessary and prohibitively expensive to redo this analysis every time M1W 

considers rate increases. 

Therefore, this update limits itself to setting forth budget projections for each of the next five fiscal years, determining the total 

wastewater treatment rate revenue necessary each year to cover the costs of providing wastewater treatment services, 

determining the percentage increase in revenue between prior year wastewater treatment rate revenue and the revenue 

requirement for that year, and then increasing, each wastewater rates by that percentage.  In that way, the proportionality of the 

rates for different users types is maintained, and the rates will continue to meet the requirements of Article XIII D, Section 6(b) of 

the California Constitution.  This update incorporates the BWA Study. 

M1W’s wastewater treatment rates fund the costs of the services used by the customers who are charged these rates.  The rates 

do not fund costs associated with the Castroville Seawater Intrusion Project or the Pure Water Monterey Groundwater 

Replenishment Project, which are projects that produce usable water that is sold to customers.

1 BACKGROUND & SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATION 

1.1 Background 

The Monterey  Regional Water  Pollution 

Control Agency (MRWPCA or Agency) is a 

Joint  Powers  Authority  that  provides 

wastewater  conveyance,  treatment  and 

effluent disposal services to a population 

of  roughly  250,000  and  businesses  in 

northern  Monterey  County.    Member 

agencies  include  the Cities of Monterey, 

Pacific Grove, Seaside, Sand City, Salinas, 

Del  Rey  Oaks,  and  the  Marina  Coast 

Water  District,  Fort  Ord  Military 

Reservation,  Castroville  Community 

Services  District,  Moss  Landing  County 

Sanitation District, Boronda County Sanitation District, and the County of Monterey.  MRWPCA was 

originally formed in 1972 and expanded in subsequent years as additional agencies joined.  MRWPCA 

is  governed  by  an  11‐member  Board  of  Directors  with  one  Director  representing  each  member 

agency. 

1.2 Wastewater System Overview 

MRWPCA  owns  and  operates  a  regional  wastewater  treatment  plant  with  treatment  capacity  of 

approximately 29.6 million gallons per day  (average dry weather  flow), a 60‐inch diameter outfall 

pipeline extending 2 miles into the Monterey Bay, 25 wastewater pump stations, 35 pressure‐vacuum 

stations, and approximately 30 miles of pipelines that convey wastewater from each of the member 

agencies to the regional treatment plant, and water recycling facilities.  Each of the agencies operates 

its own local wastewater collection system.   

 

MRWPCA’s aging wastewater conveyance and treatment facilities are in need of a substantial amount 

of  capital  improvements  to  address  current  deficiencies  and  rehabilitate  and  replace  aging 

infrastructure.   A 10‐year capital  improvement program developed by the MRWPCA’s Engineering 

Services Department identifies over $92 million of capital improvements with future funding needs 

averaging approximately $10 million per year.   MRWPCA is currently working with an engineering 

consulting firm on a comprehensive evaluation of its wastewater conveyance system to identify and 

prioritize  capital  improvements,  and  plans  on  subsequently  conducting  a  similar  analysis  for  the 

wastewater  treatment  plant.    These  studies  may  identify  additional  infrastructure  improvement 

needs. 
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MRWPCA is a leader in water recycling.  MRWPCA participates in a partnership with Monterey County 

Water Resources Agency to provide recycled water for agricultural purposes and to help minimize 

groundwater  overdraft  and  seawater  intrusion  into  underground  aquifers.    Roughly  60%  of 

MRWPCA’s treated wastewater effluent is currently recycled each year.  Additionally, MRWPCA is in 

the process of moving forward with Pure Water Monterey, an advanced water recycling project being 

developed  in  partnership  with  the  Monterey  Peninsula  Water  Management  District  and  other 

regional agencies.  Pure Water Monterey will provide highly‐treated recycled water for irrigation and 

groundwater replenishment to augment regional water supplies and provide a sustainable solution 

for  the  region’s water  supply  challenges.   With  Pure Water Monterey, MRWPCA  anticipates  that 

approaching 100% of its treated wastewater will be recycled for beneficial purposes. 

1.3 Study Objectives 

In 2016, MRWPCA retained Bartle Wells Associates (BWA) to develop a comprehensive rate and fee 

study.  Key goals and objectives of the study include: 

Wastewater Financial Plan & Rate Study 

 Develop a 10‐year financial plan to identify future revenue requirements, evaluate financial

scenarios, and determine rate increases needed to fund MRWPCA’s operating and capital

programs while maintaining long‐term financial stability.

 Develop wastewater treatment rates that:

o Recover the costs of providing service,

o Are fair and equitable to all customer classes,

o Comply with the legal requirements of the California Constitution, Article 13D,

Section 6 (established by Proposition 218) and other California law;

o Provide adequate funding for projected capital improvement needs,

o Maintain a prudent level of fund reserves.

 Aim for steady, gradual annual rate increases, to the extent possible, to help minimize the

annual impact on customers and mitigate the need for larger, periodic rate spikes.

Capacity Charge Update 

 Review current capacity charges and evaluate approaches for developing updated charges.

 Develop updated capacity charges designed to:

o Recover the cost of wastewater system infrastructure and assets benefitting new

development,

o Are consistent with industry standards and practices, and

o Comply with Government Code 66013.
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Additional Fee & Charge Update 

 Review and update MRWPCA’s additional fees and charges to reflect the current cost of

providing service for each type of fee or charge and comply with Proposition 26.

 Work with MRWPCA to identify the staffing needs, time, and materials associated with each

type of fee.  Evaluate overhead allocation alternatives, calculate billable rates for staff time

including salary and benefits, and calculate appropriate levels of facility cost recovery when

applicable.

This report summarizes key findings and recommendations.  Final recommendations were developed 

with substantial input from MRWPCA staff and input from the Budget/Personnel Committee (BPC) 

and Board of Directors. 

1.4 Process 

BWA worked closely with MRWPCA during development of the financial plan and rate study, capacity 

charge update, and fee update.  In addition to a number of meetings and phone conferences with 

staff, the process included a number of public meetings with the BPC and Board to review findings, 

discuss draft  recommendations and alternatives,  and  receive  input  from Board Members and  the 

community.  A schedule of public meetings is listed below: 

1.5 Summary of Recommendations

and charges.  To keep future charges aligned with the costs of providing service, capacity charges can 

be adjusted annually by the change in the Engineering News‐Record (ENR) Construction Cost Index, a 

widely‐used measure of construction cost inflation; and Additional Fees & Charges can be adjusted 

annually by the Consumer Price Index (CPI).

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2 WASTEWATER FINANCIAL PLAN & RATE STUDY 

2.1 Historical Rates 

MRWPCA has provided good financial stewardship by gradually raising sewer rates in 9 of the past 10 

years to keep rates in line with escalating costs of providing service and maintain financial stability.  

The following chart shows a long‐term history of monthly residential wastewater treatment charges. 

MRWPCA did not adjust rates for over 10 years from 1992/93 to 2003/04 and subsequently began 

adopting small, gradual rate increases most years including each of the past 7 years.  Since 1992, rates 

have risen at an average rate of approximately 2.2%.  Since 2003/04, rates have risen by an average 

of approximately 4.2% per year.

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The  following  chart  compares MRWPCA’s historical  residential  rates  to  two measures of  inflation 

including  a)  the  Consumer  Price  Index  (CPI),  US  City  Average  for  Urban  Consumers,  and  b)  the 

Engineering  News‐Record  Construction  Cost  Index  (20‐Cities  Average),  a  widely‐used measure  of 

construction cost  inflation.   Cost  inflation for utility agencies tends to be higher than CPI as utility 

agencies expenses are labor and capital intensive.

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The table on the following page shows a breakdown of accounts by customer class along with rates 

from the past 3 years.  MRWPCA levies fixed monthly charges that vary by customer type.  Residential 

customers are billed per dwelling unit.  Charges for commercial and institutional customers vary by 

type of business, and major industrial customers are billed on an individual basis based on wastewater 

flow and strength.   

 

MRWPCA bills most customers on a monthly basis for wastewater treatment services via a combined 

bill that also includes the local wastewater collection system charges levied by its member agencies.  

Revenues collected on behalf of member agencies are maintained in a separate account and passed 

through to each member agency.

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2.2 Sewer Rate Surveys

larger benchmark agencies in California.   For agencies with multiple service area areas, the survey 

shows the mid‐point rate (half way between the lowest and highest rate) as a representation of each 

agency’s rates.

MRWPCA member agency sewer rates are in the low to middle range compared to the other regional 

and benchmark agencies. Rates can vary widely from agency to agency due to a wide range of factors.  

With  the proposed  rate  increases, MRWPCA member agency  rates are expected  to  remain  in  the 

lower to middle range in future years.  Many of the other agencies on the surveys are also anticipating 

sewer rate increases in upcoming years. 
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2.3 Constitutional Rate Requirements 

The wastewater treatment rates developed in this study were designed to comply with provisions of 

Article 13D, Section 6 of the California Constitution, established by Proposition 218.  In accordance 

with  these  requirements,  the proposed  rates are designed  to a) not exceed  the cost of providing 

service, b) recover revenues in proportion to the cost for serving each customer. 

 

Proposition 218 was adopted by California voters  in 1996 and added Articles 13C and 13D  to  the 

California Constitution.  Article 13D, Section 6 governs property‐related charges, which the California 

Supreme Court subsequently ruled includes ongoing utility system charges such as water, sewer, and 

garbage  rates.    Article  13D,  Section  6  establishes  a)  procedural  requirements  for  imposing  or 

increasing property‐related charges, and b) substantive requirements for those charges.  Article 13D 

also  requires voter approval  for new or  increased property‐related charges but exempts  rates  for 

water,  sewer,  and  garbage  service  from  this  voting  requirement  if  the  rates  comply  with  the 

substantive and procedural requirements established by Proposition 218.  

 

The  substantive  requirements of Article 13D, Section 6  require MRWPCA’s wastewater  treatment 

rates to meet the following conditions:  

1) Revenues derived from the fee or charge shall not exceed the funds required to provide the 

property related service. 

2) Revenues derived from the fee or charge shall not be used for any purpose other than that for 

which the fee or charge was imposed. 

3) The amount of a fee or charge imposed upon any parcel or person as an incident of property 

ownership shall not exceed the proportional cost of the service attributable to the parcel. 

4) No  fee or  charge may be  imposed  for  a  service  unless  that  service  is  actually  used by,  or 

immediately available to, the owner of the property in question.   

5) No fee or charge may be imposed for general governmental services, such as police or fire 

services, where the service is available to the public at large in substantially the same manner 

as it is to property owners. 

2.4 Rate‐Setting Methodology 

The rates developed in this report use a straightforward methodology to develop rates that reflect 

the cost of providing service and fairly apportion costs to each customer.  The general methodology 

used in this study is summarized on the diagram on the following page.

Cost of Service Rate‐Setting Methodology
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2.5 Sewer Financial Overview & Financial Challenges 

Bartle  Wells  Associates  conducted  an  independent  evaluation  of  MRWPCA  finances.    Key 

observations include:   

 MRWPCA’s wastewater utility is a self‐supporting enterprise funded primarily from wastewater 

service charges and other fees for service.  The Agency does not receive property taxes.  As such, 

rates and fees need to be set at levels adequate to support the costs of providing service. 

 MRWPCA has provided good financial stewardship by adopting small annual sewer rate increases 

in 9 of the past 10 years to keep rates aligned with escalating costs of service.  

 MRWPCA’s fund reserves are on the low side based on standard financial metrics and compared 

to  other  benchmark  agencies.    However,  the  wastewater  enterprise  anticipates  receiving 

reimbursement from an anticipated Clean Water State Revolving Fund Loan for prior expenses 

incurred for Pure Water Monterey.   This reimbursement  is roughly estimated at $4 million for 

financial planning purposes and is expected to restore available fund reserves/working capital to 

a prudent minimal level. 

 MRWPCA capital improvement expenditures have averaged about $4.3 million over the 5 prior 

fiscal  years  (2011/12  –  2015/16)  including  about  $3.8  million  per  year  of  infrastructure 

improvements and $500,000 of annual  funding  for capital equipment.   Current rates generate 

roughly $4.0 million per year for capital needs.  However, MRWPCA’s facilities are aging and will 

require substantial increased investment for repair, maintenance, rehabilitation and replacement 

in upcoming years as described below. 

 MRWPCA  has  a  relatively  low  level  of  outstanding  wastewater  debt  and  does  not  anticipate 

issuing additional debt for wastewater system capital improvements in the foreseeable future. 

2.6 Financial Challenges / Key Drivers of Rate Increases 

Going forward, MRWPCA is facing a number of financial challenges that will require rate increases in 

upcoming years.  Key drivers of rate increases include: 

2.6.1 Capital Improvements / Aging Infrastructure  

MRWPCA’s  wastewater  system  faces  a  substantial  amount  of  capital  improvements  needed  to 

address  current  deficiencies  and  rehabilitate  and  replace  aging  infrastructure.    The  wastewater 

treatment plant is now 27 years old and MRWPCA’s pump stations are substantially older.  A 10‐year 

capital  improvement  program  developed  by  MRWPCA’s  Engineering  Department  identifies  over 

$92 million  of  infrastructure  funding  needs  with  future  improvements  averaging  approximately 

$10 million  per  year.    Additional  capital  funding  needs  may  be  identified  by  a  comprehensive 
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evaluation of MRWPCA’s conveyance system that is currently underway, and a subsequent planned 

evaluation of the wastewater treatment plant.   

 

MRWPCA plans to fund its wastewater system capital improvement needs on a pay‐as‐you‐go basis, 

without reliance on debt financing.  The proposed rate increases over the next 3 years will gradually 

phase‐in  increases  in  annual  funding  for  capital  improvements  from  the  current  level  of 

approximately $4 million, generated by current rates, to almost $8 million per year when the rate 

increases are  fully phased‐in.   The proposed rate  increases over  the next 3 years are gradual and 

significant steps  in  the right direction, however,  the  financial projections  indicated additional  rate 

increases will be needed in future years to continue the phase‐in of capital funding to required levels.   

2.6.2 Increased Operating Costs 

MRWPCA also faces annual increases in operating costs due to inflation – including rising costs for 

utilities, staffing, insurance, supplies, etc. – and other factors.  Cost inflation for wastewater utility 

agencies  has  historically  been  higher  than  the  Consumer  Price  Index  (CPI).    MRWPCA may  face 

additional funding needs in future years for maintenance of the wastewater treatment plant, which 

is now 27 years old, and conveyance system, which is even older. 

 

MRWPCA is also facing increases in annual funding requirements for the California Public Employee 

Retirement System (PERS).  Based on information provided by PERS, annual payments are projected 

to  roughly  triple over  the next 6 years  from approximately $800,000 per year  in 2016/17  to over 

$2.3 million  by  2022/23,  largely  due  to  a  reduction  in  the  projected  earnings  rate  of  future 

investments. 
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2.7 10‐Year Cash Flow Projections 

BWA developed 10‐year  cash  flow projections  to  identify  annual  revenue  requirements,  evaluate 

financial scenarios, and determine future rate increases.  The table on the next page shows 10‐year 

wastewater cash flow projections. The projections incorporate the latest information available as well 

as a number of reasonable and slightly conservative assumptions.  Key assumptions include: 

 Operating and maintenance costs are based on the 2016/17 budget and generally escalate at the 

annual rate of 4.0% to account for future cost inflation. 

 Growth from new development and/or redevelopment is projected at the equivalent of 150 new 

single family homes per year for financial planning purposes. 

 Capital improvement funding phases in corresponding with projected rate increases to levels that 

support MRWPCA’s future annual CIP funding needs.  The projections assume capital projects are 

funded on a pay‐as‐you‐go basis with no debt financing. 

 The  projections  include  costs  for  new  approved  staff  positions  for  public  relations  and 

administrative assistant. 

 The  projections  account  for  future  anticipated  changes  in  operating  costs  and  revenue 

reimbursements related to Pure Water Monterey.  

 Other revenues and expenses are projected as shown on the table. 

 The projections  include a minimum fund reserve target for  financial planning purposes set at 25% (3 

months) of operating and maintenance expenses, plus $2 million for emergency CIP funding.  The total 

minimum fund reserve target escalated over time from roughly $6.7 million in the current fiscal year 

2016/17 to $8.2 million in 5 years.

2.8 Debt Service Coverage Projections 

The table on the next page shows 10‐year debt service coverage projections for debt secured by the 

wastewater agency, the Water Reclamation Authority, and Pure Water Monterey.  As required by the 

State  Revolving  Fund  (SRF)  Financing  Program,  MRWPCA’s  SRF  loan  for  financing  Pure  Water 

Monterey facilities is secured by net revenues from Pure Water Monterey and MRWPCA’s wastewater 

system.

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2.9 Rate Revenue Increases 

The cash flow projections indicate the need for rate increases over the next 3 years and beyond in 

order to fund MRWPCA’s future revenue requirements and maintain financial stability.  The proposed 

increases are designed  to  increase revenues  from rates by 10% each year  for  the next 3 years as 

shown on the table below.  However, while the overall level of increase is projected at 10% each year, 

the  impacts to the rates  for each customer class may vary as the proposed rates also account for 

adjustments due to updated cost allocations and a realignment of rates with the cost of service.

In future years, MRWPCA can re‐evaluate its finances and revenue requirements and adjust rates as 

needed based on future updated projections.  While MRWPCA always has the flexibility to implement 

rate adjustments that are lower than adopted pursuant to the Proposition 218 process, future rates 

cannot exceed adopted increases without going through the Proposition 218 process again.  As such, 

rates adopted pursuant to Proposition 218 are essentially future rate caps. 

2.10 Sewer Rate Increase Alternatives 

As part of the rate study process, BWA worked with MRWPCA to evaluate a number of financial and 

rate scenarios, including scenarios with both lower and higher levels of rate increases.  Lower levels 

of rate increases would have generated inadequate funding or required debt financing to help fund 

capital improvement needs, and would have resulted in the need for higher rate increases after the 

next 3 years.  Higher levels of rate increases would have phased‐in additional capital funding quicker, 

and  would  have  resulted  in  the  need  for  lower  future  rate  increases.    Ultimately,  MRWPCA  is 

proposing to move forward with a balanced approach that attempts to minimize the near‐term and 

long‐term  impact  on  ratepayers  while  prudently  phasing  in  higher  levels  funding  for  capital 

improvement needs. 

2.11 Cost Recovery Allocations 

BWA worked closely with MRWPCA staff to develop rates that equitably apportion costs to each of 

the Agency’s customer classes.  Costs were allocated to wastewater flow, BOD and SS for purposes of 

developing  underlying  rates  for  each  of  these  parameters  that  are  subsequently  applied  to  the 

wastewater flow and strength characteristics of each customer class to determine a rate that reflects 

the costs of providing service to each customer class.   For development of rates, costs were allocated 

for fiscal year 2019/20, the third and final year of the proposed rate increases.

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 Future  anticipated  increases  in  CalPERS  contribution  requirements  are  allocated  to  each 

department based on each department’s share of budgeted CalPERS funding requirements.  

 Operating and maintenance expenses and capital improvement program costs are allocated 

for recovery from wastewater flow, BOD and SS based on input from MRWPCA’s Engineering 

Department.  These allocations reflect engineering estimates of the share of costs related to 

wastewater  flow  and  strength  for  each  expense  item.    For  example,  costs  for MRWPCA’s 

conveyance  system  are  predominantly  allocated  to  wastewater  flow,  while  costs  for  the 

wastewater treatment plant are allocated to mix of flow, BOD and SS based on a reasonable 

estimate of the share of costs associated with each parameter. 

 For purposes of rate recovery, net costs are allocated for recovery as follows:

2.12 Unit Cost Derivation 
Unit costs for wastewater flow, BOD and SS were developed based on a) the total amount of costs 

allocated  to  each  parameter,  divided  by  b)  the  estimated  billable  volume  of wastewater  flow  or 

pounds of BOD and SS generated by MRWPCA’s customer base.  These unit costs are then applied to 

the wastewater flow and strength characteristics of each customer class. 

 Wastewater flow per residential dwelling unit has declined over the past decade, including a 

significant  decrease  in  recent  years  as  customers  have  cut  back  water  use,  and 

correspondingly sewer discharge, in response to California’s recent drought.  As flows have 

decreased,  wastewater  strength  concentrations  have  increased.    Residential  wastewater 

discharge is estimated as follows:

 Flows from commercial and institutional customers were estimated at 80% of historical flow 

factors to account for reductions in water use and wastewater discharge over the past 5‐10 

years as customers have  reduced water and sewer use due  to conservation and  improved 

efficiency.

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 Wastewater flow and strength loading from major industrial customers was estimated based 

on  metered  flow  from  calendar  year  2016  and  estimated  wastewater  strength  for  each 

customer based on industry type or actual wastewater sampling data. 

 

The following table shows the derivation of underlying unit rates for fiscal year 2019/20, which are 

subsequently applied to the wastewater flow and strength characteristics of each customer class to 

derive rates that reflect the cost of providing service to each type of customer.  These unit rates are 

designed  to  support  the  revenue  requirements  for 2019/20 as determined based on  the  financial 

projections.  Unit rates are calculated by dividing the costs allocated to wastewater flow, BOD, SS, 

and customer service by the volume of annual billable flow, BOD and SS.

2.13 Proposed Wastewater Treatment Rates 

The table on the next page shows estimated wastewater flows and loadings for each customer class 

along  with  proposed  rates  for  the  next  3  fiscal  years.    To  help  minimize  the  annual  impact  on 

ratepayers and facilitate a gradual transition, rates are phased in over 3 years from current levels to 

rates derived for 2019/20.

2.14 Rate Impacts 

With MRWPCA’s proposed wastewater treatment rate increases, the total sewer service charges of 

MRWPCA member agencies are projected to remain in the lower to middle range compared to other 

regional agencies. 

 

The following chart shows historical and projected monthly residential wastewater treatment rates.  

From  a  long‐term  perspective,  residential  rates  with  the  full  3‐year  phase‐in  of  proposed  rate 

increases will equal the 1992 rate adjusted at the annual rate of 3.1%.

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The dollar impact of the proposed rate increases on residential customers is summarized below.  With 

full implementation of proposed rate increases over the next 3 years, residential rates will increase 

by a total of $5.20 per month.

MRWPCA’s  proposed  rate  increases  only  apply  to  a  portion  of  the  total  combined  sewer  service 

charge for each member agency.  Currently, MRWPCA’s charges account for anywhere from about 

35% of total sewer charges (for Pacific Grove and Fort Ord) to as high as 75% of the total charge in 

Salinas (which has the lowest regional rates for wastewater collection based on the survey).

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3 CAPACITY CHARGE UPDATE 

3.1 Capacity Charges 

MRWPCA levies capacity charges on new or expanded connections to MRWPCA’s wastewater system.  

Capacity  charges are  levied as a  condition of development or  change  in use, and are designed  to 

recover the cost of capacity in infrastructure and assets benefitting new development.  MRWPCA’s 

capacity charges have not been independently reviewed or updated in many years.  Since the early 

2000s, MRWPCA has adjusted its capacity charges most years by the change in the Engineering News‐

Record (ENR) Construction Cost Index, a widely‐used measure of construction cost inflation.   

 

The  following  chart  shows  a  history  of MRWPCA’s  capacity  charges  per  Equivalent  Dwelling Unit 

(EDU).  One EDU represents the wastewater demand of a typical residential dwelling unit.  MRWPCA’s 

current capacity charge of $3,505 per EDU is equivalent to the charge per EDU levied in 1992 adjusted 

by roughly 2.8% per year for the past 25 years.  This level of escalation falls between CPI and the ENR 

Construction Cost Index.

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3.2 Capacity Charge Surveys 

The following chart shows a survey of regional sewer capacity charges.  Charges for agencies served 

by MRWPCA include both MRWPCA’s capacity charge for wastewater treatment facilities as well as 

each member agency’s capacity charge for local wastewater collection facilities.

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3.3 Government Code 

Development impact fees are governed by California Government Code Section 66000 et. seq This 

section of the Code was initially established by Assembly Bill 1600 (AB 1600) and is commonly referred 

to as the Mitigation Fee Act.  Pursuant to the Code, a development impact fee is not a tax or special 

assessment, but  is  instead voluntary charge  levied to defray the cost of public facilities needed to 

serve a new development. 

 

Section 66013 of the Code specifically governs water and wastewater capacity charges.  This section 

of the Code defines a “capacity charge” to mean “a charge for public facilities in existence at the time 

a charge is imposed or charges for new public facilities to be acquired or constructed in the future 

that are of proportional benefit to the person or property being charged.”  The Code distinguishes 

“capacity  charges”  from  “connection  fees”  which  are  defined  as  fees  for  the  physical  facilities 

necessary to make a water or sewer connection, such as costs related to installation of meters and 

pipelines from a new building to a water or sewer main. 

 

According  to  the  Section  66013,  a  water  or  wastewater  capacity  charge  “shall  not  exceed  the 

estimated reasonable cost of providing the service for which the fee or charge is  imposed” unless 

approved by a two‐thirds vote.  Section 66013 does not detail any specific methodology for calculating 

capacity charges.  

 
Section 66016 of the Code identifies the procedural requirements for adopting or increasing water 

and wastewater capacity charges and Section 66022 summarizes the general process by which the 

charges can be legally challenged 

3.4 Fee Methodology: Average Cost Approach 

Based on evaluation of alternatives, BWA recommends use of an average cost approach to calculate 

updated capacity charges.  Under this approach, new connections buy in for a proportionate share of 

capacity needs in existing and planned wastewater conveyance and treatment facilities and assets.  

The  charges  are  calculated  based  on  the  total  cost  of  facilities  including  planned  upgrades  and 

expansions,  divided  by  the  total  service  capacity  of  MRWPCA’s  facilities  with  completion  of  the 

improvements.  The average cost approach is a widely used and accepted approach for calculating 

capacity charges, particularly for service areas that are largely built out but require some additional 

infrastructure improvements to meet the demands of anticipated growth or redevelopment. 
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The general methodology used to calculate updated water and sewer capacity charges is summarized 

below.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

There are a number of widely‐used methods for valuing infrastructure and assets for cost recovery.  

The capacity charges calculated in this report are designed to recover the estimated replacement cost 

of existing MRWPCA facilities as estimated based on acquisition cost escalated into current dollars (as 

of January 2017) based on the change in the ENR Construction Cost Index. 

3.5 Cost Recovery Allocation 

BWA worked with staff from MRWPCA’s Engineering Department to allocate costs for recovery from 

capacity charge components for wastewater flow and strength, as measured by BOD and SS. 

 Costs of existing wastewater system facilities were first broken down into various functional 

components.  Subsequently, costs for each component were allocated for recovery from flow, 

BOD and SS based on input from MRWPCA staff.   

Capacity Charge Methodology

Step 1 ‐ Determine Cost of Facilities & Assets for Fee Recovery 

Determine the recoverable cost of facilities and assets benefiting new  
development to be recovered by the capacity charge.

Step 2 ‐ Identify Capacity of Facilities 

Identify the corresponding capacity of facilities and assets identified in Step 1; 
capacity may be limited by the amount of development facilities can serve 

without substantial additional expansion or improvements. 

Step 3 ‐ Calculate Cost per Unit of Capacity

Calculate the cost per unit of capacity by dividing the costs identified for fee 
recovery in Step 1 by the capacity of those facilities identified in Step 2. 

Step  4 ‐ Apply Cost per Unit to the Capacity Needs of Customer Classes 

Apply the unit cost for capacity to the infrastructure capacity needs for each 
customer class to determine an equitable capacity charge per new connection. 
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 Capital  improvement  program  costs  were  first  allocated  to  a)  rehab  &  replacement,  and 

b) upgrade  &  expansion.    Costs  allocated  to  upgrade  and  expansion  were  subsequently 

allocated for cost recovery from flow, BOD and SS based on input from MRWPCA staff.  Costs 

allocated to rehab & replacement were excluded from fee recovery to ensure the updated 

capacity charge does not double‐count by including both an asset as well as its replacement. 

 Costs included for fee recovery are adjusted to a) include prior interest payments and issuance 

costs incurred for debt used to finance MRWPCA facilities, and b) exclude outstanding debt 

principal.  This ensures that the updated charge recovers financing costs incurred for funding 

facilities but excludes unpaid principal, which represents costs of existing facilities that have 

not yet been funded. 

 The updated fee calculation also includes a buy‐in for unrestricted operating fund reserves to 

ensure new connection buy‐in on parity with existing customers. 

As shown on the following table, $470 million of costs are identified for recovery from the updated 

capacity charges.

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3.7 Capacity Charge Ordinance:  Purpose of Charge 

Pursuant to Government Code, revenues derived from MRWPCA’s capacity charges can only be used 

for the purpose for which the charges are collected.  In order to maximize flexibility for use of capacity 

charge revenues, BWA recommends that the ordinance or resolution adopting the updated charges 

broadly define the purpose of the capacity charge. 

 

3.8 Capacity Charge Credits for Redevelopment 

Capacity charges for redevelopment projects and/or expansions should be based on the incremental 

demand generated from each project.  Under this approach, future redevelopment projects would 

get credited for the capacity purchased by the prior development.   

 

3.9 Future Fee Adjustments & Updates 

In future years, BWA recommends that MRWPCA continue to adjust its capacity charges annually by 

the change in the ENR Construction Cost Index to keep the charges aligned with future construction 

cost  inflation.    The  capacity  charge ordinance or  resolution  should allow  for  implementation of  a 

multi‐year  adjustment  if  MRWPCA  ever  opts  to  temporarily  defer  any  annual  adjustments.  

Additionally, BWA recommends  that capacity charges be  independently  reviewed and/or updated 

approximately once every three to five years. 
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4 ADDITIONAL FEE & CHARGE UPDATE 

4.1 Additional Fees & Charges 

In addition to rates and capacity charges, MRWPCA levies a number of additional fees and charges to 

help recover the cost of providing various services.   Some of these fees have not been updated in 

many years while others have been periodically adjusted, but have not been recently reviewed or 

recalculated.  Many of MRWPCA’s additional fees no longer reflect the cost of providing service.   

 

BWA worked with MRWPCA to develop updated fees and charges designed to reflect the current cost 

of providing service for which each fee is levied.  Updated fee recommendations were developed with 

substantial input from MRWPCA staff. 

4.2 Legal Requirements 

Fees and charges  levied by state and local governmental agencies must meet the requirements of 

Proposition 26, a Constitutional Amendment that was narrowly approved by California voters on the 

November 2010 ballot.  Proposition 26 redefines fees and charges levied by local agencies as “taxes”, 

which are subject to voter approval.  However, Proposition 26 included seven exceptions under which 

local fees are not considered taxes and are therefore not subject to voter approval.  All of the fees 

imposed by the District meet one or more of these criteria to be exempted from voter approval as a 

tax.  These exceptions include: 

 A  fee  that  is  imposed  for a  special benefit or privilege provided  to an  individual, does not 

exceed the reasonable cost of service, and does not provide broad, general benefits to others 

in the community; 

 A fee imposed for a specific government service or product provided directly to the person 

paying the fee, that does not exceed the reasonable cost of providing service; 

 A charge imposed for reasonable regulatory costs (i.e. licenses, audits, inspections, permits) 

that does not exceed the reasonable cost of service; 

 Rental or lease fees charged for the use of or entrance to governmental property; 

 Fines or penalties imposed for violations of the law; 

 A charge  imposed as a  condition of property development  (such  charges are governed by 

California Government Code Section 66000 et. seq. with Water and Sewer Capacity Charges 

governed specifically by Section 66013); 

 Assessments and property‐related fees imposed under the provisions of Proposition 218, such 

as the District’s water and sewer service charges. 
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4.3 Fee Update Methodology 

Updated fees and charges were developed based on a detailed evaluation of the amount of staff time 

and materials  required  to  provide  each  type  of  service.    Most  of  the  updated  fees  include  cost 

recovery for: 

 Staff Time & Billable Rates – MRWPCA staff identified the staff positions and amount of time 

required  for  providing  each  type  of  service.  Billable  rates  per  position  includes  a  fully‐

burdened hourly rate that includes cost recovery for salary and benefits for each position.  In 

cases where MRWPCA employs multiple people for the same position, the average rate per 

position was used in the fee update.   

 Overhead Allocation – MRWPCA provides a number of administrative and internal support 

services  through  various  departments  (e.g.  Administration,  Human  Resources,  Finance, 

Information  Technology,  etc.)    BWA worked with MRWPCA  staff  to  evaluate  a  number  of 

alternative  approaches  for  allocating  these  internal  overhead  costs.    The  updated  fees 

calculated in this report incorporate a conservative overhead allocation of 16.9% based on the 

overhead  departments  share  of  total  budgeted  expenses.    The  allocation  excludes  cost 

recovery for expenses incurred on behalf of the Water Reclamation Authority or other entities.  

 Materials/Vehicles/Other  Costs  –  A  number  of  fees  include  recovery  for  external  costs 

incurred for providing each type of service such as materials, vehicles, equipment, printing, 

postage, and/or fees charged by other entities.  The updated fees include cost recovery for 

these expenses, without markup. 

 Facility  Cost  Recovery  –  Some  fees  include  a  component  for  facility  cost  recovery.    For 

example, fees for liquid waste haulers include cost recovery for the share of specific facilities 

required for receiving and processing septage, grease, brine and other types of hauled waste.  

These customers were not required to pay capacity charges to buy‐in to MRWPCA facilities.  

When applicable,  facility cost  recovery  is based on  the current  (ENR‐adjusted) cost  for  the 

share  of  each  type  of  facility  identified  by MRWPCA  staff  as  required  for  providing  each 

service.   

 

Some fees were updated based on an alternative approach including: 

 Interruptible  Rates  –  MRWPCA  provides  conveyance  and  treatment  for  various  types  of 

source waters (e.g. Ag Wash).  This service is mutually beneficial to both MRWPCA and the 

source water dischargers.  The dischargers benefit via a cost‐effective means for disposal and 

treatment, while MRWPCA benefits from access to additional water supply for Pure Water 

Monterey.  These interruptible rates are calculated to recover the marginal (or incremental) 
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cost of collection and treatment of various source waters, essentially a break‐even rate for 

MRWPCA.   

 Cost of Service Fees ‐ For some fees, the cost of providing service can vary widely each time

the service  is provided (e.g. Lift Station Maintenance).   These  fees do not have a standard

charge and are instead billed on a cost‐of‐service basis each time the service is provided.  For

these  types  of  fees, MRWPCA  tracks  staff  time  and  expenses  incurred  to  ensure  the  fee

accurately recovers the cost of service to each customer.

4.4 Updated Fee Recommendations 

The  table on  the  following page shows a  schedule of  current and updates  fees and charges.   The 

proposed fees represent standard fees that would apply in most situations.  In situations requiring 

additional staff time and costs, MRWPCA should reserve the right to collect additional fees to reflect 

the actual cost of service on a time and materials basis. 

4.5 Future Fee Adjustments & Updates 

In future years, BWA recommends that MRWPCA adjust its additional fees and charges annually by 

the change in the CPI to keep the fees aligned with future cost inflation.  The ordinance or resolution 

should allow  for  implementation of a multi‐year adjustment  if MRWPCA ever opts  to  temporarily 

defer any annual adjustments.  Additionally, BWA recommends that MRWPCA’s additional fees and 

charged be independently reviewed and/or updated approximately once every three to five years. 

However, MRWPCA can revise specific fees on a case‐by‐case in between comprehensive fee updates 

basis when warranted.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  

It is recommended that the City Council approve a resolution: 

1. Approving the Plans and Specifications for the Natividad Creek Park Restroom 
Rehabilitation Project (CIP 9346);  

2. Awarding a construction contract to David Construction & Management, Inc. for the 
Natividad Creek Park Restroom Rehabilitation Project (CIP 9346), in an amount not to 
exceed $137,874;  

3. Transferring $109,819.29 of Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds from 
Fund (2910) to CIP 9346; and 

4. Authorizing the City Engineer to approve contract change orders up to an additional 20% 
of the contract amount ($28,000) for construction contingencies. 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

On May 7, 2025, staff advertised the Natividad Creek Park Restroom Rehabilitation Project No. 
9346. On June 10, 2025, two (2) bid proposals were received from David Construction & 
Management Inc. and C2 Builders Inc. The lowest responsive and responsible bidder, David 
Construction & Management Inc., submitted a base bid in the amount of $137,874. Staff 
recommends approval of resolution to approve the plans and specifications, award the Natividad 
Creek Park Restroom Rehabilitation Project No. 9346, to David Construction & Management 
Inc., transfer of $109,819.29 of CDBG funds (Fund 2910) to CIP 9346, and authorize the City 
Engineer to approve change orders for an amount 20% of the contract, $28,000 for construction 
contingencies. 
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BACKGROUND: 

The Alisal Vibrancy Plan and Parks, Recreation and Libraries Master Plans identified the 
rehabilitation of the Natividad Creek Park restrooms as a priority project for the community. In 
response to this identified necessity, Community Development allocated Community 
Development Block Grant (CDBG) entitlement Funds for this project. City staff published the 
Request for Proposals (RFP) for this project twice. The first RFP was published on December 
17, 2023, with a submission deadline of January 17, 2023. From this, a total of three (3) 
proposals were received of which two (2) were disqualified for failure to provide all required bid 
materials and one (1) was rejected by Council action on April 4, 2023, due to a proposed bid 
amount 48% higher than the engineer’s estimate. The second RFP was released on April 4, 2023, 
with a submission deadline of May 9, 2023. Consequently, no bids were received. In May 2023, 
in accordance with CDBG regulations, and in consultation with the City Attorney, staff directly 
solicited proposals from two previous bidders with only one respondent.  

On June 20, 2023, the City awarded a construction contract to HA Construction for the Natividad 
Creek Park Restroom Rehabilitation Project (“Project”) in the amount of $151,000.00. 
Construction began on May 6, 2024, and the contractor had 90 workings days to complete the 
Project. During construction, unforeseen conditions and unanticipated events occurred which 
changed the scope of the work. A total of 12 change orders were issued for this Project resulting 
in an increased total project cost to $229,674.96.  

Due to significant delays, substandard construction, labor compliance discrepancies, use of 
unauthorized subcontractors, and falsification of records, the City made the difficult decision to 
terminate its construction contract with the HA Construction on August 14, 2024. The Project 
was partially completed, and on December 3, 2024, the Council approved a Resolution partially 
accepting the Project’s driveway approach and two ADA parking stalls elements. This action 
allowed the City to assume maintenance and responsibility of these elements, open the overflow 
parking lot and start the process to bring on a different contractor to complete the Project.  

Following the termination of HA Construction, the City has been actively working with the 
Contractors State License Board (CSLB) and the bonding company to pursue damages related to 
the contractor’s performance. In addition, the City retained WRD Architects to revise the plans 
and specifications for Natividad Creek Park Restroom Rehabilitation Project No. 9346 into a 
format suitable for rebidding. The scope of work includes, but is not limited to, the furnishing of 
all labor, materials, tools, equipment, mobilization, construction best management practices, 
traffic control, and all incidental and appurtenant improvements and restorations required for the 
removal/demolition, disposal, and the construction of the Natividad Creek Park Restroom 
Rehabilitation Project as shown on the plans and technical specifications. The City Engineer 
approved the project plans and specifications and authorized the call to bids for this project with 
bid submittal date of June 10, 2025. 

On June 10, 2025, bid proposals were received via PlanetBids, publicly opened and read via a 
Zoom meeting. Two bid proposals were received by the City from David Construction & 
Management Inc. and C2 Builders Inc. in the amount of $137,874 and $192,500, respectively.

The engineer’s estimate for the project base bid was $200,000. David Construction & 
Management Inc., the apparent low bidder, submitted a base bid of $137,874, which is 
approximately 30% below the engineer’s estimate.

The total construction costs are estimated at $165,874. 

Construction is anticipated to begin in August 2025 with 60 working days allowed to complete 
the construction.

RECITALS

TITLE: AMENDMENT NO. 2 TO AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL   

SERVICES WITH WILLDAN ENGINEERING 

 
RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve a resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute Amendment No. 2 to 
the Agreement for Professional Services with Willdan Engineering for code enforcement services 
to increase the compensation by $300,000 for a total not to exceed amount of $595,000.  
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
The Code Enforcement Division relies on outside technical professionals to ensure appropriate 
resources are available to support their divisional objectives of addressing violations, including 
nonpermitted vendors. These services do not replace City employees otherwise doing the same 
work, rather these services supplement the work being performed by City employees to provide a 
consistent level of service. Contracting for these services allows for experienced technical staff to 
respond in a timely manner. The proposed Amendment No. 2 to the Agreement with Willdan 
Engineering for Code Enforcement Services increases the not to exceed compensation amount 
from $295,000 to $595,000.  The increase of $300,000 is included in the FY 2025-2026 
Operational Budget adopted by City Council on June 17, 2025.  
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
Through a Request for Qualifications process, Willdan Engineering was recommended and 
approved by City Council in June 2024 to be on an On-Call List to provide code enforcement 
services.  On June 11, 2024, City Council Resolution No. 22984 authorized execution of a 
professional services agreement with Willdan Engineering in an amount not to exceed $250,000. 
The agreement went into effect July 1, 2024, through June 30, 2027. In March 2025, City Council 
Resolution No. 23214 authorized the execution of Amendment No. 1 to the professional services 
agreement with Willdan Engineering, increasing the not to exceed amount to $295,000 to continue 
provision of the same level of service.  
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The adopted fiscal year 2025-2026 Operational Budget includes $300,000 for code enforcement 
professional services.  Amendment No. 2 increases the not to exceed compensation amount 
$300,000, from $295,000 to $595,000, for Willdan Engineering to continue providing code 
enforcement services focused on evening and weekend nonpermitted vending.  The end of term, 
June 30, 2027, remains unchanged. 
 

This increase to the not to exceed compensation amount is needed to allow Code Enforcement to 
continue to use technical staff and services to address staff vacancies, increasing workload, after 
hours, weekend and special events work, and vendor enforcement in FY 2025-2026. Consultant 
services are billed on a time and materials basis, according to the rates of compensation set in 
Exhibit B to the Agreement, which is provided as an Attachment to this report. 
 

CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 

Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378). 
In addition, CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 includes the general rule that CEQA applies only to 
activities which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.  Any 
subsequent discretionary projects resulting from this action will be assessed for CEQA 
applicability.

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES BETWEEN 
THE CITY OF SALINAS AND WILLDAN ENGINEERING 

 
 This Agreement for Professional Services (the “Agreement” and/or “Contract”) is made 
and entered into this 11th day of June 2024, between the City of Salinas, a California Charter 
city and municipal corporation (hereinafter “City”), and Willdan Engineering a California 
corporation (hereinafter “Consultant”). 
 

RECITALS 
 
 WHEREAS, Consultant represents that he, she, or it is specially trained, experienced, 
and competent to perform the special services which will be required by this Agreement; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Consultant is willing to render such professional services, as hereinafter 
defined, on the following terms and conditions. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, City and Consultant agree as follows: 

 
TERMS 

 
1. Scope of Service. The project contemplated and the scope of Consultant’s services are 
described in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. 
  
2. Term; Completion Schedule.  This Agreement shall commence on July 1, 2024, and 
shall terminate on June 30, 2027, unless extended in writing by either party upon (30) days 
written notice.  This Agreement may be extended only upon mutual written consent of the 
parties, and may be terminated only pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.  
 
3. Compensation.  City hereby agrees to pay Consultant for services rendered the City 
pursuant to this Agreement on a time and materials basis according to the rates of compensation 
as set forth in Exhibit B. The total amount of compensation to be paid under this Agreement 
shall not exceed $250,000. 
 
4. Billing.  Consultant shall submit to City an itemized invoice, prepared in a form 
satisfactory to City, describing its services and costs for the period covered by the invoice.  
Except as specifically authorized by City, Consultant shall not bill City for duplicate services 
performed by more than one person.  Consultant’s bills shall include the following information 
to which such services cost or pertain: 
 

(A)  A brief description of services performed; 
(B)  The date the services were performed; 
(C)  The number of hours spent and by whom; 
(D)  A brief description of any costs incurred; and 
(E)  The Consultant’s signature. 
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Any such invoices shall be in full accord with any and all applicable provisions of this 
Agreement. 

 
 City shall make payment on each such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt; 
provided, however, that if Consultant submits an invoice which is incorrect, incomplete, or not in 
accord with the provisions of this Agreement, City shall not be obligated to process any payment 
to Consultant until thirty (30) days after a correct and complying invoice has been submitted by 
Consultant. The City shall process undisputed portion immediately. 
 
5. Meet & Confer. Consultant agrees to meet and confer with City or its agents or 
employees with regard to services as set forth herein as may be required by the City to ensure 
timely and adequate performance of the Agreement.  
 
6. Additional Copies.  If City requires additional copies of reports, or any other material 
which Consultant is required to furnish as part of the services under this Agreement, Consultant 
shall provide such additional copies as are requested, and City shall compensate Consultant for 
the actual costs related to the production of such copies by Consultant. 
 
7. Responsibility of Consultant.  By executing this Agreement, Consultant agrees that the 
services to be provided and work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed in a 
fully competent manner.  By executing this Agreement, Consultant further agrees and represents 
to City that the Consultant possesses, or shall arrange to secure from others, all of the necessary 
professional capabilities, experience, resources, and facilities necessary to provide the City the 
services contemplated under this Agreement and that City relies upon the professional skills of 
Consultant to do and perform Consultant’s work. Consultant further agrees and represents that 
Consultant shall follow the current, generally accepted practices in this area to the profession to 
make findings, render opinions, prepare factual presentations, and provide professional advice 
and recommendations regarding the projects for which the services are rendered under this 
Agreement. 
 
8. Responsibility of City.  To the extent appropriate to the projects to be completed by 
Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, City shall: 
 
 (A) Assist Consultant by placing at its disposal all available information pertinent to 
the projects, including but not limited to, previous reports and any other data relative to the 
projects.  Nothing contained herein shall obligate City to incur any expense in connection with 
completion of studies or acquisition of information not otherwise in the possession of City. 
 
 (B) Examine all studies, reports, sketches, drawings, specifications, proposals, and 
other documents presented by Consultant, and render verbally or in writing as may be 
appropriate, decisions pertaining thereto within a reasonable time so as not to delay the services 
of Consultant. 
 
 (C) David Gonzalves, Community Development Assistant Director, shall act as 
City’s representative with respect to the work to be performed under this Agreement.  Such 
person shall have the complete authority to transmit instructions, receive information, interpret 
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and define City’s policies and decisions with respect to materials, equipment, elements, and 
systems pertinent to Consultant’s services.  City may unilaterally change its representative upon 
notice to the Consultant. 
 
 (D) Give prompt written notice to Consultant whenever City observes or otherwise 
becomes aware of any defect in a project. 
 
9. Acceptance of Work Not a Release.   Acceptance by the City of the work to be 
performed under this Agreement does not operate as a release of Consultant from professional 
responsibility for the work performed. 
 
10. Indemnification and Hold Harmless.   
 
Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City and its officers, officials, 
employees, volunteers, and agents from and against any and all liability, loss, damage, expense, 
costs (including without limitation costs and fees of litigation) of every nature arising out of or in 
connection with the negligence performance of Consultant or its subcontractors or agents, or 
Consultant’s failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in the agreement, except 
such loss or damage which was caused by the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, to the extent Consultant’s or its subconsultants' services are 
subject to Civil Code Section 2782.8, the above defense and indemnity shall be limited, to the 
extent required by Civil Code Section 2782.8, to claims that arise out of, pertain to, or relate to 
the negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct of the Consultant or its subconsultant.   
 
11. Insurance.  Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement 
insurance meeting the requirements specified in Exhibit A hereto. 
 
12. Access to Records.  Consultant shall maintain all preparatory books, records, documents, 
accounting ledgers, and similar materials including but not limited to calculation and survey 
notes relating to work performed for the City under this Agreement on file for at least three (3) 
years following the date of final payment to Consultant by City.  Any duly authorized 
representative(s) of City shall have access to such records for the purpose of inspection, audit, 
and copying at reasonable times during Consultant’s usual and customary business hours.  
Consultant shall provide proper facilities to City’s representative(s) for such access and 
inspection. 
 
13. Non-Assignability.  It is recognized by the parties hereto that a substantial inducement to 
City for entering into this Agreement was, and is, the professional reputation and competence of 
Consultant.  This Agreement is personal to Consultant and shall not be assigned by it without 
express written approval of the City. 
 
14. Changes to Scope of Work.  City may at any time, and upon a minimum of ten (10) 
days written notice, seek to modify the scope of services to be provided for any project to be 
completed under this Agreement.  Consultant shall, upon receipt of said notice, determine the 
impact on both time and compensation of such change in scope and notify City in writing. Upon 
agreement between City and Consultant as to the extent of said impacts to time and 
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compensation, an amendment to this Agreement shall be prepared describing such changes.  
Execution of the amendment by City and Consultant shall constitute the Consultant’s notice to 
proceed with the changed scope. 
 
15. Ownership of Documents.  Title to all final documents, including drawings, 
specifications, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, photographs, computer software (if 
purchased on the City’s behalf), video and audio tapes, software output, and any other materials 
with respect to work performed under this Agreement shall vest with City at such time as City 
has compensated Consultant, as provided herein, for the services rendered by Consultant in 
connection with which they were prepared.  City agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the 
Consultant against all damages, claims, lawsuits, and losses of any kind including defense costs 
arising out of any use of said documents, drawings, and/or specifications on any other project 
without written authorization of the Consultant. 
 
 
16. Termination. 
 

(A) City shall have the authority to terminate this Agreement, upon ten days written 
notice to Consultant, as follows: 

 
(1) If in the City’s opinion the conduct of the Consultant is such that the interest 

of the City may be impaired or prejudiced, or  
 
(2) For any reason whatsoever.   

 
(B) Upon termination, Consultant shall be entitled to payment of such amount as 

fairly compensates Consultant for all work satisfactorily performed up to the date of termination 
based upon the Consultant’s rates shown in Exhibit B and/or Section 3 of this Agreement, 
except that:  
 

(1) In the event of termination by the City for Consultant’s default, City shall 
deduct from the amount due Consultant the total amount of additional expenses incurred 
by City as a result of such default.  Such deduction from amounts due Consultant are 
made to compensate City for its actual additional costs incurred in securing satisfactory 
performance of the terms of this Agreement, including but not limited to, costs of 
engaging another consultant(s) for such purposes.  In the event that such additional 
expenses shall exceed amounts otherwise due and payable to Consultant hereunder, 
Consultant shall pay City the full amount of such expense. 

 
(C) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, Consultant 

shall: 
 

(1) Upon receipt of written notice of such termination promptly cease all services 
on this project, unless otherwise directed by City; and 
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(2) Deliver to City all documents, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, 
photographs, computer software output, video and audio tapes, and any other materials 
provided to Consultant or prepared by or for Consultant or the City in connection with 
this Agreement.  Such material is to be delivered to City in completed form; however, 
notwithstanding the provisions of Section 15 herein, City may condition payment for 
services rendered to the date of termination upon Consultant’s delivery to the City of 
such material. 

 
(D) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, City is 

hereby expressly permitted to assume the projects and complete them by any means, including 
but not limited to, an agreement with another party. 

 
(E) The rights and remedy of the City and Consultant provided under this Section are 

not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or appearing 
in any other section of this Agreement. 
 
 
17. Compliance with Laws, Rules, and Regulations.  Services performed by Consultant 
pursuant to this Agreement shall be performed in accordance and full compliance with all 
applicable federal, state, and City laws and any rules or regulations promulgated thereunder. 
 
18. Exhibits Incorporated.  All exhibits referred to in this Agreement and attached to it are 
hereby incorporated in it by this reference.  In the event there is a conflict between any of the 
terms of this Agreement and any of the terms of any exhibit to the Agreement, the terms of the 
Agreement shall control the respective duties and liabilities of the parties. 
 
19. Independent Contractor.  It is expressly understood and agreed by both parties that 
Consultant, while engaged in carrying out and complying with any of the terms and conditions of 
this Agreement, is an independent contractor and not an employee of the City.  Consultant 
expressly warrants not to represent, at any time or in any manner, that Consultant is an employee 
or servant of the City. 
 
20. Integration and Entire Agreement.  This Agreement represents the entire 
understanding of City and Consultant as to those matters contained herein.  No prior oral or 
written understanding shall be of any force or effect with respect to those matters contained 
herein.  This Agreement may not be modified or altered except by amendment in writing signed 
by both parties. 
 
21. Jurisdiction and Venue.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the laws of the State of California, County of Monterey, and City of Salinas.  
Jurisdiction of litigation arising from this Agreement shall be in the State of California, in the 
County of Monterey or in the appropriate federal court with jurisdiction over the matter. 
 
22. Severability.  If any part of this Agreement is found to be in conflict with applicable 
laws, such part shall be inoperative, null and void insofar as it is in conflict with said laws, but 
the remainder of the Agreement shall continue to be in full force and effect. 
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23. Notices. 
 
 (A) Written notices to the City hereunder shall, until further notice by City, be 
addressed to:

 (C) The execution of any such notices by the Assistant Director shall be effective as 
to Consultant as if it were by resolution or order of the City Council, and Consultant shall not 
question the authority of the City Manager to execute any such notice. 
 
 (D) All such notices shall either be delivered personally to the other party’s designee 
named above, or shall be deposited in the United States Mail, properly addressed as aforesaid, 
postage fully prepaid, and shall be effective the day following such deposit in the mail. 
 
 
24. Nondiscrimination.  During the performance of this Agreement, Consultant shall not 
discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, 
ancestry, creed, sex, national origin, familial status, sexual orientation, age (over 40 years) or 
disability.  Consultant shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and 
that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, religion, 
ancestry, creed, sex, national origin, familial status, sexual orientation, age (over 40 years) or 
disability. 
 
25. Conflict of Interest.  Consultant warrants and declares that it presently has no interest, 
and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, financial or otherwise, in any manner or 
degree which will render the services required under the provisions of this Agreement a violation 
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of any applicable local, state or federal law.  Consultant further declares that, in the performance 
of this Agreement, no subcontractor or person having such an interest shall be employed.  In the 
event that any conflict of interest should nevertheless hereinafter arise, Consultant shall promptly 
notify City of the existence of such conflict of interest so that City may determine whether to 
terminate this Agreement.  Consultant further warrants its compliance with the Political Reform 
Act (Government Code section 81000 et seq.) and Salinas City Code Chapter 2A that apply to 
Consultant as the result of Consultant’s performance of the work or services pursuant to the 
terms of this Agreement. 
 
26. Headings.  The section headings appearing herein shall not be deemed to govern, limit, 
modify, or in any manner affect the scope, meaning or intent of the provisions of this Agreement. 
 
27. Attorneys’ Fees.  In case suit shall be brought to interpret or to enforce this Agreement, 
or because of the breach of any other covenant or provision herein contained, the prevailing party 
in such action shall be entitled to recover their reasonable attorneys’ fees in addition to such 
costs as may be allowed by the Court.  City’s attorneys’ fees, if awarded, shall be calculated at 
the market rate. 
 
28. Non-Exclusive Agreement.  This Agreement is non-exclusive and both City and 
Consultant expressly reserves the right to contract with other entities for the same or similar 
services. 
 
29. Rights and Obligations Under Agreement.  By entering into this Agreement, the 
parties do not intend to create any obligations express or implied other than those set out herein; 
further, this Agreement shall not create any rights in any party not a signatory hereto. 
 
30. Licenses.  If a license of any kind, which term is intended to include evidence of 
registration, is required of Consultant, its representatives, agents or subcontractors by federal, 
state or local law, Consultant warrants that such license has been obtained, is valid and in good 
standing, and that any applicable bond posted in accordance with applicable laws and 
regulations. 
 
31. Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of 
which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute a single agreement. 
 
32. Legal Representation.  Each party affirms that it has been represented, if it so chose, by 
legal counsel of its own choosing regarding the preparation and the negotiation of this 
Agreement and the matters and claims set forth herein, and that each of them has read this 
Agreement and is fully aware of its contents and its legal effect.  Neither party is relying on any 
statement of the other party outside the terms set forth in this Agreement as an inducement to 
enter into this Agreement. 
 
33. Joint Representation.  The language of all parts of this Agreement shall in all cases be 
construed as a whole, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any party.  No 
presumptions or rules of interpretation based upon the identity of the party preparing or drafting 
the Agreement, or any part thereof, shall be applicable or invoked. 
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34. Warranty of Authority.  Each party represents and warrants that it has the right, power, 
and authority to enter into this Agreement.  Each party further represents and warrants that it has 
given any and all notices, and obtained any and all consents, powers, and authorities, necessary 
to permit it, and the persons entering into this Agreement for it, to enter into this Agreement. 
 
35. No Waiver of Rights. Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not 
constitute a continuing waiver or a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other 
provision of this Agreement.  The failure to provide notice of any breach of this Agreement or 
failure to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver thereof.  
Failure on the part of either party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be 
construed as a waiver of the right to compel enforcement of such provision or any other 
provision.  A waiver by the City of any one or more of the conditions of performance under this 
Agreement shall not be construed as waiver(s) of any other condition of performance under this 
Agreement.

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Exhibit A- Insurance Requirements 
 

Insurance Requirements  
Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement insurance against 

claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with 
the performance of the work hereunder and the results of that work by the Consultant, his agents, 
representatives, employees, or subcontractors. With respect to General Liability and Professional 
Liability, coverage should be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years after Agreement 
completion. 

MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE 
Coverage shall be at least as broad as: 

(A) Commercial General Liability (“CGL”):  Insurance Services Office Form (“ISO”) CG 
00 01 covering CGL on an occurrence basis, including products and completed operations, 
property damage, bodily injury, and personal & advertising injury with limits no less than 
$1,000,000 per occurrence. If a general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate 
limit shall apply separately to this project/location (ISO CG 25 03 or 25 04) or the general 
aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.   

(B) Automobile Liability:  ISO Form CA 0001 covering any auto, or if Consultant has no 
owned autos, hired and non-owned, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per accident for 
bodily injury and property damage. 

(C) Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of California, with Statutory 
Limits, and Employer’s Liability Insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000 per 
accident for bodily injury or disease.  

(D) Professional Liability (also known as Errors and Omissions) insurance appropriate to the 
work being performed, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim, 
$2,000,000 aggregate per policy period of one year.   

If the Consultant maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits than the minimums shown 
above, the City of Salinas requires and shall be entitled to the broader coverage and/or higher 
limits maintained by the Consultant. Any available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified 
minimum limits of insurance and coverage shall be available to the City. 
OTHER INSURANCE PROVISIONS 
The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions: 
Additional Insured Status 
The City of Salinas, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as 
additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations 
performed by or on behalf of the Consultant including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in 
connection with such work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form 
of an endorsement to the Consultant’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10, CG 11 
85, or both CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 forms if later revisions 
used).     
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Primary Coverage 
For any claims related to this Agreement or the project described within this Agreement, the 
Consultant’s insurance coverage shall be primary coverage at least as broad as ISO Form CG 
20 01 04 13 as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance 
or self-insurance maintained by the City, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be 
excess of the Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. 
Notice of Cancellation 
Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be canceled, except 
with notice to the City. 
 
Waiver of Subrogation 
Consultant hereby grants to City a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said 
Consultant may acquire against the City by virtue of the payment of any loss under such insurance.

Subcontractors

A motion to approve a resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute a Subrecipient Funding 
Agreement with Downtown Streets, Inc., to provide a work experience program with street 
outreach services for a total compensation amount not to exceed $663,000 from July 1, 2025 to 
June 30, 2026. 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 

The Community Development Department (CDD) desires to enter into a Subrecipient Funding 
Agreement with Downtown Streets, Inc. (DSI) for the Fiscal Year 2025-2026 to continue street 
outreach services. Funding for this Agreement in an amount not to exceed $663,000 is included in 
the adopted FY 2025-26 Operational Budget.  This Subrecipient Funding Agreement is essential 
to address homelessness within the City of Salinas. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 

Presently, the City relies on collaborative partnerships to address the complex issue of 
homelessness through subrecipient funding agreements with nonprofit organizations with various 
program models from Street Outreach to Emergency Shelter. Subcontracting services enables the 
City to promptly respond to an increasing number of requests for support with housing and 
homelessness. 
 
DSI maintains its work experience program by offering street outreach to its participants and liter 
and debris removal to the City of Salinas. These efforts extend to various locations, including 
downtown area, and Chinatown. Based on DSI’s performance the City intends to continue with 
this program for FY 2025-2026. The 2025-2026 Agreement with DSI is for total not to exceed 
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compensation amount of $663,000 and a term of July 1, 2025, to June 30, 2026. Funding for this 
Agreement is included in the adopted FY 2025-26 Operational Budget.

This Subrecipient Funding Agreement ("Agreement"), made and entered into this 1st day of July 
2025, by and between the City of Salinas, a charter city and municipal corporation, ("City"), and, 
Downtown Streets, Inc., a California non-profit corporation, (hereinafter referred to as 
"Subrecipient"). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, on June 17, 2025, the City Manager submitted the operating budget for Fiscal 
Year 2025 to City Council which incorporated $663,000 in General Funds for Downtown Streets 
Inc., Salinas DST Work Experience Program directed by City Council; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of mutual covenants and agreements contained 
herein, the parties hereto agree as follows:  

PART I - AGREEMENT 
Section 1. Definitions (as used in this Agreement) 

Except to the extent modified or supplemented by this Agreement, any term defined in Title I of 
the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, or the Emergency Solutions Grant 
Regulations at 24 CFR Part 576, shall have the same meaning when used herein. 

a. "City” means the City of Salinas 
b. “Subrecipient” shall mean an entity, whether public or private, which has the responsibility 

for administering a project or activity meeting the criteria specified by HUD Emergency 
Solutions Grant regulations (24 CFR 576.) that is authorized to carry out certain special 
activities. 

c. “CDD” means Community Development Department, a department within the City of 
Salinas that develops housing policy and administers housing finance, economic 
development and community development programs 

d. Emergency Solutions Grant, "ESG" means the Emergency Solutions Grant program. 
e. “Project” means an awarded program. 

Section 2. Term 
This Agreement shall commence on July 1, 2025, and expires on June 30, 2026, unless suspended 
or terminated sooner pursuant to the terms of this Agreement. This Agreement may be extended 
beyond the term upon mutual agreement by both parties set forth in this section. 
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Section 3. Scope of Service 
This Agreement, including the attached budget, Exhibit A and Exhibit B - Scope of Work, herein 
made part of this agreement, is to be performed in accordance with HUS ESG regulations and this 
Agreement. 

a. Activities 
The Subrecipient will be responsible for administering the General Fund grant for Salinas 
DST Street Outreach Program in a manner satisfactory to the City and consistent with ESG 
Regulations defined in 24 CFR 576.01 and the California Code of Regulations Title 25, 
Division 1, Chapter 7, Subchapter 20. Such program will include the following activities 
eligible under the ESG program: 

b. Components and Objectives 
The City funded programs provides funding primarily to five program components: (1) 
street outreach; (2) emergency shelter; (3) homeless prevention; (4) rapid re-housing 
assistance; and (5) HMIS as defined in CFR 576.01 through 576.108. The City of Salinas 
prioritizes Projects with housing outcomes.  
The objectives of the ESG program are to: (1) engage homeless individuals and families 
living on the street; (2) improve the number and quality of emergency shelters for homeless 
individuals and families; (3) help operate these shelters; (4) provide essential services to 
shelter residents, (5) rapidly re-house homeless individuals and families, and (6) prevent 
families/individuals from becoming homeless as defined in 24 CFR Part 576. Each 
objective area or funded category, such as Emergency Shelter, Street Outreach, and Rapid 
Re-housing must enact in execution of objectives the Housing First philosophy and 
approach.  

c. Levels of Accomplishment-Goals and Performance Measures 
The levels of accomplishment are referenced in Exhibit B-Scope of Work and herein made 
part of this agreement. 

d. Staffing 
Subrecipients shall provide a list of staff time commitments to all grants awarded to this 
program with clean identification of staff committed funded through this Agreement. Staff 
allocated to this grant shall maintain consistent and notified the City immediately if any 
changes to Key Personnel or their general responsibilities occur under this project. Such 
changes are subject to the prior approval of the City of Salinas Planning Manager. The City 
must be contacted of any key personnel changes occur during the grant cycle. A Project 
must maintain adequate staffing throughout the awarded period. The Project cannot exceed 
a twenty percent (20%) staff vacancy, or more, for no longer than one (1) quarter in 
duration throughout the term of the funding.  Additionally, staff must be fully trained in 
Best or Promising Practices, for example, Trauma-Informed approaches, that allow for 
fitting, appropriate services to be rendered for the funding category awarded. Agencies are 
expected to train staff in advance or within thirty (30) to sixty (60) days of start of Services.  

e. Performance Monitoring 
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The City will monitor the performance of the Subrecipient against goals and performance 
standards as stated above on a monthly and annual basis. Subrecipient will upload expense 
and activity reports as mentioned in Section 4d below which staff will review to assure 
compliance with program regulations. If Subrecipient fails to perform as determined by the 

City, this will constitute noncompliance with this Agreement. If action to correct such 
substandard performance is not taken by the Subrecipient within a reasonable period of 
time after being notified by the City, contract suspension or termination procedures will be 
initiated, and the City may be required to request the Subrecipient to reimburse funds 
mismanaged or misspent back to the State.  

Section 4. Funding 
Purpose:  
Subrecipient shall provide services, staffing, and all necessary actions to carry out the work 
described in Exhibit B – Scope of Work and Additional Goals. The purpose of City Funds 
is to engage unsheltered individuals living on the street, while meeting the immediate 
needs, providing case management, employment services and basic needs stipends.  

a. Maximum Compensation: It is expressly understood that the total compensation to be 
paid to Subrecipient under this Agreement for services rendered shall not exceed SIX 
HUNDRED SIXITY -THREE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($663,000). 

b. Funding Availability: Funding is contingent upon services provided under this Agreement 
meeting the requirements of the Emergency Solutions Grant Program, as outlined in Title 
24, Code of Federal Regulations, Section 576 incorporated herein by reference and made 
a part hereof, by providing assistance to homeless individuals and families by undertaking 
Street Outreach activities. The availability of said funds is subject to the control of the City 
of Salinas, Community Development Department, Housing and Community Development 
and should said funds be encumbered, withdrawn or otherwise made unavailable to City, 
whether earned by or promised to Subrecipient, Subrecipient shall not be paid said funds 
until they are available for payment. No other funds owned or controlled by City shall be 
paid under this Agreement unless specifically permitted by the Council of the City of 
Salinas. 
It is specifically understood and agreed by Subrecipient that the funds herein authorized 
for the programs, projects, and services to be undertaken and performed pursuant to this 
Agreement constitute all of the money presently available for the purpose of this 
Agreement; that future additional funding of any such programs, projects, or services 
beyond the term of this Agreement, by any new Agreement or amendment or extension of 
this Agreement, will depend not only upon the satisfactory performance of this Agreement 
by Subrecipient, but also upon the availability to City of grant funds allocated for such 
purposes; that neither City, nor any employee of City, has made any promise or 
commitment, expressed or implied, that any additional funds will be paid or made available 
to Subrecipient for the purpose of this Agreement over and above the funds expressly 
allocated thereto under the terms herein. 
Subrecipient is advised that because additional funding may not be available beyond the 
term of this Agreement for the completion of any unfinished project or the continuation of 
any ongoing program or service, Subrecipient is expected to structure and conduct each 
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project and program in such manner that it may be readily completed or terminated with 
the minimum of waste or loss in the event no further funding thereof is available. 

c. Use of Funds:  The Subrecipient shall administer its program in conformance with 2 CFR 
200, also known as Uniform Guidance. These principles shall be applied for all costs 
incurred whether charged on a direct or indirect basis.  

d. Method of Payment: City will provide payment for program costs covered by this 
Agreement on a monthly basis upon successful electronic submission of a “Expense 
Report” through the City’s online data management system (www.citydataservices.net), by 
Subrecipient indicating the amount of payment requested and a breakdown of expenditures 
consistent with Subrecipient's budget included in Exhibit A.  
All costs shall be supported by properly executed redacted invoices, contracts, vouchers, 
or other official documentation evidencing in proper detail the nature and propriety of the 
charges while in compliance with the Personally Identifying Information (PII) Policy. 
Subrecipients are responsible to redact all backup documentation pertaining to client 
information and replacing it with client’s HMIS number for all clients receiving direct 
assistance per the component requesting reimbursement. All checks, invoices, contracts, 
vouchers, orders, or other accounting documents pertaining in whole or in part to this 
Agreement shall be clearly identified and readily accessible upon request by City or 
designated agents thereof. 
To streamline reporting and minimize administrative workload, the City and subrecipient 
have the option to collectively decide, to initially review up to three monthly reports. This 
review will entail a comparison of the subrecipient's supporting documentation with the 
requested reimbursement. Once alignment is confirmed and all aspects are coherent, the 
subrecipient can subsequently furnish a report generated from their accounting system 
which is approved by the City to fulfill the reporting requirements. This approach aims to 
balance accountability while optimizing efficiency in the reporting process. Upon mutual 
agreement from both parties, a memo will be used to memorialize the reporting 
requirements in this section. The City has the right to request complete supporting 
documents at any point during the term of this agreement, if and when a report doesn’t 
align with Subrecipient report from their accounting system.  

e. Financial Management and Accounting Standards 

Subrecipient shall request funds only for authorized budget item(s) and the request shall 
be approved by City's Planning Manager (Housing Division) or his or her designee prior 
to payment. Payment requests are due on the 15th day of each month. Should the 15th 
fall on a weekend or holiday, the Subrecipient is responsible to provide their report prior 
to the weekend or holiday. Agencies that miss City submittal deadlines more than two times 

in one fiscal year shall be disqualified from submitting a funding proposal for the following 

year per the Public Services Funding Parameters adopted by Salinas City Council on May 

21, 2013. Payments shall be reimbursed based upon the prior month's expenditures and 
appropriate documentation must be submitted electronically. “Expense Report” submitted 
incorrectly, without being redacted, or without the completed “Activity Report” due on the 
15th day of each month, shall be returned to Subrecipient by City. Funding shall only be 
provided for expenses incurred or services provided during the period commencing July 1, 
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2025, and ending June 30, 2026. Payment requests received by City after July 15, 2026, 
need not be considered for payment.  

If any portion of the approved funding is neither expended nor encumbered by June 30, 
2026, the allocation shall be correspondingly reduced, and the funds made available for 
other eligible activities and any amendment thereto. In order to ensure compliance with the 
federal and state regulations concerning timely expenditure of the City’s FY 2025-26, the 
Subrecipient abovementioned project shall be completed within the timeframes specified 
in the Scope of Work (Exhibit B). 

The Subrecipient may request an extension for the completion of the proposed scope of 
work however, it may not be granted.  The Extension Request may only be approved on a 
case-by-case basis, only upon written request, and after City is grants approval. 
Subrecipient shall email extension request to City’s grant administration for consideration 
and if approved, request shall be uploaded on the City Data Services (CDS) website at 
www.citydataservices.net.  
Upon written request by Subrecipient, the Planning Manager may authorize such extension 
request, provided all City requirements are met. Upon review of the Request for Extension, 
the Planning Manager will provide a determination in writing to Subrecipient within 15 
City of Salinas business working days. 

f. End of Year Reporting  
At the end of the Fiscal Year timeframe, Subrecipients must submit an Annual HMIS 
CAPER Reporting for the program funded through this Agreement. This information must 
submitted to the City as a pdf file in a timely manner through CDS. End of Year Reports 
submitted after July 15, 2026, will be considered late and in violation of this section.  

g. Budget Modifications: Upon electronic submission of a “Budget Modification Request” 
by Subrecipient, City's Planning Manager (Housing Division) may authorize a budget 
revision only if the revision is between the same component. Budget Modifications 
reflecting adjustments between components will not be approved. Any budget revision 
executed shall not authorize the total compensation to be paid under this Agreement, as so 
modified, to exceed the amount shown above in Section 4, paragraph b. Such budget 
modifications shall be completed on the City Data Services (CDS) website at 
www.citydataservices.net. Because the City has required spending thresholds, any budget 
modification must be approved by the City in order to ensure the City meets the State’s 
funding requirements. 

h. Unexpended Funds: When a portion of the approved budget amount is not expended or 
encumbered, as per the approved budget within the Proposal (Exhibit A), the maximum 
compensation shall be automatically reduced by any unexpended portion unless otherwise 
indicated, in writing, by City's Planning Manager (Housing Division).  

i. Improperly Expended Funds: If City has reason to believe that any funds disbursed to 
Subrecipient under this Agreement were not expended in accordance with the terms and 
conditions hereof, City shall notify Subrecipient, in writing, of the facts or conduct which 
warrant(s) such belief and shall provide Subrecipient reasonable opportunity to 
demonstrate or achieve compliance with the terms of this Agreement. If Subrecipient fails

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to demonstrate such compliance to the satisfaction of City within the time specified, upon 
request by City, Subrecipient shall immediately refund to City the amount determined to 
be improperly expended. Monies refunded must come from non-ESG resources. 
The provisions of this paragraph shall be in effect during the terms of this Agreement and 
for three years thereafter, or until such time as the City shall have certified after audit, that 
all funds disbursed to Subrecipient under this Agreement were expended in accordance 
with the terms and conditions hereof. The Subrecipient would be required to re-pay any 
improperly spent funds to the City of Salinas.  

Section 4A. City Program Requirements 

Subrecipient shall comply with the following requirements set forth under this Agreement per 
funded activity, federal and state ESG regulations (24 CFR 576), and the City of Salinas Housing 
and Community Service Emergency Solutions Grant Operations Manual. 

a. Funding of homeless prevention activities for households that have received eviction 
notices or notices of termination of utility services shall meet the following requirements: 
(i) the inability of the family to make the required payment must be the result of a sudden 
reduction in income; (ii) the assistance must be necessary to avoid eviction of the family 
or termination of the services to the family; (iii) there must be a reasonable prospect the 
family will be able to secure payment within a reasonable period of time; and (iv) the 
assistance must not supplant funding for pre-existing homeless prevention activities from 
any other source. Proof of determination and efforts to document duplication of benefits 
Checklist is required. 

b. Whenever City funds are used to perform minor rehabilitation of a structure, said structure 
must be maintained as a shelter for the homeless for not less than a three-year period. 
Whenever City funds are used for either major rehabilitation of a structure, or for 
conversion of a structure for use as an emergency shelter for the homeless, said structure 
shall be maintained as a shelter for not less than a ten-year period from the completion of 
the work. For the purpose of this Agreement, "Minor Rehabilitation/Renovation" means 
rehabilitation that involves costs totaling seventy-five percent (75%) or less of the value of 
the building before rehabilitation and "Major Rehabilitation" means rehabilitation that 
involves costs in excess of seventy-five percent (75%) of the value of the building before 
rehabilitation. 

c. Any building in which City funds are used for essential services, or payment of operating 
expenses, must be maintained as a shelter for the homeless or a facility for assisting the 
homeless for the period during which such assistance is provided. For buildings with 
multiple tenants, this requirement applies only to the portion occupied by Subrecipient. 

d. Any building for which City funds are used for renovation, conversion or major 
rehabilitation must meet federal, state and local government safety and sanitation standards 
upon completion of work. 

e. Homeless individuals and families must be given assistance in obtaining: (i) appropriate 
supportive services, including permanent housing, medical health treatment, mental health 
treatment, counseling, supervision, and other services essential for achieving independent 
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living; and (ii) other Federal, State, local and private assistance available for such 
individuals. 

f. Subrecipient shall develop and implement procedures to ensure the confidentiality of 
records pertaining to any individual served pursuant to this Agreement and/or provided 
family violence prevention or treatment services and further to ensure that the address or 
location of any family violence shelter will not be made public, except with written 
authorization of the person or persons responsible for the operation of such shelter. 

g. Subrecipient shall involve, to the maximum extent practicable, homeless individuals and 
families in policy–making and general operations such as renovation, operation and 
maintenance of facilities and the delivery of services. 

h. Subrecipient agrees to participate in the local Continuum of Care's Homeless Management 
Information System (HMIS) including requirements to collect the Universal Data Elements 
and report an array of data pertaining to homelessness, including unduplicated counts, the 
use of services, and the effectiveness of the local homeless assistance system. Communities 
and homeless assistance providers use the data stored in HMIS to improve homeless 
assistance programs and better serve homeless persons meeting federal requirements of the 
Emergency Solutions Grant under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act. In 
addition, sub recipients will agree to use HMIS as a case management tool to upload a 
Housing Stability Plan, Related Case Management Documentation, and services provided 
through the use of Service Transactions as required by the City.  

All other requirements of the ESG Program per title 24 CFR Part 576. 

Section 4B. Other Program Requirements 
Subrecipient shall carry out each activity in compliance with all applicable federal laws and 
regulations as described below: 

Monitoring Grant Activities:  
a. City shall monitor the activities selected to ensure compliance with all requirements. Onsite 

monitoring of Homeless Services shall occur annually after grant period. 
b. The City will monitor the performance of the Subrecipient based on a risk assessment and 

according to the terms of this Agreement. 
c. If it is determined that the Subrecipient or any of its designees falsified any certifications, 

application information, financial, or contract report, the Subrecipient shall be required to 
immediately reimburse the full amount of the ESG award to the City and may be prohibited 
from any further participation. The City may also impose any other actions permitted under 
24 CFR 576.501 (c). 

d. As requested by the City, Subrecipients shall submit all documentation necessary to ensure 
that Subrecipient are in continued compliance with all Program Requirements (24 CFR 576 
& 24 CFR Part 84, Subpart C, Section 84.51) and to determine if objectives listed in 
proposal are being meet. 

e. Substandard performance as determined by City will constitute non-compliance with this 
Agreement. If action to correct such substandard performance is not taken by Subrecipient 
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within a specified period of time after being notified by City, contract suspension or 
termination procedures will be initiated. 

Evaluation: The City reserves the right to survey Subrecipient’s clients. If the City elects to 
survey Subrecipient’s clients, the City will deliver questionnaires to the Subrecipient and the 
Subrecipient will distribute those questionnaires to Subrecipient’s clients. Subrecipient’s 
clients may then remit completed questionnaires directly to the City. The method of return to 
the City would be clarified during the evaluation process. To maintain Subrecipient’s 
protection of client confidentiality, City agrees that client surveys will not contain questions 
requiring the survey-taker to reveal any personally identifying client data. Following receipt 
of clients’ completed questionnaires, the City shall forward a summary of the results to the 
Subrecipient. 
Disclosure of Confidential Client Information: City and Subrecipient will protect the 
confidentiality of all records pertaining to any individual served under this Agreement and will 
protect the disclosure of such documents, except as otherwise required under state or federal 
law or unless written consent is obtained from such person receiving service and, in the case 
of a minor, that of a responsible parent/guardian. Subrecipient expressly acknowledges that 
City is subject to the California Public Records Act and may, therefore, be obligated to disclose 
records pertaining to Subrecipient and its activities and services provided pursuant to this 
Agreement.  
Depending on the nature or timing of the request, or future court decisions, records received 
by City pursuant to this agreement may not remain private and may be publicly disclosed. 
Given the nature of the applicable law under the California Public Records Act, City cannot 
guarantee or warrant that it will be able to keep submitted records confidential. Subrecipient 
therefore agrees to defend and indemnify City against any suit brought under the California 
Public Records act to obtain the records; otherwise, City shall not be obligated to defend such 
suit and may release the records.  
Subrecipients shall comply with the Personally Identifying Information (PII) Policy. and are 
responsible to redact all documentation pertaining to client information and replacing it with 
client’s HMIS number for all clients receiving direct assistance. 
Policies and Procedures: Subrecipients are required to produce specific policies and 
procedures, consistent with the City of Salinas ESG Written Standards. Program policies and 
procedures must include coordinated entry and the use of HMIS; Coverage Area; Participant 
Eligibility; Suite of Services Offered; Staffing Pattern; Problem Solving to include diversions 
and/or rapid exit; Participants Termination and grievance process. All Policies and Procedures 
must comply with all applicable federal laws, statues, and regulations; provide assistance that 
is tailored to each participants specific needs and housing barriers; implement best practices 
for returning people experiencing sheltered homelessness safe, stable Permanent housing via 
person centered practices that are tailored to each household.  

Section 5. Records and Reports 
Subrecipient shall provide to City's Planning Manager (Housing Division) or his/her designee, 
a Monthly Activity Report, in a form determined by City, so that City may meet its record 
keeping and reporting requirements to City Council. These reports shall be due by the 15th 
day of each month and will reflect the prior month's activities. Such Activity Reports shall be 
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completed on the City Data Services (CDS) website at www.citydataservices.net. As required 
by City, Subrecipient shall maintain adequate records to support the reported statistics 
regarding beneficiary characteristics and services provided. Such records shall be made 
available for inspection by City or designated agents thereof upon request as specified in 24 
CFR Part 576.500, and 576.501. Subrecipient shall maintain all records required by the 
regulations specified in 24 CFR Part 576.500, and that are pertinent to the activities funded 
under this agreement; including but not limited to: 
a. records demonstrating that funded activities meet one of the City’s Objectives from the 

City of Salinas Strategic Plan. 
b. records must include the local CoC #506 third party documentation of homelessness and/or 

agency similar documentation approved by the City of Salinas; or have approval from City 
staff if it is not possible to get third party documentation on some clients; 

c. records required to determine the eligibility of activities; 
d. records stating the Subrecipient’s policies on procedures to document homelessness; 
e. records documenting compliance with fair housing and equal opportunity components; 
f. financial records as required by 24 CFR 576.500 and 24 CFR PART 84.21-28 (Revised 2 

CFR, Part 215) agreeing to adhere to the accounting principles and procedures required 
therein, to employ adequate internal controls, and to maintain necessary source 
documentation for all costs incurred; 

g. records demonstrating client eligibility for services provided (including-but not limited to- 
client name, address, income or other basis for determining eligibility, and description of 
service provided) and reports of milestones and schedules of programs as requested, per 24 
CFR Parts 84 and 85; 

h. other records necessary to document compliance with Subpart K of 24 CFR Part 570;  
i. the Annual Program Narrative Report due no later than July 15th, 2026; and 
j. performance reports will be provided from the Homeless Management Information System 

(HMIS) on a quarterly basis to City. 

Subrecipient shall retain all records specified under this Agreement for a period of five years after 
the expenditures of all funds from the grant under which the last program participant was served.  

Section 6: Indemnity; Insurance 
Subrecipient shall indemnify, defend and hold City and its officers, employees, agents, and 
volunteers harmless from and against any and all liability, claims, suits, actions, damages, and 
causes of action arising out of any personal injury, bodily injury, loss of life, or damage to any 
property, or any violation of any federal, state, or municipal law or ordinance, or other cause in 
connection with the negligent or intentional acts or omission of Subrecipient, its employees, 
subcontractors, or agents, or on account of the performance or character of the work, or any other 
matter arising out of or related to this Agreement, except for any claim arising out of the active 
negligence or willful misconduct of City, its officers, employees, agents or volunteers. It is 
understood that the duty of Subrecipient to indemnify and hold harmless includes the duty to 
defend as set forth in Section 2778 of the California Civil Code, and that Subrecipient shall at its

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own expense, upon written request of City, defend any such suit or action brought against City, its 
officers, agents, or employees. Acceptance of insurance certificates and endorsements required 
under this Agreement does not relieve Subrecipient from liability under this indemnification and 
hold harmless clause. This indemnification and hold harmless clause shall apply whether or not 
such insurance policies shall have been determined to be applicable to any such damages or claims 
for damages. 
Subrecipient shall reimburse City for all costs and expenses (including, but not limited to, fees and 
charges of architects, engineers, attorneys, and other professionals and court costs) incurred by 
City in enforcing the provisions of this Section. 
Subrecipient shall maintain comprehensive general liability and property damage insurance or 
commercial general liability insurance, covering all operations of the Subrecipient, its agents and 
employees, performed in connection with the activities conducted under this Agreement, including 
but not limited to premises and automobiles. 

MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE  

Coverage shall be at least as broad as:  

1. Commercial General Liability (“CGL”): Insurance Services Office (“ISO”) Form CG 00 
01 covering CGL on an occurrence basis, including products and completed operations, 
property damage, bodily injury and personal & advertising injury with limits no less than 
$2,000,000 per occurrence. If a general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate 
limit shall apply separately to this project/location (ISO Form CG 25 03 or 25 04) or the 
general aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.  

2. Automobile Liability: ISO Form CA 0001 covering Code 1 (any auto), with limits no less 
than $1,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property damage.  

3. Workers’ Compensation: as required by the State of California, with Statutory Limits, 
and Employers’ Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000 per accident for 
bodily injury or disease.  

4. Subrecipients and their Contractors’ Pollution Legal Liability and/or Asbestos Legal 
Liability and/or Errors and Omissions (if project involves environmental hazards): with 
limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim, and $2,000,000 policy aggregate, 
on an annual basis.  

If the Subrecipient or their Contractor maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits than 
the minimums shown above, the Subrecipient or Contractor requires and shall be entitled 
to the broader coverage and/or higher limits maintained by the Contractor. Any available 
insurance proceeds in excess of the specified minimum limits of insurance and coverage 
shall be available to the City.  

Self-Insured Retentions  

Self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the City. At the option of the 
City, either: the Subrecipient or their Contractor shall cause the insurer shall to reduce or 
eliminate such self-insured retentions as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, 
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and volunteers; or the Contractor shall provide a financial guarantee satisfactory to the City 
guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claim administration, and 
defense expenses. The policy language shall provide, or be endorsed to provide, that the 
self-insured retention may be satisfied by either the named insured or City.  

Other Insurance Provisions  

The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:  

1. The City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as 
additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or 
operations performed by or on behalf of the Subrecipient including materials, parts, or 
equipment furnished in connection with such work or operations and automobiles owned, 
leased, hired, or borrowed by or on behalf of the Subrecipient or Contractor. General 
liability coverage can be provided in the form of an endorsement to the Subrecipient or 
Contractor’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10, CG 11 85 or both CG 20 
10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 forms if later revisions used).  

2. For any claims related to this project, the Subrecipient or Contractor’s insurance 
coverage shall be primary insurance coverage at least as broad as ISO CG 20 01 04 13 as 
respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance or self-
insurance maintained by the City, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be 
excess of the Contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.  

3. Each insurance policy required by this clause shall provide that coverage shall not be 
canceled, except with notice to the City.  

4. A copy of the claims reporting requirements must be submitted by Subrecipient or 
Contractor to the City.  

5. If the services involve lead-based paint or asbestos identification/remediation, the 
Contractor’s Pollution Liability policy shall not contain lead-based paint or asbestos 
exclusions. If the services involve mold identification/remediation, the Contractor’s 
Pollution Liability policy shall not contain a mold exclusion, and the definition of Pollution 
shall include microbial matter, including mold.  

Acceptability of Insurers  

Insurance is to be placed with insurers authorized to conduct business in the state with a 
current A.M. Best rating of no less than A: VII, unless otherwise acceptable to the City.  

Waiver of Subrogation  

Subrecipient or their Contractor hereby agrees to waive rights of subrogation which any 
insurer of Contractor may acquire from Contractor by virtue of the payment of any loss. 
Subrecipient agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver 
of subrogation. The Workers’ Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of 
subrogation in favor of the City for all work performed by the Subrecipient, its employees, 
agents and subcontractors.  
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Subrecipient shall provide evidence of compliance with the insurance requirements listed 
above by providing a certificate of insurance, in a form satisfactory to City's Senior Human 
Resources Analyst, by certified mail to the City of Salinas Administration Department, 200 
Lincoln Avenue, Salinas, CA 93901 and by Subrecipient uploading the Certificate of 
Insurance into the City Data Service website at www.citydataservices.net on behalf of the 
City of Salinas, concurrently with the submittal of this Agreement. A statement on the 
insurance certificate which states that the insurance company "will endeavor" to notify the 
certificate holder, "but failure to mail such notice shall impose no obligation or liability to 
any kind upon the company, its agents or representatives" does not satisfy the requirement 
of subsection (e) herein. Subrecipient shall ensure that the authorized representative of the 
insurance company strikes the above quoted language from the certificate. The insurance 
certificate shall also state the unpaid limits of the policy. 
Subrecipient shall provide a substitute certificate of insurance no later than ten (10) days 
prior to the policy expiration date. Failure by Subrecipient to provide such substitution and 
extend the policy expiration date shall be considered a default. In the event Subrecipient is 
unable to provide a substitute certificate of insurance within the time prescribed in this 
subsection, Subrecipient shall provide written confirmation of renewal, in a form 
satisfactory to the City, to act as proof of insurance only until such time as a certificate of 
insurance has been received by the City. 
Maintenance of insurance by Subrecipient as specified in this Agreement shall in no way 
be interpreted as relieving Subrecipient of any responsibility whatever, and Subrecipient 
may carry, at its own expense, such additional insurance as Subrecipient deems necessary. 
In lieu of providing proof of insurance as required by Section 9(A) through (G) herein 
above, Subrecipient may provide a letter of insurance to City which represents and warrants 
to City that Subrecipient is lawfully self-insured with respect to the liabilities which it may 
incur in the performance of this Agreement and that, to the best of Subrecipient’s 
knowledge, Subrecipient will be in a financial position to meet such potential liabilities 
when they occur. 

Section 7. Subcontracts 
Subrecipient may contract with one or more third parties (subcontractors) to carry out a portion of 
the services and program described in the Proposal, insofar as Subrecipient deems such to be 
proper and efficient. 
Prior to Subrecipient entering into any agreement for any person or organization to render said 
services, the Subrecipient shall obtain written approval from City's Planning Manager (Housing 
Division). Such subcontracts, together with all other activities by or on behalf of Subrecipient, 
shall not require payment in excess of City's portion of the total project budget as stated in Part I, 
Exhibit A of this Agreement. The subcontractor shall be subject to the same terms and conditions 
that Subrecipient is subject to under this Agreement and Subrecipient shall ensure the terms of this 
Agreement are expressly set forth in any agreements in it may have with any such subcontractors. 
City shall in no event be liable to any subcontractor or any other creditor of Subrecipient and shall 
be liable to Subrecipient only in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

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Section 8. Amendment 
Where it is determined by the Planning Manager (Housing Division) that there is a need to make 
any change in the project, fiscal procedures, or the terms and conditions of this Agreement 
(including any changes necessary to comply with changes in Federal, State or local laws or 
regulations), such change shall be incorporated by written amendment to this Agreement and 
approved by the Salinas City Council and by Subrecipient, provided that adjustments in line items 
within the total approved budget, and minor changes in the nature and scope of w specified in the 
Agreement, may be approved by the Planning Manager (Housing Division) - any such changes 
shall be documented in writing. 

Section 9. Assignment 
There shall be no assignment of rights or obligations under this Agreement without written 
approval of the Planning Manager (Housing Division). This Agreement restricts the right of the 
Subrecipient to assign rights and responsibilities and restricts the right to modify this Agreement. 
Written notification requesting reassignment of modifications to effectuate the assignment and the 
modification of the rights and responsibilities under the Agreement must be requested along with 
a current copy of the IRS letter regarding tax status on any possible merges. Any changes of this 
agreement must be signed by the Board of Directors of the Subrecipient, if a corporation, or the 
management if not a corporation, and by the City of Salinas. 

Section 10. Suspension and Termination 
If Subrecipient materially fails to comply with any term of this Agreement, City may suspend or 
terminate the Agreement in whole or in part. City may terminate the Agreement for convenience 
with the mutual written agreement of Subrecipient. Subrecipient may terminate the Agreement 
upon no less than thirty (30) days of receipt of written notice, setting forth the reasons for such 
termination and the effective date of such termination. 
In such event, all finished or unfinished documents, data, studies, surveys, drawings, maps, 
models, photographs and reports of Subrecipient, become the property of City and Subrecipient 
shall be entitled to receive just and equitable compensation for any work satisfactorily completed 
hereunder, to the date of termination. 
In no event shall any payment by City hereunder constitute a waiver by City of any breach of this 
Agreement or any default, which may then exist on the part of Subrecipient, nor shall such payment 
impair or prejudice any remedy available to City with respect to the breach or default. City 
expressly reserves the right to demand of Subrecipient the repayment to the City of any funds 
disbursed to Subrecipient under this Agreement, which were not expended in accordance with the 
terms of this Agreement, and Subrecipient agrees to promptly refund any such funds upon demand. 
Notwithstanding the above, Subrecipient shall not be relieved of liability to City for damages 
sustained by City or others by virtue of any breach of the Agreement by Subrecipient, and City 
may withhold any payments to the Subrecipient for the purpose of set off until such time as the 
exact amount of damages due City from Subrecipient is determined. 

Section 11. Terms and Conditions 
This Agreement is subject to and incorporates the provisions attached hereto, and by this reference 
made a part hereof, which provisions constitute Part II, "Supplemental General Conditions," 
attached to this Agreement; and/or any written amendment(s) to this Agreement mutually agreed 
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upon by the parties hereto. To the extent that any of the term and conditions of Part I of this 
Agreement are inconsistent or otherwise in conflict with any of the terms of Part II of this 
Agreement, the terms and conditions of Part II shall take precedence and apply. 
This Agreement and all performance hereunder is subject to the Federal and State regulations, and 
Subrecipient agrees to comply with all such regulations, which are incorporated herein by 
reference and made a part hereof, and which are available for inspection at the Housing Division. 
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PART II - SUPPLEMENTAL GENERAL CONDITIONS 
The following conditions take precedence over any conflicting conditions in the Agreement: 

Section 1. Program Income 
Any income generated by Subrecipient from the use of General Funds must be immediately 
reported as earned and returned to City. 

Section 2. Uniform Administrative Requirements 
a. Establishment and Maintenance of Records: Subrecipient shall comply with the 

requirements and standards of Federal Office of Management and Budget Circular 2 CFR, 
Part 230, "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations", and 24 CFR Part 84, "Uniform 
Administrative Requirements for Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher 
Education, Hospitals and Other Non-Profit Organizations." 24 CFR Part 84, Subpart C, 
Sections 84.40 through 84.48 set forth standards for use by recipients in establishing 
procedures for the procurement of supplies and other expendable property, equipment, real 
property and other services with Federal funds. These standards are furnished to ensure 
that such materials and services are obtained in an effective manner and in compliance with 
the provisions of applicable Federal statutes and Executive Orders. No additional 
procurement standards or requirements shall be imposed upon recipients, unless 
specifically required by Federal statute or Executive Order or approved by Office of 
Management and Budget. 
Records shall be maintained in accordance with any other requirements prescribed by the 
City with respect to all matters covered by this Agreement. Except as otherwise authorized 
by the City, such records shall be maintained for a period of five years after receipt of the 
final payment under this Agreement per 570.502 (a)(16). 

b. Documentation of Costs: All costs shall be supported by properly executed payrolls, time 
records, invoices, contracts, or vouchers, or other official documentation evidencing in 
proper detail the nature and propriety of the charges. All checks, payrolls, invoices, 
contracts, vouchers, orders, or other accounting documents pertaining in whole or in part 
to this Agreement shall be clearly identified and readily accessible to City upon reasonable 
request. 

c. OMB Standards: Unless specified otherwise within this agreement, the Subrecipient shall 
procure all materials, property or services in accordance with the requirements of 2 CFR 
200.  

Section 3. Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 
No person shall on the grounds of race, color, national origin or sex be excluded from participation 
in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under the performance of this 
Agreement. 
Compliance: The Subrecipient agrees to comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 as 
amended, Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968 as amended, Section 104(b) and Section 109 
of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended, Section 504 of 
the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, the Age 
Discrimination Act of 1975, Executive Order 11063, and Executive Order 11246 as amended by 
Executive Orders 11375, 11478, 12107, and 12086.  
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Subrecipient shall take reasonable steps to ensure meaningful access to their programs and 
activities by Limited English Proficient (LEP) persons while not imposing undue burdens on 
Subrecipient. Persons who do not speak English as their primary language and who have a limited 
ability to read, write, speak, or understand English can be "limited English proficient," or "LEP." 
Subrecipient shall assess its extent of its obligation to provide specialized LEP services using the 
following four factors: 

a. The number or proportion of LEP persons eligible to be served or likely to be encountered 
by the program or Subrecipient; 

b. The frequency with which LEP persons come in contact with the program; 
c. The nature and importance of the program, activity, or service provided by the program to 

people's lives; and 
d. The resources available to Subrecipient and costs of modifying existing procedures. 

After performing the four-factor analysis, Subrecipient is encouraged to document the analysis and 
outcome and to develop a Language Access Plan (LAP). The LAP identifies Subrecipient's 
immediate and longer-term plans for providing language services, which might include identifying 
LEP individuals who need language assistance, measures by which Subrecipient's staff will 
provide language services, how Subrecipient will train its staff to implement the LAP, providing 
public notice of the language services Subrecipient provides, and self-assessment and monitoring 
by Subrecipient of its LAP. 

Section 4. Executive Order No. 11063 
Subrecipient shall not discriminate because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin in the 
sale, lease, rental, or other disposition of residential property and related facilities, or in the use or 
occupancy thereof, if property is provided for in whole or in part by a grant of CDBG or ESG 
funds. 

Section 5. Nondiscrimination 
No person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, sex, national origin, or religion 
be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under 
any program or activity made possible by or resulting from this Agreement. Additionally, 
discrimination on the basis of age, under the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 [42 U.S.C. 6101 et 
seq.] or with respect to an otherwise qualified handicapped individual as provided in Section 504 
of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 [29 U.S.C. 794] and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 
shall be prohibited under the performance of this Agreement. Subrecipient shall comply with 
regulations found at Title 24, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 8, that complement Section 504 
of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973. 
The Subrecipient agrees to comply with the non-discrimination in employment and contracting 
opportunities, laws, regulations, and executive orders referenced in 24 CFR 570.607, as revised by 
Executive Order 13279. The applicable non-discrimination provisions in Section 109 of the HCDA 
are still applicable.  

a. Fair Housing Act [42 U.S.C. 3601 et seq.]. No person shall, on the grounds of race or 
color, religion, sex, national origin, familial status, or disability be excluded from 
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under any 
program or activity made possible by or resulting from this Agreement. 
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b. Age Discrimination Act of 1975 [42 U.S.C. 6101 et seq.]. No person shall, on the basis 
of age, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subject to 
discrimination under any program or activity made possible by or resulting from this 
Agreement. 

c. Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended [29 U.S.C. 794]. No 
otherwise qualified individual with a disability shall, solely by reason of his or her 
handicap, be excluded from the participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected 
to discrimination under any program or activity under this Agreement. 

(i) A Subrecipient that employs less than fifteen (15) persons shall: 
(a). Take appropriate steps to ensure effective communication with applicants, 

determine auxiliary aids necessary, adopt and implement procedures to 
ensure that interested person can obtain information concerning the 
existence and location of accessible services, activities, and facilities. [24 
CFR 8.6] 

(b). Evaluate its current policies and practices to determine whether, in whole 
or in part, they do not or may not meet the requirements of Section 504 and 
the implementing federal regulations; modify any policies and practices that

Make available to applicants, participants, beneficiaries, and other 
interested persons information regarding the provisions of Part 35 and its 
applicability to the services, programs or activities of the public entity, and 
make such information available to them in such a manner as the head of 
the entity finds necessary to apprise such persons of the protections against 
discrimination assured them by the Americans With Disabilities Act and 
Part 35. [28 CFR 35.106] 

(c). TDD's (telecommunication devices for the deaf) or equally effective 
telecommunication systems shall be used to communicate by telephone 
with individuals with impaired hearing or speech. [28 CFR 35.161] 

(ii) A public entity that employees fifty (50) persons or more shall implement (i)(a), 
(i)(b) and (i)(c) above and in addition: 
(a). Designate at least one employee to coordinate its efforts to comply with and 

carry out its responsibilities including any investigation of any complaint 
alleging noncompliance or any actions prohibited by ADA, make 
information about designated person available to all interested individuals, 
adopt and publish grievance procedures providing prompt and equitable 
resolution of complaints alleging any prohibited action. [28 CFR 35.107] 

(b). Take appropriate steps to ensure communication with applicants, 
participants, and members of the public with disabilities are as effective as 
communications with others, furnish appropriate auxiliary aids and services 
where necessary to afford an individual with a disability an equal 
opportunity to participate in, enjoy the benefits of, a service, program or 
activity, determine what type of auxiliary aid and service is necessary, give 
primary consideration to the requests of individuals with disabilities. [28 
CFR 35.160] 

Section 7. Affirmative Action 
The Subrecipient agrees that it shall be committed to carry out pursuant to the Subrecipient’s 
specifications an Affirmative Action Program in keeping with the principles as provided in 
President’s Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1966. The City shall provide Affirmative 
Action guidelines to the Subrecipient to assist in the formulation of such program. The 
Subrecipient shall submit a plan for an Affirmative Action Program for approval prior to the award 
of funds.  

a. Executive order 11625, 12432, and 12138 Women-and Minority-Owned Businesses 
(W/MBE): Subrecipient agrees to take reasonable steps to ensure that small businesses 
owned by women or by racial or ethnic minorities have the opportunity to compete for 
contracts resulting from this Agreement. The Subrecipient will use its best efforts to afford 
small businesses, minority business enterprises, and women’s business enterprises the 
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maximum practicable opportunity to participate in the performance of this contract. As 
used in this contract, the terms “small business” means a business that meets the criteria 
set forth in section 3(a) of the Small Business Act, as amended (15 U.S.C. 632), and 
“minority and women’s business enterprise” means a business at least fifty-one (51) 
percent owned and controlled by minority group members or women. For the purpose of 
this definition, “minority group members” are Afro-Americans, Spanish-speaking, Spanish 
surnamed or Spanish-heritage Americans, Asian-Americans, and American Indians. The 
Subrecipient may rely on written representations by businesses regarding their status as 
minority and female business enterprises in lieu of an independent investigation.  

c. Executive Order 11246 Equal Employment Opportunity and Affirmative Action 
(EEO/AA statement: The Subrecipient will, in all solicitations or advertisements for 
employees placed by or on behalf of the City, state that it is an Equal Opportunity or 
Affirmative Action employer. Subrecipient shall not discriminate against any employee or 
applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, handicap, disability, sexual 
orientation, ancestry, national origin or any other basis prohibited by applicable law. The 
Subrecipient shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants that are employed and 
employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, 
age, handicap, disability, sexual orientation, ancestry, or national origin. Such action shall 
include, but not be limited to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, 
recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of 
compensation; and selection for training including apprenticeship. The Subrecipient agrees 
to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, 
notices setting forth the provisions of the nondiscrimination clause. 
The Subrecipient will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on 
behalf of the Subrecipient, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for 
employment without regards to race, color, religion, sex, age, handicap, disability, sexual 
orientation, ancestry, national origin or any other basis prohibited by law.  

Affirmative Outreach 
The Subrecipient will make known that use of the facilities, assistance, and services are available 
to all on a nondiscriminatory basis. If it is unlikely that the procedures that the Subrecipient intends 
to use to make known the availability of the facilities, assistance, and services will be available to 
reach persons of any particular race, color, religion, sex, age, national origin, familial status or 
disability who may qualify for those facilities and services, the recipient or subrecipient must 
establish additional procedures that ensure that those persons are made aware of the facilities, 
assistance, and services. The Subrecipient must take appropriate steps to ensure effective 
communication with persons with disabilities including, but not limited to, adopting procedures 
that will make available to interested persons information concerning the location of assistance, 
services, and facilities that are accessible to persons with disabilities. Consistent with Title VI and 
Executive Order 13166, Subrecipients are required to take reasonable steps to ensure meaningful 
access to programs and activities for Limited English Proficiency (LEP) persons.  

Section 8. Business and Employment Opportunities for Lower-Income Residents 
Subrecipient will conform with the rules and regulations set forth under Section 3 of the Housing 
and Urban Development Act of 1968, (12 USC 1701u), as amended, and the regulations issued 
pursuant thereto at 24 CFR Part 135. Subrecipient is encouraged to the greatest extent feasible, to 
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provide opportunities for training and employment be given to lower-income residents of the City 
of Salinas, and contracts for work in connection with the Project be awarded to business concerns 
which are located in, or owned in substantial part by, persons residing in the City of Salinas. 

Section 9. Labor Standards 
Except with respect to the rehabilitation of residential property designed for residential use for less 
than eight units, Subrecipient and all contractors engaged under contracts in excess of $2,000 for 
construction work financed in whole or in part with assistance provided under this Agreement, 
shall comply with requirements pertaining to such contracts and the applicable requirements of the 
regulations of the Department of Labor under 29 CFR Parts 3, 5, and 5a, governing the payment 
of wages and the ratio of apprentices and trainees to journeymen; provided, that if wage rates 
higher than those required under such regulations are imposed by State or local law, nothing 
hereunder is intended to relieve Subrecipient of its obligation, if any, to require payment of the 
higher rates. Subrecipient shall cause or require to be inserted in full in all such contracts subject 
to such regulations, provisions meeting the requirements of 29 CFR 5.5. and, for such contracts in 
excess of $10,000, 29 CFR 5a.3.b.  
The provisions of the Davis-Bacon Act, (40 U.S.C. 276a to 276a-5) do not apply to the ESG 
program.  

Section 10. Acquisition and Rehabilitation of Real Property and Displacement of 
Persons and Businesses 
If Subrecipient causes the involuntary temporary or permanent displacement of any person or 
business in connection with development of the Project, Subrecipient shall reimburse City for 
City's out-of-pocket costs and expenses, if any, related to compliance with 24 CFR 576.408, 
Policies for Displacement, Relocation, Acquisition, and Replacement of Housing, the Uniform 
Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970, as amended ("1970 
Relocation Act"), and, if triggered by 24 CFR 92.353(e), Section 104(d) of the Housing and 
Community Development Act of 1974, including the costs of all notices, advisory assistance, 
relocation benefits, and replacement dwelling units as required by the 1970 Act, as amended, and 
the implementing regulations at 49 CFR Part 24. If triggered by 24 CFR 92.353(e), Subrecipient 
shall also reimburse City for City's out-of-pocket costs and expense to comply with Section 104(d) 
of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, and the implementing regulations at 
24 CFR 576.408. Subrecipient hereby agrees to indemnify City from and against, any and all 
claims and liabilities for relocation benefits required by the 1970 Act or other federal statutes and 
regulations in connection with activities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement. 

Section 11. Conflict of Interest 
a. Interest of Certain Federal Officials: No member of or Delegate to the Congress of the 

United States, and no resident Commissioner, shall be admitted to any share or part of this 
Agreement or to any benefit to arise from the same.  

b. Interest of Members, Officers, or Employees of City, Members of Local Governing 
Body, or Other Officials: No member, officer, or employee of City, or its designees or 
agents, no member of the governing body of the locality in which the program is situated, 
and no other public official of such locality or localities who exercises any functions or 
responsibilities with respect to the program during his tenure or for one year thereafter, 
shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any contract or subcontract, or the proceeds 
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thereof, for work to be performed in connection with the program assisted under the 
Agreement. Subrecipient shall incorporate, or cause to be incorporated, in all such contracts 
or subcontracts a provision prohibiting such interest pursuant to the purpose of this 
subparagraph. 

c. Interest of Members, Officers, or Employees of Subrecipient and SubSubrecipients: 
No employees, officer or agent of Subrecipient or any subSubrecipient shall participate in 
the selection, award or administration of a contract in which Federal funds are used, where, 
to his knowledge, he or his immediate family, partners, or organization in which he or his 
immediate family or partner has a financial interest or with whom he is negotiating or has 
any arrangement concerning prospective employment. The recipients' officers, employees 
or agents shall neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors or anything of monetary value 
from contractors or potential contractors. Any interest on the part of Subrecipient or his 
employees must be immediately disclosed to the City. 
The Subrecipient agrees to abide by the provisions of 24 Section 576.404, ESG Conflict of 
Interest Provisions, specific to the ESG program; 404(a) organizational, 404(b) individuals 
and 404(c) contractors, which include (but are not limited to) the following: 
1. The Subrecipient shall maintain a written code of standard conduct that shall govern 

the performance of its officers, employees or agents engaged in the award and 
administration of contracts supported by Federal funds.  

2. No employee, officer or agent of the Subrecipient shall participate in the selection, or 
in the award, or administration of a contract supported by Federal funds if a conflict of 
interest, real or apparent, would be involved.  

3. No covered person who exercises or has exercised any functions or responsibilities with 
respect to CDBG-assisted activities, or who are in a position to participate in a decision-
making process or gain inside information with regard to such activities, may obtain a 
financial interest in any contract, subcontract, or agreement with respect to the CDBG-
assisted activity, or with respect to the proceeds from the CDBG-assisted activity, 
either for themselves or those with whom they have business or immediate family ties, 
during their tenure or for a period of one (1) year thereafter. For purposes of this 
paragraph, a “covered person” includes any person who is an employee, agent, 
consultant, officer, or elected or appointed official of the City, the Subrecipient, or any 
designated public agency.  

Section 12. Reversion of Assets 
Upon expiration of this Agreement, Subrecipient shall transfer to the City's ESG fund any 
unexpended funds and any accounts receivable attributable to the use of ESG funds. Rapid 
Rehousing funds must be spent within the grant period by the Subrecipient. Residual assets derived 
from Subrecipient's use of ESG funds, such as fixtures and equipment, shall vest with the City 
upon the end of this Agreement. The City reserves the right to monitor and verify the continued 
proper management of Subrecipient's assets derived from ESG funding, if any. 

The City is responsible for expenditure on rapid rehousing dollars and agencies in charge of 
rapid rehousing dollars must ensure their agency meets the rapid rehousing expenditure. 
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Section 13. Lobbying Prohibited 
No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the Subrecipient, 
to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a 
Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of 
Congress in connection with this Agreement. 
If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for 
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of 
Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in 
connection with this Agreement, Subrecipient shall complete and submit Standard Form LLL, 
"Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions. 
Subrecipient shall require that this Section be included in the award documents for all sub-awards 
at all tiers in connection with this Agreement and that all Subrecipients shall certify and disclose 
accordingly. 

Section 14. Faith-based Activities 
a. Faith-Based Activities Organizations: 24 CFR Part 576, Section 406 states Faith-based 

activities organizations that are directly funded under the this program may not engage in 
inherently religious activities, such as worship, religious instruction, or proselytization, as 
part of the funded programs or services. If an organization conducts such activities, the 
activities must be offered separately, in time or location, from the programs or services 
funded under this part, and participation must be voluntary for the beneficiaries of the City-
funded programs or services.  

b. Religious Organizations: 24 CFR Part 576, Section 406(c) 576 states a religious 
organization that receives funds will retain its independence from Federal, State, and local 
governments, and may continue to carry out its mission, including the definition, practice, 
and expression of its beliefs, provided that it does not use direct funds to support any 
inherently religious activities, such as worship, religious instruction, or proselytization. 
Among other things, Faith-based organizations may use space in their facilities to provide 
services without removing religious art, icon, scriptures, or other religious symbols. A 
funded religious organization retains its authority over its internal governance, and it may 
retain religious terms in its organization's name, select its board members on a religious 
basis, and include religious references in its organization's mission statements and other 
governing documents. 

c. Religious Discrimination: 24 CFR Part 576, Section 406(c) 576 states an organization 
receives City funds shall not, in providing that assistance, discriminate against a program 
participant or prospective program beneficiary on the basis of religion or religious belief. 

d. Subrecipients. Any sub-recipient of City funds provided under this Agreement shall abide 
by the terms under faith-based activities as described in Title 24 CFR 576.406 with 
religious activities. 

e. Structures Used for Religious Activities 24 CFR Part 576, Section 406(e) states that 
funds may not be used for the rehabilitation of structures to the extent that those structures 
are used for inherently religious activities. Funds may be used for the rehabilitation of 
structures only to the extent that those structures are used for conducting eligible activities 
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under the funded program. Where a structure is used for both eligible and inherently 
religious activities, City funds may not exceed the cost of those portions of the 
rehabilitation that are attributable to eligible activities in accordance with the cost 
accounting requirements applicable to funds. Sanctuaries, chapels, or other rooms that an 
religious congregation uses as its principal place of worship, however, are ineligible for 
funded improvements under the program. Disposition of real property after the term of the 
grant, or any change in use of the property during the term of the grant, is subject to 
government-wide regulations governing real property disposition (see 24 CFR Parts 84 and 
85). 

f. Commingling Funds: 24 CFR Part 576, Section 406(f) states that if the recipient or a 
subrecipient that is a local government voluntarily contributes its own funds to supplement 
federally funded activities, the recipient or subrecipient has the option to segregate the 
Federal funds or commingle them. However, if the funds are commingled, Section 24 CFR 
576.406 applies to all of the commingled funds.  

Section 15. Audits and Inspections 
Subrecipient will, at any time during normal business hours and as often as City, may deem 
necessary, make available to City, in accordance with the state, federal, and local law, examination 
of all of Subrecipient's records with respect to all matters covered by this Agreement, excepting in 
all circumstances any and all records or materials subject to protection pursuant to California 
Evidence Code §950 et seq. Subrecipient shall permit City, citizens notwithstanding 24 CFR 85.42 
(f), and provide citizens with reasonable access to records regarding the past use of City funds, 
consistent with applicable State and local laws regarding privacy, including the attorney-client 
privilege set forth in California Evidence Code §950 et seq. of confidentiality) and representatives 
of the Comptroller General to audit, examine and make excerpts, copies or transcripts from such 
records, and to make audits of all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls, records of personnel, 
conditions of employment and other data relating to all matters covered by this Agreement in 
accordance with local, state, and federal laws, but at all times no information otherwise protected 
from disclosure pursuant to California Evidence Code §950 et seq. 
Subrecipients receiving less than $500,000 a year in Federal Grants are exempt from Federal audit 
requirements, but Subrecipients' records, as may be covered by the attorney client privilege, must 
be available for review upon request by City, or representatives of the Comptroller General for 
examination. Subrecipients receiving $500,000 or more in Federal grants within a fiscal year shall 
have an audit made in accordance with OMB Circular A-133. 
Subrecipient further represents to City that Subrecipient, as a non-profit 501(c) (3) law firm, 
represents clients in confidential attorney-client relationships, and therefore neither Subrecipient, 
nor any of its employees, legal or administrative, are mandatory reporters as described in Welfare 
& Institutions Code Section 15630 and/or are exempted from reporting pursuant to Welfare and 
Institutions Code Section 15632(b) and shall maintain at all times the confidentiality of 
Subrecipient’s clients. 

Section 16. City Requirements 
Unearned or other payments under this Agreement may be suspended or terminated upon refusal 
to accept any additional conditions that may be imposed by City at any time, or if the grant to City

under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended from time to 
time, is suspended or terminated. 

Section 17. Prohibition Against Payment of Bonus or Commissions 
The assistance provided under this Agreement shall not be used in the payment of any bonus or 
commission for the purpose of obtaining City approval for such assistance, or any other approval 
or concurrence of City required under this Agreement, Title I of the Housing and Community 
Development Act of 1974, as amended, with respect thereto; provided, however, that reasonable 
fees for bona fide technical, consultant, managerial or other such services, other than actual 
solicitation, are not hereby prohibited if otherwise eligible as program costs. 

Section 18. Copyrights 
If this Agreement or its performance results in a book or other copyrightable material, the author 
is free to copyright the work, but the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and 
City each reserve a royalty free, nonexclusive, and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish, or 
otherwise use, (and to authorize others to use) all copyrighted material and all material which can 
be copyrighted. 

Section 19. Patents 
Any discovery or invention arising out of or developed during the course of work aided by this 
Agreement shall be promptly and fully reported to City for the sole determination by the U. S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Development and City as to whether patent protection on such 
invention or discovery shall be sought and how the rights in the invention or discovery including 
rights under any patent issued thereon, shall be disposed of and administered, in order to protect 
the public interest. 

Section 20. Political Activity Prohibited 
None of the funds, materials, property, or services provided directly or indirectly under this 
Agreement shall be used for any partisan political activity, or to further the election or defeat of 
any candidate for public office. Subrecipient shall comply with provisions of the Hatch Act, which 
limits political activities of employees. 

Section 21. Board of Directors 
Subrecipient shall provide City with information regarding any changes in the Board of Directors 
or the management of Subrecipient no later than ten (10) days from the official change. 

Section 22. Notices 
Any notices under this Agreement shall be sent to the parties by personal delivery, by facsimile, 
or by certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepared in the United States Postal Service 
at the addresses set forth below. Notice shall be deemed effective upon delivery or transmission if 
delivered or sent by facsimile and on the third (3rd) day after mailing. The parties designate the 
following names, titles, addresses, and telephone numbers:

Section 23. Legal Representation 
Each party affirms that it has been represented by legal counsel of its own choosing regarding the 
preparation and the negotiation of this Agreement and the matters and claims set forth herein, and 
that each of them has read this Agreement and is fully aware of its contents and its legal effect. 
Neither party is relying on any statement of the other party outside the terms set forth in this 
Agreement as an inducement to enter into this Agreement. 

Section 24. Joint Representation 
The language of all parts of this Agreement shall in all cases be construed as a whole, according 
to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any party. No presumptions or rules of 
interpretation based upon the identity of the party preparing or drafting the Agreement, or any part 
thereof, shall be applicable or invoked. 

Section 25. Warranty of Authority 
Each party represents and warrants that it has the right, power, and authority to enter into this 
Agreement. Each party further represents and warrants that it has given any and all notices, and 
obtained any and all consents, powers, and authorities, necessary to permit it, and the persons 
entering into this Agreement for it, to enter into this Agreement. 

Section 26. No Waiver of Rights 
Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not constitute a continuing waiver or a 
waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other provision of this Agreement. The failure 
to provide notice of any breach of this Agreement or failure to comply with any terms of this 
Agreement shall not constitute a waiver there of. Failure on the part of either party to enforce any 
provision of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver of the right to compel enforcement 
of such provision or of any other promise. A wavier by City of any one or more of the conditions 
of performance within this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver(s) of any other condition 
of performance under this Agreement. 

Section 27. Counterparts 
This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an 
original, but all of which together shall constitute a single agreement. 

Section 28. No Third-Party Rights 
The parties do not intend for any third party to obtain a right by virtue of this Agreement. 
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Section 29. Modification 
No amendments to or changes to this Agreement may be made, except by a writing expressly 
authorized and signed by City and Subrecipient. 

Section 30. Severability 
It is the intent of the parties that in the event that any provision herein is held to be invalid, the 
remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect unless enforcement of the Agreement 
so modified would frustrate the purpose of this Agreement. 

Section 31. Further Assurances 
Each party agrees to do such further acts and things and do and execute and deliver such additional 
agreements and instruments as the other may reasonably require to consummate, evidence or 
confirm the agreements contained herein in a manner contemplated hereby. 

Section 32. Entire Agreement 
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between City and Subrecipient and is the final 
expression of City and Subrecipient with respect to the included terms and conditions, and as a 
complete and exclusive statement of the terms and conditions of the agreement. City and 
Subrecipient acknowledge that any prior agreements, promises, negotiations or representations not 
expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no force and effect. Any amendment to this Agreement 
shall be of no force and effect unless it is in writing and signed by City and Subrecipient. 

Section 33. Rights and Obligations 
By entering into this Agreement, the parties do not intend to create any obligations express or 
implied other than those set out herein; further, this Agreement shall not create any rights in any 
party not a signatory hereto. 

Section 34. Attorney Fees 
In case suit shall be brought to interpret or enforce this Agreement, or because of the breach of any 
other covenant or provision herein contained, the prevailing party in such action shall be entitled 
to recover their reasonable attorney fees in addition to such costs as may be allowed by the court. 
If awarded, City's attorneys' fees shall be calculated at the market rate. 

Section 35. Credit for Funding and City of Salinas 
The Subrecipient shall include the City of Salinas logo, where feasible, on website and written 
materials about the City-funded program, and include a statement such as “This program funded, 
in part, by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development in cooperation with the City 
of Salinas.” 

Section 36. Compliance with Laws 
Subrecipient’s performance under this Agreement shall be in accordance and full compliance with 
all applicable federal, state and local laws and any rules or regulations promulgated thereunder. 

Section 37. Close-outs  
The Subrecipient’s obligation to the City shall not end until all close-out requirements are 
completed. Activities during this close-out period shall include, but are not limited to: making final 
payments, disposing of program assets (including the return of all unused materials, equipment, 
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unspent cash advances, program income balances, and accounts receivable to the City), and 
determining the custodianship of records. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the terms of this 
Agreement shall remain in effect during any period that the City has control over CDBG funds, 
including program income. 

Section 38. Historic Preservation  
The Subrecipient agrees to comply with the Historic Preservation requirements set forth in the 
National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended (16 U.S.C. 470) and the procedures set 
forth in 36 CFR Part 800, Advisory Council on Historic Preservation Procedures for Protection of 
Historic Properties, insofar as they apply to the performance of this agreement.  
In general, this requires concurrence from the State Historic Preservation Officer for all 
rehabilitation and demolition of historic properties that are fifty years old or older or that are 
included on a Federal, state, or local historic property list.

Scope of Work 
Pending Negotiations 
Downtown Street Team (DST) operates Streets Team Volunteer Program, a work experience 
program in which unhoused Team Members (clients) beautify their community, attend a weekly 
employment focused workshop and the weekly Success Meeting in exchange for case 
management, employment services, and a basic needs stipend. Through their consistent attendance 
at the weekly gatherings and volunteer work, Team Members rebuild effective work habits and 
take on leadership opportunities to prepare themselves to re-enter the workforce through the 
support of a positive community. In addition, DST offers termed part-time paid positions for Team 
Members that are ready for the next step towards permanent employment. These Participant 
Employees are either given the title of Shift Supervisor or Volunteer Lead (depending on 
responsibilities). It’s a win for the community, a win for the environment, and a win for the 
increased self-sufficiency of the Team Members. 
With the City’s partnership, DST will use funds to continue operating two Teams of 1 STE 
Volunteer Lead each, with an additional STE Shift Supervisor rotating between the two teams. In 
addition, up to 6 volunteers per team will assist with debris removal, syringe removal, and 
maintenance of the designated areas in the Downtown, Cesar Chavez Park, and Chinatown 
neighborhoods. Team Members will act as ambassadors with current residents and business 
owners in the area to build awareness about our program and to show community members the 
value of DST. DST Case Managers and Employment Specialists will provide work readiness 
training, Case Management and Employment Services to all Team Members and Participant 
employees. As with every other Downtown Streets Team, the staff will work with existing housing 
and shelter providers, service providers (medical, legal, etc.), and local government agencies to 
remove barriers to self-sufficiency for every Team Member and Participant Employee. We 
consider ourselves professional problem solvers working to support Team Members in achieving 
any goals they set for themselves. 
 DST staff work Monday through Friday (40 hours per week) for 49 weeks per year. Participant 
employees work, and DST Team Members volunteer, Monday- Friday (maximum 4 hours per 
shift) and follow the same holiday schedule as DST staff. A list of the holidays can be provided to 
our partners annually

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve a Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute Amendment No. 2 to 
Agreement for Professional Services with TEF Architecture and Interior Design, Inc. for 
architectural services to increase the compensation by $484,270.00 for a maximum not to exceed 
$736,560.00 and extend the term of the contract from December 31, 2025 to December 31, 2026.  
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
The City currently has a professional services agreement with TEF Architecture and Interior 
Design, Inc. to develop conceptual site plans and architectural renderings for a mixed-use 
affordable housing development to be located on City-owned property at 34-38 and 45 Soledad 
Street. This Amendment expands the scope of services provided, increases the compensation by 
$484,270.00 for a maximum not to exceed $736,560.00, and extends the term of the contract to 
December 31, 2026. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
As part of the on-going efforts to implement the Chinatown Revitalization Plan, the City purchased 
34-38 Soledad Street in December 2022. In 2023 the City applied for and received $1,555,000 in 
Regional Early Action Planning Grant (REAP 2.0) funding from the Association of Monterey Bay 
Area Governments (AMBAG) to complete predevelopment activities for the development of 
mixed-use affordable housing to be located at 34-38 Soledad Street in the Chinatown 
neighborhood.  
 
In February 2024, the City entered into a professional services agreement with TEF Architecture 
and Interior Design, Inc. for an amount not to exceed $82,250, to develop conceptual site plans 
and architectural renderings for a mixed-use affordable housing development to be located at 34-
38 Soledad Street. In October 2024, the City received authorization from AMBAG to expand the scope 
of work for the REAP 2.0 funding to include other properties within Chinatown that could be developed 
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for mixed-use affordable housing. On November 19, 2024, the Council approved Amendment No. 1 
to the TEF Architecture and Interior Design, Inc. agreement to refine the design concepts further 
and select a preferred concept for 34-38 Soledad Street, to include additional design and pre-
development work for the City-owned property at 45 Soledad Street, extend the term of the 
contract to December 31, 2025, and increase the not to exceed compensation amount to 
$252,290.00. 
 
To date, TEF Architecture and Interior Design, Inc. has prepared conceptual site plans and 
architectural renderings for 34-40 and 45 Soledad Street that have been informed by site visits, the 
historic context of the property and neighborhood, multiple stakeholder meetings, and consultation 
with affordable and market rate housing developers. A summary presentation of the work to date 
and the conceptual renderings are included at Attachment 3. 
 
Amendment No. 2 allows the City and TEF Architecture and Interior Design, Inc. to develop the 
design concepts for 34-38 and 45 Soledad Street into sematic designs for entitlement prior to the 
preparation of a Request for Proposals for development of the sites. Amendment No. 2 also 
includes design work for 37-39 Soledad Street, which is the location of the historic Republic Café 
and is a cornerstone of the Chinatown Revitalization Plan. The expanded scope of work is detailed 
in the proposal from TEF Architecture and Interior Design, Inc. (Exhibit A) 
 

CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 

Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378). 
In addition, CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 includes the general rule that CEQA applies only to 
activities which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.  Where it 
can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a 
significant effect on the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA.  Because the proposed 
action and this matter have no potential to cause any effect on the environment, or because it falls 
within a category of activities excluded as projects pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15378, 
this matter is not a project.  Because the matter does not cause a direct or foreseeable indirect 
physical change on or in the environment, this matter is not a project.  Any subsequent 
discretionary projects resulting from this action will be assessed for CEQA applicability.

To arrive 

at the estimated effort required by our office for this project, we have outlined a proposed scope of services, identified 

assumptions, and determined a level of effort fee based on our understanding of the project.

8. Submittals: We have budgeted to provide one (1) formal submittal package to the Architect for initial 

submittal to the City and up to two (2) resubmittals to address City comments that do not result in a change 

to the site plan. We have not included a separate submittal to Cal Water in this scope because they typically 

do not require us to submit plans during entitlements. If a separate submittal to Cal Water is required, BKF 

can provide that as an additional service. 

SCOPE QUALIFICATIONS AND ASSUMPTIONS 

BKF Engineers' services are limited to those expressly set forth in the scope. We understand that BKF will have no 

other obligations or responsibilities for the project except as provided in this proposal letter, or as otherwise agreed 

to in writing. BKF will provide the scope of services consistent with, and limited to, the standard of care applicable to 

such services. Any participation in non-adversarial procedures, or other right to repair items, is considered as 

additional services. For the scope of work identified, we have assumed the following: 

 

1) Basis of Design and Site Information 

a) Topographic Survey: The survey completed by BKF in April 2024 will be utilized for our civil engineering 

design.

5. Schematic Design/Entitlement Documents: BKF will prepare preliminary design documents as required for 

the City Planning Review process. We will be sure to prepare all civil-related items listed in the City’s submittal 

checklist. The following plans will be prepared for the planning submittal: 

 

a. Cover Sheet – We will include information and notes relevant to the preliminary drawing set 

b. Existing Site Plan – topographic survey, existing site improvements, and record project boundary 

c. Preliminary Grading and Drainage Plan – preliminary building finish floor and site spot finish grade 

elevations, preliminary drainage facilities/utility services, FEMA flood zone limits and base flood 

elevation 

d. Preliminary Utility Plan – showing new connections to the building, coordinated with the MEP 

consultant 

e. Preliminary Stormwater Control Plan – BKF will prepare a stormwater control plan.  

 

6. Preliminary Design Calculations: BKF will perform preliminary water quality C.3 calculations (i.e., impervious 

areas, tributary drainage areas, storm outfall flows, BMP sizing, etc.) necessary to confirm the preliminary 

planning design proposed for Design Review. We assume there will be no earthwork required for this site. 

We will summarize these calculations on the preliminary drawings. 

 

7. Meetings: BKF has budgeted up to a maximum of eight (8) combined staff hours to attend meetings and 

participate in conference calls during the planning and entitlement phase. Anticipated meetings include 

internal coordination, and City coordination. Attendance at formal hearings such as Planning Commission, 

City Council, would be considered as additional services and not part the scope and fee provided.  
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8. Submittals: We have budgeted to provide one (1) formal submittal package to the Architect for initial 

submittal to the City and up to two (2) resubmittals to address City comments that do not result in a change 

to the site plan. We have not included a separate submittal to Cal Water in this scope because they typically 

do not require us to submit plans during entitlements. If a separate submittal to Cal Water is required, BKF 

can provide that as an additional service. 

SCOPE QUALIFICATIONS AND ASSUMPTIONS 

BKF Engineers' services are limited to those expressly set forth in the scope. We understand that BKF will have no 

other obligations or responsibilities for the project except as provided in this proposal letter, or as otherwise agreed 

to in writing. BKF will provide the scope of services consistent with, and limited to, the standard of care applicable to 

such services. Any participation in non-adversarial procedures, or other right to repair items, is considered as 

additional services. For the scope of work identified, we have assumed the following: 

 

1) Basis of Design and Site Information 

a) Topographic Survey: A current design topographic base map at a scale of 1" =20' using ground surveying 

methods will be provided prior to the start of design. This survey will include the location, rim, and invert of 

gravity utilities and location only 'dry' utilities within the project area along with evidence of other buried 

utilities. Please refer to the separate survey proposal dated October 28, 2024 for topographic surveying 

services at the 37 Soledad Street site. 

 

b) Title Report: A current title report for the property will be provided by the owner. 

 

c) Geotechnical Report: A geotechnical report for the project will be provided. At a minimum, this report should 

address the required paving structural sections, earthwork and compaction recommendations, soil bearing 

pressures, surcharge pressures, settlement issues, soil infiltration/percolation rates, groundwater levels, and 

corrosion recommendations. 

 

d) Existing Utilities: Unless otherwise indicated or provided by others, any existing utilities identified on BKF's 

drawings/plans are based on information obtained by BKF, or provided to BKF, and may not be accurately 

documented in their horizontal location or vertical profile. Other utilities may be present that were not 

disclosed. BKF highly recommends that critical facilities be underground service alert (USA) located and 

potholed during design or prior to construction. 

 

e) Potholing: Potholing services are not included in this proposal unless specifically identified. 

 

f) Existing Utility Capacities: Unless otherwise addressed, existing utilities have adequate capacity to serve the 

proposed improvements, that they are adjacent to the site frontage and do not require main extensions, and 

that utility system capacity studies are not required.  

 

2) Responsibilities  

a) Civil Engineering Scope Items: BKF's design tasks are limited to civil work outside of the structure(s) and 

utility connections 5-feet outside of the structure(s) including: site grading, non-structural concrete pavement, 

concrete sidewalks, concrete curbs and gutters, asphalt pavement, storm drainage, wastewater, and domestic 

water/fire water design. BKF will provide horizontal control for the building location relative to the project 

boundary.   

 

b) Architect: The Architect will be responsible for the overall site plan including accessible routes of travel, 

details of site accessibility signage, parking counts, site coverage calculations, trash areas/enclosures, fencing 

and walls. A site plan will be provided by the Architect prior to our beginning the DD phase. All work within 

the building (including any podium, porches, garages, or ramps) will be the Architect's scope of work.   
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c) Site Dry Utilities: All electric, gas, communications, and lighting improvements will be designed by others, 

unless specifically included in the civil scope of work. 

 

d) Fire System: Certification of the fire protection system from the point of connection at the public water main 

to the building sprinkler system must be provided by a properly-licensed fire protection engineer or 

contractor. 

 

e) Site Landscape/Irrigation: The landscape architect will provide landscape, irrigation design, and layout and 

details of walks, plazas, trails, entry monuments, walls, and/or fences. The architect and landscape architect 

will lead the design development efforts for the design, grading, and detailing of interior courtyards, plaza 

areas, hardscape and landscape areas. 

 

f) Structural Details: Structural calculations, design, and details for such items as reinforced concrete slabs, 

foundations, pads, vaults, footings, ramps, stairs, sound/site walls, and/or retaining walls will be provided by 

others. This includes structural design and detailing for storm water treatment elements that retain ground, 

parking, or buildings foundations. 

 

g) Mechanical, Electrical and Plumbing (MEP): All site HVAC, power, gas, communications, and low voltage 

improvements, and existing water pressures will be coordinated, designed, and documented by others. MEP 

will also provide preliminary fire service sizing based on the California Plumbing and Fire Code requirements 

and provide fire service lateral locations and sizes to BKF. 

 

h) Joint Trench Design: Services to the buildings, main extensions, and/or relocation of existing 'dry' utilities 

(gas, electric, communication, fiber, etc.) will be led by the joint trench/electrical designers unless otherwise 

contracted. Any utility relocation/abandonment required is assumed to be coordinated and processed by the 

Joint Trench Consultant. Dry utilities designed by the joint trench consultant will be shown for coordination 

purposes only on the civil plans. 

 

i) Lighting Design & Photometric Analysis: Lighting design and photometric analysis for the site and public 

roadways will be provided by others. 

 

j) Traffic Signal Design: Design or modification of traffic signals is not currently included in our scope of work. 

BKF can provide these services if the City conditions these improvements to the project. 

 

k) Water Design: Proposal assumes that the project will require new water services for domestic, irrigation, and 

fire. We have not allocated budget to install public or private fire loops within the development or main 

extensions within the public right of way. 

 

l) Mapping: We have not included time to prepare additional items not contained in the mapping scope of 

work. Additional mapping services such as subdivision maps, private easement documents, quit claims, 

ALTA's, right of way dedications, etc. not specifically listed in this proposal are not included. 

 

m) Cost Estimating: All cost estimating will be provided by a project estimator. BKF will review the cost estimates 

for general consistency with the plans. 

 

n) Pump Stations: Pump station design (electrical, mechanical, plumbing, and sitework) is not included in the 

basic scope of services. We can provide pump station design service as an additional scope item at your 

request. 

 

o) Earthwork: Due to the variability in soils properties, existing site conditions, foundation types and 

preparation, trench, imported material and other factors, no delineation of earthwork quantities or 'site 

balance' is implied with the scope of work. Any earthwork quantities generated are solely for bonding and 
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permitting of the work with the local agency and must only be used as an approximate guide as to the actual 

earthwork and site balance. 

 

 

 

3) CEQA, Entitlement, and Off-Site Improvements/Studies 

a) CEQA/EIR Consulting: Some jurisdictions allow project sponsors to provide technical studies to support the 

CEQA document and review by the sponsor of the administrative draft document. We have not included time 

for assisting in this effort. Should this be requested, we can provide a separate scope to support this effort. 

 

b) Conditions of Approval: The proposal is based solely on the concept site plans provided by the project 

architect prior to the issuance of the Project Conditions of Approval. Once available, BKF will review the project 

conditions and identify any that require services not contained without our base proposal along with a fee 

required to provide those additional services 

 

c) Off-Site Improvements: Off-site improvements are limited to designing new curb cuts along the project 

frontage and construction of new curb, gutter, sidewalk, and utility services to the public mains within the 

fronting public roads. If additional off-site improvements are subsequently required as a result of the planning 

entitlement or permitting process, we will notify you of the change in scope and provide an additional service 

request to cover the new scope. We have assumed that the minimal public improvements currently 

anticipated to support this development can be design and documented with the on-site improvement plans. 

 

4) Meetings 

Meetings: Meetings are assumed to be held in the Bay Area or via remote conference. Meeting time 

requested beyond what we have budgeted is not included in this proposal. 

 

5) Phasing, Delivery and Deliverables 

a) Phasing: The project will be permitted and constructed in one phase and that construction phasing plan(s), 

or interim condition plans, will not be required for this project. Proposal does not include preparing and 

processing split construction permits for demolition, rough grading, backbone utilities, etc. 

 

b) Submittals: All submittals, and the coordination thereof, will be facilitated by the lead consultant and /or 

owner representative. 

   

c) Permits: Unless otherwise specifically delineated in the scope of services, permit processing, applications, 

fees, and submittals to local, state, and federal agencies and utility purveyors will be provided by others. BKF 

will submit to the client delineated scope deliverables for client submission to governing agencies. 

 

d) Drawings: All drawings will be prepared in AutoCAD format. We will submit copies of all drawings in both 

electronic and paper format.   

 

e) Building Information Modeling (BIM): We have not included time to convert civil 3D design or existing 

conditions AutoCAD files into BIM model files. We have assumed all conversions will be by the Architect. 
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COMPENSATION 

BKF proposes to provide the services on a lump sum basis. We will invoice for our services on a percent 

complete basis per task summarized as follows:

We are pleased to submit this proposal to provide structural consultation services for the Soledad 
Street project in Salinas; thank you for considering Tipping for your team. This proposal is intended to 
support the entitlement and project planning process currently underway. We are basing this proposal 
on our discussions with you and your request for a proposal emailed on March 27, 2025, which 
included conceptual renderings of the proposed project.

We understand that the current phase of the project, covered by this proposal, will develop the plans to
a schematic level for 3 separate buildings located on existing parcels at 34-40 Soledad Street, 45 
Soledad Street and 37 Soledad Street. We understand that two separate entitlements packages will be 
submitted for approvals. Package 1 will include the work at 37 Soledad Street. Package 2 will include 
the work at 34-40 Soledad Street and 45 Soledad Street. 

The proposed plans envision the following scope for the various properties:

• 37 Soledad Street: This is the site of the former Republic Cafe. We have proposed to perform a 
Historic Structures Report (HSR) as part of a separate agreement with your office. This 
proposal assumes that the work for the HSR and schematic entitlements design will be distinct 
and separate scopes under different agreements. The fees associated with this proposal 
assume that the HSR work under a separate agreement will proceed concurrently. The 
proposed plans call for the rehabilitation of  the existing two-story, wood-framed building, with 
a possible horizontal or vertical addition to create a mixed-use structure housing a local 
museum with affordable housing. Our work will be to outline the structural interventions 
needed to stabilize, seismically strengthen, and reinforce the building frame and foundations to
support the new addition. 
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• 34-40 Soledad Street: This portion of the project includes 4 parcels that were previously 
combined to make one. There is a historically significant building on one of these parcels that 
will be maintained and rehabilitated with additions around and above it for affordable housing 
(a new 5 story, podium-type multifamily structure). Our work during this phase will focus on 
the existing structure (at 38 Soledad) and modifications required to rehabilitate and integrate it
with the planned new housing structure. We may provide limited consulting related to the 
proposed structural assemblies envisioned for the new building, but we understand that 
significant structural input is not required during this phase of the project for propsed new 
construction.

• 45 Soledad Street: This portion of the project is located on a corner lot that is currently cleared.
The proposed plans call for a new building that is meant to approximate a previous two story 
building that existed on this site - with an additional  1 to 3 stories above planned as affordable 
housing. Our work for this project will be limited to preliminary advice on framing assemblies, 
foundation considerations, and column grid coordination between the lower and upper 
structure (which is envisioned to have a setback).

​
Thank you for this opportunity for TEF Architecture & Interior Design, Inc. (TEF, TEF Design or Design 
Team) to submit our proposal for architectural design and historic preservation services for improvements 
to the historic Republic Cafe, located at 37 Soledad Street in Salinas’ Chinatown. The overall intent of the 
project is to establish the building’s historic significance and integrity through the preparation of a Historic 
Structure Report, to understand the financial feasibility of using the property for mixed use and residential 
uses, and to complete  structural upgrades and building shell improvements in order to bring the building 
to a stable and watertight condition. We understand that this project is categorized as an emergency 
stabilization and will be exempted from NEPA review requirements prior to the initiation of the project.  
 
DESCRIPTION of SCOPE 
 
The Republic Cafe was designed and constructed in 1942 and owned by the prominent local Salias 
Chinatown family of Wallace Ahtye. The building played an important part in the development and 
business district of Salinas’ Chinatown, was listed in the National Register of Historic Places in 2011, and 
is a State and local landmark. The City of Salinas Community Development Department has recently 
purchased the building.  
 
Given the extensive disrepair and extreme structural degradation of the building, the City has asked TEF 
to prepare a Historic Structure Report (HSR). For this effort, TEF will serve as the historical architect and 
lead the evaluation and report effort. We have invited Gretchen Boyce, architectural historian from 
Groundwork Planning (GP) and Marc Steyer, Structural Engineer from Tipping Engineers, Inc. to join our 
team. With limited, specific scopes, these consultants will provide a thorough building evaluation.  
 
The primary focus of this project will be emergency stabilization structural upgrades and repairs to the 
building shell. Note that a full rehabilitation of the building exterior will occur at a future design phase. The 
intent of this phase as it pertains to the historical integrity of the building is to secure historic components 
to the building and to prevent their further degradation.  
 
The base scope of work includes structural upgrades to the historic, two-story, reinforced concrete 
building. Additional shell improvements will be required to bring the building to a watertight and secure 
condition, including but not limited to: 
 

●​ Select minimal demolition (including architectural, structural, plumbing, mechanical and electrical 
systems) to complete structural upgrades and to ensure safety on site during construction; 

●​ Full roof replacement, including repair or replacement of roof drainage components; 
●​ Temporary securement of architectural components at primary west facade; attachment methods 

to be designed to not damage historic structure or materials (alternatively, some components  
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may require removal and storage until a further design stage; 
●​ Boarding up of existing facade openings (doors and windows); 
●​ Repair of cracks, spalls, additional damage to exterior stucco and concrete exterior walls to 

watertight condition; 
●​ For the purposes of budgeting, TEF will include fire sprinkler protection of the building in the 

schematic design costing set. If the Client elects to move forward with a Fire protection system 
through Construction Documents, a plumbing engineer will be brought on to the team (as an 
additional service with an added cost) to provide criteria documents for a design-build fire 
protection system (see Additional Services). 

●​ The project will result in a cold shell structure. The building will not be conditioned, but will have 
code-required safety lighting and (at the option of the City) may have a fire protection system 
installed. Emergency lighting will be designed by the contractor on a design-build basis.  Interior 
finishes will include plywood flooring and unfinished gypsum board walls.  

 
In order to complete this work, the building will first be fully documented to generate as-built drawings and 
a civil site survey to document existing utilities, site topography etc. An existing conditions site analysis is 
required for both the HSR and upgrade work and will be completed in two separate visits. A summary of 
the project team, scope, and assumptions are listed below and in the attached Exhibit B: Task & Hours 
Summary. Any variance from the items outlined below may require a revision to the proposed fees.

Thank you for considering Tipping for the proposed stabilization and retrofit of 37-39 Soledad Street in 
the historic Chinatown district of Salinas. We are delighted to work with you on this important 
renovation.

We have based our proposal on the scope of work described in an email from TEF Design, dated 
October 21, 2024 and a Market Value Appraisal Report by Pacific Appraisers dated November 22, 
2022. We understand the property is part of the Chinatown Revitalization Project Plan by the City of 
Salinas and will ideally be preserved and improved as a cultural heritage site. The buildings are 
currently in poor condition, requiring stabilization. From our conversations with you, we understand 
that the City wishes to pursue construction of a seismic retrofit scheme as an integral part of the 
building stabilization, in anticipation of future improvements and use of the site.

The existing site includes two adjoining buildings constructed in 1942, each two-stories tall and 
totaling approximately 9,431 square feet of interior space. 37 Soledad Street, also known as the 
Republic Cafe, is on the National Register of Historic Places and recognized by the State of California as
a historic building. A fire in October of 2022, along with much deferred maintenance, has rendered the 
wood-framed buildings uninhabitable.

PROJECT GOALS

As the building has been damaged by fire and neglect, and noting the historic nature of this building, 
the first goal is to document the existing condition of the building in a Historic Structure Report (HSR).

Following that effort, the goal will be to present options for stabilization and retrofit for future 
occupancy. Given that seismic renovation scope and construction costs typically vary, we understand 
that you will rely on Tipping providing good information and insight early in the process to inform the

team's critical decision making. We anticipate that the retrofit work would consist primarily of new 
seismic shear walls or frames (likely at or near the front facade), possible plywood diaphragm 
strengthening, out of plane concrete wall to framing connections, and other localized measures to 
ensure the overall stability of the building and mitigate falling hazards.

BKF Engineers welcomes the opportunity to submit this proposal for land surveying services associated with the
project located at 37 Soledad Street in the City of Salinas, California. To arrive at the estimated effort required by
our office for this project, we have outlined a proposed scope of services and determined a level of effort fee for
each task.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

TASK 1: SITE MEETING

1. Existing Conditions Review: BKF will attend one (1) site meeting with the team to review the existing site
constraints and conditions. We will note any potential challenges to development and confirm our scope
of survey services to support the project. This task is will be performed in conjunction with the 45 Soledad
Street site meeting.

TASK 2: TOPOGRAPHIC AND BOUNDARY SURVEY (37 SOLEDAD)

1. Establishment of Project Survey Control: BKF will perform a Control Survey and establish project
control. Horizontal control will be based on California Coordinates System of 1983 (CCS83) relative to
California Spatial Reference Network by static GPS observation. Vertical coordinates will be relative to the
North American Vertical Datum of 1988 (NAVD88). BKF will establish suitable off-site survey control for
use during the preparation of the topographic survey. Permanent control points such as mag nails with
washers and cut crosses will be set at the project site as aerial survey targets. BKF will set the topographic
survey control points, which will be located outside the project site and will be used by our sub-consultant
as control for the initial base mapping.

2. Boundary Analysis: BKF will perform a Boundary Survey and prepare a Boundary Analysis that will define
the development parcel area. While performing the field work associated with the topography, BKF will
conduct field research for primary monumentation to establish boundary resolution. Once the research
and reconnaissance has been completed, BKF will perform a boundary determination, which includes an
analysis of the assembled evidence with respect to its relationship to the title and other documentary
evidence.

3. Topographic Field Survey: Simultaneous to conducting the field reconnaissance discussed above, BKF
will provide the field work to prepare a complete Topographic Map for the subject property. BKF will
gather available public data and plans for the site and its surrounding improvements. The topographic
survey will be comprised of the following:

a. Terrestrial Survey - BKF will provide the field work to prepare a Topographic Map for the subject
property. The limits of the topographic survey will be the subject property and the improved width of
roadways along the property frontage. The topographic survey will be comprised of identified visible
site features such as roadways, pavements, evidence of significant traveled ways, walls, fences, trees 6-
inches and larger in diameter and visual utility infrastructure. We will obtain a succession of spot
elevations to define the general terrain of the site and immediately adjacent improvements to
produce mapping at a 1-foot contour interval.

b. Utilities - Utility infrastructure within the mapping limits, including sewer, water valves, hydrants,
meter boxes, storm drain and marked utilities, if encountered during the course of our field survey,
will also be identified. The basic routing, inverts and orientation of the on-site gravity utilities will be
identified based on field evidence and any available plans provided if to BKF prior to commencement
of the survey. If as-built drawings are not provided or are inconclusive when compared to the field
evidence, only data at the dipped structures will be provided.

c. Utility Locating - BKF’s in-house utility locators will perform utility investigation services using
standard industry acceptable methods as per California Government Code section 4216 to determine
the approximate horizontal position and depth of detectable subsurface utilities within the designated
area (see attached Limits of Work). BKF’s field crews will use a combination of water-based paint and
pin flags to mark the results of our investigation on the ground surface. BKF crews may opt to use the
Ground Penetrating Radar (GPR), if the soil conditions will return a good signal to attempt to locate
water lines and other utility lines with no tracer wires. Individual field conditions will dictate the
thoroughness of our subsurface utility investigation. BKF will perform a reasonable effort to determine
the location of the existing underground utility lines; however, due to technical limitations of today’s
most modern equipment, no guarantee (expressed or implied) can be made. Irrigation lines, empty
conduits, and abandoned utilities will not be located. Potholing and excavation are specifically
excluded on this proposal. This scope of work does not include clearing areas for geotechnical boring,
soil sampling, and drilling operations.

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES BETWEEN 
THE CITY OF SALINAS AND TEF ARCHITECTURE AND INTERIOR DESIGN, INC. 

This Agreement for Professional Services (the "Agreement" and/or "Contract") is made 
and entered into this pt day of February, 2024, between the City of Salinas, a California Charter 
city and municipal corporation (hereinafter "City"), and TEF Architecture and Interior 

Design, Inc., a California corporation (hereinafter "Consultant"). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, Consultant represents that he, she, or it is specially trained, experienced, 
and competent to perform the special services which will be required by this Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, Consultant is willing to render such professional services, as hereinafter 
defined, on the following terms and conditions. 

NOW, THEREFORE, City and Consultant agree as follows: 

TERMS 

1. Scope of Service. The project contemplated and the scope of Consultant's services are
described in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

2. Term; Completion Schedule. This Agreement shall commence on February 1, 2024,
and shall terminate on June 30, 2024, unless extended in writing by either party upon (30) days
written notice. This Agreement may be extended only upon mutual written consent of the
parties, and may be terminated only pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

3. Compensation. City hereby agrees to pay Consultant for services rendered the City

pursuant to this Agreement on a time and materials basis according to the rates of compensation 
as set forth in Exhibit B. The total amount of compensation to be paid under this Agreement 
shall not exceed Eighty-Two Thousand Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($82,250). 

4. Billing. Consultant shall submit to City an itemized invoice, prepared in a f01m
satisfactory to City, describing its services and costs for the period covered by the invoice.
Except as specifically authorized by City, Consultant shall not bill City for duplicate services
performed by more than one person. Consultant's bills shall include the following information
to which such services cost or pertain:

(A) A brief description of services performed;

(B) The date the services were performed;

(C) The number of hours spent and by whom;

(D) A brief description of any costs incurred; and
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(E) The Consultant's signature.

Any such invoices shall be in full accord with any and all applicable provisions of this 
Agreement. 

City shall make payment on each such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt; 

provided, however, that if Consultant submits an invoice which is incorrect, incomplete, or not in 

accord with the provisions of this Agreement, City shall not be obligated to process any payment 

to Consultant w1til thirty (30) days after a correct and complying invoice has been submitted by 
Consultant. The City shall process undisputed portion immediately. 

5. Meet & Confer. Consultant agrees to meet and confer with City or its agents or 
employees with regard to services as set forth herein as may be required by the City to ensure
timely and adequate performance of the Agreement.

6. Additional Copies. If City requires additional copies of reports, or any other material
which Consultant is required to furnish as part of the services under this Agreement, Consultant
shall provide such additional copies as are requested, and City shall compensate Consultant for
the actual costs related to the production of such copies by Consultant.

7. Resp·onsibility of Consultant. By executing this Agreement, Consultant agrees that the
services to be provided and work to be perfonned under this Agreement shall be performed in a
fully competent manner. By executing this Agreement, Consultant further agrees and represents
to City that the Consultant possesses, or shall arrange to secure from others, all of the necessary
professional capabilities, experience, resources, and facilities necessary to provide the City the
services contemplated under this Agreement and that City relies upon the professional skills of
Consultant to do and perform Consultant's work. Consultant further agrees and represents that
Consultant shall follow the current, generally accepted practices in this area to the profession to
make findings, render opinions, prepare factual presentations, and provide professional advice
and recommendations regarding the projects for which the services are rendered under this
Agreement.

8. Responsibility of City. To the extent appropriate to the projects to be completed by
Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, City shall:

(A) Assist Consultant by placing at its disposal all available information pertinent to
the projects, including but not limited to, previous reports and any other data relative to the 
projects. Nothing contained herein shall obligate City to incur any expense in connection with 
completion of studies or acquisition of information not otherwise in the possession of City. 

(B) Examine all studies, reports, sketches, drawings, specifications, proposals, and
other documents presented by Consultant, and render verbally or in writing as may be 
appropriate, decisions pertaining thereto within a reasonable time so as not to delay the services 
of Consultant. 
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(C) Jim Pia, Interim City Manager, or his designee, shall act as City's representative
with respect to the work to be performed under this Agreement. Such person shall have the 
complete authority to transmit instructions, receive information, interpret and define City's 
policies and decisions with respect to materials, equipment, elements, and systems pe11inent to 
Consultant's services. City may unilaterally change its representative upon notice to the 
Consultant. 

(D) Give prompt written notice to Consultant whenever City observes or otherwise
becomes aware of any defect in a project. 

9. Acceptance of Work Not a Release. Acceptance by the City of the work to be
performed under this Agreement does not operate as a release of Consultant from professional
responsibility for the work performed.

10. Indemnification and Hold Harmless.

Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City and its officers, officials, 
employees, volunteers, and agents from and against any and all liability, loss, damage, expense, 
costs (including without limitation costs and fees of litigation) of every nature arising out of or in 
connection with Consultant's performance of work hereunder, including the performance of 
work of any of Consultant's subcontractors or agents, or Consultant's failure to comply with any 
of its obligations contained in the agreement, except such loss or damage which was caused by 
the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City. 

Pursuant to the full language of California Civil Code §2782, design Consultant agrees to 
indemnify, including the cost to defend, City and its officers, officials, employees, and 
volunteers from and against any and all claims, demands, costs, or liability that arise out of, or 
pertain to, or relate to the negligence, recklessness, or willful misconduct of design Consultant 
and its employees or agents in the performance of services under this contract, but this indemnity 
does not apply to liability for damages arising from the sole negligence, active negligence, or 

willful acts of the City; and does not apply to any passive negligence of the City unless caused at 
least in part by the design Consultant. The City agrees that in no event shall the cost to defend 
charged to the design Consultant exceed that professional's proportionate percentage of fault. 
This duty to indemnify shall not be waived or modified by contractual agreement or acts of the 
parties. 

11. Insurance. Consultant shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement
insurance meeting the requirements specified in Exhibit A hereto.

12. Access to Records. Consultant shall maintain all preparatory books, records, documents,
accounting ledgers, and similar materials including but not limited to calculation and survey
notes relating to work perfom1ed for the City under this Agreement on file for at least three (3)
years following the date of final payment to Consultant by City. Any duly authorized
representative(s) of City shall have access to such records for the purpose of inspection, audit,
and copying at reasonable times during Consultant's usual and customary business hours.
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Consultant shall provide proper facilities to City's representative(s) for such access and 
inspection. 

13. Non-Assignabilitv. It is recognized by the parties hereto that a substantial inducement to
City for entering into this Agreement was, and is, the professional reputation and competence of
Consultant. This Agreement is personal to Consultant and shall not be assigned by it without
express written approval of the City.

14. Changes to Scope of Work. City may at any time, and upon a minimum of ten (10)
days wTitten notice, seek to modify the scope of services to be provided for any project to be
completed under this Agreement. Consultant shall, upon receipt of said notice, determine the

impact on both time and compensation of such change in scope and notify City in ·writing. Upon
agreement between City and Consultant as to the extent of said impacts to time and
compensation, an amendment to this Agreement shall be prepared describing such changes.
Execution of the amendment by City and Consultant shall constitute the Consultant's notice to
proceed with the changed scope.

15. Ownership of Documents. Title to all final documents, including drawings,
specifications, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, photographs, computer software (if
purchased on the City's behalf), video and audio tapes, software output, and any other materials
with respect to work performed under this Agreement shall vest with City at such time as City
has compensated Consultant, as provided herein, for the services rendered by Consultant in
connection with which they were prepared. City agrees to hold hannless and indemnify the
Consultant against all damages, claims, lawsuits, and losses of any kind including defense costs
arising out of any use of said documents, drawings, and/or specifications on any other project
without written authorization of the Consultant.

16. Termination.

(A) City shall have the authority to terminate this Agreement, upon ten days written
notice to Consultant, as follows: 

(1) If in the City's opinion the conduct of the Consultant is such that the interest
of the City may be impaired or prejudiced, or 

(2) For any reason whatsoever.

(B) Upon tem1ination, Consultant shall be entitled to payment of such amount as
fairly compensates Consultant for all work satisfactorily performed up to the date of te1mination 
based upon the Consultant's rates shown in Exhibit Band/or Section 3 of this Agreement, 
except that: 

(1) In the event of termination by the City for Consultant's default, City shall
deduct from the amount due Consultant the total amount of additional expenses incurred 
by City as a result of such default. Such deduction from amounts due Consultant are 
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shall: 

made to compensate City for its actual additional costs incurred in securing satisfactory 
performance of the terms of this Agreement, including but not limited to, costs of 
engaging another consultant(s) for such purposes. In the event that such additional 
expenses shall exceed amounts otherwise due and payable to Consultant hereunder, 
Consultant shall pay City the full amount of such expense. 

(C) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, Consultant

( 1) Upon receipt of written notice of such termination promptly cease all services
on this project, unless otherwise directed by City; and 

(2) Deliver to City all documents, data, reports, summaries, correspondence,
photographs, computer software output, video and audio tapes, and any other materials 
provided to Consultant or prepared by or for Consultant or the City in connection with 
this Agreement. Such material is to be delivered to City in completed form; however, 
notwithstanding the provisions of Section 15 herein, City may condition payment for 
services rendered to the date of termination upon Consultant's delivery to the City of 
such material. 

(D) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, City is
hereby expressly permitted to assume the projects and complete them by any means, including 
but not limited to, an agreement with another party. 

(E) The rights and remedy of the City and Consultant provided under this Section are
not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or appearing 
in any other section of this Agreement. 

17. Compliance with Laws, Rules, and Regulations. Services performed by Consultant

pursuant to this Agreement shall be performed in accordance and full compliance with all
applicable federal, state, and City laws and any rules or regulations promulgated thereunder.

18. Exhibits Incorporated. All exhibits referred to in this Agreement and attached to it are
hereby incorporated in it by this reference. In the event there is a conflict between any of the
terms of this Agreement and any of the tem1s of any exhibit to the Agreement, the terms of the
Agreement shall control the respective duties and liabilities of the parties.

19. Independent Contractor. It is expressly understood and agreed by both parties that
Consultant, while engaged in carrying out and complying with any of the terms and conditions of
this Agreement, is an independent contractor and not an employee of the City. Consultant
expressly wa1Tants not to represent, at any time or in any manner, that Consultant is an employee
or servant of the City.

20. Integration and Entire Agreement. This Agreement represents the entire
understanding of City and Consultant as to those matters contained herein. No prior oral or
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written understanding shall be of any force or effect with respect to those matters contained 
herein. This Agreement may not be modified or altered except by amendment in writing signed 
by both parties. 

21. Jurisdiction and Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of California, County of Monterey, and City of Salinas.
Jurisdiction of litigation arising from this Agreement shall be in the State of California, in the
County of Monterey or in the appropriate federal court with jurisdiction over the matter.

22. Severability. If any part of this Agreement is found to be in conflict with applicable
laws, such part shall be inoperative, null and void insofar as it is in conflict with said laws, but
the remainder of the Agreement shall continue to be in full force and effect.

23. Notices.

(A) Written notices to the City hereunder shall, until further notice by City, be
addressed to:

(B) Written notices to the Consultant shall, until further notice by the Consultant, be
addressed to:

(C) The execution of any such notices by the City Manager shall be effective as to
Consultant as if it were by resolution or order of the City Council, and Consultant shall not 
question the authority of the City Manager to execute any such notice. 
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(D) All such notices shall either be delivered personally to the other party's designee
named above, or shall be deposited in the United States Mail, properly addressed as aforesaid, 
postage fully prepaid, and shall be effective the day following such deposit in the mail. 

24. Nondiscrimination. During the performance of this Agreement, Consultant shall not
discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion,
ancestry, creed, sex, national origin, familial status, sexual orientation, age ( over 40 years) or
disability. Consultant shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and
that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, religion,
ancestry, creed, sex, national origin, familial status, sexual orientation, age ( over 40 years) or
disability.

25. Conflict of Interest. Consultant warrants and declares that it presently has no interest,
and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, financial or otherwise, in any manner or
degree which will render the services required under the provisions of this Agreement a violation
of any applicable local, state or federal law. Consultant further declares that, in the performance
of this Agreement, no subcontractor or person having such an interest shall be employed. In the
event that any conflict of interest should nevertheless hereinafter arise, Consultant shall promptly
notify City of the existence of such conflict of interest so that City may determine whether to
terminate this Agreement. Consultant further warrants its compliance with the Political Reform
Act (Government Code section 81000 et seq.) and Salinas City Code Chapter 2A that apply to
Consultant as the result of Consultant's performance of the work or services pursuant to the
terms of this Agreement.

26. Headings. The section headings appearing herein shall not be deemed to govern, limit,
modify, or in any manner affect the scope, meaning or intent of the provisions of this Agreement.

27. Attorneys' Fees. In case suit shall be brought to interpret or to enforce this Agreement,
or because of the breach of any other covenant or provision herein contained, the prevailing party

in such action shall be entitled to recover their reasonable attorneys' fees in addition to such
costs as may be allowed by the Court. City's attorneys' fees, if awarded, shall be calculated at
the market rate.

28. Non-Exclusive Agreement. This Agreement is non-exclusive and both City and
Consultant expressly reserves the right to contract with other entities for the same or similar
services.

29. Rights and Obligations Under Agreement. By entering into this Agreement, the
parties do not intend to create any obligations express or implied other than those set out herein;
further, this Agreement shall not create any rights in any party not a signatory hereto.

30. Licenses. If a license of any kind, which term is intended to include evidence of
registration, is required of Consultant, its representatives, agents or subcontractors by federal,
state or local law, Consultant warrants that such license has been obtained, is valid and in good
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standing, and that any applicable bond posted in accordance with applicable laws and 
regulations. 

31. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of
which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute a single agreement.

32. Legal Representation. Each party affirms that it has been represented, if it so chose, by
legal counsel of its own choosing regarding the preparation and the negotiation of this
Agreement and the matters and claims set forth herein, and that each of them has read this
Agreement and is fully aware of its contents and its legal effect. Neither party is relying on any
statement of the other party outside the terms set forth in this Agreement as an inducement to

enter into this Agreement.

33. Joint Representation. The language of all parts of this Agreement shall in all cases be
construed as a whole, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any party. No
presumptions or rules of interpretation based upon the identity of the party preparing or drafting
the Agreement, or any part thereof, shall be applicable or invoked.

34. Warranty of Authority. Each party represents and warrants that it has the right, power,
and authority to enter into this Agreement. Each party further represents and warrants that it has
given any and all notices, and obtained any and all consents, powers, and authorities, necessary
to permit it, and the persons entering into this Agreement for it, to enter into this Agreement.

35. No Waiver of Rights. Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not
constitute a continuing waiver or a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other
provision of this Agreement. The failure to provide notice of any breach of this Agreement or
failure to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver thereof.
Failure on the part of either party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be
construed as a waiver of the right to compel enforcement of such provision or any other
provision. A waiver by the City of any one or more of the conditions of performance under this
Agreement shall not be construed as waiver( s) of any other condition of performance under this
Agreement.

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Exhibit A- Insurance Requirements 

Insurance Requirements 

Consultant shall procme and maintain for the duration of the Agreement insmance against 
claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with 
the performance of the work hereunder and the results of that work by the Consultant, his agents, 
representatives, employees, or subcontractors. With respect to General Liability and Professional 
Liability, coverage should be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years after Agreement 
completion. 

MINlMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE 

Coverage shall be at least as broad as: 

(A) Commercial Genera] Liability ("CGL"): Insurance Services Office Form ("ISO") CG
00 01 covering CGL on an occurrence basis, including products and completed operations,
property damage, bodily injury, and personal & advertising injury with limits no less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence. If a general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate
limit shall apply separately to this project/location (ISO CG 25 03 or 25 04) or the general
aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.

(B) Automobile Liability: ISO Form CA 0001 covering any auto, or if Consultant has no
owned autos, hired and non-owned, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per accident for
bodily injury and property damage.

(C) Workers' Compensation insurance as required by the State of California, with Statutory
Limits, and Employer's Liability Insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000 per
accident for bodily injmy or disease.

(D)Professional Liability (also known as Errors and Omissions) insurance appropriate to the
work being performed, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim,
$2,000,000 aggregate per policy period of one year.

If the Consultant maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits than the minimums shown 
above, the City of Salinas requires and shall be entitled to the broader coverage and/or higher 
limits maintained by the Consultant. Any available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified 
minimum limits of insurance and coverage shall be available to the City. 

OTHER INSURANCE PROVISIONS 

The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the foHowing provisions: 

Additional Insured Status 

The City of Salinas, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as 
additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations 
performed by or on behalf of the Consultant including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in 
connection with such work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form 
of an endorsement to the Consultant's insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10, CG 11 
85, or both CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 fonns if later revisions 
used). 
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Primary Coverage 

For any claims related to this Agreement or the project described within this Agreement, the 
Consultant's insurance coverage shall be primary coverage at least as broad as ISO Form CG 
20 01 04 13 as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance 
or self-insurance maintained by the City, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be 
excess of the Consultant's insurance and shall not contribute with it. 

Notice of Cancellation 
Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be canceled, except 
with notice to the City. 

Waiver of Subrogation 
Consultant hereby grants to City a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said 
Consultant may acquire against the City by virtue of the payment of any loss under such insurance. 
Consultant agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver of 
subrogation, but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the City has received a waiver 
of subrogation endorsement from the insurer. 

The Workers' Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of subrogation in favor of 
the City of Salinas for all work performed by the Consultant, its employees, agents, and 
subcontractors. 

Self-Insured Retentions 
Self-insured retentions must be declared by Consultant to and approved by the City. At the 
option of the City, Consultant shall provide coverage to reduce or eliminate such self-insured 
retentions as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers; or the consultant 
shall provide evidence satisfactory to the City guaranteeing payment of losses and related 
investigations, claim administrations, and defense expenses. The policy language shall provide, 
or be endorsed to provide, that the self-insured retention may be satisfied by either the named 
insured or City. 

Acceptability of Insurers 

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best's rating of no less than A:VII, 
unless otherwise acceptable to the City. 

Claims Made Policies 
If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-made basis: 

1. The Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of this Agreement or the
beginning of Agreement work.

2. Insurance must be maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least five
(5) years after completion of the Agreement of work.

3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-made policy
form with a Retroactive Date prior to the Agreement effective date, the Consultant must
purchase "extended reporting" coverage for a minimum of jive (5) years after completion
of Agreement work.

temporarily occupied by you with permission of
the owner.

In the case of damage by fire, lightning or
explosion, the Damage to Premises Rented To
You Limit applies to all damage proximately
caused by the same event, whether such
damage results from fire, lightning or explosion
or any combination of these.

---7 6. How Limits Apply To Additional Insureds 

The most we will pay on behalf of a person or 
organization who is an additional insured 
under this Coverage Part is the lesser of: 

a. The limits of insurance specified in a
written contract, written agreement or
permit issued by a state or political
subdivision; or

b. The Limits of Insurance shown in the
Declarations.

Such amount shall be a part of and not in 
addition to the Limits of Insurance shown in 
the Declarations and described in this Section. 
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If more than one limit of insurance under this 
policy and any endorsements attached thereto 
applies to any claim or "suit", the most we will pay 
under this policy and the endorsements is the 
single highest limit of liability of all coverages 
applicable to such claim or "suit".

The Limits of Insurance of this Coverage Part apply 
separately to each consecutive annual period and to 
any remaining period of less than 12 months, starting 
with the beginning of the policy period shown in the 
Declarations, unless the policy period is extended 
after issuance for an additional period of less than 12 
months. In that case, the additional period will be 
deemed part of the last preceding period for purposes 
of determining the Limits of Insurance. 

E. LIABILITY AND MEDICAL EXPENSES

GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. Bankruptcy

Bankruptcy or insolvency of the insured or of
the insured's estate will not relieve us of our
obligations under this Coverage Part.

2. Duties In The Event Of Occurrence,
Offense, Claim Or Suit

a. Notice Of Occurrence Or Offense

You or any additional insured must see to
it that we are notified as soon as
practicable of an "occurrence" or an
offense which may result in a claim. To
the extent possible, notice should include:

(1) How, when and where the "occurrence"
or offense took place;

(2) The names and addresses of any

(3) The nature and location of any injury
or damage arising out of the
"occurrence" or offense.

b. Notice Of Claim

If a claim is made or "suit" is brought
against any insured, you or any additional
insured must:

(1) Immediately record the specifics of the
claim or "suit" and the date received;

(2) Notify us as soon as practicable.

You or any additional insured must see to 
it that we receive a written notice of the 
claim or "suit" as soon as practicable. 

c. Assistance And Cooperation Of The
Insured

You and any other involved insured must:
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(1) Immediately send us copies of any
demands, notices, summonses or
legal papers received in connection
with the claim or "suit";

(2) Authorize us to obtain records and
other information;

(4) Assist us, upon our request, in the
enforcement of any right against any
person or organization that may be
liable to the insured because of injury
or damage to which this insurance
may also apply.

d. Obligations At The Insured's Own Cost

No insured will, except at that insured's own
cost, voluntarily make a payment, assume
any obligation, or incur any expense, other
than for first aid, without our consent.

e. Additional lnsured's Other Insurance

If we cover a claim or "suit" under this
Coverage Part that may also be covered
by other insurance available to an
additional insured, such additional insured
must submit such claim or "suit" to the
other insurer for defense and indemnity.

However, this provision does not apply to
the extent that you have agreed in a
written contract, written agreement or
permit that this insurance is primary and
non-contributory with the additional
insured's own insurance.

f. Knowledge Of An Occurrence, Offense,
Claim Or Suit

Paragraphs a. and b. apply to you or to
any additional insured only when such 

"occurrence", offense, claim or "suit" is
known to:

(1) You or any additional insured that is
an individual;

(2) Any partner, if you or an additional
insured is a partnership;

(3) Any manager, if you or an additional
insured is a limited liability company;

(4) Any "executive officer" or insurance
manager, if you or an additional
insured is a corporation;

(5) Any trustee, if you or an additional
insured is a trust; or

(6) Any elected or appointed official, if you
or an additional insured is a political
subdivision or public entity.
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This Paragraph f. applies separately to 
you and any additional insured. 

3. Financial Responsibility Laws

a. When this policy is certified as proof of
financial responsibility for the future under
the provisions of any motor vehicle
financial responsibility law, the insurance
provided by the policy for "bodily injury"
liability and "property damage" liability will
comply with the provisions of the law to
the extent of the coverage and limits of

insurance required by that law.

b. With respect to "mobile equipment" to
which this insurance applies, we will
provide any liability, uninsured motorists,
underinsured motorists, no-fault or other
coverage required by any motor vehicle
law. We will provide the required limits for
those coverages.

4. Legal Action Against Us

No person or organization has a right under
this Coverage Form:

a. To join us as a party or otherwise bring us

A person or organization may sue us to recover 
on an agreed settlement or on a final judgment 
against an insured; but we will not be liable for 
damages that are not payable under the terms of 
this insurance or that are in excess of the 
applicable limit of insurance. An agreed 
settlement means a settlement and release of 

liability signed by us, the insured and the 
claimant or the claimant's legal representative.

(a) Primary Insurance 
Required By Contract

When

This insurance is primary if you
have agreed in a written contract,
written agreement or permit that
this insurance be primary. If other
insurance is also primary, we will
share with all that other insurance
by the method described in c.
below.

(b) Primary And Non-Contributory
To Other Insurance When
Required By Contract

If you have agreed in a written
contract, written agreement or
permit that this insurance is
primary and non-contributory with 
the additional insured's own
insurance, this insurance is
primary and we will not seek
contribution from that other
insurance.

Paragraphs (a) and (b) do not apply to 
other insurance to which the additional 
insured has been added as an 
additional insured.

We will not enforce our right
against any person or organization for whom
you perform work under a written contract
that requires you to obtain this agreement
from us.

This agreement shall not operate directly or
indirectly to benefit anyone not named in the
agreement.

the amount of $74,970; and 
2. Increase the Intergovernmental estimated revenue budget by $74,970.  

 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
The Salinas Police Department, serving as Fiscal Agent for the 2024 Justice Assistance Grant with 
sub-awardee Monterey County Sheriff’s Department, has been selected to receive the grant award 
of $74,970.  The Department is requesting that City Council accept the grant, establish the 
appropriation and corresponding revenue budget, and execute the associated MOU with the 
County of Monterey.   
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
The United States Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance 
(BJA) Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program allows local governments 
to support a broad range of activities to prevent and control crime based on their local needs and 
conditions.  The formula for allocating JAG funds is based on the FBI’s Uniform Crime Report 
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(UCR) and National Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) crime data.  The formula for JAG 
result in an allocation of funds referred to as a disparate allocation.  This occurs when a city or 
municipality is scheduled to receive an amount one and one-half times greater than a county with 
concurrent jurisdiction.  This JAG grant includes the City of Salinas and the County of Monterey.  
Jurisdictions certified as disparate must submit a joint application for the aggregate of funds 
allocated to them, specifying the amounts and purposes of the funds that are to be distributed to 
each of the units of local government.  A Memorandum of Understanding must be completed, 
signed, and submitted to the Office of Justice Programs, indicating which agency will serve as the 
applicant/fiscal agent for the joint funds.  The City of Salinas will serve as applicant/fiscal agent.  
The total allocation for both jurisdictions is $74,970.  The City of Salinas Police Department will 
receive $55,842 and the Monterey County Sheriff’s Department will receive $19,128.   
 
The prepared Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) details the distribution of funds and names 
the City of Salinas as the fiscal agent for the grant. The Resolutions authorize the execution of all 
grant approval documents, the establishment of the 2024 JAG appropriation and related revenue 
budget to support grant activities, and the execution of the MOU between the City and the County.  
The City of Salinas portion of the grant is to be allocated to support the purchase of License Plate 
Reader (LPR) camera systems to maintain our capabilities to solve a variety of crimes throughout 
the City.  The Sheriff’s Department portion of the grant is to be allocated to purchase new laptops 
and associated accessories for Patrol Field Training Officers, as well as screen protectors for the 
CF33 tablets installed in Patrol vehicle.  Spending plan modifications are allowable if approved 
by the Office of Justice Program. 
 
The Police Department is requesting that City Council authorize the acceptance of the 2024 Justice 
Assistance Grant (JAG) and execution of all necessary documents to effectuate the grant.  We are 
also asking for authorization to establish the 2024 JAG Grant expense appropriation and 
corresponding revenue budget up to $74,970 to support grant activities.  Finally, the Police 
Department is asking that City Council delegate authority to the City Manager to execute a 
Memorandum of Understanding between the City and County of Monterey for activities related to 
the 2024 JAG.

Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378).

RECITALS 
 

 This Agreement is made and entered into this July 1, 2025, by and amongst the City of 

Salinas and the County of Monterey, in support of the parties’ FY 2024 Local Solicitation award 
for an Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) from the Bureau of Justice 
Assistance (BJA), U.S. Department of Justice. 
 

 WHEREAS, each governing body, in performing governmental functions or in paying for 
the performance of governmental functions hereunder, shall make that performance or those 
payments from current revenues legally available to that party; and 
 

 WHEREAS, each governing body finds that the performance of the Agreement is in the 
best interest of both parties, that the undertaking will benefit the public, and that the division of 
costs fairly compensates the performing party for the services or functions under this agreement; 
and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Salinas and County of Monterey are to receive a disparate 
allocation of JAG funds in the total amount of $74,970; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the City of Salinas and County of Monterey have submitted a joint application 
for the aggregate of funds to be allocated to them, specifying the amount of the funds that are to 
be distributed to each of them, and the purposes for which the funds will be used; 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Salinas and County of Monterey agree as follows: 
 

TERMS 
 

    1. Application for JAG Funds.  The City of Salinas and County of Monterey are certified 
by BJA as disparate and submitted a joint application on October 16, 2024, for the aggregate of 
funds to be allocated to them, specifying the amount of the funds that are to be distributed to each 
of them, and the purposes for which the funds will be used. 
 

    2. Federal Award and Subrecipient Information.  The City of Salinas has approved for the 
Federal award as indicated below.

    3. Fiscal Agent for Receipt and Distribution of JAG Funds.  The City of Salinas shall be 
the Fiscal Agent for the receipt of JAG funds, and as Fiscal Agent, shall be responsible for the 
oversight of the administration and distribution of the JAG funds. 
 

    4. Authorized Uses and Grant Requirements of JAG Funds.  The City of Salinas and 
County of Monterey agree to develop individualized spending plans as to each party’s respective 
grant allocation.  The City of Salinas plans to use JAG funds to purchase License Plate Readers 
(LPRs) to enhance capabilities to investigate and solve a variety of crimes.   Monterey County 
plans to use JAG funds to purchase new laptops and associated accessories for the Sheriff’s 
Department Patrol Field Training Officers, as well as screen protectors for the CF33 tablets 
installed in Patrol vehicles.  Spending plan modifications are allowable if approved by the Office 
of Justice Programs.  All parties to this Agreement, whether the actual grantee (the City of Salinas) 
or a subgrantee (the County of Monterey) shall comply with all requirements set forth in the 2024 
Local Solicitation: Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program and 
mandatory award terms and conditions set for by the Office of Justice Programs. 
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    5. Reporting Requirements of JAG Funds.  Each party agrees to meet the reporting 
requirements of the JAG grant program, which requires detailed reporting, including reporting on 
subawards, not later than thirty calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.  In order for 
the Fiscal Agent to comply with the reporting requirements of the JAG program, all parties shall 
provide a quarterly report to the Fiscal Agent no later than twenty calendar days after the end of 
each calendar quarter. 
 

    6. Establishment of Trust Fund(s).  As Fiscal Agent for the receipt and distribution of JAG 
funds, the City of Salinas shall establish a trust fund in which to deposit the JAG funds.  At the 
City of Salinas’ discretion, the trust fund may or may not be an interest bearing account.  The 
County of Monterey shall also establish a trust fund in which to deposit funds if they elect to 
receive JAG funds in advance. 
 

    7. Term of Agreement.  This Agreement shall commence on October 1, 2023 and shall 
remain in full force and effect through the full appropriation of 2024 JAG funds.   
 

    8. Administrative Costs.  The City of Salinas agrees to manage the Local Solicitation JAG 
funds, including submitting quarterly financial and progress reports as required by BJA, at no cost 
to the grant. 
 

    9. Limits on Liability.  Nothing in the performance of this Agreement shall impose any 
liability for claims against the City of Salinas and County of Monterey other than claims for which 
liability may be imposed by the California Torts Claims Act; further, each party to this Agreement 
shall be responsible for its own actions in providing services under this Agreement and shall not 
be liable for any civil liability that may arise from the furnishing of the services by the other party. 
 

  10. Third Party Rights under Agreement.  The parties to this Agreement do not intend for 
any third party to obtain a right by virtue of this Agreement.

A. Ensure that, as part of the hiring process for any position within the United States that is or will be funded (in whole
or in part) with award funds, the recipient (or any subrecipient) properly verifies the employment eligibility of the
individual who is being hired, consistent with the provisions of 8 U.S.C. 1324a(a)(1).

(without limitation) any and all recipient (or any subrecipient) officials or other staff who are or will be involved in the
hiring process with respect to a position that is or will be funded (in whole or in part) with award funds.

B. Employment eligibility confirmation with E-Verify

For purposes of satisfying the requirement of this condition regarding verification of employment eligibility, the recipient
(or any subrecipient) may choose to participate in, and use, E-Verify (www.e-verify.gov), provided an appropriate
person authorized to act on behalf of the recipient (or subrecipient) uses E-Verify (and follows the proper E-Verify
procedures, including in the event of a "Tentative Nonconfirmation" or a "Final Nonconfirmation") to confirm
employment eligibility for each hiring for a position in the United States that is or will be funded (in whole or in part) with
award funds.

searches and seizures and the First Amendment’s freedom of association and speech, as well as other laws and
regulations. Recipients utilizing funds for FRT must make such policies and procedures available to DOJ upon request.

Condition 49  
Avoidance of duplication of networks

To avoid duplicating existing networks or IT systems in any initiatives funded by BJA for law enforcement information
sharing systems which involve interstate connectivity between jurisdictions, such systems shall employ, to the extent
possible, existing networks as the communication backbone to achieve interstate connectivity, unless the recipient can
demonstrate to the satisfaction of BJA that this requirement would not be cost effective or would impair the functionality
of an existing or proposed IT system.

Condition 50  
Law enforcement task forces - required training

Within 120 days of award acceptance, each current member of a law enforcement task force funded with award funds
who is a task force commander, agency executive, task force officer, or other task force member of equivalent rank,
must complete required online (internet-based) task force training. Additionally, all future task force members must
complete this training once during the period of performance for this award, or once every four years if multiple OJP
awards include this requirement. 

The required training is available free of charge online through the BJA-funded Center for Task Force Integrity and
Leadership (www.ctfli.org). The training addresses task force effectiveness, as well as other key issues including
privacy and civil liberties/rights, task force performance measurement, personnel selection, and task force oversight
and accountability. If award funds are used to support a task force, the recipient must compile and maintain a task
force personnel roster, along with course completion certificates.

Additional information regarding the training is available through BJA's web site and the Center for Task Force Integrity
and Leadership (www.ctfli.org).

Condition 51  
Compliance with National Environmental Policy Act and related statutes 

Upon request, the recipient (and any subrecipient at any tier) must assist BJA in complying with the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the National Historic Preservation Act, and other related federal environmental
impact analyses requirements in the use of these award funds, either directly by the recipient or by a subrecipient.
Accordingly, the recipient agrees to first determine if any of the following activities will be funded by the grant, prior to
obligating funds for any of these purposes. If it is determined that any of the following activities will be funded by the
award, the recipient agrees to contact BJA. 
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The recipient understands that this condition applies to new activities as set out below, whether or not they are being
specifically funded with these award funds. That is, as long as the activity is being conducted by the recipient, a
subrecipient, or any third party, and the activity needs to be undertaken in order to use these award funds, this
condition must first be met. The activities covered by this condition are: 

a. New construction; 

b. Minor renovation or remodeling of a property located in an environmentally or historically sensitive area, including
properties located within a 100-year flood plain, a wetland, or habitat for endangered species, or a property listed on or
eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places; 

c. A renovation, lease, or any proposed use of a building or facility that will either (a) result in a change in its basic prior
use or (b) significantly change its size; 

d. Implementation of a new program involving the use of chemicals other than chemicals that are (a) purchased as an
incidental component of a funded activity and (b) traditionally used, for example, in office, household, recreational, or
education environments; and 

e. Implementation of a program relating to clandestine methamphetamine laboratory operations, including the
identification, seizure, or closure of clandestine methamphetamine laboratories. 

The recipient understands and agrees that complying with NEPA may require the preparation of an Environmental
Assessment and/or an Environmental Impact Statement, as directed by BJA. The recipient further understands and
agrees to the requirements for implementation of a Mitigation Plan, as detailed at https://bja.gov/Funding/nepa.html, for
programs relating to methamphetamine laboratory operations. 

Application of This Condition to Recipient's Existing Programs or Activities: For any of the recipient's or its
subrecipients' existing programs or activities that will be funded by these award funds, the recipient, upon specific
request from BJA, agrees to cooperate with BJA in any preparation by BJA of a national or program environmental
assessment of that funded program or activity.

Condition 52  
Establishment of trust fund

If award funds are being drawn down in advance, the recipient (or a subrecipient, with respect to a subaward) is
required to establish a trust fund account. Recipients (and subrecipients) must maintain advance payments of federal
awards in interest-bearing accounts, unless regulatory exclusions apply (2 C.F.R. 200.305(b)(8)). The trust fund,
including any interest, may not be used to pay debts or expenses incurred by other activities beyond the scope of the
Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program (JAG). The recipient also agrees to obligate the award
funds in the trust fund (including any interest earned) during the period of performance for the award and expend within
90 days thereafter. Any unobligated or unexpended funds, including interest earned, must be returned to OJP at the
time of closeout.

Condition 53  
All State and Local JAG recipients must submit quarterly Federal Financial Reports (SF-425). Additionally, State JAG
and Local JAG Category Two ($25K or more) must submit semi-annual performance reports through JustGrants and
Local JAG Category One (Less than $25K) must submit annual performance reports through JustGrants. Consistent
with the Department's responsibilities under the Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) and the GPRA
Modernization Act of 2010, the recipient must provide data that measure the results of its work. The recipient must
submit quarterly performance metrics reports through BJA's Performance Measurement Tool (PMT) website: https://
bjapmt.ojp.gov/. For more detailed information on reporting and other JAG requirements, refer to the JAG reporting
requirements webpage (https://bjapmt.ojp.gov/help/jagdocs.html). Failure to submit required JAG reports by
established deadlines may result in the freezing of grant funds and future High Risk designation.

Condition 54  
Required data on law enforcement agency training
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Any law enforcement agency receiving direct or sub-awarded funding from this JAG award must submit quarterly
accountability metrics data related to training that officers have received on the use of force, racial and ethnic bias, de-
escalation of conflict, and constructive engagement with the public.

Condition 55  
Authorization to obligate (federal) award funds to reimburse certain project costs incurred on or after October 1, 2022

The recipient may obligate (federal) award funds only after the recipient makes a valid acceptance of the award. As of
the first day of the period of performance for the award (October 1, 2022), however, the recipient may choose to incur
project costs using non-federal funds, but any such project costs are incurred at the recipient's risk until, at a minimum-
- (1) the recipient makes a valid acceptance of the award, and (2) all applicable withholding conditions are removed by
OJP (via an Award Condition Modification (ACM)). (A withholding condition is a condition in the award document that
precludes the recipient from obligating, expending, or drawing down all or a portion of the award funds until the
condition is removed.)

Except to the extent (if any) that an award condition expressly precludes reimbursement of project costs incurred "at-
risk," if and when the recipient makes a valid acceptance of this award and OJP removes each applicable withholding
condition through an Award Condition Modification (ACM), the recipient is authorized to obligate (federal) award funds
to reimburse itself for project costs incurred "at-risk" earlier during the period of performance (such as project costs
incurred prior to award acceptance or prior to removal of an applicable withholding condition), provided that those
project costs otherwise are allowable costs under the award.

Condition 56

laboratory with access to CODIS. With the exception of Forensic Genetic Genealogy, no profiles generated under this
award may be entered or uploaded into any non-governmental DNA database without prior express written approval
from BJA. Award funds may not be used for the purchase of DNA equipment and supplies unless the resulting DNA
profiles may be accepted for entry into CODIS. Booking agencies should work with their state CODIS agency to ensure
all requirements are met for participation in Rapid DNA (see National Rapid DNA Booking Operational Procedures
Manual).

Condition 57  
Recipients utilizing award funds for forensic genealogy testing must adhere to the United States Department of Justice
Interim Policy Forensic Genealogical DNA Analysis and Searching (https://www.justice.gov/olp/page/file/1204386/
download), and must collect and report the metrics identified in Section IX of that document to BJA.

Condition 58  
Submission of eligible records relevant to the National Instant Background Check System

Consonant with federal statutes that pertain to firearms and background checks -- including 18 U.S.C. 922 and 34
U.S.C. ch. 409 -- if the recipient (or any subrecipient at any tier) uses this award to fund (in whole or in part) a specific
project or program (such as a law enforcement, prosecution, or court program) that results in any court dispositions,
information, or other records that are "eligible records" (under federal or State law) relevant to the National Instant
Background Check System (NICS), or that has as one of its purposes the establishment or improvement of records
systems that contain any court dispositions, information, or other records that are "eligible records" (under federal or
State law) relevant to the NICS, the recipient (or subrecipient, if applicable) must ensure that all such court
dispositions, information, or other records that are "eligible records" (under federal or State law) relevant to the NICS
are promptly made available to the NICS or to the "State" repository/database that is electronically available to (and
accessed by) the NICS, and -- when appropriate -- promptly must update, correct, modify, or remove such NICS-
relevant "eligible records".

In the event of minor and transitory non-compliance, the recipient may submit evidence to demonstrate diligent
monitoring of compliance with this condition (including subrecipient compliance). DOJ will give great weight to any such
evidence in any express written determination regarding this condition.

Condition 59  
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Prohibition on use of award funds for match under BVP program

JAG funds may not be used as the 50% match for purposes of the DOJ Bulletproof Vest Partnership (BVP) program.

Condition 60  
Extreme risk protection programs funded by JAG must include, at a minimum: pre-deprivation and post-deprivation due
process rights that prevent any violation or infringement of the Constitution of the United States, including but not
limited to the Bill of Rights, and the substantive or procedural due process rights guaranteed under the Fifth and
Fourteenth Amendments to the Constitution of the United States, as applied to the States, and as interpreted by State
courts and United States courts (including the Supreme Court of the United States). Such programs must include, at
the appropriate phase to prevent any violation of constitutional rights, at minimum, notice, the right to an in-person
hearing, an unbiased adjudicator, the right to know opposing evidence, the right to present evidence, and the right to
confront adverse witnesses; the right to be represented by counsel at no expense to the government; pre-deprivation
and post-deprivation heightened evidentiary standards and proof which mean not less than the protections afforded to
a similarly situated litigant in Federal court or promulgated by the State's evidentiary body, and sufficient to ensure the
full protections of the Constitution of the United States, including but not limited to the Bill of Rights, and the
substantive and procedural due process rights guaranteed under the Fifth and Fourteenth Amendments to the
Constitution of the United States, as applied to the States, and as interpreted by State courts and United States courts
(including the Supreme Court of the United States). The heightened evidentiary standards and proof under such
programs must, at all appropriate phases to prevent any violation of any constitutional right, at minimum, prevent
reliance upon evidence that is unsworn or unaffirmed, irrelevant, based on inadmissible hearsay, unreliable, vague,
speculative, and lacking a foundation; and penalties for abuse of the program.

Condition 61  
Expenditures prohibited without waiver

No funds under this award may be expended on the purchase of items prohibited by the JAG program statute, unless,
as set forth at 34 U.S.C. 10152, the BJA Director certifies that extraordinary and exigent circumstances exist, making
such expenditures essential to the maintenance of public safety and good order.

Condition 62  
Exceptions regarding Prohibited and Controlled Equipment under OJP awards

Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary in the other terms and conditions of this award, including in the condition
regarding "Compliance with restrictions on the use of federal funds--prohibited and controlled equipment under OJP
awards," the requirements for the “Transfer/Sale of Award-Funded Controlled Equipment to Other LEAs” and the
requirements for the “Transfer/Sale of Award-Funded Controlled Equipment to NON-LEAs” do not apply to this award.

Condition 63  
Use of program income

Program income (as defined in the Part 200 Uniform Requirements) must be used in accordance with the provisions of
the Part 200 Uniform Requirements. Program income earnings and expenditures both must be reported on the
quarterly Federal Financial Report, SF 425.

Condition 64  
Initial period of performance; requests for extension. 

The recipient understands that for award amounts of less than $25,000 under JAG (Category 1), the initial period of
performance of the award is two years. The recipient further understands that any requests for an extension of the
period of performance for an award of less than $25,000 will be approved automatically for up to a total of two
additional years, pursuant to 34 U.S.C. 10152(f) and in accordance with the program solicitation associated with this
award.

Any request for an extension of the period of performance beyond a four-year award period will require approval, and
the approval (if any) will be at the discretion of the Director of BJA.
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Condition 65  
Withholding of funds for Required certification from the chief executive of the applicant government

The recipient may not expend or draw down any award funds until the recipient submits the required "Certifications and
Assurances by the Chief Executive of the Applicant Government," properly-executed (as determined by OJP), and an
Award Condition Modification has been issued to remove this condition.

Condition 66  
Withholding of funds for Memorandum of Understanding

The recipient may not expend or draw down any award funds until OJP has reviewed and approved the Memorandum
of Understanding (MOU), and an Award Condition Modification has been issued to remove this condition.

Condition 67  
NEPA Environmental Assessment - Withholding

The recipient agrees not to expend or draw down any award funds until the program office has verified that the
recipient has submitted all necessary documentation required to comply with the Department of Justice Procedures for
Implementing the National Environmental Policy Act found at 28 CFR Part 61 and an Award Condition Modification
(ACM) has been issued removing this condition.

Condition 68  
The recipient agrees to comply with all Federal, State, and local environmental laws and regulations applicable to the
development and implementation of the activities to be funded under this award. 

Environmental Assessment (EA): The recipient agrees and understands that funded activities (whether conducted by
the recipient or subrecipients or contractors) may require the preparation of an EA as defined by the Council on
Environmental Quality's Regulations for implementing the Procedural Provisions of the National Environmental Policy
Act (NEPA), found at 40 CFR Part 1500. An EA is a concise public document that briefly provides sufficient analysis for
determining whether to prepare an environmental impact statement (EIS) or a finding of no significant impact for the
proposed activity. If in completing an EA for a proposed activity, potential adverse environmental impacts are identified,
the EA will serve as a vehicle for developing either alternative approaches or mitigation measures for avoiding or
reducing the identified adverse environmental impacts. 

Modifications: Throughout the term of this award, the recipient agrees that for any activity that is the subject of a
completed EA, it will inform BJA of-- (1) any change(s) that it is considering making to the previously assessed activity
that may be relevant to environmental impact; or (2) any proposed new activities or changed circumstances that may
require assessment as to environmental impact, such as new activities that involve the use of chemicals or involve
construction or major renovation. The recipient will not implement a proposed change or new activity until BJA, with the
assistance of the recipient, has determined whether the proposed change or activity (or changed circumstances) will
require additional review under NEPA. Approval for implementation will not be unreasonably withheld as long as any
requested modification(s) is consistent with eligible program purposes and found acceptable under a BJA-conducted
environmental impact review process.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve a resolution: 
 

1) Establishing a set of Notice of Withdrawal Guidelines for incidents occurring at 
facilities managed by the Library & Community Services Department; and 

 

2) Authorizing the City Manager to make subsequent updates to the Notice of Withdrawal 
Guidelines as necessary. 

 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
Library & Community Services (LCS) provides direct service to residents in City libraries and 
recreation centers.  Staff is required to enforce facility rules and regulations and from time to time, 
this involves interactions with residents who are non-compliant, or belligerent and in some cases 
experiencing mental health crises or the results of substance abuse.  This can result in various types 
of interactions that are unpleasant and/or pose a potential safety issue.  In an effort to establish 
clear consequences for different types of actions occurring in LCS facilities, staff recommend the 
Notice of Withdrawal Guidelines. 
 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
In May of 1983 the City Council adopted Resolution No. 11475 relating to withdrawal of consent 
to remain on facilities owned by the City of Salinas.  This resolution gives the City Manager or 
designee the authority to withdraw consent for an individual to remain on the facility whenever 
there is a reasonable cause to believe that such person has willfully disrupted the orderly operation 
of such facility.  The resolution also outlines the process by which consent is withdrawn and 
indicates what interval is appropriate.  It indicates that in no case shall the consent be withdrawn 
for longer than 60 days for the first offense, 120 days for a second offense within a year and 180 
days for a third offense within a year. 
 
The Library & Community Services Department has established Rules of Conduct for its libraries 
and recreation facilities.  The Department serves all residents regardless of socio-economic 
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background, gender, sexual orientation, religious affiliation, race and ethnicity.  Our spaces need 
to be safe for patrons and staff alike.  While we promote equal access, when a patron or user does 
not comply with and follow our Rules of Conduct, staff needs a mechanism to address this.  On 
some occasions, a ban is required in order to remove a threat, establish boundaries and enforce the 
Rules of Conduct.  While the 1983 Resolution provides a mechanism to do this, times are different 
now and the types of incidents staff must deal with are more challenging and require more specific 
consequences.   
 
Given several incidents over the last year, library staff were provided training from Safer Libraries.  
This training provided an overview of the many types of incidents that occur in libraries along 
with best practices for de-escalation and conflict resolution.  Rick Jenkins with Safer Libraries is 
employed by the City of Seattle Public Library as a security officer.  He shared his experiences 
and talked about the various established consequences for rule violations within his library system. 
 
Following the Safer Libraries Training, staff reviewed the Seattle Public Library and San Francisco 
Public Library policies for banning patrons.  Staff also reviewed the number of bans issued by the 
Department over the last 5 years.  Since 2021, 16 bans have been issued.  The highest number in 
any one year was 7, occurring in 2024. 
 
This item was scheduled to be presented to the Library & Community Services Commission on 
June 11, 2025.  Unfortunately, this meeting was cancelled due to a lack of quorum.  At this time, 
staff is recommending that the City Council adopt the draft Notice of Withdrawal Guidelines 
modeled after the Seattle Public Library Length of Exclusion Guidelines.  Bans of 30-days or more 
will require a similar process and City Manager approval as outlined in the 1983 Resolution.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING NOTICE OF WITHDRAWAL GUIDELINES FOR 

FACILITIES MANAGED BY THE LIBRARY AND COMMUNITY SERVICES 

DEPARTMENT 
  

WHEREAS, the City of Salinas owns facilities which are open to the public; and 
 
WHEREAS, while the vast majority of persons who use the City facilities are law-abiding, 

use the facilities for the purposes intended and respect the rights of other to use those facilities, 
there are a small minority of persons who misuse the facilities or who are generally disruptive in 
their use of facilities; and 
 

WHEREAS, to address those instances where a group or an individual misuses City 
facilities or are generally disruptive in their use of City facilities, in 1983, the City Council 
approved Resolution No. 11475 (N.C.S.) relating to withdrawal of consent to remain on City 
facilities owned by the City; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Library and Community Services Department manages a number of 

facilities throughout the city which are open to users on a daily basis; and 
 
WHEREAS, from time-to-time users of facilities managed by the Library and Community 

Services Department misuse the facilities and/or create general disruptions which negatively affect 
other users of the facilities; and 

 
WHEREAS, to address such instances at the facilities managed by the Library and 

Community Services Department, the City Council finds it necessary to establish guidelines for 
the withdrawal of consent for use of the facilities. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Salinas, as follows: 
 
SECTION 1.  

 
A. The City of Salinas, Library and Community Services Notice of Withdrawal Guidelines 

attached hereto as Attachment A are hereby approved. 
 

B. The City Manager and his/her designee are hereby authorized to enforce the Notice of 
Withdrawal Guidelines by notifying a person that consent to remain on the facility has 
been withdrawn whenever they have made a determination that such person has 
willfully disrupted the orderly operation of such facility. Such determination shall be 
documented in writing with a copy of such determination either hand-delivered or 
mailed to the person subject to the withdrawal of consent, if the person’s name and 
address are known. 

 
C. Whenever consent is withdrawn for thirty (30) days or more, the person from whom 

consent has been withdrawn may submit a written request for a hearing on the 
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withdrawal. Such request must be submitted in writing to the Library and Community 
Services Director, on a form provided by the City, within five (5) calendar days from 
the time consent was withdrawn.  The City Manager shall grant such a hearing no later 
than five (5) days from the date of receipt of such request and shall cause written notice 
of the time, location, and date of such hearing to the person making the request. 
 

D. Any person whose consent to use a facility has been withdrawn pursuant to this 
Resolution, who has not had such consent reinstated, and who willfully and knowingly 
enters or remains upon such facility during the period for which consent has been 
withdrawn, is guilty of an infraction and shall be subject to prosecution pursuant to the 
Salinas Municipal Code.  This Paragraph D does not apply to any person who enters or 
remains on such facility for the sole purpose of applying to the City Manager for the 
reinstatement of consent or for the sole purpose of attending a hearing on the 
withdrawal. 

 
E. The City Manager is hereby authorized to update the Notice of Withdrawal Guidelines 

as he/she determines necessary. 
 
SECTION 2. 
 
All resolutions and parts of resolutions in conflict herewith are hereby repealed as of the effective 
date of this Resolution and shall not be effective with respect to facilities managed by the Library 
and Community Services Department.

RESOLUTION NO. 11475 ( N. C. S) 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL

RELATING TO WITHDRAWAL OF CONSENT TO

REMAIN ON FACILITIES OWNED BY THE

CITY OF SALINAS

WHEREAS, the City of Salinas owns facilities which are

open to the public; and

WHEREAS, while the vast majority of persons who use the

City facilities are law- abiding, use the facilities for the

purposes intended and respect the rights of others to use those

facilities, there are a small minority of persons who misuse

the facilities or who disrespect the rights of others or who

are generally disruptive in their use of the facilities. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY

OF SALINAS that the City Council hereby adopts the following

rules relating to the withdrawal of consent to remain on a City

facility; 

A. The City Manager, or an officer or employee designated

by him to maintain order on a facility owned or operated by the
City of Salinas, may notify a person that consent to remain on

the facility has been withdrawn whenever there is reasonable
cause to believe that such person has willfully disrupted the orderly
operation of such facility. 

B. Whenever consent is withdrawn by any authorized officer
or employee other than than the City Manager, such officer or

employee shall, as soon as is reasonably possible, submit a

written report to the City Manager. Such report shall contain all

of the following: 

1) The description of the person from whom consent
was withdrawn, including, if available, the person' s name, 
address, and phone number. 

2) A statement of the facts giving rise to the with- 
drawal of consent. 

If the City Manager, or, in his absence, a person designated
by him for this purpose, upon reviewing the report, finds that

there was reasonable cause to believe that such person has will- 
fully disrupted the orderly operation of the facility, he may
enter written confirmation upon the report of the action taken by
the officer or employee. If the City Manager or, in his absence, 

the person designated by him, does not confirm the action of the

officer or employee within forty- eight ( 48) hours after the time
that consent was withdrawn, the action of the officer or employee

shall be deemed void and of no force or effect, except that any
arrest made during such period shall not for this reason be deemed
not to -have been made for probable cause.

C. Consent shall be reinstated by the City Manager when- 
ever he has reason' to believe that the presence of the person
from whom consent was withdrawn willnot constitute a substantial

and material threat to the orderly operation of the facility. 
In no case shall consent be withdrawn for longer than sixty ( 60) 

days from the date upon which consent was intially withdrawn for
the first offense, 120 days for a second offense within a year
and 180 days for a third and subsequent offense within a year. 
The person from whom consent has been withdrawn may submit a written
request for a hearing on the withdrawal within two weeks from the
time consent was withdrawn. Such written request shall state the

address to which notice of hearing is to be sent. The City Manager
shall grant such a hearing not later than seven days from the date
of receipt of such request and shall immediately mail a written
notice of the time, place, and date of such hearing to such person. 

D. Any person who has been notified by the City Manager
or by an officer or employee designated by the City Manager to
maintain order on such facility, that consent to remain on the

facility has been withdrawn pursuant to subdivision ( A); who

has not had such consent reinstated; and who willfully and
knowingly enters or remains upon such facility during the period
for which consent has been withdrawn is guilty of an infraction. 
This subdivision does not apply to any person who enters or
remains on such facility for the sole purpose of applying to the
City Manager for the reinstatement of consent or for the sole
purpose of attending a hearing on the withdrawal. 

E. This resolution shall not affect the rights of representa- 

tives of employee organizations to enter, or remain upon, such

facilities while actually engaged in activities related to repre- 
sentation, as may be permitted by any rule or regulation of the
City or as contained in any applicable memorandum of understanding.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve a Resolution delegating authority to the City Manager to execute contracts  
with  Agile Occupational Medicine (“Agile”) and ProActive Work Health Services (“ProActive”) 
for provision of occupational medical services from August 1, 2025 to June 30, 2027 in an amount 
not to exceed $90,000 per contract. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
Occupational medical services are a critical component of the City of Salinas health and safety 
programs. These services include evaluation and treatment of job-related injuries and illnesses, fit-
for-duty examinations, drug and alcohol testing, Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) 
commercial driver physicals, pre-employment physicals (including physicals for Police Officers 
compliant with the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST)), tuberculosis 
(TB) screening, and other related employment requirements. 
 
Beginning in 2007, the City utilized the services of Pinnacle HealthCare (“Pinnacle”). In 2023 
Pinnacle merged with Agile Occupational Medicine and consolidated under the Agile name. No 
new contract was executed at that time and services continued based on the legacy agreement with 
Pinnacle. In order to align contracts with current City standards, the Human Resources Department 
issued a formal Request for Proposals (RFP) for occupational medical services in early 2025.  
 
Submitted proposals were reviewed by a committee consisting of Human Resources, Fire 
Department, and Library and Community Services Department staff who either routinely work 
with existing medical service providers or have experience participating in an occupational 
medicine RFP process. Proposals were evaluated on provider qualifications, service capacity, 
clinic locations, and references from local agencies. Following proposal evaluation, site tours and 
interviews were also conducted with prospective clinics. After evaluation the two providers were 
selected for contract award: 

 Agile Occupational Medicine is a large provider with 15 locations throughout northern and 
central California, including two Salinas locations. Agile offers several in-house services 
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such as physical therapy, drug and alcohol testing, acupuncture, vaccinations, x-rays, and 
DOT physicals. Their size, availability of on-site services, and convenient locations make 
Agile the city’s primary provider for occupational medical services.  

  ProActive Work Health Services is a newly established provider in Salinas, managed by 
the former clinic manager of Pinnacle who is familiar with the City’s services needs and 
protocols. Their single Salinas location provides workers’ compensation evaluations, pre-
employment physicals, vaccinations, and drug and alcohol testing. While ProActive’s 
current size and in-house service offerings are more limited than Agile’s, ProActive 
coordinates with outside facilities to ensure access to services that they do not currently 
offer on-site. This includes partnerships to fulfill imaging, specialty evaluations, and other 
medically necessary services, allowing for a high level of care while they continue to 
develop and expand their in-house abilities. The City will make ProActive available as an 
alternate option, allowing injured workers to choose their preferred provider. 

 
Staff recommends that both contracts begin on August 1, 2025 and continue through June 30, 
2027, concurrently. This allows for flexibility for the duration of the contracts and improved 
employee experience and access to care. 
 
CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 
Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378).  
 
GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 84308 APPLIES: 
 
No, as these contracts were competitively bid. 
 
STRATEGIC PLAN INITIATIVE: 
 
This item relates to the City Council’s Strategic Goal of providing effective and culturally 
responsible government. 
 
DEPARTMENTAL COORDINATION: 
 
The Human Resources Department led the RFP process and worked with the Fire Department, and 
Library and Community Services Department to evaluate responses. The providers will work 
closely with the City’s Workers’ Compensation Third Party Administrator, CorVel, and City 
departments to coordinate care.  
 
FISCAL AND SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT: 
 
The costs associated with this contract are covered by an established Internal Services Insurances 
Fund. Each contract is not to exceed $90,000 over the two-year term, with services billed in 
accordance with each provider’s submitted fee schedule. There are no fee increases during the 
term of either contract.

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES BETWEEN 
THE CITY OF SALINAS AND AGILE OCCUPATIONAL MEDICINE 

 
 This Agreement for Professional Services (the “Agreement” and/or “Contract”) is made 
and entered into this 1st day of August, 2025, between the City of Salinas, a California Charter 
city and municipal corporation (hereinafter “City”), and Agile Occupational Medicine 
(hereinafter “Provider”). 
 

RECITALS 
 
 WHEREAS, Provider represents that he, she, or it is specially trained, experienced, and 
competent to perform the special services which will be required by this Agreement; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Provider is willing to render such professional services, as hereinafter 
defined, on the following terms and conditions. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, City and Provider agree as follows: 
 

TERMS 
 

1. Scope of Service. The project contemplated and the scope of Provider’s services are 
described in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. 
  
2. Term; Completion Schedule.  This Agreement shall commence on August 1, 2025, and 
shall terminate on June 30, 2027, unless extended in writing by either party upon (30) days 
written notice.  This Agreement may be extended only upon mutual written consent of the 
parties, and may be terminated only pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.  
 
3. Compensation.  City hereby agrees to pay Provider for services rendered the City 
pursuant to this Agreement on a time and materials basis according to the rates of compensation 
of Exhibit B. The total amount of compensation to be paid under this Agreement shall not exceed 
$90,000. 
 
4. Billing.  Provider shall submit to City an itemized invoice, prepared in a form satisfactory 
to City, describing its services and costs for the period covered by the invoice.  Except as 
specifically authorized by City, Provider shall not bill City for duplicate services performed by 
more than one person.  Provider’s bills shall include the following information to which such 
services cost or pertain: 

(A) A brief description of services performed; 
(B)  The date the services were performed; and 
(C)  A brief description of any costs incurred;  
Any such invoices shall be in full accord with any and all applicable provisions of this 

Agreement. 
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 City shall make payment on each such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt; 
provided, however, that if Provider submits an invoice which is incorrect, incomplete, or not in 
accord with the provisions of this Agreement, City shall not be obligated to process any payment 
to Provider until thirty (30) days after a correct and complying invoice has been submitted by 
Provider. The City shall process undisputed portion immediately. 
 
5. Meet & Confer. Provider agrees to meet and confer with City or its agents or employees 
with regard to services as set forth herein as may be required by the City to ensure timely and 
adequate performance of the Agreement.  
 
6. Additional Copies.  If City requires additional copies of reports, or any other material 
which Provider is required to furnish as part of the services under this Agreement, Provider shall 
provide such additional copies as are requested, and City shall compensate Provider for the 
actual costs related to the production of such copies by Provider. 
 
7. Responsibility of Provider.  By executing this Agreement, Provider agrees that the 
services to be provided and work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed in a 
fully competent manner.  By executing this Agreement, Provider further agrees and represents to 
City that the Provider possesses, or shall arrange to secure from others, all of the necessary 
professional capabilities, experience, resources, and facilities necessary to provide the City the 
services contemplated under this Agreement and that City relies upon the professional skills of 
Provider to do and perform Provider’s work. Provider further agrees and represents that Provider 
shall follow the current, generally accepted practices in this area to the profession to make 
findings, render opinions, prepare factual presentations, and provide professional advice and 
recommendations regarding the projects for which the services are rendered under this 
Agreement. 
 
8. Responsibility of City.  To the extent appropriate to the projects to be completed by 
Provider pursuant to this Agreement, City shall: 

(A) Assist Provider by placing at its disposal all available information pertinent to the 
projects, including but not limited to, previous reports and any other data relative to the 
projects.  Nothing contained herein shall obligate City to incur any expense in connection 
with completion of studies or acquisition of information not otherwise in the possession 
of City. 
(B) Examine all studies, reports, sketches, drawings, specifications, proposals, and 
other documents presented by Provider, and render verbally or in writing as may be 
appropriate, decisions pertaining thereto within a reasonable time so as not to delay the 
services of Provider. 
(C) Human Resources Director, or her designee, shall act as City’s representative with 
respect to the work to be performed under this Agreement.  Such person shall have the 
complete authority to transmit instructions, receive information, interpret and define 
City’s policies and decisions with respect to materials, equipment, elements, and systems 
pertinent to Provider’s services.  City may unilaterally change its representative upon 
notice to the Provider.

(D) Give prompt written notice to Provider whenever City observes or otherwise 
becomes aware of any defect in a project. 

 
9. Acceptance of Work Not a Release.   Acceptance by the City of the work to be 
performed under this Agreement does not operate as a release of Provider from professional 
responsibility for the work performed. 
 
10. Indemnification and Hold Harmless.  Provider shall defend, indemnify, and hold 
harmless the City and its officers, officials, employees, volunteers, and agents from and against 
any and all liability, loss, damage, expense, costs (including without limitation costs and fees of 
litigation) of every nature arising out of or in connection with Provider’s performance of work 
hereunder, including the performance of work of any of Provider’s subcontractors or agents, or 
Provider’s failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in the agreement, except such 
loss or damage which was caused by the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City.   
 
11. Insurance.  Provider shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement 
insurance meeting the requirements specified in Exhibit A hereto. 
 
12. Access to Records.  Provider shall maintain all preparatory books, records, documents, 
accounting ledgers, and similar materials including but not limited to calculation and survey 
notes relating to work performed for the City under this Agreement on file for at least three (3) 
years following the date of final payment to Provider by City.  Any duly authorized 
representative(s) of City shall have access to such records for the purpose of inspection, audit, 
and copying at reasonable times during Provider’s usual and customary business hours.  Provider 
shall provide proper facilities to City’s representative(s) for such access and inspection. 
 
13. Non-Assignability.  It is recognized by the parties hereto that a substantial inducement to 
City for entering into this Agreement was, and is, the professional reputation and competence of 
Provider.  This Agreement is personal to Provider and shall not be assigned by it without express 
written approval of the City. 
 
14. Changes to Scope of Work.  City may at any time, and upon a minimum of ten (10) 
days written notice, seek to modify the scope of services to be provided for any project to be 
completed under this Agreement.  Provider shall, upon receipt of said notice, determine the 
impact on both time and compensation of such change in scope and notify City in writing. Upon 
agreement between City and Provider as to the extent of said impacts to time and compensation, 
an amendment to this Agreement shall be prepared describing such changes.  Execution of the 
amendment by City and Provider shall constitute the Provider’s notice to proceed with the 
changed scope. 
 
15. Ownership of Documents.  Title to all final documents, including drawings, 
specifications, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, photographs, computer software (if 
purchased on the City’s behalf), video and audio tapes, software output, and any other materials 
with respect to work performed under this Agreement shall vest with City at such time as City 
has compensated Provider, as provided herein, for the services rendered by Provider in 
connection with which they were prepared.  City agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the 
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Provider against all damages, claims, lawsuits, and losses of any kind including defense costs 
arising out of any use of said documents, drawings, and/or specifications on any other project 
without written authorization of the Provider. 
 
16. Termination. 

(A) City shall have the authority to terminate this Agreement, upon ten days written 
notice to Provider, as follows: 

(1) If in the City’s opinion the conduct of the Provider is such that the interest of 
the City may be impaired or prejudiced, or  
(2) For any reason whatsoever.   

(B) Upon termination, Provider shall be entitled to payment of such amount as fairly 
compensates Provider for all work satisfactorily performed up to the date of termination 
based upon the Provider’s rates shown in Exhibit B and/or Section 3 of this Agreement, 
except that:  

(1) In the event of termination by the City for Provider’s default, City shall deduct 
from the amount due Provider the total amount of additional expenses incurred by 
City as a result of such default.  Such deduction from amounts due Provider are 
made to compensate City for its actual additional costs incurred in securing 
satisfactory performance of the terms of this Agreement, including but not limited 
to, costs of engaging another Provider(s) for such purposes.  In the event that such 
additional expenses shall exceed amounts otherwise due and payable to Provider 
hereunder, Provider shall pay City the full amount of such expense. 

(C) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, Provider 
shall: 

(1) Upon receipt of written notice of such termination promptly cease all services 
on this project, unless otherwise directed by City; and 
(2) Deliver to City all documents, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, 
photographs, computer software output, video and audio tapes, and any other 
materials provided to Provider or prepared by or for Provider or the City in 
connection with this Agreement.  Such material is to be delivered to City in 
completed form; however, notwithstanding the provisions of Section 15 herein, 
City may condition payment for services rendered to the date of termination upon 
Provider’s delivery to the City of such material. 

(D) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, City is 
hereby expressly permitted to assume the projects and complete them by any means, 
including but not limited to, an agreement with another party. 
(E) The rights and remedy of the City and Provider provided under this Section are 
not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or 
appearing in any other section of this Agreement. 
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17. Compliance with Laws, Rules, and Regulations.  Services performed by Provider 
pursuant to this Agreement shall be performed in accordance and full compliance with all 
applicable federal, state, and City laws and any rules or regulations promulgated thereunder. 
 
18. Exhibits Incorporated.  All exhibits referred to in this Agreement and attached to it are 
hereby incorporated in it by this reference.  In the event there is a conflict between any of the 
terms of this Agreement and any of the terms of any exhibit to the Agreement, the terms of the 
Agreement shall control the respective duties and liabilities of the parties. 
 
19. Independent Contractor.  It is expressly understood and agreed by both parties that 
Provider, while engaged in carrying out and complying with any of the terms and conditions of 
this Agreement, is an independent contractor and not an employee of the City.  Provider 
expressly warrants not to represent, at any time or in any manner, that Provider is an employee or 
servant of the City. 
 
20. Integration and Entire Agreement.  This Agreement represents the entire 
understanding of City and Provider as to those matters contained herein.  No prior oral or written 
understanding shall be of any force or effect with respect to those matters contained herein.  This 
Agreement may not be modified or altered except by amendment in writing signed by both 
parties. 
 
21. Jurisdiction and Venue.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the laws of the State of California, County of Monterey, and City of Salinas.  
Jurisdiction of litigation arising from this Agreement shall be in the State of California, in the 
County of Monterey or in the appropriate federal court with jurisdiction over the matter. 
 
22. Severability.  If any part of this Agreement is found to be in conflict with applicable 
laws, such part shall be inoperative, null and void insofar as it is in conflict with said laws, but 
the remainder of the Agreement shall continue to be in full force and effect.

(C) The execution of any such notices by the City Manager shall be effective as to 
Provider as if it were by resolution or order of the City Council, and Provider shall not 
question the authority of the City Manager to execute any such notice. 
(D) All such notices shall either be delivered personally to the other party’s designee 
named above, or shall be deposited in the United States Mail, properly addressed as 
aforesaid, postage fully prepaid, and shall be effective the day following such deposit in 
the mail. 

 
24. Nondiscrimination.  During the performance of this Agreement, Provider shall not 
discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, 
ancestry, creed, sex, national origin, familial status, sexual orientation, age (over 40 years) or 
disability.  Provider shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that 
employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, color, religion, ancestry, 
creed, sex, national origin, familial status, sexual orientation, age (over 40 years) or disability. 
 
25. Conflict of Interest.  Provider warrants and declares that it presently has no interest, and 
shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, financial or otherwise, in any manner or degree 
which will render the services required under the provisions of this Agreement a violation of any 
applicable local, state or federal law.  Provider further declares that, in the performance of this 
Agreement, no subcontractor or person having such an interest shall be employed.  In the event 
that any conflict of interest should nevertheless hereinafter arise, Provider shall promptly notify 
City of the existence of such conflict of interest so that City may determine whether to terminate 
this Agreement.  Provider further warrants its compliance with the Political Reform Act 
(Government Code section 81000 et seq.) and Salinas City Code Chapter 2A that apply to 
Provider as the result of Provider’s performance of the work or services pursuant to the terms of 
this Agreement. 
 
26. Headings.  The section headings appearing herein shall not be deemed to govern, limit, 
modify, or in any manner affect the scope, meaning or intent of the provisions of this Agreement. 
 
27. Attorneys’ Fees.  In case suit shall be brought to interpret or to enforce this Agreement, 
or because of the breach of any other covenant or provision herein contained, the prevailing party 
in such action shall be entitled to recover their reasonable attorneys’ fees in addition to such 
costs as may be allowed by the Court.  City’s attorneys’ fees, if awarded, shall be calculated at 
the market rate. 
 
28. Non-Exclusive Agreement.  This Agreement is non-exclusive and both City and 
Provider expressly reserves the right to contract with other entities for the same or similar 
services. 
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29. Rights and Obligations Under Agreement.  By entering into this Agreement, the 
parties do not intend to create any obligations express or implied other than those set out herein; 
further, this Agreement shall not create any rights in any party not a signatory hereto. 
 
30. Licenses.  If a license of any kind, which term is intended to include evidence of 
registration, is required of Provider, its representatives, agents or subcontractors by federal, state 
or local law, Provider warrants that such license has been obtained, is valid and in good standing, 
and that any applicable bond posted in accordance with applicable laws and regulations. 
 
31. Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of 
which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute a single agreement. 
 
32. Legal Representation.  Each party affirms that it has been represented, if it so chose, by 
legal counsel of its own choosing regarding the preparation and the negotiation of this 
Agreement and the matters and claims set forth herein, and that each of them has read this 
Agreement and is fully aware of its contents and its legal effect.  Neither party is relying on any 
statement of the other party outside the terms set forth in this Agreement as an inducement to 
enter into this Agreement. 
 
33. Joint Representation.  The language of all parts of this Agreement shall in all cases be 
construed as a whole, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any party.  No 
presumptions or rules of interpretation based upon the identity of the party preparing or drafting 
the Agreement, or any part thereof, shall be applicable or invoked. 
 
34. Warranty of Authority.  Each party represents and warrants that it has the right, power, 
and authority to enter into this Agreement.  Each party further represents and warrants that it has 
given any and all notices, and obtained any and all consents, powers, and authorities, necessary 
to permit it, and the persons entering into this Agreement for it, to enter into this Agreement. 
 
35. No Waiver of Rights. Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not 
constitute a continuing waiver or a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other 
provision of this Agreement.  The failure to provide notice of any breach of this Agreement or 
failure to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver thereof.  
Failure on the part of either party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be 
construed as a waiver of the right to compel enforcement of such provision or any other 
provision.  A waiver by the City of any one or more of the conditions of performance under this 
Agreement shall not be construed as waiver(s) of any other condition of performance under this 
Agreement.

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Exhibit A- Insurance Requirements 
 

Insurance Requirements  
Provider shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement insurance against 

claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with 
the performance of the work hereunder and the results of that work by the Provider, his agents, 
representatives, employees, or subcontractors. With respect to General Liability and Professional 
Liability, coverage should be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years after Agreement 
completion. 

MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE 
Coverage shall be at least as broad as: 

(A) Commercial General Liability (“CGL”):  Insurance Services Office Form (“ISO”) CG 
00 01 covering CGL on an occurrence basis, including products and completed operations, 
property damage, bodily injury, and personal & advertising injury with limits no less than 
$1,000,000 per occurrence. If a general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate 
limit shall apply separately to this project/location (ISO CG 25 03 or 25 04) or the general 
aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.   

(B) Automobile Liability:  ISO Form CA 0001 covering any auto, or if Provider has no owned 
autos, hired and non-owned, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per accident for bodily 
injury and property damage. 

(C) Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of California, with Statutory 
Limits, and Employer’s Liability Insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000 per 
accident for bodily injury or disease.  

(D) Professional Liability (also known as Errors and Omissions) insurance appropriate to the 
work being performed, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim, 
$2,000,000 aggregate per policy period of one year.   

If the Provider maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits than the minimums shown above, 
the City of Salinas requires and shall be entitled to the broader coverage and/or higher limits 
maintained by the Provider. Any available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified 
minimum limits of insurance and coverage shall be available to the City. 
OTHER INSURANCE PROVISIONS 
The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions: 
Additional Insured Status 

The City of Salinas, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as 
additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations 
performed by or on behalf of the Provider including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in 
connection with such work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form 
of an endorsement to the Provider’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10, CG 11 
85, or both CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 forms if later revisions 
used).     
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Primary Coverage 

For any claims related to this Agreement or the project described within this Agreement, the 
Provider’s insurance coverage shall be primary coverage at least as broad as ISO Form CG 
20 01 04 13 as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance 
or self-insurance maintained by the City, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be 
excess of the Provider’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. 
Notice of Cancellation 

Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be canceled, except 
with notice to the City. 
 
Waiver of Subrogation 

Provider hereby grants to City a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said 
Provider may acquire against the City by virtue of the payment of any loss under such insurance.  
Provider agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver of 
subrogation, but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the City has received a waiver 
of subrogation endorsement from the insurer.   
The Workers’ Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of subrogation in favor of 
the City of Salinas for all work performed by the Provider, its employees, agents, and 
subcontractors. 
Self-Insured Retentions 

Self-insured retentions must be declared by Provider to and approved by the City. At the option 
of the City, Provider shall provide coverage to reduce or eliminate such self-insured retentions as 
respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers; or the Provider shall provide 
evidence satisfactory to the City guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claim 
administrations, and defense expenses. The policy language shall provide, or be endorsed to 
provide, that the self-insured retention may be satisfied by either the named insured or City. 
Acceptability of Insurers 

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best’s rating of no less than A:VII, 
unless otherwise acceptable to the City. 
Claims Made Policies 

If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-made basis:     
1. The Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of this Agreement or the 

beginning of Agreement work. 
2. Insurance must be maintained, and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least five 

(5) years after completion of the Agreement of work. 

3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-made policy 

form with a Retroactive Date prior to the Agreement effective date, the Provider must 
purchase “extended reporting” coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after completion 
of Agreement work.   

4. A copy of the claims reporting requirements must be submitted to the City for review. 
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Verification of Coverage 

Provider shall furnish the City with original certificates and amendatory endorsements or copies 
of the applicable insurance language effecting coverage required by this Agreement.  All 
certificates and endorsements are to be received and approved by the City before work 
commences.  However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning 
shall not waive the Provider’s obligation to provide them.  The City reserves the right to require 
complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required by 
these specifications, at any time.   
Subcontractors 

Provider shall require and verify that all sub-Providers and/or subcontractors maintain insurance 
meeting all the requirements stated herein, and Provider shall ensure that Entity is an additional 
insured on insurance required from such sub-Providers and/or subcontractors. 
Special Risks or Circumstances 
City reserves the right to modify these requirements, including limits, based on the nature of the 
risk, prior experience, insurer, coverage, or other special circumstances.     
 

Maintenance of Insurance 
Maintenance of insurance by Provider as specified shall in no way be interpreted as relieving 
Provider of its indemnification obligations or any responsibility whatsoever and the Provider 
may carry, at its own expense, such additional insurance as it deems necessary. 
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Exhibit B- Scope of Service 
 
The scope of services required by the City includes, but may not be limited to, the following: 

1. Preplacement medical examinations for prospective City employees, including 
examinations related to Peace Officer Standards and Training criteria, with timely 
examination results to City personnel. 

2. Fitness for duty examinations, functional capacity evaluations, and CalPERS Industrial 
Disability Retirement evaluations. 

3. Occupational medical exams of City employees relating to workplace injuries and illnesses. 
Services provided shall be billed according to the State of California Department of 
Industrial Relations Official Medical Fee Schedule. 

4. Medical surveillance examinations for City employees using criteria established by the 
City, in addition to other exposure information, with timely examination results to City 
personnel.  

5. Rabies vaccinations and Titer checks. 

6. Hepatitis A and B vaccinations. 

7. COVID 19 vaccinations. 

8. Department of Motor Vehicle medical examinations for commercial drivers. 

9. Drug and alcohol testing. 

10. Physicals related to Fire Department and Hazardous Materials occupations. 

11. Respirator fit tests. 

12. Occasional on-site services such as spirometry, respiratory clearance, fit testing, flu shots 
vaccinations, health related trainings and others as deemed necessary or requested by the 
City. 

13. Maintenance of complete and confidential occupational medical records for the required 
periods, based on applicable California regulations and the City’s needs. 

14. Occupational medical guidance to City staff on an as-needed basis regarding occupational 
medical examinations. 

15. Other services as may be required by the City. 
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Provider shall perform the services contemplated in this agreement at the services levels set forth 
herein: 

1. Post-offer pre-employment physical examination and medical surveillance examination results 
shall be communicated  the City in writing within three (3) business days of the examination. 

2. In the event a specialist is necessary to evaluate a particular condition identified in a post-offer 
pre-employment physical examination, Provider shall facilitate referral to a competent 
specialist, shall review the results of such specialist’s examination, and shall provide the City 
with a determination as to the extent and the effect of such condition on the applicant’s ability 
to perform the essential functions of the position. 

3. Post-offer pre-employment physical examinations shall be performed at both the Blanco and 
Rossi clinics and shall be performed at such clinics at the prospective employee’s discretion. 

4. Provider will incorporate into its post-offer pre-employment physicals and occupational 
medical examinations the job descriptions provided by the City. 

5. Provider will routinely review established protocols for physical examinations and work with 
City staff to incorporate modifications thereto as needed to ensure examinations reflect the 
nature of the job. 

6. Provider will designate and assign one contact person to coordinate between both the Blanco 
and Rossi clinics regarding examination results. 

7. Provider and its staff will respond to inquiries from the City, its staff, and its third-party claims 
administrators as soon as possible, but in no event later than one (1) business day following 
such an inquiry. 

8. Changes to the hours of operation, medical service providers, internal processes, or procedures 
will be communicated to the City of Salinas at least ten (10) business days prior to the effective 
date of such change. 

9. Provider shall provide necessary training to its employees to endure they have an 
understanding of the City’s protocols for treatment and adhere to established procedures if 
clarification is necessary. 

10. When possible, occupational medical examinations shall be conducted by a licensed medical 
doctor. Every effort will be made to ensure that an injured worker sees a medical doctor on the 
first visit. In the event that an injured worker requests to be treated solely by a medical doctor, 
Provider will meet this request. 

11. Provider will report the results of occupational medical examinations to the City’s third-party 
claims administrator according to Workers’ Compensation guidelines established by the state 
of California. 

12. Provider will participate on a quarterly, or as-needed, basis in chart reviews with City staff and 
include a medical provider who can address treatment issues or concerns. 

13. Provider shall at all times comply with federal, state, and local laws rules, and regulations 
related to the confidentiality of medical records and medical information including, but not 
limited to  the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) as the same may 
be amended from time to time.

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES BETWEEN 
THE CITY OF SALINAS AND PROACTIVE WORK HEALTH SERVICES 

 
 This Agreement for Professional Services (the “Agreement” and/or “Contract”) is made 
and entered into this 1st day of August, 2025, between the City of Salinas, a California Charter 
city and municipal corporation (hereinafter “City”), and ProActive Work Health Services 
(hereinafter “Provider”). 
 

RECITALS 
 
 WHEREAS, Provider represents that he, she, or it is specially trained, experienced, and 
competent to perform the special services which will be required by this Agreement; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Provider is willing to render such professional services, as hereinafter 
defined, on the following terms and conditions. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, City and Provider agree as follows: 
 

TERMS 
 

1. Scope of Service. The project contemplated and the scope of Provider’s services are 
described in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. 
  
2. Term; Completion Schedule.  This Agreement shall commence on August 1, 2025, and 
shall terminate on June 30, 2027, unless extended in writing by either party upon (30) days 
written notice.  This Agreement may be extended only upon mutual written consent of the 
parties, and may be terminated only pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.  
 
3. Compensation.  City hereby agrees to pay Provider for services rendered the City 
pursuant to this Agreement on a time and materials basis according to the rates of compensation 
of Exhibit B. The total amount of compensation to be paid under this Agreement shall not exceed 
$90,000. 
 
4. Billing.  Provider shall submit to City an itemized invoice, prepared in a form satisfactory 
to City, describing its services and costs for the period covered by the invoice.  Except as 
specifically authorized by City, Provider shall not bill City for duplicate services performed by 
more than one person.  Provider’s bills shall include the following information to which such 
services cost or pertain: 

(A)  A brief description of services performed; 
(B)  The date the services were performed; 
(C)  A brief description of any costs incurred; and 
Any such invoices shall be in full accord with any and all applicable provisions of this 

Agreement. 
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 City shall make payment on each such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt; 
provided, however, that if Provider submits an invoice which is incorrect, incomplete, or not in 
accord with the provisions of this Agreement, City shall not be obligated to process any payment 
to Provider until thirty (30) days after a correct and complying invoice has been submitted by 
Provider. The City shall process undisputed portion immediately. 
 
5. Meet & Confer. Provider agrees to meet and confer with City or its agents or employees 
with regard to services as set forth herein as may be required by the City to ensure timely and 
adequate performance of the Agreement.  
 
6. Additional Copies.  If City requires additional copies of reports, or any other material 
which Provider is required to furnish as part of the services under this Agreement, Provider shall 
provide such additional copies as are requested, and City shall compensate Provider for the 
actual costs related to the production of such copies by Provider. 
 
7. Responsibility of Provider.  By executing this Agreement, Provider agrees that the 
services to be provided and work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed in a 
fully competent manner.  By executing this Agreement, Provider further agrees and represents to 
City that the Provider possesses, or shall arrange to secure from others, all of the necessary 
professional capabilities, experience, resources, and facilities necessary to provide the City the 
services contemplated under this Agreement and that City relies upon the professional skills of 
Provider to do and perform Provider’s work. Provider further agrees and represents that Provider 
shall follow the current, generally accepted practices in this area to the profession to make 
findings, render opinions, prepare factual presentations, and provide professional advice and 
recommendations regarding the projects for which the services are rendered under this 
Agreement. 
 
8. Responsibility of City.  To the extent appropriate to the projects to be completed by 
Provider pursuant to this Agreement, City shall: 

(A) Assist Provider by placing at its disposal all available information pertinent to the 
projects, including but not limited to, previous reports and any other data relative to the 
projects.  Nothing contained herein shall obligate City to incur any expense in connection 
with completion of studies or acquisition of information not otherwise in the possession 
of City. 
(B) Examine all studies, reports, sketches, drawings, specifications, proposals, and 
other documents presented by Provider, and render verbally or in writing as may be 
appropriate, decisions pertaining thereto within a reasonable time so as not to delay the 
services of Provider. 
(C) Human Resources Director, or her designee, shall act as City’s representative with 
respect to the work to be performed under this Agreement.  Such person shall have the 
complete authority to transmit instructions, receive information, interpret and define 
City’s policies and decisions with respect to materials, equipment, elements, and systems 
pertinent to Provider’s services.  City may unilaterally change its representative upon 
notice to the Provider. 
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(D) Give prompt written notice to Provider whenever City observes or otherwise 
becomes aware of any defect in a project. 

 
9. Acceptance of Work Not a Release.   Acceptance by the City of the work to be 
performed under this Agreement does not operate as a release of Provider from professional 
responsibility for the work performed. 
 
10. Indemnification and Hold Harmless.  Provider shall defend, indemnify, and hold 
harmless the City and its officers, officials, employees, volunteers, and agents from and against 
any and all liability, loss, damage, expense, costs (including without limitation costs and fees of 
litigation) of every nature arising out of or in connection with Provider’s performance of work 
hereunder, including the performance of work of any of Provider’s subcontractors or agents, or 
Provider’s failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in the agreement, except such 
loss or damage which was caused by the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City.   
 
11. Insurance.  Provider shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement 
insurance meeting the requirements specified in Exhibit A hereto. 
 
12. Access to Records.  Provider shall maintain all preparatory books, records, documents, 
accounting ledgers, and similar materials including but not limited to calculation and survey 
notes relating to work performed for the City under this Agreement on file for at least three (3) 
years following the date of final payment to Provider by City.  Any duly authorized 
representative(s) of City shall have access to such records for the purpose of inspection, audit, 
and copying at reasonable times during Provider’s usual and customary business hours.  Provider 
shall provide proper facilities to City’s representative(s) for such access and inspection. 
 
13. Non-Assignability.  It is recognized by the parties hereto that a substantial inducement to 
City for entering into this Agreement was, and is, the professional reputation and competence of 
Provider.  This Agreement is personal to Provider and shall not be assigned by it without express 
written approval of the City. 
 
14. Changes to Scope of Work.  City may at any time, and upon a minimum of ten (10) 
days written notice, seek to modify the scope of services to be provided for any project to be 
completed under this Agreement.  Provider shall, upon receipt of said notice, determine the 
impact on both time and compensation of such change in scope and notify City in writing. Upon 
agreement between City and Provider as to the extent of said impacts to time and compensation, 
an amendment to this Agreement shall be prepared describing such changes.  Execution of the 
amendment by City and Provider shall constitute the Provider’s notice to proceed with the 
changed scope. 
 
15. Ownership of Documents.  Title to all final documents, including drawings, 
specifications, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, photographs, computer software (if 
purchased on the City’s behalf), video and audio tapes, software output, and any other materials 
with respect to work performed under this Agreement shall vest with City at such time as City 
has compensated Provider, as provided herein, for the services rendered by Provider in 
connection with which they were prepared.  City agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the 
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Provider against all damages, claims, lawsuits, and losses of any kind including defense costs 
arising out of any use of said documents, drawings, and/or specifications on any other project 
without written authorization of the Provider. 
 
16. Termination. 

(A) City shall have the authority to terminate this Agreement, upon ten days written 
notice to Provider, as follows: 

(1) If in the City’s opinion the conduct of the Provider is such that the interest of 
the City may be impaired or prejudiced, or  
(2) For any reason whatsoever.   

(B) Upon termination, Provider shall be entitled to payment of such amount as fairly 
compensates Provider for all work satisfactorily performed up to the date of termination 
based upon the Provider’s rates shown in Exhibit B and/or Section 3 of this Agreement, 
except that:  

(1) In the event of termination by the City for Provider’s default, City shall deduct 
from the amount due Provider the total amount of additional expenses incurred by 
City as a result of such default.  Such deduction from amounts due Provider are 
made to compensate City for its actual additional costs incurred in securing 
satisfactory performance of the terms of this Agreement, including but not limited 
to, costs of engaging another Provider(s) for such purposes.  In the event that such 
additional expenses shall exceed amounts otherwise due and payable to Provider 
hereunder, Provider shall pay City the full amount of such expense. 

(C) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, Provider 
shall: 

(1) Upon receipt of written notice of such termination promptly cease all services 
on this project, unless otherwise directed by City; and 
(2) Deliver to City all documents, data, reports, summaries, correspondence, 
photographs, computer software output, video and audio tapes, and any other 
materials provided to Provider or prepared by or for Provider or the City in 
connection with this Agreement.  Such material is to be delivered to City in 
completed form; however, notwithstanding the provisions of Section 15 herein, 
City may condition payment for services rendered to the date of termination upon 
Provider’s delivery to the City of such material. 

(D) In the event that this Agreement is terminated by City for any reason, City is 
hereby expressly permitted to assume the projects and complete them by any means, 
including but not limited to, an agreement with another party. 
(E) The rights and remedy of the City and Provider provided under this Section are 
not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or 
appearing in any other section of this Agreement.

17. Compliance with Laws, Rules, and Regulations.  Services performed by Provider 
pursuant to this Agreement shall be performed in accordance and full compliance with all 
applicable federal, state, and City laws and any rules or regulations promulgated thereunder.

This Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of 
which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute a single agreement. 
 
Each party affirms that it has been represented, if it so chose, by 
legal counsel of its own choosing regarding the preparation and the negotiation of this 
Agreement and the matters and claims set forth herein, and that each of them has read this 
Agreement and is fully aware of its contents and its legal effect.  Neither party is relying on any 
statement of the other party outside the terms set forth in this Agreement as an inducement to 
enter into this Agreement. 
 
33. Joint Representation.  The language of all parts of this Agreement shall in all cases be 
construed as a whole, according to its fair meaning, and not strictly for or against any party.  No 
presumptions or rules of interpretation based upon the identity of the party preparing or drafting 
the Agreement, or any part thereof, shall be applicable or invoked. 
 
34. Warranty of Authority.  Each party represents and warrants that it has the right, power, 
and authority to enter into this Agreement.  Each party further represents and warrants that it has 
given any and all notices, and obtained any and all consents, powers, and authorities, necessary 
to permit it, and the persons entering into this Agreement for it, to enter into this Agreement. 
 
35. No Waiver of Rights. Waiver of a breach or default under this Agreement shall not 
constitute a continuing waiver or a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other 
provision of this Agreement.  The failure to provide notice of any breach of this Agreement or 
failure to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver thereof.  
Failure on the part of either party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be 
construed as a waiver of the right to compel enforcement of such provision or any other 
provision.  A waiver by the City of any one or more of the conditions of performance under this 
Agreement shall not be construed as waiver(s) of any other condition of performance under this 
Agreement.

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Exhibit A- Insurance Requirements 
 

Insurance Requirements  
Provider shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement insurance against 

claims for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with 
the performance of the work hereunder and the results of that work by the Provider, his agents, 
representatives, employees, or subcontractors. With respect to General Liability and Professional 
Liability, coverage should be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years after Agreement 
completion. 

MINIMUM SCOPE AND LIMIT OF INSURANCE 
Coverage shall be at least as broad as: 

(A) Commercial General Liability (“CGL”):  Insurance Services Office Form (“ISO”) CG 
00 01 covering CGL on an occurrence basis, including products and completed operations, 
property damage, bodily injury, and personal & advertising injury with limits no less than 
$1,000,000 per occurrence. If a general aggregate limit applies, either the general aggregate 
limit shall apply separately to this project/location (ISO CG 25 03 or 25 04) or the general 
aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.   

(B) Automobile Liability:  ISO Form CA 0001 covering any auto, or if Provider has no owned 
autos, hired and non-owned, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per accident for bodily 
injury and property damage. 

(C) Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by the State of California, with Statutory 
Limits, and Employer’s Liability Insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000 per 
accident for bodily injury or disease.  

(D) Professional Liability (also known as Errors and Omissions) insurance appropriate to the 
work being performed, with limits no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence or claim, 
$2,000,000 aggregate per policy period of one year.   

If the Provider maintains broader coverage and/or higher limits than the minimums shown above, 
the City of Salinas requires and shall be entitled to the broader coverage and/or higher limits 
maintained by the Provider. Any available insurance proceeds in excess of the specified 
minimum limits of insurance and coverage shall be available to the City. 
OTHER INSURANCE PROVISIONS 
The insurance policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions: 
Additional Insured Status 

The City of Salinas, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers are to be covered as 
additional insureds on the CGL policy with respect to liability arising out of work or operations 
performed by or on behalf of the Provider including materials, parts, or equipment furnished in 
connection with such work or operations. General liability coverage can be provided in the form 
of an endorsement to the Provider’s insurance (at least as broad as ISO Form CG 20 10, CG 11 
85, or both CG 20 10, CG 20 26, CG 20 33, or CG 20 38; and CG 20 37 forms if later revisions 
used).     
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Primary Coverage 

For any claims related to this Agreement or the project described within this Agreement, the 
Provider’s insurance coverage shall be primary coverage at least as broad as ISO Form CG 
20 01 04 13 as respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers. Any insurance 
or self-insurance maintained by the City, its officers, officials, employees, or volunteers shall be 
excess of the Provider’s insurance and shall not contribute with it. 
Notice of Cancellation 

Each insurance policy required above shall provide that coverage shall not be canceled, except 
with notice to the City. 
 
Waiver of Subrogation 

Provider hereby grants to City a waiver of any right to subrogation which any insurer of said 
Provider may acquire against the City by virtue of the payment of any loss under such insurance.  
Provider agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to affect this waiver of 
subrogation, but this provision applies regardless of whether or not the City has received a waiver 
of subrogation endorsement from the insurer.   
The Workers’ Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of subrogation in favor of 
the City of Salinas for all work performed by the Provider, its employees, agents, and 
subcontractors. 
Self-Insured Retentions 

Self-insured retentions must be declared by Provider to and approved by the City. At the option 
of the City, Provider shall provide coverage to reduce or eliminate such self-insured retentions as 
respects the City, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers; or the Provider shall provide 
evidence satisfactory to the City guaranteeing payment of losses and related investigations, claim 
administrations, and defense expenses. The policy language shall provide, or be endorsed to 
provide, that the self-insured retention may be satisfied by either the named insured or City. 
Acceptability of Insurers 

Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best’s rating of no less than A:VII, 
unless otherwise acceptable to the City. 
Claims Made Policies 

If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-made basis:     
1. The Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of this Agreement or the 

beginning of Agreement work. 
2. Insurance must be maintained, and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least five 

(5) years after completion of the Agreement of work. 

3. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not replaced with another claims-made policy 

form with a Retroactive Date prior to the Agreement effective date, the Provider must 
purchase “extended reporting” coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after completion 
of Agreement work.   

4. A copy of the claims reporting requirements must be submitted to the City for review. 
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Verification of Coverage 

Provider shall furnish the City with original certificates and amendatory endorsements or copies 
of the applicable insurance language effecting coverage required by this Agreement.  All 
certificates and endorsements are to be received and approved by the City before work 
commences.  However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning 
shall not waive the Provider’s obligation to provide them.  The City reserves the right to require 
complete, certified copies of all required insurance policies, including endorsements required by 
these specifications, at any time.   
Subcontractors 

Provider shall require and verify that all sub-Providers and/or subcontractors maintain insurance 
meeting all the requirements stated herein, and Provider shall ensure that Entity is an additional 
insured on insurance required from such sub-Providers and/or subcontractors. 
Special Risks or Circumstances 
City reserves the right to modify these requirements, including limits, based on the nature of the 
risk, prior experience, insurer, coverage, or other special circumstances.     
 

Maintenance of Insurance 
Maintenance of insurance by Provider as specified shall in no way be interpreted as relieving 
Provider of its indemnification obligations or any responsibility whatsoever and the Provider 
may carry, at its own expense, such additional insurance as it deems necessary. 
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Exhibit B- Scope of Service 
 
The scope of services required by the City includes, but may not be limited to, the following: 

1. Preplacement medical examinations for prospective City employees, including 
examinations related to Peace Officer Standards and Training criteria, with timely 
examination results to City personnel. 

2. Fitness for duty examinations, functional capacity evaluations, and CalPERS Industrial 
Disability Retirement evaluations. 

3. Occupational medical exams of City employees relating to workplace injuries and illnesses. 
Services provided shall be billed according to the State of California Department of 
Industrial Relations Official Medical Fee Schedule. 

4. Medical surveillance examinations for City employees using criteria established by the 
City, in addition to other exposure information, with timely examination results to City 
personnel.  

5. Rabies vaccinations and Titer checks. 

6. Hepatitis A and B vaccinations. 

7. COVID 19 vaccinations. 

8. Department of Motor Vehicle medical examinations for commercial drivers. 

9. Drug and alcohol testing. 

10. Physicals related to Fire Department and Hazardous Materials occupations. 

11. Respirator fit tests. 

12. Occasional on-site services such as spirometry, respiratory clearance, fit testing, flu shots 
vaccinations, health related trainings and others as deemed necessary or requested by the 
City. 

13. Maintenance of complete and confidential occupational medical records for the required 
periods, based on applicable California regulations and the City’s needs. 

14. Occupational medical guidance to City staff on an as-needed basis regarding occupational 
medical examinations. 

15. Other services as may be required by the City. 
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Provider shall perform the services contemplated in this agreement at the services levels set forth 
herein: 

1. Post-offer pre-employment physical examination and medical surveillance examination 
results shall be communicated  the City in writing within three (3) business days of the 
examination. 

2. In the event a specialist is necessary to evaluate a particular condition identified in a post-
offer pre-employment physical examination, Provider shall facilitate referral to a competent 
specialist, shall review the results of such specialist’s examination, and shall provide the 
City with a determination as to the extent and the effect of such condition on the 
applicant’s ability to perform the essential functions of the position. 

3. Provider will incorporate into its post-offer pre-employment physicals and occupational 
medical examinations the job descriptions provided by the City. 

4. Provider will routinely review established protocols for physical examinations and work 
with City staff to incorporate modifications thereto as needed to ensure examinations 
reflect the nature of the job. 

5. Provider and its staff will respond to inquiries from the City, its staff, and its third-party 
claims administrators as soon as possible, but in no event later than one (1) business day 
following such an inquiry. 

6. Changes to the hours of operation, medical service providers, internal processes, or 
procedures will be communicated to the City of Salinas at least ten (10) business days prior 
to the effective date of such change. 

7. Provider shall provide necessary training to its employees to endure they have an 
understanding of the City’s protocols for treatment and adhere to established procedures if 
clarification is necessary. 

8. When possible, occupational medical examinations shall be conducted by a licensed 
medical doctor. Every effort will be made to ensure that an injured worker sees a medical 
doctor on the first visit. In the event that an injured worker requests to be treated solely by a 
medical doctor, Provider will meet this request. 

9. Provider will report the results of occupational medical examinations to the City’s third-
party claims administrator according to Workers’ Compensation guidelines established by 
the state of California. 

10. Provider will participate on a quarterly, or as-needed, basis in chart reviews with City staff 
and include a medical provider who can address treatment issues or concerns. 

11. Provider shall at all times comply with federal, state, and local laws rules, and regulations 
related to the confidentiality of medical records and medical information including, but not 
limited to  the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) as the same 
may be amended from time to time.

WORKFORCE ADJUSTMENT – OVER HIRE  

    

 
RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to approve a Resolution amending the Classification – Salary Schedule and workforce 
adjustment, over hire for the Community Development Department. These amendments include new 
classifications and classification changes approved through the FY 25-26 budget, in addition to 
previously approved salary adjustments due in the first full pay period of July 2025.   
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
Staff recommends that the City Council approve the attached Resolution modifying the Classification 
– Salary Schedule to reflect new classifications added through the FY 25-26 budget process, 
classification changes, and previously approved cost of living adjustments. Additionally, staff 
recommend approval of one over hire Combination Building Inspector in the Community 
Development Department. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
Administration 
Through the FY 25-26 budget process, the City Clerk classification was shifted from the Confidential 
Management unit to the Department Directors unit and must also be shifted on the Classification – 
Salary Schedule.  A Senior Airport Technician was approved through the FY 25-26 budget, the 
position should be Senior Airport Maintenance Worker and should be added to the Classification – 
Salary Schedule. 
 
Additionally, staff recommend replacing the vacant Senior Economic Development Manager with a 
Deputy Director of Economic Development to stand an Economic Development Division that will 
oversee the City’s economic development programs and initiatives under the direction of the Assistant 
City Manager.  
 
Community Development 
Through the FY 25-26 budget process the following classifications were approved to be added to the 
workforce and must be added to the Classification – Salary Schedule. 
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Business Navigator 
Supervising Plan Checker 
 
Additionally, the Community Development Department requests authorization to over hire one 
Combination Building Inspector II.  Due to current and anticipated projects, staff request 
authorization to over hire one position as soon as a qualified candidate is identified.      
 
Finance 
Staff request to adjust the salary range for the classifications of Accounting Manager and replace the 
vacant Sr. Finance Management Analyst with a Finance Manager.  Currently, the two positions are 
equal on the salary range, oversee critical functions of the Finance Department and report to the 
Assistant Finance Director.  The Accounting Manager is a difficult to fill position.  The City recruited 
in 2021, 2022, 2023, and 2024. 
 
2021 – 2 applications; position filled 
2022 – 16 applications, 13 applicants were not qualified, 1 withdrew, no selection 
2023 – 24 applications, 18 applicants were not qualified, 6 invited to interview; filled 
2024 – 11 applications, 7 applicants were not qualified, 4 invited to interview, no selection 
 
In 2023 the Accounting Manager was 7% below market in total compensation when compared to 
comparator agencies.  A recent survey (February 2025) found the position to be approximately 15.5% 
below market in total compensation when compared to the same comparator agencies. Staff 
recommend adjusting the salary range 10% to $11,999 at Step 6.  This will bring the position closer 
to market, is comparable to other Managers in the unit, and maintains a separation of 10% between 
this position and the direct supervisor. 
 
Fire Department 
Through the FY 25-26 budget process a Deputy Fire Marshal was approved to be added to workforce 
and must be shifted to the Association of Management Personnel of Salinas (AMPS) unit. 
 
Library and Community Services 
Through the FY 25-26 budget process a Customer Experience Manager was added to workforce and 
must be added to the Classification – Salary Schedule under the AMPS unit. 
 
Police Department 
Staff request to add the classification of Retirement Annuitant – Public Safety Analyst as a new non-
sworn extra help (temporary) position in the Police Department that will help support highly technical 
administrative functions and support management in the various divisions of the department as 
assigned.  Additionally, staff request to add the temporary classification of Senior Police Services 
Technician to the Classification – Salary Schedule. 
 
Lastly, the Classification – Salary Schedule will need to be adjusted to reflect a previously approved 
2% salary adjustments for the AMPS unit, and 3% for Service Employees International Union (SEIU) 
Blue Collar, SEIU Crew Supervisors, and Salinas Municipal Employees Association (SMEA) 
effective in the first full pay period of July 2025. 
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CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 
Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as defined 
by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378).  
 
CALIFORNIA GOVERNMENT CODE §84308 APPLIES: 
 
No, Government Code §84308/Levine Act does not apply to this item.  
  

STRATEGIC PLAN INITIATIVE: 
 
The proposed action meets the Effective and Culturally Responsive Government Council goal. 
 
DEPARTMENTAL COORDINATION: 
 
All departments collaborated through the budget process. 
 
FISCAL AND SUSTAINABILITY IMPACT: 
 
Administration:  The impact to the budget in FY 25-26 is approximately $8,200 in base wages for the 
Deputy Director of Economic Development.  This is anticipated to be offset by salary savings while 
staff recruit for the position.  The Senior Airport Maintenance Worker represents an increase of 
approximately $800 for the fiscal year in base wages which will be covered through the Airport 
Enterprise Fund. 
 
Community Development:  The Combination Building Inspector over hire will not impact the FY 
budget until the position is filled and will be covered through the Enterprise Fund. 
 
Finance:  The impact for FY 25-26 is approximately $24,000 and anticipated to be offset by salary 
savings while staff recruits for these positions and from other vacancies. 
 
All other items were approved through the FY 25-26 budget process.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:  
 

A motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a letter responding to the 2024-2025 Monterey County 
Civil Grand Jury Final Report titled “Road Safety in Monterey County: Where to Report a 
Problem.” 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:  
 
On April 28, 2025, the Monterey County Civil Grand Jury (CGJ) issued its final report titled “Road 
Safety in Monterey County: Where to Report a Problem.” The CGJ found that it is challenging for 
residents to determine where to report concerns regarding traffic safety, road maintenance, and/or 
road development projects throughout Monterey County. The City of Salinas (City) was asked to 
review and respond to Finding F6 and Recommendation R6. Staff has taken actions to update the 
City of Salinas’ website consistent with Recommendation R6 and has drafted the attached letter in 
response to the CGJ Final Report for the Council’s review and consideration for submission.  
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
The 2024-2025 CGJ received a complaint relating to an injury accident in Monterey County. 
Through the CGJ investigation and research, it was determined that the County of Monterey, cities 
within the County and state agencies had different reporting mechanisms, which created confusion 
for residents. The City of Salinas (City) was identified as having a service request link on the 
homepage and a mobile application (SalinasCONNECT) for residents to report issues to the City. 
However, in the CGJ Final Report, it was recommended that the City also make the 
SalinasCONNECT application prominent on the Public Works Department webpage, other 
department webpages and include promotion on the City’s social media pages.  
 
After review of the City’s website, the SalinasCONNECT application was on the City’s homepage 
and some department and division pages. Based on the CGJ Report, staff has added a Quick Link 
section with a button labeled “Report an Issue (SalinasCONNECT)” to each City department 
webpage. The City periodically shares information how to report issues using SalinasCONNECT 
on social media as it relates to specific topics or service request types. Starting July 2025, staff 
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will include regular recurring posts on the City’s social platform with information on how to use 
and where to access SalinasCONNECT. 
 
CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 
Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378). 
In addition, CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 includes the general rule that CEQA applies only to 
activities which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.  Where it 
can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a 
significant effect on the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA.  Because the proposed 
action and this matter have no potential to cause any effect on the environment, or because it falls 
within a category of activities excluded as projects pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15378, 
this matter is not a project.  Because the matter does not cause a direct or foreseeable indirect 
physical change on or in the environment, this matter is not a project.  Any subsequent 
discretionary projects resulting from this action will be assessed for CEQA applicability.

This letter is the City of Salinas’ response to the Finding F6 and Recommendation R6 in the 2024-2025 
Monterey County Civil Grand Jury Final Report entitled “Road Safety in Monterey County: Where to 
Report a Problem.” In the Final Report, the Civil Grand Jury overall made a total of nine Findings and 
eight Recommendations, with one Recommendation specific to the City of Salinas (City). As requested 
by the Civil Grand Jury, the City respectfully submits the following responses to the Findings and 
Recommendations identified for a response in the Final Report: 

Finding F6 

The availability of the Salinas, Soledad, and Monterey County uConnect mobile apps are largely 
unknown to the public, rendering them of little use. 

Response to Finding F6 

The City Council disagrees with this Finding to the extent it concludes that the “mobile apps are largely 
unknown to the public.” The City received 19,728 new service requests in the last 12-months through 
the Salinas Connect app. While this is an average of over 1,600 new requests per month, the City agrees 
that increased education, access and promotion of SalinasCONNECT would increase community 
awareness.  

Recommendation R6 

Monterey County and the cities of Salinas and Soledad promote their service request apps by 
prominently displaying information regarding their availability on the Public Works webpages, on other 
relevant pages of their websites, and through social media by 12/31/25. 
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Response to Recommendation R6 

After review of the City’s website, the “Report an Issue” / SalinasCONNECT link is available on the 
City’s homepage as a quick action button, as well as on some department and division pages. However, 
it was not on the City’s Public Works Department page and was not consistently on all City Department 
webpages. Following the recommendations in the Final Report, the City has added a button on each 
department landing page.  

Specific to social media, the City periodically informs residents on the use of SalinasCONNECT to 
submit service requests as it relates to certain topics or service request types. However, starting July 
2025, City staff will include regular posts on the City’s social platforms with information on how to use 
and where to access SalinasCONNECT.

SUMMARY 

From time to time, all drivers in Monterey County have observed safety and maintenance 

issues with the roads. Should they wish to report a potentially hazardous condition, it is 

not always obvious which entity they should notify to express their concerns. Roads in 

Monterey County are owned and maintained by different jurisdictions, most often with 

overlapping responsibilities. Processes for road improvement projects and traffic safety 

are lengthy, complicated, and not easily understood. The public is often confused about 

which entity to contact regarding traffic safety concerns or road maintenance, and even 
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how to submit customer service requests. Each entity uses a different interface for 

gathering data regarding traffic safety and maintenance concerns. Forms to request 

service can be found on most entities’ websites but replies to the citizens filing the 

complaints are inconsistently handled. 

The 2024-25 Civil Grand Jury (CGJ) received a complaint from a citizen regarding a major 

injury accident where the motorist was attempting a legal crossing of the road centerline 

into a highly trafficked driveway. A vehicle traveling in the same direction failed to stop 

and hit the stationary car. This resulted in hospitalization and surgery for the complainant. 

The CGJ examined the citizen inquiry and follow-up processes for these entities: 

 Transportation Agency for Monterey County (TAMC) 

 California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) 

 Monterey County Public Works Division (MCPWD) within the Public Works, 

Facilities, and Parks Department (MCPWFP). 

Researching options for addressing this complaint, the CGJ discovered the public is 

largely unaware of where and how to submit a request for road improvements and traffic 

safety concerns. In its findings, the jury identified inconsistent reporting options and a 

lack of updated traffic collision information. This report will include the following 

recommendations: 

 Publish information regarding the role of TAMC, Caltrans, and MCPWD. 

 Update the collision map on TAMC’s website thereby improving the public's 

awareness of challenging conditions and dangerous intersections. 

 Inform the public about Monterey County uConnect, a mobile device app providing 

information on a wide variety of topics, including reporting road and traffic concerns 

in the unincorporated areas of the County. 

These simple measures will better inform the community and provide citizens with a 

sense of partnership with entities in improving our roads and highways. 
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BACKGROUND 

The Civil Grand Jury (CGJ) began to investigate road safety and maintenance in 

Monterey County after receiving a complaint regarding a left-turn lane on a State highway 

in Monterey County. There is no left-turn pocket at that location, just the road centerline 

that has been the scene of multiple accidents. The investigation revealed that road safety 

projects such as the construction of turn lanes, protective turn pockets, traffic signals, or 

roundabouts are lengthy and complex processes. These projects involve private property 

issues, engineering studies, environmental impact, cooperation between jurisdictions, 

sufficient funding in a time of scarce resources, public hearings, hiring of skilled 

contractors, and, finally, breaking ground and beginning construction. 

Many factors go into prioritizing which projects are funded. These include data regarding 

collisions and incidents. This information is difficult for the public to locate and compile. 

Other considerations include grant awards, state funding, and voter approval of measures 

to fund jurisdictional improvements. 

The CGJ also found confusion regarding which entity is responsible for which roads within 

Monterey County and how best to contact the correct public organization (State or local) 

regarding a road safety or maintenance concern. 

The following entities are responsible for traffic safety in Monterey County and collaborate 

closely with local municipalities to complete of traffic projects. Each entity will be 

examined in further detail in later sections of this report. 

TAMC 

TAMC, Monterey County’s regional transportation planning agency, is a State-designated 

agency responsible for financial and logistical planning of transportation projects. The 

mission of TAMC is to “develop and maintain a multimodal transportation system that 
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enhances mobility, safety access, environmental quality, and economic activities in 

Monterey County”. TAMC is not responsible for road repairs or physical road 

enhancements. (tamcmonterey.org, Feb. 16, 2025) 

Caltrans 

Caltrans is responsible for more than 50,000 miles of highways and freeways in 

California. It also provides inter-city rail services, airports, and hospital heliports, and 

collaborates closely with local agencies. According to the Caltrans website, “Caltrans 

carries out its mission with six primary programs: Aeronautics, Highway Transportation, 

Mass Transportation, Transportation Planning, Administration and the Equipment Service 

Center. Caltrans’ vision is to achieve a thriving and connected California.” (dot.ca.gov, 

Feb. 16, 2025) 

Monterey County Public Works Division 

The mission of MCPWD is to promote economic vitality and enhance the quality of life for 

the citizens of Monterey County by providing safe and efficient public roads, bridges, and 

public facilities. MCPWD is responsible for road repair and construction of physical road 

enhancements on County roads. (countyofmonterey.gov/government/departments-i-

TAMC, Caltrans, and MCPWD, including each city within the county of Monterey, is the 

focus of this report, which includes the following information: 

 How to submit a concern or a complaint 

 Where to find up-to-date information about projects 

 How to access mobile apps available for the unincorporated areas of Monterey 

County and two other cities within the county 
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METHODOLOGY 

The Civil Grand Jury investigated road safety and maintenance in Monterey County. The 

CGJ interviewed knowledgeable representatives of several different entities and 

departments responsible for the topics under investigation. In addition, the CGJ gathered 

and analyzed internal documentation provided by some representatives. Jurors made 

field visits to relevant locations of interest to gain firsthand insights. 

DISCUSSION 

Many entities are responsible for road safety and maintenance in Monterey County. The 

chart below indicates which entity is responsible for which types of roads and services:

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Monterey County Public Works Division (MCPWD) 

According to the Monterey County website, the Monterey County Public Works Division 

(MCPWD) provides services to ensure reasonable and safe road development, plan for 

future needs, manage infrastructure and County facilities, and protect natural resources. 

Several divisions exist within MCPWD. The Public Works Division includes Divisions of 

Road and Bridge Engineering, Stormwater and Floodplain Management, Traffic 

Engineering, Road and Bridge Maintenance, and several other divisions. Members of the 

public who have a road traffic safety or maintenance concern regarding a road in the 

unincorporated areas of the County must call or email a request for service or call 911 in 

case of an emergency. MCPWD receives 3,000 to 4,000 customer service requests 

annually and logs them into a database.

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Mobile Apps for Reporting Traffic Safety and Maintenance Concerns 

The CGJ identified three entities that utilize apps that can be downloaded to mobile 

devices: Cities of Soledad and Salinas as well as Monterey County. The Monterey County 

uConnect app may be used for reporting many different issues and has a wealth of other 

information in addition to reporting a concern.

The home page of the app has a “Report Issue” button that opens a dropdown menu 

listing a range of issues related to road maintenance concerns in the unincorporated 

areas of the County including dead animals, debris removal, flooding, guardrail, illegal 
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parking, potholes, road repair, sign/signal/striping, streetlights, and tree/weed removal. 

The app is an easy way for the public to report an issue while traveling in the 

unincorporated areas of the county. However, there is no reference to the Monterey 

County uConnect app on the MCPWD website. Further, it is not easy to find information 

about the Monterey County uConnect app on any of the County departments’ websites. 

The Cities of Soledad and Salinas mobile apps function in a way similar to the Monterey 

County app for reporting road safety and maintenance issues. 

Another app available for download to mobile devices is called SeeClickFix. The app, 

developed by an outside vendor, works with many municipalities throughout the U.S. to 

manage citizen reports regarding road safety and maintenance issues. The City of 

Seaside uses SeeClickFix as a mobile app and has incorporated it into its website. The 

CGJ is not aware of other vendors offering similar services. Many cities use the 311 

referral system to report road safety issues. It functions similarly to the 211 system 

available in Monterey County for requesting information regarding social services. 

California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) 

According to its website, Caltrans manages more than 50,000 miles of California's 

highway and freeway lanes, provides inter-city rail services, permits more than 400 public-

use airports and special-use hospital heliports, and works with local agencies. Caltrans 

carries out its mission with six primary programs: Aeronautics, Highway Transportation, 

Mass Transportation, Transportation Planning, Administration, and the Equipment 

Service Center. California is divided into 12 districts, Monterey County is in District 5 along 

with San Benito, San Luis Obispo, Santa Cruz and Santa Barbara Counties. A total of 888 

Caltrans employees are assigned to District 5. 

Caltrans has a comprehensive customer service request portal on its website that is 

monitored and tracked. During the three-year period from February 2022 to February 

2025, a total of 1,063 Customer Service Requests were received regarding State 
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highways in Monterey County according to documentation provided by Caltrans. The CGJ 

found that requesting parties routinely receive feedback regarding their inquiries. 

Transportation Agency for Monterey County (TAMC) 

TAMC is the state-designated regional transportation planning agency for Monterey 

County. It provides long-range planning and projections of future needs. TAMC’s mission 

is to develop and maintain a multimodal transportation system that enhances mobility, 

safety, access, environmental quality, and economic activities in Monterey County. TAMC 

achieves this by preparing extensive plan documents, with public input, and by applying 

for, receiving, and disbursing funds for transportation projects countywide. It does not 

“own” any roads in the county but works collaboratively with multiple jurisdictions who do 

own them. 

Many factors go into prioritizing which projects are funded. Collision data is just one tool 

used to determine road safety improvement projects. Up-to-date information regarding 

collisions in Monterey County is difficult for the public to obtain because multiple agencies 

collect and analyze such data often in different ways. One such source is the Statewide 

Integrated Traffic Record System (SWITRS) that utilizes information gathered by the 

California Highway Patrol (CHP). Data are updated quarterly, most recently in December 

2024, and is viewable on the Transportation Injury Mapping System (TIMS) published by 

UC Berkeley. One of the most comprehensive Collision Data Maps for Monterey County 

residents may be found on TAMC’s website, yet it has not been updated since 2018. 

In 2023, it was announced that TAMC would receive $640,000 in federal funding to 

develop a Monterey County Vision Zero Plan, a comprehensive county-wide safety action 

plan developed in collaboration with partner agencies and other stakeholders to promote 

coordinated solutions to reduce fatalities and injuries due to traffic collisions in Monterey 

County. This funding could be used to update the Collision Data Map on TAMC’s website 

so that the public can find information regarding collisions in areas of interest.

According to officials at TAMC, its website receives few visits, and public participation at 

its meetings is sporadic. The Contact Us page invites the public to request meeting 

agendas, and the Public Outreach page invites the public to complete a survey asking 

questions about how people would prefer to be informed about TAMC’s activities. Only 

one response was received during the last two years. For the form to be more useful to 

both TAMC and the public, the survey could be expanded to include a section providing 

the opportunity to submit a concern about a road and/or traffic safety issue. 

Public involvement is essential for the planning, safety, and maintenance of roads. 

Monterey County residents and visitors benefit when it is easy for them to participate and 

report unsafe conditions.

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FINDINGS 

It is unclear to the public which entity to contact with concerns regarding traffic safety, 

road maintenance, and/or road development projects, leading to confusion and frustration 

for the public. 

F1. The cities of Del Rey Oaks and Sand City do not have links to an online service 
request on the home pages of their websites, making it difficult for citizens to report 
an issue. 

F2. Sand City’s online public complaint form is tailored to complaints against a business 
or person. There is no separate service request form for reporting road safety or 
maintenance issues. 

F3. The City of Pacific Grove appears to have a mobile app, but it is not available at the 
Apple App Store. 

F4. The purpose of the SeeClickFix button on the home page of the City of Seaside’s 
website is unclear. 

F5. MCPWD does not have an online “Request for Service” form on its website for road 
safety and repair issues, making it more difficult for the County residents to report a 
problem. 

F6. The availability of the Salinas, Soledad, and Monterey County uConnect mobile apps 
are largely unknown to the public, rendering them of little use. 

F7. The Collision Data Map on TAMC’s website was last updated in 2018 and does not 
provide up-to-date information for Monterey County residents. 

F8. TAMC’s outreach survey could be made more useful to TAMC and the public by 
incorporating a section where the public may report unsafe traffic or road conditions. 

F9. Caltrans, TAMC, and the Monterey County Department of Public Works collaborate 
effectively with local municipalities to complete road and traffic projects. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

R1. The cities of Del Rey Oaks and Sand City add a link to the online service request 
form to the home pages of their websites by 7/31/25. 
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R2. Sand City amend its public complaint form to include requests for service regarding 
road safety and maintenance issues by 9/30/25. 

R3. The City of Pacific Grove activate its mobile app on the Apple Store by 9/30/25. 

R4. The City of Seaside rename the button on the home page from SeeClickFix to “Report 
an Issue” and reference the availability of the SeeClickFix mobile app by 7/31/25. 

R5. Monterey County create a direct link to an electronic “Request for Service” form on 
its website for road repair or safety issues by 10/31/25. 

R6. Monterey County and the cities of Salinas and Soledad promote their service request 
apps by prominently displaying information regarding their availability on the Public 
Works webpages, on other relevant pages of their websites, and through social media 
by 12/31/25. 

R7. TAMC update the Collision Data Map to include data from 2018 to the present on its 
website by 12/31/25. 

R8. TAMC expand the public outreach survey on its website to solicit public feedback and 
invite questions from the public regarding its plans and projects as well as traffic and 
road safety concerns by 9/30/25.

RECOMMENDED MOTION: 
 
A motion to approve resolution adopting the recommended updates to the City of Salinas 
Investment Policy. 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
 
City of Salinas Investment Policy (Policy) Section 11.C requires the City’s investment policy to 
be reviewed at least annually and, as necessary, recommended changes adopted by the City 
Council.  Following review by staff and consultation with the City’s investment advisor, Chandler 
Asset Management, staff recommends adoption of the recommended changes to the Investment 
Policy as reflected in the attachment to this staff report. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
The Finance Director and investment manager evaluate the Investment Policy (Exhibit A) on an 
annual basis and recommend updates based on legislative changes, investment management 
practices, changes in the bond market and economy, or to conform to national and state investment 
policy statutes and standards, with underlying policy objective of safety, liquidity, and yield.  
 
The Policy is based on State of California Government Code Sections 53600 through 53609 and 
53630 through 53686. These statutes, as well as recommended guidelines set forth by the 
Association of Public Treasurers of the United States and Canada, the California Municipal 
Treasurers Association and the Government Finance Officers Association, have aided City staff in 
policy review and development. The State laws and established guidelines encompass a broad 
array of allowable investments and investment standards to suit the different needs of California’s 
local agencies.  
 
The Policy applies to the City’s Pooled Investment Portfolio and Bond Proceeds Portfolio. These 
portfolios encompass all funds under the oversight of the Finance Director, including the General 
Fund, Reserve Funds, Special Revenue Funds, Capital Project Funds, Debt Service Funds, 
Proprietary Funds, Trust and Agency Funds, and other funds that may be created as needed.  
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There were two amendments to the Government Code Section 53601. The amendments clarify 
that the public agency investment’s term or remaining maturity is to be measured from the 
settlement date to final maturity. This modification necessitates a change to the City of Salinas 
Investment Policy.  
 
Local funds:  

Chapter 427, Statutes of 2022 (SB 1489), the Local Government Omnibus Act, amended 
Government Code sections related to the investment of surplus funds by county treasurers. This 
bill amended Government Code Section 53601 to clarify that a public agency investment’s term 
or remaining maturity is to be measured from the settlement date to final maturity. In addition, this 
code section was amended to prohibit the purchase of a security with a forward settlement date 
exceeding 45 days from the time of investment.  
 
A provision of this bill also amended 53646(b)(1) to increase the timeline that the treasurer or chief 
fiscal officer has for presenting a quarterly report to the chief executive officer, the internal auditor, 
and the legislative body of the local agency by 15 days, from 30- to 45 days following the end of 
the quarter.  
 
State Funds:  

Chapter 126, Statutes of 2022 (AB 2332) amended Government Code sections related to eligible 
securities of the Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB). This bill amended Government Code 
Section 16430(c) to broaden the type of security issued by the State of California that can be 
purchased by the Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB) from bonds, notes and warrants to 
bonds, notes, and other obligations.  
 
In addition, this bill amended Government Code Section 16430(d) to add a security of “a city and 
county” to the type of local government securities in which the state can invest and added a 
requirement that an eligible local government security shall have a rating within the top three 
ratings of a nationally recognized statistical rating organization. For a security issued by a foreign 
country that the International Monetary Fund lists as an advanced economy, this bill amended 
Government Code Section 16430(f) to add a requirement that the government of a foreign country 
submits to the jurisdiction of a federal or state court in the United States when disputes arise related 
to the investments. Lastly, this bill amended Government Code Section 16430(m) to add the 
European Bank for Reconstruction and Development and the European Investment Bank, to the 
list of eligible investments under this subsection of code.  
 
Amendments to section 53646(b)(1) increase the timeline that the treasurer or chief fiscal officer 
has for presenting a quarterly report to the chief executive officer, the internal auditor, and the 
legislative body of the local agency by 15 days, from 30 to 45 days following the end of the quarter. 
 
The amendment for State Funds does not apply to the City of Salinas. 
 
CEQA CONSIDERATION: 
 

Not a Project.  The City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action is not a project as 
defined by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378). 
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In addition, CEQA Guidelines Section 15061 includes the general rule that CEQA applies only to 
activities which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment.  Where it 
can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a 
significant effect on the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA.  Because the proposed 
action and this matter have no potential to cause any effect on the environment, or because it falls 
within a category of activities excluded as projects pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15378, 
this matter is not a project.  Because the matter does not cause a direct or foreseeable indirect 
physical change on or in the environment, this matter is not a project.  Any subsequent 
discretionary projects resulting from this action will be assessed for CEQA applicability.

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CITY OF SALINAS 
INVESTMENT POLICY 

 

1) PURPOSE 
 

The purpose of this document is to establish policies and procedures to ensure effective and 
judicious management of the investments of the City of Salinas (“City”). 
 
The City’s investment program will conform to this Investment Policy and all applicable 
federal and state legal requirements, including California Government Code (“Government 
Code”) Sections  16429.1 et seq. and 53600 et seq. 
 
This Investment Policy replaces any previous investment policy or investment procedures of 
the City. 
 

2) SCOPE 
 
This Investment Policy applies to all financial assets and investment activities of the City and 
the Successor Agency with the following exception(s): 

Proceeds of debt issuance shall be invested in accordance with the City’s general 
investment philosophy as set forth in this policy; however, such proceeds are invested in 
accordance with permitted investment provisions of their specific bond indentures. 
 

Pooling of funds:  Except for cash in certain restricted and special funds, the City will 
consolidate cash and reserve balances from all funds to maximize investment earnings and to 
increase efficiencies with regard to investment pricing, safekeeping, and administration.  
Investment income will be allocated to the various funds of the City based on their respective 
invested assets and in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles. 
 

3) OBJECTIVES 
 

The City has a fiduciary responsibility to maximize the productive use of all assets entrusted 
to its care and to invest and manage those public funds wisely and prudently.  Therefore, the 
City shall strive to maintain the level of investment of all idle funds as near 100% as possible 
through projected cash flow determinations, investing in those investment vehicles deemed 
prudent and allowable under the laws of the State of California and the ordinances of the City 
of Salinas. 
 
The objectives of the City’s investment program are, in order, safety, liquidity, and return. 
1. Safety:  Preservation of principal is the foremost objective of the City’s investment 

program.  Investments shall be undertaken in a manner that seeks to ensure the preservation 
of capital in the overall portfolio. 
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2. Liquidity:  The City's investment portfolio shall remain sufficiently liquid to allow the City 
to meet all operating requirements which may be reasonably anticipated. 

3. Return:   The City’s investment portfolio shall be managed with the objective of attaining 
a market average rate of return through budgetary and economic cycles, taking into account 
the City’s safety constraints and liquidity requirements and state and local law, ordinances, 
and resolutions that restrict the placement of short-term funds. 

 

4) PRUDENT INVESTOR STANDARD 
 

 Prudent Investor Standard: Management of  the City’s investments is governed by the Prudent 
Investor Standard as set forth in Government Code Section 53600.3: 

“…all governing bodies of local agencies or persons authorized to make investment 
decisions on behalf of those local agencies investing public funds pursuant to this chapter 
are trustees and therefore fiduciaries subject to the prudent investor standard. When 
investing, reinvesting, purchasing, acquiring, exchanging, selling, or managing public 
funds, a trustee shall act with care, skill, prudence, and diligence under the circumstances 
then prevailing, including, but not limited to, the general economic conditions and the 
anticipated needs of the agency, that a prudent person acting in a like capacity and 
familiarity with those matters would use in the conduct of funds of a like character and 
with like aims, to safeguard the principal and maintain the liquidity needs of the agency.  
Within the limitations of this section and considering individual investments as part of an 
overall strategy, investments may be acquired as authorized by law.” 

 

5) PERFORMANCE EVALUATION 
 

Investment performance is to be continually monitored and evaluated by the Finance Director.  
The City’s primary portfolio performance will be measured against an objective index with 
similar attributes to the City’s portfolio. 
 

6) DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY 
 

Authority to manage the City’s investment program is derived from Government Code Section 
53600 et seq.  The City Council is responsible for the administration of this Investment Policy.  
Pursuant to Section 12-5.1 of the Salinas Municipal Code, the City Council has delegated 
investment authority to the Finance Director.  The City Council may renew the delegation of 
authority each year. 
 
No person may engage in an investment transaction except as provided under the terms of the 
policy and the procedures established by the Finance Director. 
 
The City may engage the services of one or more external investment managers to assist in the 
management of the City’s investment portfolio in a manner consistent with this Investment 
Policy and the City’s objectives.  Such external managers may be granted discretion to 
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purchase and sell investment securities in accordance with this Investment Policy.  In 
accordance with the Investment Advisors Act of 1940, managers must be registered with the 
Securities & Exchange Commission (SEC) before they can offer their securities in the public 
market. 
 
The Treasurer and the delegated investment officers, acting in accordance with written 
procedures and this Investment Policy and exercising due diligence, shall be relieved of 
personal responsibility for an individual security’s credit risk or market price changes, 
provided deviations from expectations are reported in a timely fashion and appropriate action 
is taken to control adverse developments. 
 

7) ETHICS AND CONFLICTS OF INTEREST 
 

Officers and employees involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal business 
activity that conflicts with proper execution of the investment program or impairs their ability 
to make impartial investment decisions. In addition, Charter section 8.1 prohibits officers and 
employees from being directly or indirectly interested in any contract, work or business, the 
consideration, price or profits of which are payable in whole or in part by the City and from 
being financially interested, directly or indirectly, in the granting of any franchise, right, or 
privilege. 
 

8) SAFEKEEPING/CUSTODY, DELIVERY, AND COMPETITIVE TRANSACTIONS 
 

A. Third-Party Safekeeping:  To protect against potential losses by collapse of individual 
securities dealers, and to enhance access to securities, interest payments and maturity 
proceeds, all securities owned by the City will be held in safekeeping by a third-party bank 
custodian, acting as agent for the City under the terms of a custody agreement executed by 
the bank and the City. 

 
B. Delivery versus Payment:  Settlement of all investment transactions will be completed on 

a delivery-versus-payment basis.  All securities purchased or acquired shall be delivered to 
the City of Salinas by book entry, physical delivery, or by third party custodial agreement 
as required by Government Code Section 53601. 
The only exception to the foregoing shall be depository accounts and securities purchases 
made with: (i) State of California’s Local Agency Investment Fund and other local 
government investment pools; (ii) non-negotiable certificates of deposit; and, (iii) money 
market mutual funds, since the purchased securities are not deliverable.  Evidence of each 
these investments will be held by the City. 
 

C. Competitive Transactions:  All investment transactions will be conducted on a competitive 
basis which can be executed through a bidding process involving at least three separate 
brokers/financial institutions where applicable, or through the use of a nationally 
recognized trading platform. 
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9) DIVERSIFICATION 
 

The City of Salinas will diversify its investments by security type and institution.  It is the 
policy of the City of Salinas to diversify its investment portfolio.  Assets shall be diversified 
to reduce the risk of loss resulting from over concentration of assets in a specific maturity, a 
specific issuer, or a specific class of securities.  Diversification strategies shall be determined 
and revised periodically and approved by the City Manager and the City Council.  In 
establishing specific diversification strategies, the following general policies and constraints 
shall apply: 

A. Maturities selected shall provide for stability of income and liquidity. 
B. Disbursement and payroll dates shall be covered through maturity investments and 

marketable securities. 
 

10) INTERNAL CONTROL 
 

The Finance Director shall establish a system of written internal controls to regulate the City’s 
investment activities, including the activities of any subordinate officials acting on behalf of 
the City. 
 
The investment portfolio and all related transactions shall be reviewed and balanced to the 
appropriate general ledger accounts by Department of Finance Staff on a monthly basis. 
 
An independent analysis by the City’s external auditor shall be conducted annually as part of 
the annual audit to review internal control, account activity, and compliance with the 
Government Code and with policies and procedures and reported to City Council. 
 

11) REPORTING 
 

A. The Finance Director shall submit to City Council a quarterly report of investment 
transactions. 

 
B. The Finance Director shall render a quarterly investment report to the City Manager and 

City Council. 
1. Except as provided in subsection 2, the quarterly report shall include the following 

information for each individual investment: 
▪ type of investment instrument; 
▪ issuer name; 

▪ maturity date; 
▪ par value; 
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▪ book value (purchase price); 
▪ current market value and the source of the valuation. 

2. For investments placed in the State of California’s Local Agency Investment Fund; 
in FDIC-insured or fully collateralized demand deposit accounts, savings accounts, 
market rate accounts, time certificates of deposits, and other types of bank deposits 
in financial institutions located in California; in a county investment pool; or any 
combination of these, the Finance Director may provide the City Manager and City 
Council the most recent statement or statements received from these institutions in 
lieu of the information required by subsection 1 regarding investments in these 
institutions. 

3. The quarterly report also shall (a) state compliance of the portfolio to the statement 
of Investment Policy, or manner in which the portfolio is not in compliance; (b) 
include a description of any of the City's funds, investments, or programs that are 
under the management of contracted parties, including lending programs; and (c) 
include a statement denoting the ability of the City to meet its expenditure 
requirements for the next six months, or provide an explanation as to why sufficient 
money shall, or may, not be available. 

 
C. The Investment Policy shall be reviewed at least annually and, as necessary, adopted by 

the City Council to ensure its consistency with the overall objectives of safety, liquidity, 
and return, as well as its relevance to current law and financial and economic trends. 

 

12) QUALIFIED BROKER DEALERS 
 

Whenever practical, a competitive bid process will be used for the purchase and sale of 
investments.  It shall be the City’s policy to execute investment transactions only with 
broker/dealers and financial institutions deemed eligible by the Finance Director or the City's 
Investment Advisor if applicable, will be used to place all investment purchases. 
 

13) AUTHORIZED INVESTMENTS 
 

All investments shall be made in accordance with Government Code Sections 16429.1 et seq. 
and 53600 et seq.  Within the investments permitted by the Government Code, the City seeks 
to further restrict eligible investments to the guidelines listed below.  In the event a 
discrepancy is found between this Investment Policy and the Government Code, the more 
restrictive parameters will take precedence. 
 
Where this section specifies a percentage limitation for a particular category of investment, 
that percentage is applicable only at the date of purchase.  Where this section does not specify 
a limitation on the term or remaining maturity at the time of the investment, no investment 
shall be made in any security, other than a security underlying a repurchase agreement 
authorized by this section, that at the time of the investment has a term remaining to maturity 
in excess of five (5) years.  Any investment held at the time this Investment Policy is adopted 
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which does not meet the new policy guidelines may be held until maturity and shall be exempt 
from the current policy.  At the time of the investment’s maturity or liquidation, such funds 
shall be reinvested only as provided in the current policy. 
 
A. United States Treasury, notes, bonds, bills, or certificates of indebtedness, or those for 

which the full faith and credit of the United States are pledged for the payment of principal 
and interest.  There are no limits on the dollar amount or percentage that the City may 
invest in U.S. Treasuries. 

 
B. Federal agency or United States government-sponsored enterprise obligations, 

participations, or other instruments, including those issued by or fully guaranteed as to 
principal and interest by federal agencies or United States government-sponsored 
enterprises.  No more than 30% of the City's portfolio may be invested in any one federal 
agency.  The maximum percent of agency callable securities in the portfolio will be 20%. 

 
C.  Registered state warrants or treasury notes or bonds of the State of California, including 

bonds payable solely out of revenues from a revenue-producing property owned, 
controlled, or operated by the state or by a department, board, agency, or authority of the 
state.  The securities must be rated in a rating category of “A” or its equivalent or higher 
by a nationally recognized statistical rating organization (NRSRO).  No more than 30% 
may be invested in this category in combination with registered treasury notes or bonds of 
any of the other 49 states.  No more than 5% of the portfolio may be invested in any single 
issuer. 

 
D. Registered treasury notes or bonds of any of the other 49 states in addition to California, 

including bonds payable solely out of the revenues from a revenue-producing property 
owned, controlled, or operated by a state or by a department, board, agency, or authority 
of any of the other 49 states, in addition to California.  The securities must be rated in a 
rating category of “A” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO.  No more than 30% may 
be invested in this category in combination with obligations of the State of California, as 
well as its political subdivisions.  No more than 5% of  the portfolio may be invested in 
any single issuer. 

 
E. Bonds, notes, warrants, or other evidences of indebtedness of a local agency within this 

state, including bonds payable solely out of the revenues from a revenue-producing 
property owned, controlled, or operated by the local agency, or by a department, board, 
agency, or authority of the local agency.  The securities must be rated in a rating category 
of “A” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO.  No more than 30% may be invested in 
this category in combination with obligations of the State of California, as well as its 
political subdivisions.  No more than 5% of the portfolio may be invested in any single 
issuer. 

 
F. Repurchase Agreements collateralized with securities authorized under Government Code, 

maintained at a level of at least 102% of the market value of the repurchase agreement.  
There are no limits on the dollar amount or percentage that the City may invest, provided 
that: 
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▪ securities used as collateral for repurchase agreements will be delivered to an 
acceptable third-party custodian; 

▪ repurchase agreements are subject to a master repurchase agreement between the 
City and the provider of the repurchase agreement.  The master repurchase 
agreement will be substantially in the form developed by the Securities Industry 
and Financial Markets Association (SIFMA); 

▪ the maximum maturity does not exceed ninety-two days. 
 

G. Reverse repurchase agreements or securities lending agreements may be utilized only when 
all the following conditions are met: 

1. the security to be sold on reverse repurchase agreement or securities lending 
agreement has been owned and fully paid for by the City for a minimum of 30 days 
prior to sale; 

2. the total of all reverse repurchase agreements and securities lending agreements on 
investments owned by the City does not exceed 20 percent of the market value of 
the portfolio; 

3. the agreement does not exceed a term of 92 days, unless the agreement includes a 
written codicil guaranteeing a minimum earning or spread for the entire period 
between the sale of a security using a reverse repurchase agreement or securities 
lending agreement and the final maturity date of the same security; 

4. funds obtained or funds within the pool of an equivalent amount to that obtained 
from selling a security to a counterparty by way of a reverse repurchase agreement 
or securities lending agreement shall not be used to purchase another security with 
a maturity longer than 92 days from the initial settlement date of the reverse 
repurchase agreement or securities lending agreement, unless the reverse 
repurchase agreement or securities lending agreement includes a written codicil 
guaranteeing a minimum earning or spread for the entire period between the sale of 
a security using a reverse repurchase agreement or securities lending agreement and 
the final maturity date of the same security. 

 
Investments in reverse repurchase agreements, securities lending agreements, or 
similar investments in which the City sells securities prior to purchase with a 
simultaneous agreement to repurchase the security may only be made upon prior 
approval of the City Council and shall only be made with primary dealers of the Federal 
Reserve Bank of New York or with a nationally or state-chartered bank that has or has 
had a significant banking relationship with the City.  The City may not invest more than 
20% of its portfolio in reverse repurchase agreements and must always match its 
maturities to the reinvestment. 

 
H. Bankers’ acceptances, otherwise known as bills of exchange or time drafts, that are drawn 

on and accepted by a commercial bank.  Purchases of bankers' acceptances shall not exceed 
180 days’ maturity or 40% of the City’s surplus moneys that may be invested pursuant to 
this section.  However, no more than 30% of the City’s surplus moneys may be invested in 
the bankers’ acceptances of any one commercial bank.  Eligible bankers' acceptances are 
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restricted to issuing financial institutions with short-term paper rated in a rating category 
of “A-1” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO or long-term debt obligations rated in a 
rating category of “A” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO. 
 

I. Commercial paper of “prime” quality of the highest ranking or of the highest letter and 
number rating as provided for by a NRSRO.  The entity that issues the commercial paper 
shall meet all the following conditions in either paragraph (1) or paragraph (2) below: 

1. The entity meets the following criteria:  (a) is organized and operating in the United 
States as a general corporation, (b) has total assets in excess of five hundred million 
dollars ($500,000,000), and (c) has debt other than commercial paper, if any, rated 
in a rating category of “A” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO. 

2. The entity meets the following criteria:  (a) is organized within the United States as 
a special purpose corporation, trust, or limited liability company, (b) has program-
wide credit enhancements, including, but not limited to, overcollateralization, 
letters of credit, or surety bonds.  (c) has commercial paper rated “A-1” or its 
equivalent or higher by a NRSRO. 
 

Eligible commercial paper shall have a maximum maturity of 270 days or less.  The City 
may invest no more than 25% of its surplus moneys that may be invested pursuant to this 
section in eligible commercial paper, and the City may invest no more than 10% of its total 
investment assets in the commercial paper and the medium-term notes of any single issuer.  
Under a provision sunsetting on January 1, 2026, no more than 40% of the City’s surplus 
moneys may be invested in commercial paper if the City’s investment assets under 
management are greater than $100,000,000.  The City may invest no more than 5% of its 
total investment assets in any single issuer. 

 
J. Medium-term notes issued by corporations organized and operating within the United 

States or by depository institutions licensed by the United States or any state and operating 
within the United States.  Notes eligible for investment under this subsection must be rated 
in a rating category of “A” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO.  Purchases of medium-
term notes shall not exceed 30% of the City’s surplus moneys that may be invested pursuant 
to this section, and the City may invest no more than 5% of its total investment assets in 
the commercial paper and the medium-term notes of any single issuer. 
 

K. FDIC-insured or fully collateralized demand deposit accounts, savings accounts, market 
rate accounts, time certificates of deposits (TCDs) and other types of bank deposits in 
financial institutions located in California.  The amount on deposit in any financial 
institution shall not exceed the shareholder’s equity.  To be eligible to receive City deposits, 
the financial institution must have received a minimum overall satisfactory rating, under 
the Community Redevelopment Act, for meeting the credit needs of California 
Communities in its most recent evaluation.  Bank deposits are required to be collateralized 
as specified under Government Code Section 53630 et. seq.  The Treasurer, at his/her 
discretion, may waive the collateralization requirements for any portion that is covered by 
federal deposit insurance.  The City shall have a signed agreement with any depository 
accepting City funds per Government Code Section 53649.  There is no limit on the 
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percentage of the portfolio that may be invested in bank deposits.  However, a maximum 
of 30 percent of the portfolio may be invested in TCDs. 
 

L. Negotiable Certificates of Deposit issued by a nationally- or state-chartered bank or a state 
or federal savings and loan association, a state or federal credit union, or by a federally- or 
state-licensed branch of a foreign bank.  Amounts of negotiable certificates of deposit 
insured up to the FDIC limit do not require a credit rating.  Any amount above the FDIC 
insured limit must be issued by institutions with short-term debt obligations rated in a 
rating category of “A-1” or its equivalent or higher by at least one NRSRO, or long-term 
obligations rated in a rating category of “A” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO.  
Purchases of negotiable certificates of deposit shall not exceed 30% of the City's surplus 
moneys that may be invested pursuant to this section.  No more than 5% of the portfolio 
may be invested in any single issuer. 
 

M. Certificates of deposit placed through a deposit placement service that meet the 
requirements under Government Code Section 53601.8.  The full amount of each deposit 
placed and the interest that may accrue on each such deposit shall at all times be insured 
by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or the National Credit Union Administration.  
Purchases of certificates of deposit placed through a deposit placement service shall not, 
in total, exceed 30 percent of the City’s surplus moneys that may be invested pursuant to 
this section. 
 

N. State of California’s Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF).  Investment in LAIF may not 
exceed the amount permitted by LAIF. 
 

O. Shares of beneficial interest issued by a joint powers authority organized pursuant to 
Government Code Section 6509.7 that invests in the securities and obligations authorized 
in this section.  Each share shall represent an equal proportional interest in the underlying 
pool of securities owned by the joint powers authority.  To be eligible under this section, 
the joint powers authority issuing the shares shall have retained an investment adviser that 
meets all of the following criteria: 

1. The adviser is registered or exempt from registration with the Securities and 
Exchange Commission. 

2. The adviser has not less than five years of experience investing in the securities and 
obligations authorized in this section. 

3. The adviser has assets under management in excess of five hundred million dollars 
($500,000,000) 

 
The underlying pool of securities of which the shares are purchased must be rated in a 
rating category of “AAAm” or its equivalent or higher by a NRSRO. 
 

P. Shares of beneficial interest issued by diversified management companies that are money 
market funds registered with the SEC under the Investment Company Act of 1940 (15 USC 
Sec. 80a-1, et seq.).  The purchase price of shares shall not exceed 20 percent of the 
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investment portfolio of the City.  To be eligible for investment pursuant to this subdivision, 
these companies shall have either: 

1. attained the highest-ranking letter or numerical rating provided by not less than two 
of the three largest NRSRO or 

2. retained an investment advisor registered or exempt from registration with the SEC 
with not less than five years’ experience managing money market mutual funds and 
with assets under management in excess of $500,000,000. 

 
Q. A mortgage pass-through security, collateralized mortgage obligation, mortgage-backed or 

other pay-through bond, equipment lease-backed certificate, consumer receivable pass-
through certificate, or consumer receivable-backed bond.  Securities eligible for investment 
under this subsection shall be rated in a rating category of “AA” or its equivalent or higher 
by an NRSRO.  Purchase of securities authorized by this subsection shall not exceed 20 % 
of the City’s surplus moneys that may be invested pursuant to this section.  The City may 
invest no more than 5% of its total investment assets in the asset-backed or commercial 
mortgage security of any single issuer. 

 
R. Supranational obligations.  Issues must be United States dollar denominated senior 

unsecured unsubordinated obligations issued or unconditionally guaranteed by the 
International Bank for Reconstruction and Development, International Finance 
Corporation, or Inter-American Development Bank and eligible for purchase and sale 
within the United States.  The securities must be rated in a rating category of “AA” or its 
equivalent or higher by a NRSRO.  No more than 30% of the City’s surplus moneys that 
may be invested pursuant to this section may be invested in this category.  The City may 
invest no more than 10% of its total investment assets in the supranational obligations of 
any single issuer. 

 

14) PROHIBITED INVESTMENTS 
 

Any security type or structure not specifically approved by this policy is hereby specifically 
prohibited.  Security types which are thereby prohibited include, but are not limited to, inverse 
floaters, derivatives, range notes, interest only strips that are derived from a pool of mortgages, 
or in any investment that could result in zero interest accrual if held to maturity.  Under a 
provision sunsetting on January 1, 2026, securities backed by the US Government that could 
result in a zero- or negative-interest accrual if held to maturity are permitted.  Trading securities 
for the sole purpose of speculating on the future direction of interest rates is prohibited. 
Purchasing or selling securities on margin is prohibited.  The use of reverse repurchase 
agreements, securities lending or any other form of borrowing or leverage is prohibited.  The 
purchase of foreign currency denominated securities is prohibited.  Local governments that are 
not Qualified Institutional Buyers (QIB) as defined by the SEC are prohibited from purchasing 
Private Placement Securities.  The SEC defines a QIB as having at least $100,000,000 in 
securities owned and invested. The purchase of a security with a forward settlement date 
exceeding 45 days from the time of the investment is prohibited. 
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15) INVESTMENT OF BOND PROCEEDS 
 

Bond proceeds shall be invested in the securities permitted by the applicable bond 
documents.  If the bond documents are silent as to the permitted investments, bond 
proceeds will be invested in the securities permitted by this policy.  Notwithstanding the 
other provisions of this policy, the percentage or dollar portfolio limitations listed in 
elsewhere in this policy do not apply to bond proceeds.  In addition to the securities listed 
in this Policy, bond proceeds may be invested in a structured investment product if 
approved by the Finance Director. 

 

16) LEGISLATIVE CHANGES 
 

Any State of California legislative action that further restricts allowable maturities, investment 
type or percentage allocations will be deemed to be incorporated into the City of Salinas’s 
investment policy and will supersede any and all applicable language. 
 

17) INTEREST EARNINGS 
 

All moneys earned and collected from investments authorized in this policy shall be allocated 
monthly to various fund accounts based on the pooled cash balance in each fund as a percentage 
of the entire pooled portfolio. 



 Exhibit A 
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Glossary 
 
 

Agency:  Federal agency securities and /or 
Government-sponsored enterprises. 
 
Bankers’ Acceptance (BA):  A draft or bill 
or exchange accepted by a bank or trust 
company.  The accepting institution 
guarantees payment of the bill, as well as the 
issuer. 
 
Broker:  A broker brings buyers and sellers 
together for a commission. 
 
California Local Government Debt:  Is 
bonds, notes, warrants, or other evidences of 
indebtedness of any local agency within 
California.  California local government 
debt is a permitted investment under the 
California Government Code.  The 
Government Code does not specify 
minimum credit ratings for local 
government debt in which local agencies 
may invest. 
 
Certificate of Deposit (CD):  A time 
deposit with a specific maturity evidenced 
by a certificate.  Large-denomination CD’s 
are typically negotiable. 
 
Collateral:  Securities, evidence of deposit 
of other property which a borrower pledges 
to secure repayment of a loan.  Also refers to 
securities pledged by a bank to secure 
deposits of public monies. 
 
Annual Comprehensive Financial Report 
(ACFR):  The official annual report for the 
City of Salinas.  It includes five combine 
statements for each individual fund and 
account group prepared in conformity with 
GAAP.  It also includes supporting 
schedules necessary to demonstrate 
compliance with finance-related legal and 
contractual provisions, extensive 

introductory material, and a detailed 
Statistical Section. 
 
Coupon:  (a) The annual rate of interest that 
a bond’s issuer promises to pay the 
bondholder on the bond’s face value.  (b)  A 
certificate attached to a bond evidencing 
interest due on a payment date.   
 
Dealer:  A dealer, as opposed to a broker, 
acts as a principal in all transactions, buying 
and selling for his own account. 
 
Debenture:  A bond secured only by the 
general credit of the issuer. 
 
Delivery versus Payment:  There are two 
methods of delivery of securities:  delivery 
versus payment and delivery versus receipt.  
Delivery versus payment is delivery of 
securities with an exchange of money for the 
securities.  Delivery versus receipt is 
delivery of securities with an exchange of a 
signed receipt for the securities. 
 
Derivatives:  (1) Financial instruments 
whose return profile is linked to, or derived 
from, the movement of one or more 
underlying index or security, and may 
include a leveraging factor, or (2) financial 
contracts based upon notional amounts 
whose value is derived from an underlying 
index or security (interest rates, foreign 
exchange rates, equities or commodities). 
 
Discount:  The difference between the cost 
price of a security and its maturity when 
quoted at lower than face value.  A security 
selling below original offering price shortly 
after sale also is considered to be at a 
discount. 
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Diversification:  Dividing investment funds 
among a variety of securities offering 
independent returns. 
 
Federal Credit Agencies:  Agencies of the 
Federal government set up to supply credit 
to various classes of institutions and 
individuals, e.g., S&L’s, small business 
firms, students, farmers, farm cooperatives, 
and exporters. 
 
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation 
(FDIC):  A federal agency that insures bank 
deposits, currently up to $250,000 per 
deposit. 
 
Federal Funds Rate:  The rate of interest at 
which Fed funds are traded.  This rate is 
currently pegged by the Federal Reserve 
through open-market operations. 
 

Federal Home Loan Banks (FHLB):  
Government sponsored wholesale banks 
(currently 12 regional banks) which lend 
funds and provide correspondent banking 
services to member commercial banks, thrift 
institutions, credit unions and insurance 
companies.  The mission of the FHLB is to 
liquefy the housing related assets of its 
members who must purchase stock in their 
district Bank. 
 
Federal National Mortgage Association 
(FNMA):  FNMA, like GNMA was 
chartered under the Federal National 
Mortgage Association Act in 1938.  FNMA 
is a federal corporation working under the 
auspices of the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD).  It is the largest 
single provider of residential mortgage 
funds in the United States.  Fannie Mae, as 
the corporation is called, is a private 
stockholder-owned corporation.  The 
corporation’s purchases include a variety of 
adjustable mortgages and second loans, in 
addition to fixed-rate mortgages.  FNMA’s 

securities are also highly liquid and are 
widely accepted.  FNMA assumes and 
guarantees that all security holders will 
receive timely payment of principal and 
interest. 
 
Federal Open Market Committee 
(FOMC):  Consists of seven members of 
the Federal Reserve Board and five of the 
twelve Federal Reserve and Presidents.  The 
President of the New York Federal Reserve 
Bank is a permanent member, while the 
other Presidents serve on a rotating basis.  
The Committee periodically meets to set 
Federal Reserve guidelines regarding 
purchases and sales of Government 
Securities in the open market as a means of 
influencing the volume of bank credit and 
money. 
 
Federal Reserve System:  The central bank 
of the United States created by Congress and 
consisting of a seven-member Board of 
Governors in Washington, D.C., 12 regional 
banks and about 5,700 commercial banks 
that are members of the system. 
 
Government National Mortgage 
Association (GNMA or Ginnie Mae):  
Securities influencing the volume of bank 
credit guaranteed by GNMA and issued by 
mortgage bankers, commercial banks, 
savings and loan associations, and other 
institutions.  Security holder is protected by 
full faith and credit of the US Government.  
Ginnie Mae securities are backed by the 
FHA, VA or FmHA mortgages.  The term 
“pass-throughs” is often used to describe 
Ginnie Maes. 
 
Issuer:  Any corporation, government unit 
or financial institution which borrows 
money through the sale of securities. 
 
Liquidity:  A liquid asset is one that can be 
converted easily and rapidly into cash 
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without a substantial loss of value.  In the 
money market, a security is said to be liquid 
if the spread between bid and asked prices is 
narrow and reasonable size can be done at 
those quotes. 
 
Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF):  
A special fund in the State Treasury which 
local agencies may use to deposit funds for 
investment.  All interest is distributed to 
those agencies participating on a 
proportionate share determined by the 
amounts deposited and the length of time 
they are deposited.  Interest is paid quarterly 
via direct deposit to the LAIF account.  The 
State keeps an amount for reasonable costs 
of making the investments, not to exceed 
one-quarter of one per cent of the earnings. 
 
Local Government Investment Pool 
(LGIP):  The aggregate of all funds from 
political subdivisions that are pooled 
together for investment and reinvestment. 
 
Market Value:  The price at which a 
security is trading and could presumably be 
purchased or sold. 
 
Master Repurchase Agreement:  A written 
contract covering all future transactions 
between the parties to repurchase – reverse 
repurchase agreements that establishes each 
party’s rights in the transactions.  A master 
agreement will often specify, among other 
things, the right of the buyer-lender to 
liquidate the underlying securities in the 
event of default by the seller-borrower. 
 
Maturity:  The date upon which the 
principal or stated value of an investment 
becomes due and payable. 
Money Market:  The market in which 
short-term debt instruments (bills, 
commercial paper, bankers’ acceptances, 
etc.) are issued and traded. 
 

Mutual Funds:  Referred to in the 
Government Code, Section 53601(l) as 
“shares of beneficial interest issued by 
diversified management companies.”  The 
Mutual Fund must be restricted by its by-
laws to the same investments as the local 
agency by the Government Code.  These 
investments are Treasury issues, Federal 
Agency issues, State of California and City 
(within California) debt obligations, Bankers 
Acceptances, Commercial Paper, 
Certificates of Deposit, Negotiable 
Certificates of Deposit, Repurchase 
Agreements, Reverse Repurchase 
Agreements, and Medium-Term Corporate 
Notes.  The quality rating and percentage 
restrictions in each investment category 
applicable to the local agency also apply to 
the Mutual Fund. 
 
Negotiable:  Term used to designate a 
security, the title to which is transferable by 
delivery. 
 
Offer:  The price asked by a seller of 
securities. (When you are buying securities, 
you ask for an offer).  See Asked and Bid. 
 
Open Market Operations:  Purchases and 
sales of government and certain other 
securities in the open market by the New 
York Federal Reserve Bank as directed by 
the FOMC in order to influence the volume 
of money and credit in the economy.  
Purchases inject reserves into the bank 
system and stimulate growth of money and 
credit; sales have the opposite effect.  Open 
market operations are the Federal Reserve’s 
most important and most flexible monetary 
policy tool. 
 
Portfolio:  Collection of securities held by 
an investor. 
 
Primary Dealer:  A group of government 
securities dealers who submit daily reports 
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of market activity and positions and monthly 
financial statements to the Federal Reserve 
Bank of New York and are subject to its 
informal oversight.  Primary dealers 
included Securities & Exchange 
Commission (SEC) – registered securities 
broker-dealers, banks, and a few unregulated 
firms. 
 
Principal:  Describes the original cost of a 
security.  It represents the amount of capital 
or money which the investor pays for the 
investment. 
 
Prudent Person Rule:  An investment 
standard.  In some states the law requires 
that a fiduciary, such as a trustee, may invest 
money only in a list of securities selected by 
the custody state – the so-called legal list.  In 
other states the trustee may invest in a 
security if it is one which would be bought 
by a prudent person of discretion and 
intelligence who is seeking a reasonable 
income and preservation of capital. 
 
Qualified Public Depositories:  A financial 
institution which does not claim exemption 
from the payment of any sales or 
compensating use or ad valorem taxes under 
the laws of this state, which has segregated 
for the benefit of the commission eligible 
collateral having a value of not less than its 
maximum liability and which has been 
approved by the State to hold public 
deposits. 
 
Rate of Return:  The yield obtainable on a 
security based on its purchase price or its 
current market price.  This may be the 
amortized yield to maturity on a bond the 
current income return. 
 
Repurchase Agreement (RP or Repo):  A 
holder of securities sells these securities to 
an investor with an agreement to repurchase 
them at a fixed price on a fixed date.  The 

security “buyer” in effect lends the “seller” 
money for the period of the agreement, and 
the terms of the agreement are structured to 
compensate him for this.  Dealers use RP 
extensively to finance their positions.  
Exception:  When the Fed is said to be doing 
RP, it is lending money, that is, increasing 
bank services. 
 
Safekeeping:  A service to customers 
rendered by banks for a fee whereby 
securities and valuables of all types and 
descriptions are held in the bank’s vaults for 
protection. 
 
Secondary Market:  A market made for the 
purchase and sale of outstanding issues 
following the initial distribution. 
 
Security: An investment instrument, other 
than an insurance policy or fixed annuity, 
issued by a corporation, government, or 
other organization which offers evidence of 
debt or equity.  
 
Securities & Exchange Commission: 
Agency created by Congress to protect 
investors in securities transactions by 
administering securities legislation. 
 
SEC Rule 15C3-1:  See Uniform Net 
Capital Rule. 
 
Structured Notes:   Notes issued by 
Government Sponsored Enterprises (FHLB, 
FNMA, SLMA, etc.) and Corporations 
which have imbedded options (e.g., call 
features, step-up coupons, floating rate 
coupons, derivative-based returns) into their 
debt structure.  Their market performance is 
impacted by the fluctuation of interest rates, 
the volatility of the imbedded options and 
shifts in the shape of the yield curve. 
 
Treasury Bills:  A non-interest-bearing 
discount security issued by the US Treasury

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to finance the national debt.  Most bills are 
issued to mature in three months, six 
months, or one year. 
 
Treasury Notes:  Medium-term coupon-
bearing US Treasury securities issued as 
direct obligations of the US Government and 
having initial maturities from two to ten 
years. 
 
Uniform Net Capital Rule:  Securities & 
Exchange Commission (SEC) requirement 
that member firms as well as nonmember 
broker-dealers in securities maintain a 
maximum ratio of indebtedness to liquid 
capital of 15 to 1; also called net capital rule 
and net capital ratio.  Indebtedness covers all 
money owed to a firm, including margin 

loans and commitments to purchase 
securities, one reason new public issues are 
spread among member of underwriting 
syndicates.  Liquid capital includes cash and 
assets easily converted into cash.  
 
Yield:  The rate of annual income return on 
an investment, expressed as a percentage.  
(a) Income Yield is obtained by dividing the 
current dollar income by the current market 
price for the security.  (b) Net Yield or 
Yield to Maturity is the current income 
yield minus any premium above par or plus 
any discount from par in purchase price, 
with the adjustment spread over the period 
from the date of purchase to the date of 
maturity of the bond.

INVESTMENT GUIDELINES AND STRATEGY 
 

I. GUIDELINES - Guidelines are established to direct and control activities in such a manner 
that previously established goals are achieved. 

1. Investment Transaction. Every investment transaction must be authorized and reviewed 
by the Finance Director or his/her designee. 

2. Pooled Cash. Whenever practical, local agency cash is consolidated into one bank 
account and invested on a pooled concept basis. Interest earnings are allocated monthly 
according to month-end cash and investment balances for each fund. 

3. Competitive Bids. Purchase and sales of securities are made on the basis of competitive 
offers and bids when practical. 

4. Cash Forecast. The cash flow for the City is analyzed with the receipt of revenues and 
maturity of investments scheduled so that adequate cash will be available to meet 
disbursement requirements. 

5. Investment Limitations. Security purchases and holdings are maintained within statutory 
limits imposed by the California Government Code. Current limits are: 

Bankers’ Acceptances 40% Section 53601(f) 
Commercial Paper 25% Section 53601(g) 
Negotiable Certificates of Deposit 30% Section 53601(h) 
Medium Term Notes 30% Section 53601(j) 
Money Market Mutual Funds 20% Section 53601(k) 
Asset-Backed/Mortgage-Backed Securities 20% Section 53601(n) 
Federal Agency restriction 60% per Agency Section 14 of Policy 
Local Agency Investment Fund $50,000,000 per Section 14 of Policy 
CAMP no limit per Section 14 of Policy 
Portfolio Maturing within one year 20% per Section 14 of Policy 

6. Liquidity. The marketability of a security is considered at the time of purchase, as the 
security may have to be sold at a later date to meet unanticipated cash demands. 

7. Diversification. The portfolio should consist of a mix of various types of securities, 
issuers, and maturities.

INVESTMENT GUIDELINES AND STRATEGY 
(Continued) 

 

II. STRATEGY - Strategy refers to the ability to manage financial resources in the most 
advantageous manner. 

 
1. Economic Forecasts. Economic Forecasts are obtained periodically from economists and 

financial experts through bankers and brokers to assist the Finance Director or his/her 
designee with the formulation of an investment strategy for the local agency. 

2. Implementing Investment Strategy. Investment transactions are executed which conform 
with anticipated interest rate trends and the current investment strategy plan. 

3. Rapport. A close working relationship is maintained with large vendors of the city. The 
objective is to pinpoint when large disbursements will clear the city's bank account. It is 
essential for good cash control that such large expenditures be anticipated, estimated as to 
dollar amount, and communicated to the Finance Director or his/her designee for 
liquidity planning purposes. 

4. Preserve Portfolio Value. Field standards are developed in order to maintain earnings 
near the market and to preserve the value of the portfolio.

INVESTMENT PROCEDURES 
INTERNAL CONTROL - GUIDELINES 

 
OBJECTIVES OF INTERNAL CONTROL 
 
Internal control is the plan of organization and all the related systems established by the management's 
objective of ensuring, as far as practicable: 
 

 The orderly and efficient conduct of its business, including adherence to management policies. 
 

 The safeguarding of assets. 
 

 The prevention or detection of errors and fraud. 
 

 The accuracy and completeness of the accounting records. 
 

 The timely preparation of reliable financial information. 
 
 
LIMITATIONS OF INTERNAL CONTROL 
 
No internal control system, however elaborate, can by itself guarantee the achievement of 
management's objectives.  Internal control can provide only reasonable assurance that the objectives 
are met, because of its inherent limitations, including: 
 

 Management's usual requirement that a control be cost-effective. 
 

 The direction of most controls at recurring, rather than unusual, types of transactions. 
 

 Human error due to misunderstanding, carelessness, fatigue, or distraction. 
 

 Potential for collusion that circumvents controls dependent on the segregation of functions. 
 

 Potential for a person responsible for exercising control abusing that responsibility; a 
responsible staff member could be in a position to override controls which management has 
set up.

INVESTMENT PROCEDURES 
INTERNAL CONTROL - GUIDELINES 

(Continued) 
 
 
ELEMENTS OF INTERNAL CONTROL 
 
Elements of a system of internal control are the means by which an organization can satisfy the 
objectives of internal control.  These elements are: 
 
 1. ORGANIZATION 
 Specific responsibility for the performance of duties should be assigned and lines of authority 

and reporting clearly identified and understood. 
 
 2. PERSONNEL 
 Personnel should have capabilities commensurate with their responsibilities. Personnel 

selection and training policies together with the quality and quantity of supervision are thus 
important. 

 
 3. SEGREGATION OF FUNCTIONS 
 Segregation of incompatible functions reduces the risk that a person is in a position both to 

perpetrate and conceal errors or fraud in the normal course of duty.  If two parts of a 
transaction are handled by different people, collusion is necessary to conceal errors or fraud.  
In particular, the functions that should be considered when evaluating segregation of functions 
are authorization, execution, recording, custody of assets, and performing reconciliations. 

 
 4. AUTHORIZATION 
 All transactions should be authorized by an appropriate responsible individual.  The 

responsibilities and limits of authorization should be clearly delineated.  The individual or 
group authorizing a specific transaction or granting general authority for transactions should 
be in a position commensurate with the nature and significance of the transactions.  Delegation 
of authority to authorize transactions should be handled very carefully. 

 
 5. CONTROLS OVER AN ACCOUNTING SYSTEM 
 Controls over an accounting system include the procedures, both manual and computerized, 

carried out independently to ascertain that transactions are complete, valid, authorized, and 
properly recorded.

CASH CONTROLS 
 
 
PROCEDURES PERFORMED BY EXTERNAL AUDITORS WITH RESPECT TO CASH 
RECEIPTS 
 
 A. City procedures and controls are reviewed.  Some of the system strengths are: 
 
  1. Receipts are controlled upon receipt by proper registration devices. 
 
  2. Receipts are reconciled on a daily basis. 
 
  3. Amounts batched and deposited intact. 
 
  4. Bank reconciliations are reviewed. 
 
  5. Prompt posting of cash receipt entries in books. 
 
  6. Proper approval required for write-offs of customer accounts. 
 
 7. Checks are restrictively endorsed upon receipt or when run through cash register. 
 
 8. Adequate physical security over cash. 
 
 9. Individuals that handle cash do not post to customer account records or process billing 

statements. 
 
 10. Adequate supervision of Finance Department operations. 
 
 B. Significant revenues are confirmed directly with payer and compared with City books to make 

sure amounts are recorded properly. 
 
 C. Cash balances are substantiated by confirming all account balances recorded in books.  Bank 

reconciliations are reviewed for propriety and recalculated by the auditor.  All significant 
reconciling items on bank reconciliations are verified as valid reconciling items by proving to 
subsequent bank statements.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A TRANSFER AGREEMENT 

WITH THE TRANSPORTATION AGENCY FOR MONTEREY COUNTY (TAMC) FOR 

PROPERTY LOCATED AT THE SALINAS INTERMODAL TRANSPORTATION 

CENTER 

  

WHEREAS, on February 7, 2017, the City of Salinas and the Transportation Agency for 

Monterey County (TAMC) entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU, Exhibit C to the 

Transfer Agreement, or the “Agreement”) for the redevelopment of the Salinas Intermodal 

Transportation Center (the “ITC”) to accommodate new commuter passenger rail service outside 

of the region (the “Project”); and 

 

WHEREAS, the MOU called for TAMC to acquire property and construct improvements, 

including removal of the existing Station Place right-of-way and construction of a new Lincoln 

Avenue extension, and a new 287-stall parking area to serve commuters making use of the 

anticipated commuter train service as Package 1 of the Monterey County Rail Extension Kick Start 

Project (Package 1); and 

 

WHEREAS, TAMC prepared and certified an Environmental Impact Report for Package 

1 improvements; and 

 

WHEREAS, TAMC has completed Package 1 and now desires, pursuant to the MOU, to 

transfer to the City eleven (11) parcels of land totaling approximately 2.32 acres which were 

developed by TAMC (the “Property”) and are listed and shown on Exhibits A and B respectively 

of the attached Agreement; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Package 1 was funded through a Traffic Congestion Relief Program 

(TCRP) grant provided by the California Department of Transportation, which included provisions 

requiring the operation and maintenance of the commuter parking funded by the grant; and 

 

WHEREAS, under the terms of the TCRP grant Master Agreement the California 

Transportation Commission (CTC) must approve any transfer of the Property and the City must 

agree to abide by the terms of the Master Agreement, provided as Exhibit D to the Transfer 

Agreement; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Salinas has determined that the proposed action of approving the 

Transfer Agreement to accept the Property is not a project as defined by the California 

Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) (CEQA Guidelines Section 15378) because the transfer of 

Property does not cause a direct or foreseeable indirect physical change on or in the environment.  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes and 

directs the City Manager to execute the attached Transfer Agreement; and 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that upon execution of the Transfer Agreement, the City 

Council hereby authorizes and directs the Mayor to accept the Property on behalf of the City, and 
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to execute the Certificates of Acceptance attached to the Quitclaim Deeds under Exhibit E of the 

Agreement.

TRANSFER AGREEMENT  
 
This agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Transfer Agreement”) is made on this 
_______ day of ____________, 2022, between the Transportation Agency for Monterey 
County (“TAMC”) and the City of Salinas, a California Charter City and municipal 
corporation (“City”).  TAMC and City are collectively referred to as the “Parties.” 
 
The Parties hereby agree as follows: 
 
1. TRANSFER 

 
(a) As part of the Salinas Intermodal Transportation Project, TAMC agrees to 

transfer and City agrees to accept pursuant to the terms and conditions set 
forth in this Transfer Agreement, the eleven (11) parcels of approximately 
2.3 acres of real property located on West Market Street and Station Place in 
the City of Salinas, County of Monterey, State of California, described in 
Exhibit A and depicted in Exhibit B, hereinafter referred to as the 
“Property.” 
 

(b) City agrees to take the property consistent with the terms of the Memorandum 
of Understanding regarding the Salinas Intermodal Transportation Center 
(“MOU”), attached as Exhibit C, and subject to the requirements of the 
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) Master Agreement, 
attached as Exhibit D and incorporated by this reference, which governs the 
state funding sources used to purchase the properties in question and to 
construct the project improvements. 
 

(c) City agrees that it will be acquiring the Property by way of Quitclaim Deed, 
in a form attached hereto as Exhibit E and incorporated by this reference. 
 

(d) City agrees it will be acquiring the Property, including any improvements 
thereon, in an “as-is” condition with all faults and conditions then existing, 
including any hazardous substances or hazardous wastes, whether known or 
unknown, and City assumes all responsibility for such faults and conditions.   

 
2. TAXES/ASSESSMENTS 

 
TAMC shall pay all real property taxes and assessments due, if any, up to the transfer 
of the Property.   
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3. TAMC’S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES 
 
TAMC represents and warrants to City that on the date this Transfer Agreement is 
fully executed, the following conditions apply: 

 
(a) TAMC has the full right, power and authority to enter into this Transfer 

Agreement and to perform the transactions contained in it.   
 

(b) TAMC has indefeasible fee simple title to the Property.   
 
4. NOTICES  

 
All notices and demands shall be given in writing either by personal service or by 
registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, and return-receipt requested.

5. BINDING ON SUCCESSORS 

 
This Transfer Agreement shall be binding on the Parties, their heirs, personal 
representatives, assigns and other successors in interest.  

 
6. ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS 

 
The parties agree to execute any additional documents reasonable and necessary to 
carry out the provisions of the Transfer Agreement.  TAMC’s Executive Director 
shall be authorized to execute any documents needed to complete the transaction, 
including but not limited to any future amendments to this Transfer Agreement, 
notices, or related documents.   

 
7. SEVERABILITY 

 
If any provision of this Transfer Agreement is held by a court of competent 
jurisdiction to be invalid, void, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall 
continue in full force and effect without being impaired.   
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8. CAPTIONS 
 
The captions heading the various paragraphs of this Transfer Agreement are for 
convenience and shall not be considered to limit, expand or define the contents of 
the respective paragraphs.   

 
9. GOVERNING LAW 

 
This Transfer Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the 
laws of the State of California.  

 
10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

 
This Transfer Agreement embodies the entire agreement and understanding between 
the parties relating to the subject matter hereof and may not be amended, waived or 
discharged except by an instrument in writing executed by the party against which 
enforcement of such amendment, waiver or discharge is sought.  This Transfer 
Agreement supersedes all prior discussions, negotiations, agreements and 
memoranda regarding this Transfer Agreement whether oral or written.   
 

11. AUTHORITY AND EXECUTION 
 
This Transfer Agreement, which is valid only when executed by both parties, 
constitutes the complete understanding and mutual agreement of the Parties hereto.  
No oral representation in any manner shall vary the terms hereof or be binding.  The 
individuals executing this Transfer Agreement and any other related written 
documentation certify that they have authority to bind their respective entities.   

 
12. COUNTERPARTS 

 
This Transfer Agreement may be executed in counterparts, which shall be considered 
an original and which together shall constitute one document.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
AMONG 

THE TRANSPORTATION AGENCY FOR MONTEREY COUNTY, 
THE CITY OF SALINAS, 

AND 
MONTEREY-SALINAS TRANSIT DISTRICT,  

REGARDING THE SALINAS INTERMODAL TRANSPORTATION CENTER  
 

Effective Date: February 7, 2017 
 
This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is among the Transportation Agency for Monterey 
County (TAMC), the City of Salinas (City), and Monterey-Salinas Transit District (MST), 
hereafter referred to as “Parties”, regarding the Salinas Intermodal Transportation Center (ITC) 
Project (“Project”). 
 
WHEREAS, the Parties have a cooperative working relationship as members of the Steering 
Committee for planning, development, and implementation of improvements to and expansion of 
the Salinas ITC; and 
 
WHEREAS, through previous transportation planning studies, TAMC and the State of 
California determined that they needed to invest in a system of premium transit services that 
could better compete with traveling by automobile and attract new riders from the automotive 
modes of travel in order to provide additional transportation capacity in the Highway 101 
Corridor, thereby reducing congestion, improving air quality, and saving energy in the Monterey 
Bay Area and San Francisco Bay Area; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Governor and the Legislature expressed their support and endorsement of this 
Project by providing funding for the Rail Extension to Salinas and Monterey County from the 
Traffic Congestion Relief Act of 2000, the Proposition 116 Rail Bond and the Public 
Transportation Account; and 
 
WHEREAS, the former Salinas Redevelopment Agency and the City of Salinas acquired the 
Salinas Amtrak Train Station and surrounding property in 1998, established the ITC, and have 
made significant improvements to access, landscaping, lighting and parking facilities since that 
time; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Transportation Concept Report for U.S. Route 101, prepared by Caltrans 
District 5, dated October 1, 2001 (updated December 22, 2014), identified the Rail Extension to 
Monterey County project as being an integral element for managing travel demand in the 
Highway 101 Corridor; and 
 
WHEREAS, Caltrans included the project as an “Interregional Transportation Priority” for the 
Central Coast in the 2015 Interregional Transportation Strategic Plan; and 
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WHEREAS, AMBAG adopted the Rail Extension to Monterey County project as an element of 
the regional Sustainable Communities Strategy, known as the “Moving Forward 2035 Monterey 
Bay” plan, on June 11, 2014; and 
 
WHEREAS, MST adopted a resolution supporting the Rail Extension to Monterey County 
Project on December 13, 2004 (reaffirmed June 8, 2015); and 
 
WHEREAS, TAMC, as the Lead Agency under the California Environmental Quality Act 
(CEQA), certified the final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) on August 23, 2006, and adopted 
an Addendum to the EIR on August 28, 2013, which EIR and Addendum to the EIR contemplate 
the actions described herein; and 
 
WHEREAS, the California Transportation Commission, as a responsible agency, approved 
TAMC’s Final EIR on September 7, 2006; and 
 
WHEREAS, in order to provide safe, efficient and effective transportation alternatives to the 
automobile, TAMC adopted a resolution endorsing the Extension of Rail Service into Monterey 
County (formerly known as the “Caltrain Extension to Monterey County Project”), with stations 
in Salinas, Pajaro and Castroville as the Locally Preferred Alternative for the Highway 101 
corridor on January 31, 2007; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Salinas recognized the benefit and importance to the City of 
implementing new passenger rail service by adopting a resolution supporting the Rail Extension 
to Monterey County Project on October 2, 2007 (reaffirmed July 7, 2015); and 
 
WHEREAS, the Capitol Corridor Joint Powers Authority (CCJPA) and TAMC jointly adopted 
Principles of Agreement for the extension of Capitol Corridor trains to Salinas in February 2013; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, it is recognized that, with respect to some of the provisions set forth herein, 
numerous actions must be taken pursuant to federal, state and local laws and regulations before 
such policies can be implemented; and 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows: 
 

Project Features and Limits  
 

1. The Parties agree to collaborate on the continued development of the Project located in 
downtown Salinas along the Union Pacific Railroad Coast Main Line Track at Milepost 
(MP) 114.94, generally bordered by West Market Street (Route 183) to the south, North 
Main Street to the east, the railroad tracks to the north, and Villa Street to the west. Local 
access roadways include Station Place, Lincoln Avenue, Palmetto Street, Happ Place, Vale 
Street, and New Street. (See Exhibit A, site map) 

 
2. The Parties agree that the Project is intended to facilitate transportation uses, potentially 

including, but not limited to: Amtrak intercity passenger trains, commuter rail trains, 
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recreational trains, MST local and regional buses, paratransit vehicles and bus rapid transit 
vehicles, intercity bus services, and transit supportive land uses, which may include housing. 
 

3. The Parties agree that the full buildout of the Project, as described in the EIR and EIR 
Addendum, includes, but is not limited to, the following capital improvement projects: 

 
a. Surface parking; 
b. Bicycle lockers, bicycle racks and/or a bicycle station; 
c. Reconstruction of a portion of the existing passenger loading platform and the addition of 

a second platform; 
d. Platform shelters, canopies, lighting, furniture and fixtures, information displays and 

landscaping; 
e. Modification and/or addition of site access and circulation roadways; 
f. Traffic signalization, signing, and striping; 
g. Construction of a transit exchange with passenger waiting and operations support 

facilities; 
h. Construction/relocation of track, turnouts, track removals, and railroad signaling, as may 

be required; 
i. Construction of intercity bus loading berths;  
j. Site drainage, lighting and landscaping; 
k. Stormwater facilities per City of Salinas National Pollutant Discharge Elimination 

System (NPDES) Permit; 
l. Real property acquisition; 
m. Building demolition; 
n. Train layover yard, including crew base and train servicing support facilities; and  
o. Adaptive reuse of a freight building. 

 
4. The Parties agree that the “Kick-Start” first phase of the Project may defer some of the items 

listed under Paragraph 3, based on funding constraints, until additional funding may be 
secured, such as rail platform canopies and bus operations support facilities. The Parties 
agree to the scope, character and layout of the Kick-Start first phase of the Project, as defined 
by the 75% Design Plans dated March 22, 2016 (Exhibit B). 
 

5. The Parties agree to the scope, character and layout of the full buildout of the Project as 
defined by the 60% Design Plans dated September 21, 2016 (Exhibit C). 
 

6. The Parties agree that the precise limits, locations and/or alignments of Project features may 
be adjusted to accommodate design refinements, specifically: 

 
a. Right-of-way limits; 
b. Utilities and subsurface constraints, if any;  
c. Americans with Disability Act requirements; and 
d. Environmental impact mitigation, as may be required. 

 
7. The Parties agree that the existing traffic signalized intersection of West Market Street (State 

Route [SR] 183) and Lincoln Avenue is intended to be modified to add a north leg extension 
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to this intersection as depicted on Exhibit B, and as approved by Caltrans. The Parties 
additionally agree that West Market Street (SR 183) access to/from Station Place is intended 
to be converted into a limited access driveway. The Parties agree that the Project shall 
include pedestrian safety improvements at the intersection of West Market Street (SR 183) 
and North Main Street/ Salinas Street, and that these improvements are important whether 
included as part of the first phase or a future phase of the project, or whether constructed 
separately. 
 

Design Standards and Coordination 
 
8. The Parties agree that a Project Development Team, consisting of MOU Parties and 

California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) District 5, will be the vehicle for design 
coordination. 

 
9. The Parties agree to collect input from Caltrans, Union Pacific, Amtrak, Capitol Corridor 

Joint Powers Authority, California Public Utilities Commission, Salinas Historic Resources 
Board, the Oldtown Salinas Association, the First Mayor's House, Greyhound, and ITC 
neighboring businesses, residents, property owners, and the general public and to reflect this 
input, consistent with the design framework described herein. 

 
10. The Parties agree that the design of the Project shall be consistent with the most recent 

edition of the following documents, as appropriate: 
 

a. MST's Designing for Transit Design Standards 
b. Amtrak's Standard Stations Program 
c. Greyhound Bus Slip Layout and Bus Turning Dimensions 
d. City of Salinas Standard Specifications Design Standards and Standard Plans and 

Stormwater Development Standards 
e. Caltrans Highway Design Manual 
f. California Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices 

 
11. The Parties agree that the selection of station fixtures, furnishings and finishes will be 

generally consistent with TAMC's inventory of Commuter Rail Station Features, most recent 
edition. 

 
Station Funding, Operation and Maintenance 

 
12. The Parties agree that the Project is a cooperative venture of the City of Salinas, TAMC, and 

MST. 
 
13. Parties agree to define the lead agencies as follows: 

 
a. TAMC shall be the lead agency for project development, which includes the funding, 

planning, any further state and applicable federal environmental review, design, right-of-
way acquisition, and construction of the intercity/intercounty and local transport related 
elements of the Project (e.g., items identified in Paragraph 3, (a)-(n)). 
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b. The City of Salinas shall be the lead agency for funding and renovating, as needed, the 

existing Amtrak Station building, the freight building identified in Paragraph 3(o), the 
First Mayor’s House and the Railway Express Agency building within the Salinas ITC. 
 

c. The Parties agree that each Party shall be responsible for the maintenance and security of 
their property within the area of the Project, according to the land ownership as specified 
in Paragraph 14 below.  
 

d. The Parties anticipate that separate instruments will govern the operations and 
maintenance of the Project. 

 
14. The Parties agree to the right-of-way concepts described in the Project Study Report, 

Property Acquisition and Disposition Plan, dated October 2005, and Parties agree to 
coordinate in order to accomplish the right-of-way ownership reflected in the exhibits to this 
agreement: Exhibit D: “Salinas Commuter Rail Station and Layover Facility Existing Right 
Of Way Map” and Exhibit E: “Salinas Commuter Rail Station and Layover Facility 
Proposed Right Of Way Map”. TAMC may consider use of the real property acquisition 
process in full compliance with all applicable laws. However, nothing in this MOU commits 
TAMC to acquire any specific parcels or to use the power of eminent domain. Specifically: 

 
a. Lincoln Avenue: If TAMC decides to acquire property for the Kick-Start phase of the 

project, TAMC shall convey to the City of Salinas approximately 1.27 acres of right-of-
way (ROW) from private parties upon construction of the extension of Lincoln Avenue 
into the ITC. Of this ROW, approximately 0.53 acres is intended to be used for Lincoln 
Avenue and 0.59 acres for replacement parking. The Lincoln Avenue extension is needed 
to provide traffic signalized access to the transit exchange. (Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

 
b. Transit Exchange: The City of Salinas intends to provide approximately 0.97 acres of 

ROW for the construction of a transit exchange at the ITC. This exchange will displace 
the ITC's existing off-street parking supply. The City of Salinas will dedicate an 
easement for access to the transit exchange. (Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

 
c. Parking: If TAMC decides to acquire property, it shall convey to the City approximately 

1.05 acres of private land to replace the off-street parking supply displaced by the transit 
exchange. (Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

 
d. Railroad Avenue: Railroad Avenue runs between Station Place and Palmetto Street in 

front of the Amtrak Station and freight buildings. TAMC intends to reconfigure the use 
of this ROW for the Kick-Start phase of the Project to serve bus operations and ITC 
traffic circulation movements. (Land Owner: City of Salinas) 

 
e. Buildings and Platform: The ITC includes a passenger station building, freight building, 

and a Railroad Express Agency (REA) building. These buildings and an adjacent First 
Mayor’s House (also known as the Harvey-Baker House) all rest on property owned by 
the City of Salinas. The City of Salinas shall retain the responsibility for maintaining and 
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making improvements to these buildings. The City of Salinas intends to dedicate to 
TAMC an easement for the purpose of improving an operating rail platform. (Land 
Owner: City of Salinas) 

 
f. Union Pacific: The Union Pacific Railroad owns the ROW adjacent to its Coast Main 

Line Track for a distance of 25 feet from the track centerline, in the direction of the 
Amtrak Station building. In both the Kick-Start phase and at full buildout of the Project, 
the Amtrak train boarding platform, the proposed dual use of Amtrak platform, the 
dedicated use of a second passenger rail platform, as well as a portion of the layover 
facility, rest on these UPRR lands. (Land Owner: Union Pacific Railroad) 

 
g. Layover Facility: TAMC intends to consider acquiring approximately 6.1 acres of 

privately owned land, located immediately west of the freight building, for a new 
platform, a Layover Facility yard and lead track (Land Owner: Transportation Agency for 
Monterey County) 
 

h. Station Place: If TAMC utilizes the land acquisition process and after such process has 
been completed, the City of Salinas intends to abandon Station Place and the alley behind 
20 West Market Street, at which time these public right-of-ways will revert to the 
adjacent property owner, which will be the City of Salinas, to be converted into parking 
for the ITC, in the Kick-Start phase. (Land Owner: City of Salinas) 
 

i. New Street: If TAMC utilizes the land acquisition process and after such process has 
been completed, the City of Salinas intends to abandon the portion of New Street within 
the layover facility area, at which time this public right-of-way will revert to the adjacent 
property owner, TAMC, to be used as parking or an access road, in the full buildout 
project. (Land Owner: Transportation Agency for Monterey County) 

 
15. The Parties agree that MST intends to provide connecting bus service for trains at the ITC. 

MST, in its sole discretion, shall schedule bus service according to demand. 
 
16. The Parties agree that the Project shall include all mitigations identified or to be identified 

through CEQA and any applicable NEPA environmental documents, per the adopted 
Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program and each Party shall cooperate in achieving 
this goal. 

 
17. Parties agree that the City shall authorize TAMC to effect necessary utility relocations in 

accordance with the City's utility franchise agreement with utility owners. 
 
18. Parties agree that off-site improvements shall be limited to Project mitigations identified for 

the intersection of Market Street (SR 183) and Lincoln Avenue and its approaches, as 
described in the EIR and Addendum to the EIR, and as depicted on Exhibit B; and utility 
connections as may be required. Parties agree that TAMC will be the lead agency to apply 
for encroachment permits for Project work to be performed on the State-owned right-of-way. 
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19. Parties agree that the Project will not be assessed impact fees or exactions as a condition of 
permit approvals for the Project. The Project will be subject to standard City of Salinas 
water/fire line connections fees, building permits, and plan check fees. 

 
20. Parties agree that Project implementation is contingent on funding availability. 
 

General Provisions 
 
21. This MOU shall be governed by and interpreted under the laws of the State of California.  

 
22. This MOU may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an 

original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same Memorandum.  
 

23. Any individual executing this MOU on behalf of a party represents and warrants hereby that 
he or she has the requisite authority to enter into this MOU on behalf of such party and bind 
the party to the terms and conditions of this MOU.  
 

24. If any of the provisions contained in the MOU are held illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, the 
enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not be impaired thereby. If a part of this 
MOU is valid, all valid parts that are severable from the invalid part remain in effect. If a part 
of this MOU is invalid in one or more of its applications, the part remains in effect in all 
valid applications that are severable from the invalid applications. 

 
25. Parties agree that any work within the State right-of-way will require an encroachment 

permit issued from Caltrans. Detailed information such as complete drawings, biological and 
cultural resource findings, hydraulic calculations, environmental reports, traffic study, etc., 
may need to be submitted as part of the encroachment permit process. 

 
26. This MOU is effective on February 7, 2017, and shall remain in force until December 31, 

2025, unless extended or sooner terminated by mutual consent of the Parties. The period of 
performance may be extended or shortened by written agreement of the Parties. Any Party 
hereto may terminate this MOU at any time by giving 180 days written notice to the other 
Parties as specified in Paragraph 31.  

 
27. This MOU, together with the documents referenced herein, including the Project EIR and 

Addendum to the EIR, constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the 
Parties and their successor agencies, and supersedes any prior or contemporaneous 
agreement, or understandings, if any, with regard to the purposes of this MOU. Any changes 
or modifications shall be accomplished by a written amendment to this MOU executed by the 
duly authorized representatives of the Parties. 

 
28. In the event of a dispute arising out of the performance of this MOU, each of the Parties shall 

send a written notice of dispute to the other Parties. Within fifteen working days of receipt of 
such notice, the notified Party shall respond and agree to a meeting for the purpose of 
negotiating a settlement or procedure for settlement of the dispute.  
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29. The Parties shall defend, indemnify and hold each other and their respective officers, 
employees, and agents harmless from and against any and all liability, loss, expense, 
including reasonable attorney’s fees, or claims for injury or damages arising out of the 
performance of this MOU, but only in proportion to and to the extent such liability, loss, 
expense, attorney’s fees, or claims for injury or damages are caused by or result from the 
negligent acts or omissions or willful misconduct of their respective officers, agents, or 
employees. 

 
30.  Each Party to this Memorandum shall maintain books, accounts, records and data related to 

this Memorandum in accordance with federal and/or state requirements and shall maintain 
those books, accounts, records and data for three (3) years after termination of this 
Memorandum. For the duration of this Memorandum, and for a period of three (3) years 
thereafter, each Party’s representatives and representatives of the California Department of 
Transportation, the Auditor General of the State of California shall have the right to examine 
these books, accounts, records, data and other information relevant to this Memorandum for 
the purpose of auditing and verifying statements, invoices, bills and revenues pursuant to this 
Memorandum.

This AGREEMENT, entered into effective as of the date set forth above, is between the 
signatory public entity identified hereinabove, hereinafter referred to as RECIPIENT, and the 
STATE OF CALIFORNIA, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, hereinafter 
referred to as STATE. 
 

ARTICLE I - PROJECT ADMINISTRATION 
 
Section 1.  Program Supplement 
 
A. General 
 

(1) This AGREEMENT shall have no force and effect with respect to any PROJECT 
unless and until a separate PROJECT specific “PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT – STATE 
FUNDED TRANSIT PROJECT(S),” hereinafter referred to as “PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT,” adopting all of the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT has 
been fully executed by both STATE and RECIPIENT.

(2) RECIPIENT agrees to complete each defined PROJECT, or the identified PROJECT 
Phase/Component thereof, described in the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT adopting all of 
the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT. 

 
(3) A financial commitment of actual PROJECT funds will only occur in each detailed and 

separate PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.  No funds are obligated by the prior execution of 
this AGREEMENT alone. 

 
(4) RECIPIENT further agrees, as a condition to the release and payment of the funds 

encumbered for the PROJECT described in each PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, to 
comply with the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT and all the agreed-upon 
Special Covenants and Conditions attached to or made a part of the PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT identifying and defining the nature of that specific PROJECT. 

 
(5) The PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT shall include: a detailed Scope of Work conforming 

to the included Project Description, a Project Schedule, an Overall Funding Plan, and a 
Project Financial Plan as required by the applicable Program Guidelines. 

 
a. The Scope of Work shall include a detailed description of the PROJECT and will 

itemize the major tasks and their estimated costs. 
b. The Project Schedule shall include major tasks and/or milestones and their 

associated beginning and ending dates and duration. 
c. The Overall Funding Plan shall itemize the various PROJECT Components, the 

committed funding program(s) or source(s), and the matching funds to be provided 
by RECIPIENT and/or other funding sources, if any [these Components include 
Environmental and Permits; Plans, Specifications and Estimates (PS&E); Right-of-
Way (ROW); and Construction (including transit vehicle acquisition)]. 

d. The Project Financial Plan shall identify estimated expenditures for each PROJECT 
Component by funding source. 

 
(6) Adoption and execution of the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT by RECIPIENT and 

STATE, incorporating the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT into the 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT as though fully set forth therein, shall be sufficient to bind 
RECIPIENT to these terms and conditions when performing the PROJECT.  Unless 
otherwise expressly delegated to a third-party in a resolution by RECIPIENT’s 
governing body, which delegation must be expressly assented to and concurred in by 
STATE, the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT shall be managed by RECIPIENT. 

 
(7) The estimated cost and scope of each PROJECT will be as described in the applicable 

PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.  STATE funding participation for each PROJECT is 
limited to those amounts actually encumbered by STATE as evidenced in that 
applicable PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.  A contract awarded by RECIPIENT for 
PROJECT work in an amount in excess of said approved estimate or the PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT funding limit may exceed any said PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT cost 
estimate and the limits of STATE’s participation provided: 
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a. RECIPIENT provides the necessary additional funding, or 

b. A cost increase in STATE’s share of PROJECT funding is first requested by 
RECIPIENT (before the cost overrun occurs) and that increase is approved by 
STATE in the form of an Allocation Letter comprising the encumbrance document 
for that increased STATE funding level. 

 

(8) State programmed fund amounts may be increased to cover PROJECT cost increases 
only if: 

 
a. Such funds are available;  
b. STATE concurs with that proposed increase; and 
c. STATE issues an approved Allocation Letter, Fund Shift Letter, or a Time  

Extension Letter with additional funding as stated in an executed amendment to that 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.  

 
(9) When additional State programmed funds are not available, RECIPIENT agrees that 

reimbursements of invoiced PROJECT costs paid to RECIPIENT will be limited to, 
and shall not exceed, the amounts already approved in the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT 
containing the STATE approved encumbrance documents and that any increases in 
PROJECT costs above that STATE supported funding level must be defrayed by 
RECIPIENT with non-State funds. 

 
(10) For each approved PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, RECIPIENT agrees to contribute at 

least the statutorily or other required local contribution of appropriate matching funds 
(other than State funds) if any matching funds are specified within the PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT, or any attachment thereto, toward the actual cost of the PROJECT or 
the amount, if any, specified in an executed SB 2800 (Streets and Highways Code 
section 164.53) Agreement for local match fund credit, whichever is greater. 
RECIPIENT shall contribute not less than the required match amount toward the cost 
of the PROJECT in accordance with a schedule of payments as shown in a Project 
Financial Plan prepared by RECIPIENT as part of a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT. 
 

(11) Upon the stated expiration date of this AGREEMENT, any PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENTS executed under this AGREEMENT for a PROJECT with work yet to 
be completed pursuant to the approved Project Schedule shall be deemed to extend the 
term of this AGREEMENT only to conform to the specific PROJECT termination or 
completion date contemplated by the applicable PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT to allow 
that uncompleted PROJECT to be administered under the extended terms and conditions 
of this AGREEMENT. 
 

(12) Total project cost includes the cost of a project for all phases (Plans, Specifications, and 
Estimates (PS&E), Project Approval and Environmental Document (PA&ED) Right-of-
Way (ROW), and Construction (CON) including rolling stock) of a Project from start to 
finish. 
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B. Project Overrun 
 

(1) If RECIPIENT and STATE determine, at any time during the performance of a 
PROJECT, that the PROJECT budget may be exceeded, RECIPIENT shall take the 
following steps: 

 
a. Notify the designated STATE representative of the nature and projected extent of 

the overrun and, within a reasonable period thereafter, identify and quantify 
potential cost savings or other measures which RECIPIENT will institute to bring 
the Project Budget into balance; and 

 

b.  Schedule the projected overrun for discussion at the next Quarterly Review   
 meeting; and 

 

c. Identify the source of additional RECIPIENT or other third party funds that can be 
made available to complete PROJECT. 

 
C. Scope of Work 
 

(1) RECIPIENT shall be responsible for complete performance of the work described in 
the approved PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT for the PROJECT related to the commitment 
of encumbered funds.  All work shall be accomplished in accordance with the 
applicable provisions of the Public Utilities Code, the Streets and Highways Code, the 
Government Code, and other applicable statutes and regulations. 

 
(2) RECIPIENT acknowledges and agrees that RECIPIENT is the sole control and 

manager of each PROJECT and its subsequent employment, operation, repair and 
maintenance for the benefit of the public.  RECIPIENT shall be solely responsible for 
complying with the funding and use restrictions established by (a) the statutes from 
which these funds are derived, (b) the California Transportation Commission (CTC), 
(c) the State Treasurer, (d) the Internal Revenue Service, (e) the applicable PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT, and (f) this AGREEMENT. 

 
D. Program Supplement Amendments 
 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT amendments will be required whenever there are CTC-approved 
changes to the cost, scope of work, or delivery schedule of a PROJECT from those specified in 
the original PROJECT Application and the original PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.  Those 
changes shall be mutually binding upon the Parties only following the execution of a 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT amendment. 
 
Section 2.  Allowable Costs and Payments 
 
A. Allowable Costs and Progress Payment Vouchers 
 

(1) Not more frequently than once a month, but at least quarterly, RECIPIENT will 
prepare and submit to STATE (directed to the attention of the appropriate State District 
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Transit Representative) signed Progress Payment Vouchers for actual PROJECT costs 
incurred and paid for by RECIPIENT consistent with the Scope of Work document in 
the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT and STATE shall pay those uncontested allowable 
costs once the voucher is approved.  If no costs were incurred during any given quarter, 
RECIPIENT is exempt from submitting a signed Progress Payment Voucher; but is 
still required to present a progress report at each Quarterly Review. 
 

(2) STATE shall not be required to reimburse more funds, cumulatively, per quarter of any 
fiscal year greater than the sums identified and included in the PROJECT Financial 
Plan.  However, accelerated reimbursement of PROJECT funds in excess of the 
amounts indicated in the Project Financial Plan, cumulatively by fiscal year, may be 
allowed at the sole discretion of STATE if such funds are available for encumbrance to 
fulfill that need. 

 
(3) Each such voucher will report the total of PROJECT expenditures from all sources 

(including those of RECIPIENT and third parties) and will specify the percent of State 
reimbursement requested and the fund source.  The voucher should also summarize 
State money requested by PROJECT component (environmental and permits, plans 
specifications, and estimates (PS&E); right of way; construction; rolling stock; or--if 
bond funded--private activity usage) and phase, and shall be accompanied by a report 
describing the overall work status and progress on PROJECT tasks.  If applicable, the 
first voucher shall also be accompanied by a report describing any tasks specified in the 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT which were accomplished prior to the Effective Date of 
this AGREEMENT or the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT with costs to be credited 
toward any required local contribution described in Article II, Section 1 of this 
Agreement (but only if expended pursuant to any applicable prior executed Agreement 
for Local Match Fund Credit between RECIPIENT and STATE). 

 
(4) An Indirect Cost Rate Proposal and/or Central Service Cost Allocation plan and related 

documentation approved under cognizant agency regulations are to be provided to 
STATE (Caltrans Audits & Investigations) annually for their review, and approval and 
filing prior to ADMINISTERING AGENCY seeking reimbursement of indirect costs 
incurred within each fiscal year being claimed for reimbursement. 

 

B. Advance Payments (TCR Projects Only) 
 

(1) Advance reimbursements or payments by STATE are not allowed except in the case of 
TCR funded Projects, and only then when expressly authorized by the CTC.  

 
(2) In order to receive a CTC approved TCR payment advance, RECIPIENT must provide 

duplicate signed invoices to STATE requesting payment of that authorized advance. 
 

(3) For TCR Projects approved for advanced payment allocation by the CTC, said advance 
payment shall be deposited by RECIPIENT in an interest bearing account held by 
institutions with long-term credit ratings of “AA” or better from at least two nationally 
recognized credit rating agencies, or in instruments issued by and secured by the full 
faith and credit of the U.S. Government or by an agency of the U.S. Government.  No 
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TCR interest earnings may be spent on the PROJECT.  Interest earned shall be recorded 
and documented from the time the TCR funds are first deposited in RECIPIENT’s 
account until all the approved TCR advance funds have been expended or returned to 
STATE together with all accrued interest.  Interest earned shall be reported to 
STATE’s Project Coordinator on an annual basis and upon the final PROJECT 
payment when interest earnings, overpayments, and unexpended advanced TCR funds 
shall be returned to STATE no later than thirty (30) days after PROJECT completion 
or termination of the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, whichever is first in time. 

 
(4) Advanced funds are to be expended only as indicated in the approved TCR Application.  

RECIPIENT must be able to document the expenditures/disbursement of funds 
advanced to only pay for actual allowable PROJECT costs incurred. 

 
(5) Except as expressly allowed hereinbelow, non-TCR funds and TCR project funds not 

authorized for advance payment can only be released by STATE as reimbursement of 
actual allowable PROJECT costs already incurred and paid for by RECIPIENT no 
earlier than the effective date of this AGREEMENT and not incurred beyond the 
AGREEMENT/PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT Termination Date. 

 
(6) Where advance payments are authorized in a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, 

RECIPIENT must report and document the expenditure/disbursement of funds 
advanced to pay for actual eligible PROJECT costs incurred, at least quarterly, using a 
Progress Payment Voucher to be approved by STATE’s District Project Administrator. 

 
C. Expedited Payments  
 
Should RECIPIENT have a valid Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for “Expedited 
Payment” on file with STATE’s Accounting Service Center, RECIPIENT will, not more 
frequently than as authorized by that MOU, prepare and submit to STATE an Expedited 
Payment Invoice for reimbursements that are consistent with that MOU, this AGREEMENT, and 
the applicable PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.  Expedited Payments are subject to policies 
established in the Caltrans Accounting Manual.  One time payments and final payments eligible 
for expedited pay pursuant to this Section will have ten percent (10%) of each invoice amount 
withheld until PROJECT completion and STATE has evaluated RECIPIENT’s performance 
and made a determination that all requirements assumed under this AGREEMENT and the 
relevant PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT have been satisfactorily fulfilled by RECIPIENT. 
 
D. Advance Expenditure of Local Funds 
 
Government Code section 14529.17 (AB 872) allows public agencies to expend their own funds 
on certain programmed projects prior to the CTC’s allocation of funds, and, upon receipt of CTC 
approval, to then seek reimbursement for those allowable prior expenditures following execution 
of a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT wherein STATE acknowledges and accepts those statutorily 
authorized prior expenditures as a credit towards a required RECIPIENT match, (if any) or as 
eligible PROJECT expenditures for reimbursement. 
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E. Travel Reimbursement 
 
Payments to RECIPIENT for PROJECT related travel and subsistence expenses of 
RECIPIENT forces and its subcontractors claimed for reimbursement or applied as local match 
credit shall not exceed rates authorized to be paid rank and file State employees under current 
State Department of Personnel Administration (DPA) rules.  If the rates invoiced by 
RECIPIENT are in excess of those authorized DPA rates, then RECIPIENT is responsible for 
the cost difference, and any overpayments inadvertently paid by STATE shall be reimbursed to 
STATE by RECIPIENT on demand. 
 
F. Final Invoice 
 
The PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT Termination Date refers to the last date for RECIPIENT to 
incur valid PROJECT costs or credits and is the date that the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT 
expires.  RECIPIENT has one hundred and eighty (180) days after that Termination Date to 
make already incurred final allowable payments to PROJECT contractors or vendors, prepare the 
PROJECT Closeout Report, and submit the final invoice to STATE for reimbursement of 
allowable PROJECT costs before those remaining State funds are unencumbered and those funds 
are reverted as no longer available to pay any PROJECT costs.  RECIPIENT expressly waives 
any right to allowable reimbursements from STATE pursuant to this AGREEMENT for costs 
incurred after that termination date and for costs invoiced to RECIPIENT for payment after that 
one hundred and eightieth (180th) day following the PROJECT Termination Date. 
 
 

ARTICLE II – GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
Section 1. Funding 
 
A. Local Match Funds  
 
Subparagraphs “(1) and (2)” within this Section 1.A. apply only to those PROJECTS where the 
PROJECT funding is programmed to require a local match. (See individual Program Guidelines 
for specific funding requirements). 
 
(1) Except where specifically allowed by the applicable PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, 

reimbursement of and credits for local matching funds will be made or allowed only for 
work performed after the Effective Date of a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT and prior to the 
Termination Date unless permitted as local match PROJECT expenditures made prior to 
the effective date of the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT pursuant to Government Code section 
14529.17 or by an executed SB 2800 Agreement for Local Match Fund Credit. 

 
(2) RECIPIENT agrees to contribute at least the statutorily or other required local 

contribution of matching funds (other than State or federal funds), if any is specified within 
the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT or any attachment thereto, toward the actual cost of the 
PROJECT or the amount, if any, specified in any executed SB 2800 (Streets and Highways 
Code Section 164.53) Agreement for local match fund credit, whichever is greater.  
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RECIPIENT shall contribute not less than its required match amount toward the 
PROJECT cost in accordance with a schedule of payments as shown in the Project 
Financial Plan prepared by RECIPIENT and approved by STATE as part of a 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT. 

 
B. Funding Contingencies 
 
Delivery by STATE of all funds encumbered to reimburse allowable PROJECT costs pursuant 
to this AGREEMENT is contingent upon prior budget action by the Legislature, fund allocation 
by the CTC or the United States Department of Transportation, and submittal by RECIPIENT 
and approval by STATE of all PROJECT documentation, including, without limitation, that 
required by Government Code section 14085.  In the event of the imposition of additional 
conditions, delays, or a cancellation or reduction in funding, as approved by the Legislature, the 
CTC or the United States Department of Transportation, RECIPIENT shall be excused from 
meeting the time and expenditure constraints set forth in the Project Financial Plan and the 
Project Schedule to the extent of such delay, cancellation or reduction and the PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT will be amended to reflect the resultant necessary changes in PROJECT 
funding, scope, or scheduling. 
 
C. Funds Movement 
 
RECIPIENT shall not make any proposed changes in any of the four PROJECT expenditure 
Components (Environmental and Permits, PS&E, Right-of-Way and Construction), including 
major equipment acquisitions without prior written STATE approval.  STATE will also 
determine whether those proposed changes are significant enough to warrant CTC review.  
Specific rules and guidelines regarding this process may be detailed in the applicable CTC 
Resolutions, including, but not limited to, numbers G-06-04 and G-06-20 or their successors. 
 
Section 2.  Audits and Reports 
 
A. Cost Principles 
 

(1) RECIPIENT agrees to comply with Title 2 Code of Federal Regulations 200 (2 CFR 
200), Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles and Audit Requirements 
for Federal Awards. 

 
(2) RECIPIENT agrees, and will assure that its contractors and subcontractors will be 

obligated to agree to follow 2 CFR 200 and it shall be used to determine the 
allowability of individual Project cost items. Every sub-recipient receiving Project 
funds as a contractor or sub-contractor under this agreement shall comply with 2 CFR 
200. 

 
(3) Any PROJECT costs for which RECIPIENT has received payment or credit that are 

determined by subsequent audit to be unallowable under 2 CFR 200, are subject to 
repayment by RECIPIENT to STATE.  Should RECIPIENT fail to reimburse 
moneys due STATE within thirty (30) days of demand, or within such other period as 
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may be agreed in writing between the Parties hereto, STATE is authorized to intercept 
and withhold future payments due RECIPIENT from STATE or any third-party 
source, including but not limited to, the State Treasurer, the State Controller and the 
CTC. 

 
B. Record Retention 
 

(1) RECIPIENT agrees, and will assure that its contractors and subcontractors shall 
establish and maintain an accounting system and records that properly accumulate and 
segregate incurred PROJECT costs and matching funds by line item for the PROJECT.  
The accounting system of RECIPIENT, its contractors and all subcontractors shall 
conform to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP), enable the 
determination of incurred costs at interim points of completion, and provide support for 
reimbursement payment vouchers or invoices.  All accounting records and other 
supporting papers of RECIPIENT, its contractors and subcontractors connected with 
PROJECT performance under this AGREEMENT and each PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT shall be maintained for a minimum of three (3) years from the date of 
final payment to RECIPIENT under a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT and shall be held 
open to inspection, copying, and audit by representatives of STATE, the California 
State Auditor, and auditors representing the federal government.  Copies thereof will be 
furnished by RECIPIENT, its contractors, and subcontractors upon receipt of any 
request made by STATE or its agents.  In conducting an audit of the costs and match 
credits claimed under this AGREEMENT, STATE will rely to the maximum extent 
possible on any prior audit of RECIPIENT pursuant to the provisions of federal and 
State law.  In the absence of such an audit, any acceptable audit work performed by 
RECIPIENT’s external and internal auditors may be relied upon and used by STATE 
when planning and conducting additional audits. 

 
(2) For the purpose of determining compliance with Title 21, California Code of 

Regulations, Section 2500 et seq., when applicable, and other matters connected with 
the performance of RECIPIENT’s contracts with third parties pursuant to Government 
Code section 8546.7, RECIPIENT, RECIPIENT’s contractors and subcontractors and 
STATE shall each maintain and make available for inspection all books, documents, 
papers, accounting records, and other evidence pertaining to the performance of such 
contracts, including, but not limited to, the costs of administering those various 
contracts. All of the above referenced parties shall make such AGREEMENT and 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT materials available at their respective offices at all 
reasonable times during the entire PROJECT period and for three (3) years from the 
date of final payment to RECIPIENT under any PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT. 
STATE, the California State Auditor, or any duly authorized representative of STATE 
or the United States Department of Transportation, shall each have access to any books, 
records, and documents that are pertinent to a PROJECT for audits, examinations, 
excerpts, and transactions, and RECIPIENT shall furnish copies thereof if requested. 

 
(3) RECIPIENT, its contractors and subcontractors will permit access to all records of 

employment, employment advertisements, employment application forms, and other 
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pertinent data and records by the State Fair Employment Practices and Housing 
Commission, or any other agency of the State of California designated by STATE, for 
the purpose of any investigation to ascertain compliance with this AGREEMENT. 

 
C. Quarterly Review 
 

(1) Subject to the discretion of STATE, RECIPIENT and STATE agree to conduct, on a 
quarterly basis, on-site reviews of all aspects of the progress of each PROJECT.  
RECIPIENT agrees, during each quarterly progress review, to inform STATE 
regarding: 

 
a. Whether the PROJECT is proceeding on schedule and within budget; 

b. Any requested changes to the Project Description, Scope of Work, Project 
Schedule, Overall Funding Plan, or Project Financial Plan contained in a 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT; 

c. Major construction accomplishments during the quarter; 

d. Any actual or anticipated problems which could lead to delays in schedule, 
increased costs or other difficulties; 

e. The status of the PROJECT budget; and 

f. The status of critical elements of PROJECT. 

 
(2) Quarterly reviews of RECIPIENT progress will include consideration of whether 

reported implementation activities are within the scope of the PROJECT PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT and in compliance with State laws, regulations, and administrative 
requirements. 

 
Section 3.  Special Requirements 
 
A. California Transportation Commission (CTC) Resolutions 
 

(1) RECIPIENT shall adhere to applicable CTC policies, as may be adopted or amended 
from time to time, governing eligibility, project management, use of funds including, 
but not limited to the “Timely Use of Funds” as stated in Resolution G-06-04, adopted 
April 26, 2006, addressing the expenditure and reimbursement of TCR funds and 
Resolution G-09-11, adopted October 14, 2009, to provide guidance for the use of 
Proposition 116 and STIP funds.  All CTC resolutions, and/or successor resolutions in 
place at the time a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT is executed, shall be applicable to all 
state funded projects including, but not limited to Prop 116, STIP, TCR funds, 
Proposition 1A, and the Road Repair and Accountability Act of 2017, respectively. 

 
(2) RECIPIENT shall be bound to the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT; the 

PROJECT application contained in the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT (as applicable); 
and CTC Resolutions G-06-04, G-09-11 and/or their respective successors in place at 
the time the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT is signed (as applicable) and all restrictions, 
rights, duties and obligations established therein on behalf of STATE and CTC shall 
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accrue to the benefit of the CTC and shall thereafter be subject to any necessary 
enforcement action by CTC or STATE.  All terms and conditions stated in the 
aforesaid CTC Resolutions and CTC-approved Guidelines in place at the time the 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT is signed (if applicable) shall also be considered to be 
binding provisions of this AGREEMENT. 

 
(3) RECIPIENT shall conform to any and all permit and mitigation duties associated with 

PROJECT as well as all environmental obligations established in CTC Resolution G-
91-2 and/or its successors in place at the time a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT is signed, 
as applicable, at the expense of RECIPIENT and/or the responsible party and without 
any further financial contributions or obligations on the part of STATE unless a 
separate PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT expressly provides funding for the specific 
purpose of hazardous materials remediation. 

 
(4) RECIPIENT acknowledges when the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT is executed the 

RECIPIENT is to comply with all CTC resolutions as adopted or currently amended as 
well as the guidelines, and policies applicable to state funded programs (or projects) 
including, but not limited to, Prop 116, STIP, TCR, Proposition 1A, and the Road 
Repair and Accountability Act of 2017. 

 
 
B. RECIPIENT Resolution 
 

(1) RECIPIENT has executed this AGREEMENT pursuant to the authorizing 
RECIPIENT resolution, attached as Attachment II to this AGREEMENT, which 
empowers RECIPIENT to enter into this AGREEMENT and which may also 
empower RECIPIENT to enter into all subsequent PROGRAM SUPPLEMENTS 
adopting the provisions of this AGREEMENT. 

 
(2) If RECIPIENT or STATE determines that a separate Resolution is needed for each 

PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, RECIPIENT will provide information as to who the 
authorized designee is to act on behalf of the RECIPIENT to bind RECIPIENT with 
regard to the terms and conditions of any said PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT or 
amendment and will provide a copy of that additional Resolution to STATE with the 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT or any amendment to that document. 

 
C. Termination 
 

(1) STATE reserves the right to terminate funding for any PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT 
upon written notice to RECIPIENT in the event that RECIPIENT fails to proceed 
with PROJECT work in accordance with the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, the bonding 
requirements, if applicable, or otherwise violates the conditions of this AGREEMENT 
and/or the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT or the funding allocation such that substantial 
performance is significantly endangered. 
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(2) No such termination shall become effective if, within thirty (30) days after receipt of a 
Notice of Termination, RECIPIENT either cures the default involved or, if not 
reasonably susceptible of cure within said thirty (30)-day period, RECIPIENT 
proceeds thereafter to complete the cure in a manner and time line acceptable to 
STATE. Any such termination shall be accomplished by delivery to RECIPIENT of a 
Notice of Termination, which notice shall become effective not less than thirty (30) 
days after receipt, specifying the reason for the termination, the extent to which funding 
of work under this AGREEMENT is terminated and the date upon which such 
termination becomes effective, if beyond thirty (30) days after receipt.  During the 
period before the effective termination date, RECIPIENT and STATE shall meet to 
attempt to resolve any dispute. 

 
(3) Following a fund encumbrance made pursuant to a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, if 

RECIPIENT fails to expend TCR/GENERAL FUND monies by June 30 of any 
applicable Fiscal Year that those funds would revert, those funds will be deemed 
withdrawn and will no longer be available to reimburse PROJECT work unless those 
funds are specifically made available beyond the end of that Fiscal Year through re-
appropriation or other equivalent action of the Legislature and written notice of that 
action is provided to RECIPIENT by STATE. 

 
(4) In the event STATE terminates a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT for convenience and not 

for a default on the part of RECIPIENT as is contemplated in C (1) and (2) above of 
this Section 3, RECIPIENT shall be reimbursed its authorized costs up to STATE’s 
proportionate and maximum share of allowable PROJECT costs incurred to the date of 
RECIPIENT’s receipt of that notice of termination, including any unavoidable costs 
reasonably and necessarily incurred up to and following that termination date by 
RECIPIENT to effect such termination following receipt of that termination notice. 

 
D. Third Party Contracting 
 

(1) RECIPIENT shall not award a construction contract over $10,000 or other contracts 
over $25,000 [excluding professional service contracts of the type which are required to 
be procured in accordance with Government Code Sections 4525 (d), (e) and (f)] on the 
basis of a noncompetitive negotiation for work to be performed under this 
AGREEMENT without the prior written approval of STATE.  Contracts awarded by 
RECIPIENT, if intended as local match credit, must meet the requirements set forth in 
this AGREEMENT regarding local match funds. 

 
(2) Any subcontract entered into by RECIPIENT as a result of this AGREEMENT shall 

contain the provisions of ARTICLE II – GENERAL PROVISIONS, Section 2. Audits 
and Reports and shall mandate that travel and per diem reimbursements and third-party 
contract reimbursements to subcontractors will be allowable as PROJECT costs only 
after those costs are incurred and paid for by the subcontractors. 
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(3) To be eligible for local match credit, RECIPIENT must ensure that local match funds 
used for the PROJECT meet the General Provisions requirements outlined in this 
ARTICLE II in the same manner as required of all other PROJECT expenditures. 

 
(4) In addition to the above, the preaward requirements of third party 

contractor/consultants with local transit agencies should be consistent with Local 
Program Procedures (LPP-00-05). 

 
E. Change in Funds and Terms/Amendments 
 
This AGREEMENT and the resultant PROGRAM SUPPLEMENTS may be modified, altered, 
or revised only with the joint written consent of RECIPIENT and STATE. 
 
F. Project Ownership 
 

(1) Unless expressly provided to the contrary in a PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, subject to 
the terms and provisions of this AGREEMENT, RECIPIENT, or a designated 
subrecipient acceptable to STATE, as applicable, shall be the sole owner of all 
improvements and property included in the PROJECT constructed, installed or acquired 
by RECIPIENT or subrecipient with funding provided to RECIPIENT under this 
AGREEMENT.  RECIPIENT, or subrecipient, as applicable, is obligated to continue 
operation and maintenance of the physical aspects of the PROJECT dedicated to the 
public transportation purposes for which PROJECT was initially approved unless 
RECIPIENT, or subrecipient, as applicable, ceases ownership of such PROJECT 
property; ceases to utilize the PROJECT property for the intended public transportation 
purposes; or sells or transfers title to or control over PROJECT and STATE is refunded 
the Credits due STATE as provided in paragraph (4) herein below. 

 
(2) Should State bond funds be encumbered to fund any part of a PROJECT under this 

AGREEMENT, then, at STATE’s option, before RECIPIENT will be permitted to 
make any proposed change in use, RECIPIENT shall be required to first obtain a 
determination by Bond Counsel acceptable to the State Treasurer’s Office and STATE 
that a change in the operation, proportion, or scope of PROJECT as originally proposed 
by RECIPIENT will not adversely affect the tax exempt status of those bonds. 

 
(3) PROJECT right-of-way, PROJECT facilities constructed or reconstructed on a 

PROJECT site and/or PROJECT property (including vehicles and vessels) purchased 
by RECIPIENT (excluding temporary construction easements and excess property 
whose proportionate resale proceeds are distributed pursuant to this AGREEMENT) 
shall remain permanently dedicated to the described public transit use in the same 
proportion and scope, and to the same extent as mandated in the PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT and related Bond Fund Certification documents, if applicable, unless 
STATE agrees otherwise in writing.  Vehicles acquired as part of PROJECT, 
including, but not limited to, buses, vans, rail passenger equipment and ferry vessels, 
shall be dedicated to that public transportation use for their full economic life cycle, 
which, for the purpose of this AGREEMENT, will be determined in accordance with 
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standard national transit practices and applicable rules and guidelines, including any 
extensions of that life cycle achievable by reconstruction, rehabilitation or 
enhancements. 

 
(4) (a) Except as otherwise set forth in this Section 4, STATE, or any other STATE-

assignee public body acting on behalf of the CTC, shall be entitled to a refund or 
credit (collectively the Credit), at STATE’s sole option, equivalent to the 
proportionate PROJECT funding participation received by RECIPIENT from 
STATE if RECIPIENT, or a sub-recipient, as applicable, (i) ceases to utilize 
PROJECT for the original intended public transportation purposes or (ii) sells or 
transfers title to or control over PROJECT.  If federal funds (meaning only those 
federal funds received directly by RECIPIENT and not federal funds derived 
through or from the State) have contributed to the PROJECT, RECIPIENT shall 
notify both STATE and the original federal source of those funds of the disposition 
of the PROJECT assets or the intended use of those sale or transfer receipts. 

 
(b) STATE shall also be entitled to an acquisition Credit for any future purchase or 

condemnation of all or portions of PROJECT by STATE or a designated 
representative or agent of STATE. 

 
(c) The Credit due STATE will be determined by the ratio of STATE’s funding when 

measured against the RECIPIENT’s funding participation (the Ratio).  For 
purposes of this Section 4, the State’s funding participation includes federal funds 
derived through or from STATE.  That Ratio is to be applied to the then present fair 
market value of PROJECT property acquired or constructed as provided in (d) and 
(e) below. 

 
(d) For Mass Transit vehicles, this Credit [to be deducted from the then remaining 

equipment value] shall be equivalent to the percentage of the full extendable vehicle 
economic life cycle remaining, multiplied by the Ratio of funds provided for that 
equipment acquisition.  For real property, this same funding Ratio shall be applied 
to the then present fair market value, as determined by STATE, of the PROJECT 
property acquired or improved under this AGREEMENT. 

 
(e) Such Credit due STATE as a refund shall not be required if RECIPIENT dedicates 

the proceeds of such sale or transfer exclusively to a new or replacement STATE 
approved public transit purpose, which replacement facility or vehicles will then 
also be subject to the identical use restrictions for that new public purpose and the 
Credit ratio due STATE should that replacement project or those replacement 
vehicles cease to be used for that intended described pre-approved public transit 
purpose. 

 
(1) In determining the present fair market value of property for purposes of 

calculating STATE’s Credit under this AGREEMENT, any real property 
portions of a PROJECT site contributed by RECIPIENT shall not be included.  
In determining STATE’s proportionate funding participation, STATE’s 
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contributions to third parties (other than RECIPIENT) shall be included if 
those contributions are incorporated into the PROJECT. 

 
(2) Once STATE has received the Credit as provided for above because 

RECIPIENT, or a sub-recipient, as applicable, has (a) ceased to utilize the 
PROJECT for the described intended public transportation purpose(s) for which 
STATE funding was provided and STATE has not consented to that cessation 
of services or (b) sold or transferred title to or control over PROJECT to another 
party (absent STATE approval for the continued transit operation of the 
PROJECT by that successor party under an assignment of RECIPIENT’s 
duties and obligations), neither RECIPIENT, subrecipient, nor any party to 
whom RECIPIENT or subrecipient, as applicable, has transferred said title or 
control shall have any further obligation under this AGREEMENT to continue 
operation of PROJECT and/or PROJECT facilities for those described public 
transportation purposes, but may then use PROJECT and/or any of its facilities 
for any lawful purpose. 

 
(3) To the extent that RECIPIENT operates and maintains Intermodal Transfer 

Stations as any integral part of PROJECT, RECIPIENT shall maintain each 
station and all its appurtenances, including, but not limited to, restroom 
facilities, in good condition and repair in accordance with high standards of 
cleanliness (Public Utilities Code section 99317.8).  Upon request of STATE, 
RECIPIENT shall also authorize State-funded bus services to use those 
stations and appurtenances without any charge to STATE or the bus operator.  
This permitted use will include the placement of signs and informational 
material designed to alert the public to the availability of the State-funded bus 
service (for the purpose of this paragraph, "State-funded bus service" means any 
bus service funded pursuant to Public Utilities Code section 99316). 

 
(4) Special conditions apply to any proposed sale or transfer or change of use as 

respects PROJECT property, facilities or equipment acquired with tax free State 
bond funds and RECIPIENT shall conform to those restrictions as set forth 
herein and in said bonds. 

 
G. Disputes 
 
STATE and RECIPIENT shall deal in good faith and attempt to resolve potential disputes 
informally.  If the dispute persists, RECIPIENT shall submit to the STATE’s District Contract 
Manager or designee a written demand for a decision regarding the disposition of any dispute 
arising under this agreement.  The District Contract Manager shall make a written decision 
regarding the dispute and will provide it to the fund RECIPIENT.   The fund RECIPIENT 
shall have an opportunity to challenge the District Contract Manager’s determination but must 
make that challenge in writing within ten (10) working days to the Mass Transportation Program 
Manager or his/her designee. [If the fund RECIPIENT challenge is not made within the ten (10) 
day period, the District Contract Manager’s decision shall become the final decision of the 
STATE.] STATE and RECIPIENT shall submit written, factual information and supporting 
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data in support their respective positions.  The decision of the Mass Transportation Program 
Manager or his/her designee shall be final, conclusive and binding regarding the dispute, unless 
RECIPIENT commences an action in court of competent jurisdiction to contest the decision in 
accordance with Division 3.6 of the California Government Code.    
 
H. Hold Harmless and Indemnification 

 
(1) Neither STATE nor any officer or employee thereof shall be responsible for any 

damage or liability occurring by reason of anything done or omitted to be done by 
RECIPIENT, its agents and contractors under or in connection with any work, 
authority, or jurisdiction delegated to RECIPIENT under this AGREEMENT or any 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT or as respects environmental clean-up obligations or 
duties of RECIPIENT relative to PROJECT.  It is also understood and agreed that, 
RECIPIENT shall fully defend, indemnify and hold the CTC and STATE and their 
officers and employees harmless from any liability imposed for injury and damages or 
environmental obligations or duties arising or created by reason of anything done or 
imposed by operation of law or assumed by, or omitted to be done by RECIPIENT 
under or in connection with any work, authority, or jurisdiction delegated to 
RECIPIENT under this AGREEMENT and all PROGRAM SUPPLEMENTS. 

 
(2) RECIPIENT shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless STATE, the CTC and the 

State Treasurer relative to any misuse by RECIPIENT of State funds, PROJECT 
property, PROJECT generated income or other fiscal acts or omissions of 
RECIPIENT. 

 
I. Labor Code Compliance 
 
RECIPIENT shall include in all subcontracts awarded using PROJECT funds, when applicable, 
a clause that requires each subcontractor to comply with California Labor Code requirements 
that all workers employed on public works aspects of any project (as defined in California Labor 
Code §§ 1720-1815) be paid not less than the general prevailing wage rates predetermined by the 
Department of Industrial Relations as effective the date of Contract award by the RECIPIENT. 
 
J. Non-Discrimination 
 

(1) In the performance of work under this AGREEMENT, RECIPIENT, its contractor(s) 
and all subcontractors, shall not unlawfully discriminate, harass or allow harassment 
against any employee or applicant for employment because of sex, race, color, ancestry, 
religious creed, national origin, physical disability (including HIV and AIDS), mental 
disability, medical condition (cancer), age, marital status, family and medical care 
leave, pregnancy leave, and disability leave.  RECIPIENT, its contractor(s) and all 
subcontractors shall ensure that the evaluation and treatment of their employees and 
applicants for employment are free from such discrimination and harassment.  
RECIPIENT, its contractor(s) and all subcontractors shall comply with the provisions 
of the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Government Code section 12900 et seq.), 
and the applicable regulations promulgated thereunder (California Code of Regulations, 
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Title 2, section 11000 et seq.).  The applicable regulations of the Fair Employment and 
Housing Commission implementing Government Code section 12990 (a-f), set forth in 
Chapter 5 of Division 4 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations, are 
incorporated into this AGREEMENT by reference and made a part hereof as if set forth 
in full.  Each of RECIPIENT’s contractors and all subcontractors shall give written 
notice of their obligations under this clause to labor organizations with which they have 
a collective bargaining or other agreements, as appropriate. 

 
(2) Should federal funds be constituted as part of PROJECT funding or compensation 

received by RECIPIENT under a separate Contract during the performance of this 
AGREEMENT, RECIPIENT shall comply with this AGREEMENT and with all 
federal mandated contract provisions as set forth in that applicable federal funding 
agreement. 

 
(3) RECIPIENT shall include the non-discrimination and compliance provisions of this 

clause in all contracts and subcontracts to perform work under this AGREEMENT. 
 
K. State Fire Marshal Building Standards Code 
 
The State Fire Marshal adopts building standards for fire safety and panic prevention. Such 
regulations pertain to fire protection design and construction, means of egress and adequacy of 
exits, installation of fire alarms, and fire extinguishment systems for any State-owned or State-
occupied buildings per section 13108 of the Health and Safety Code. When applicable, 
RECIPIENT shall request that the State Fire Marshal review PROJECT PS&E to ensure 
PROJECT consistency with State fire protection standards. 
 
L. Americans with Disabilities Act 
 
By signing this Master Agreement, RECIPIENT assures STATE that RECIPIENT shall 
comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990, which prohibits discrimination 
on the basis of disability, as well as all applicable regulations and guidelines issued pursuant to 
the ADA (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.). 
 
M. Access for Persons with Disabilities 
 
Disabled access review by the Department of General Services (Division of the State Architect) 
is required for all publicly funded construction of buildings, structures, sidewalks, curbs and 
related facilities.  RECIPIENT will award no construction contract unless RECIPIENT’s plans 
and specifications for such facilities conform to the provisions of sections 4450 and 4454 of the 
California Government Code, if applicable.  Further requirements and guidance are provided in 
Title 24 of the California Code of Regulations. 
 
N. Disabled Veterans Program Requirements 
 

(1) Should Military and Veterans Code sections 999 et seq. be applicable to RECIPIENT, 
RECIPIENT will meet, or make good faith efforts to meet, the 3% Disabled Veterans 
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Business Enterprises goals (or RECIPIENT’s applicable higher goals) in the award of 
every contract for PROJECT work to be performed under these this AGREEMENT. 

(2) RECIPIENT shall have the sole duty and authority under this AGREEMENT and each 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT to determine whether these referenced code sections are 
applicable to RECIPIENT and, if so, whether good faith efforts asserted by those 
contractors of RECIPIENT were sufficient as outlined in Military and Veterans Code 
sections 999 et seq. 

 
O. Environmental Process 
 
Completion of the PROJECT environmental process (“clearance”) by RECIPIENT (and/or 
STATE if it affects a State facility within the meaning of the applicable statutes) is required 
prior to requesting PROJECT funds for right-of-way purchase or construction.  No State agency 
may request funds nor shall any State agency, board or commission authorize expenditures of 
funds for any PROJECT effort, except for feasibility or planning studies, which may have a 
significant effect on the environment unless such a request is accompanied with all appropriate 
documentation of compliance with or exemption from the California Environmental Quality Act 
(CEQA) (including, if as appropriate, an environmental impact report, negative declaration, or 
 notice of exemption) under California Public Resources Code section 21080(b) (10), (11), and 
(12) provides an exemption for a passenger rail project that institutes or increases passenger or 
commuter services on rail or highway rights-of-way already in use. 
 
P. Force Majeure 
 
Each party will be excused from performance of its obligations where such non-performance is 
caused by any extraordinary event beyond its reasonable control, such as any non-appealable 
order, rule or regulation of any federal or state governmental body, fire, flood, earthquake, storm, 
hurricane or other natural disaster, epidemic, pandemic, war, invasion, act of foreign enemies, 
hostilities (regardless of whether war is declared), civil war, rebellion, revolution, insurrection, 
military or usurped power or confiscation, terrorist activities, nationalization, government 
sanction, blockage, embargo, labor dispute, strike, lockout or interruption, provided that the party 
excused hereunder shall use all reasonable efforts to minimize its non-performance and to 
overcome, remedy or remove such event in the shortest practical time.  
 
Should a force majeure event occur which renders it impossible for a period of forty-five (45) or 
more consecutive days for either party to perform its obligations hereunder, the Parties agree to 
negotiate in good faith to amend the existing Master Agreement or Supplemental Agreement to 
deal with such event and to seek additional sources of funding to continue the operation of the 
Service. 
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ARTICLE III – SPECIAL PROVISIONS 
 
Section 1.  Bond Provisions (Applicable only to State Bond Funding encumbered 

against a specific Program Supplement). 
 
A. General Bond Provisions 
 

(1) If RECIPIENT enters into a management contract with a private party (including 
AMTRAK) for operation of rail, ferry or other transportation services in connection 
with PROJECT, RECIPIENT will obtain prior approval from Bond Counsel 
acceptable to STATE that the terms of that management contract meet the 
requirements of Internal Revenue Service Revenue Procedure 97-13 (as supplemented 
or amended) or any successor thereto (dealing generally with guidelines for when 
management contracts may be deemed not to create a "private use" of bond-financed 
property) or are otherwise acceptable.  RECIPIENT must also be prepared to certify, 
upon request of STATE, that the revenues which RECIPIENT (or its manager) will 
receive directly from the operation of transportation services in connection with 
PROJECT (but not including any subsidy of the transportation operation from taxes or 
other outside fund sources) are, for any fiscal year, less than the ordinary and necessary 
expenses directly attributable to the operation and maintenance of the transportation 
system (excluding any overhead or administrative costs of RECIPIENT). 

 
(2) Except as provided in this Article III, A (1), STATE and RECIPIENT agree that any 

costs of PROJECT acquired or constructed by RECIPIENT allocable to portions of 
PROJECT which are subject to any property interests held by a non-governmental 
person(s) in connection with business activities, such as easements, leases, or fee 
interests, not generally enjoyed by the public (hereinafter referred to as “Non-
Governmentally Used Property” or “NUP”) shall require the prior approval of STATE 
and the State Treasurer, as applicable.  If RECIPIENT receives any revenues or profits 
from any NUP activities allowed pursuant to this Article (whether approved at this time 
or hereafter approved by STATE), RECIPIENT agrees that such revenues or profits 
shall be used exclusively for the public transportation services for which PROJECT 
was initially approved, either for capital improvements or operating costs.  If 
RECIPIENT does not so dedicate those revenues or profits, a proportionate share shall 
(unless disapproved by Bond Counsel) be paid to STATE equivalent to the Ratio of 
STATE’s percentage of participation in PROJECT.  

 
(3) Notwithstanding the foregoing, RECIPIENT may be authorized to receive an 

allocation of bond proceeds for NUP activity, in an amount not to exceed the amount 
specified in the PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT, if RECIPIENT submits a certified bond 
certification questionnaire to the STATE, and both the STATE and the State Treasurer 
approve the private activities contained therein. 

 
(4) RECIPIENT shall not loan any portion of bond proceeds funding PROJECT to any 

private (including nonprofit) person or business.  For this purpose, a “loan” includes 
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any arrangement that is the economic equivalent of a loan, regardless of how it is 
named. 

 
(5) Delivery by STATE of any bond funds is contingent on the sale of bonds by the State 

Treasurer.  STATE shall not be held liable for any resulting damage or penalty to 
RECIPIENT in the event bond sales are delayed, canceled, or downsized or other 
AGREEMENT funds are restricted, limited or otherwise conditioned by acts of 
Congress, the Internal Revenue Service, the United States Department of 
Transportation, the Legislature, or the CTC. 

(6) RECIPIENT shall, for the purposes of any State bond funded right of way acquisition 
which will become a permanent part of PROJECT (such acquisitions exclude 
temporary construction easements, property allocated to matching funds, and excess 
property purchased with State funds whose resale proceeds are returned or credited to 
STATE), maintain ownership of such PROJECT property for a minimum of twenty 
years or until the bonds have matured, whichever occurs first, before transferring or 
selling such property (subject to all refunds or Credits due STATE as provided 
hereinabove). 

 
(7) Where RECIPIENT’s PROJECT includes a commuter rail PROJECT within the 

meaning of Proposition 116, RECIPIENT shall coordinate and share with other public 
transit operators any rail rights-of-way, common maintenance services and station 
facilities used for intercity and commuter rail.  Intercity and commuter rail services 
shall be coordinated with each other, with other providers and with freight traffic to 
provide integrated rail passenger and freight services with minimal conflict. 

 
(8) RECIPIENT agrees that all passenger vehicles, rail, and water borne ferry equipment, 

and all facilities acquired or constructed with Proposition 116 bond funds shall be 
accessible to persons with physical disabilities, including wheelchair users, at all stops, 
stations and terminals, whether or not staffed. 

 
(9) NUP shall, for accounting and bookkeeping purposes, first be allocated to funding 

sources other than the State bond funds.  For purposes of making such allocations, the 
costs attributable to NUP involving a sale, easement, lease or similar arrangement shall 
be determined on the basis of a fair allocation of value, which may include 
determinations based upon square meters/feet of the area encumbered by the NUP lease 
or easement relative to the total area acquired or constructed if all such area is of 
approximately equal value. 

 
(10) NUP will include, but is not limited to, property which is sold (including sales of air 

and subsurface rights), and property subject to easements, leases or similar rights.  A 
rail right of way will not be treated as NUP solely as a result of a Freight Use Easement 
retained by the seller of the right of way to RECIPIENT, provided that the sales 
agreement appropriately excludes the Freight Use Easement from the property or rights 
being acquired.  Further, notwithstanding anything in this Article III to the contrary, 
RECIPIENT may allocate grant funds to the cost of any NUP if (a) neither 
RECIPIENT nor any other governmental entity will receive, directly or indirectly, any 
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payments from or on behalf of the non-governmental user of the NUP, or (b) the 
payment from such user does not exceed the operation and maintenance costs fairly 
attributable or allocable to the non-governmental use of the NUP. 

 
(11) RECIPIENT shall request, in writing, STATE’s advance approval if PROJECT funds 

are to be allocated to any NUP except "incidental use" property described below.  If 
property, the costs of which have previously been allocated to PROJECT funds, is to 
become NUP before the State bond funds are fully paid or redeemed, then 
RECIPIENT may allocate the costs of such property to another funding source as 
provided or obtain STATE’s approval that the allocation of the costs of such property 
to the bond funds may remain.  It is anticipated that STATE’s approval will be granted 
if, taking into account the existing and expected uses of the proceeds of the State bonds, 
STATE determines that the continued tax-exempt status of the State bonds will not be 
adversely affected and that the use of the property is consistent with PROJECT and its 
described purpose. 

 
(12) For purposes of these fund source allocations, RECIPIENT does not have to consider 

NUP as including those "incidental uses" of PROJECT (for example, advertising 
billboards, vending machines, telephones, etc.) which meet the applicable requirements 
of federal tax regulations (IRS Notice 87-69 or any successor thereto).  In general, such 
Notice requires that the incidental use not be physically separated from the rest of 
PROJECT and not comprise, in the aggregate, more than 2-1/2% of the total costs of 
PROJECT. 

 
Section 2.  TCRP PROJECTS 
 
The TRAFFIC CONGESTION RELIEF (TCR) ACT OF 2000 (the “ACT”), was added (in 
Chapter 4.5, commencing with section 14556) to part 5.3 of Division 3 of Title 2 of the 
Government Code by AB 2928 and SB 406, as amended by SB 1662 and AB 1705.  As directed 
by the ACT and the CTC established Guidelines (as set out in CTC Resolution G-06-04), and as 
those Guidelines may be amended prior to the execution of a future PROGRAM 
SUPPLEMENT, said Guidelines shall apply to each TCRP funded PROJECT.  By this reference, 
those Guidelines are made an express part of this AGREEMENT and shall apply to each TCRP 
funded PROJECT.  RECIPIENT will cause its specific TCRP mandated Resolution to be 
attached as part of any TCRP funded PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT as a condition precedent to 
the acceptance of TCR ACT funds for that PROJECT. 
 
Section 3.  PROJECT MANAGEMENT 
 
(1) STATE’s PROJECT administrator for this AGREEMENT shall be the chief of the State 

Transit Grants Branch of the Division of Rail and Mass Transportation.  RECIPIENT’s 
General Manager, Executive Director or a Designee as named in writing to STATE 
following execution of this AGREEMENT shall be the administrator acting for 
RECIPIENT. 
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(2) PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT administrators for STATE shall be the applicable District 
Division Chief for Planning and for RECIPIENT, the designee named in the applicable 
PROGRAM SUPPLEMENT.

CALIFORNIA TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION 

RESOLUTION G-9l-2 
Commission Policy Resolution for Hazardous Waste Identification 

and Cleanup for Rail Right-of-Way 
 
 
WHEREAS, the Commission has programmed funding for rail right-of-way acquisition in the 1990 State 
Transportation Improvement Program and may allocate funds for rail right-of-way acquisition from the 
Clean Air and Transportation Improvement Act; and 
 
WHEREAS, hazardous wastes, based upon federal and state statutes and regulations, include but are not 
limited to such categories as heavy metals, (e.g., lead), inorganic (e.g., excessive mineral levels) and organic 
compounds (e.g., petroleum products), and can occur on a property's surface and subsurface; and 
 
WHEREAS, rail properties often have hazardous wastes exceeding State of California and federal 
hazardous waste standards; and 
 
WHEREAS, such properties contaminated with hazardous wastes require mitigation prior to using them 
for rail purposes; and 
 
WHEREAS, hazardous wastes discovered on rail property may significantly impact property value, project 
scheduling and future liability for the grant applicant; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Commission must be assured that acquisition of rail properties have been fully reviewed 
by the grant applicant, and if warranted, the grant applicant has tested for hazardous wastes; and 
 
WHEREAS, if hazardous wastes exist, the Commission must be assured that the hazardous wastes 
identified has either been cleaned up, or financial responsibility for the cleanup has been determined prior 
to title transfer to the grant applicant, or easement has been secured in lieu of purchasing the property, and 
the subsurface rights and liability for hazardous wastes remain with the property seller; and 
 
WHEREAS, hazardous wastes identified subsequent to title transfer to the grant applicant will be cleaned 
up by the seller or a mechanism to recover clean-up-costs is established and executed as a condition prior 
to title transfer; and 
 
WHEREAS, full due diligence is necessary in discovering hazardous waste and is an essential element in 
acquiring rail right-of-way properties by the grant applicant; and 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that acquisition of all rail right-of-way properties will be fully 
investigated by the grant applicant to determine the absence/presence of hazardous wastes. Investigations 
shall be conducted in accordance to the standards and practices of the local, state and/or federal regulatory 
agencies having jurisdiction and by personnel adequately trained in hazardous waste investigation; and 
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all properties, discovered with hazardous wastes, which exceed the 
federal/state standards, will be cleaned up to the satisfaction of the responsible local, state and/or federal 
regulatory agency. The appropriate regulatory agency shall certify to grant applicant that the cleanup has 
been completed; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the grant applicant will certify by formal resolution to the Commission 
that all reasonable steps have been completed to assure full due diligence in the discovery of hazardous 
waste has been achieved during the acquisition of rail right-of-way and the state is held harmless from 
cleanup liability or damages, both present and future; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the grant applicant will certify by formal resolution that it will not 
seek further state funding, for cleanup, damages, or liability cost associated with hazardous wastes on or 
below acquired property's surface; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the grant applicant will certify to the Commission: 
 
• that all rail right-of-way acquisition properties have been investigated and have been found clean; 
• or that the cleanup of discovered hazardous waste has been completed prior to acquisition of the 

property; 
• or that the grant applicant has obtained permanent easement and the subsurface rights and liability and 

full responsibility to pay for and remove such hazardous waste remains with the seller in conformance 
with applicable State and Federal law; 

 

• or if hazardous wastes are known to exist prior to acquisition and if the applicant determines that time is 
of the essence for acquisition, then and in that event, an enforceable agreement will be entered into 
requiring the responsible party(ies) to clean all hazardous wastes by a date certain, with the option of 
funds sufficient for the clean-up costs deposited in escrow by the seller. 

 
In the event of failure to clean up by the date determined, the recipient of the grant will make full restitution 
to the STATE for its participation. This resolve does not preclude the recipient from requesting re-allocation 
not to exceed the refunded amount after the hazardous waste(s) have been fully removed from the subject 
site; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the grant applicant will certify to the Commission that the seller from 
whom properties have been acquired retain liability for any hazardous waste investigation and/or cleanup, 
and damages discovered subsequent to the transfer of title; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Commission declares all future liability resulting from hazardous wastes 
remain with the seller or the grant applicant, not the state, and the grant applicant has been indemnified by 
the seller for any costs resulting from failure to eliminate hazardous wastes; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, no state funds will be made available for any future costs associated with 
cleanup; damages, or liability costs associated with hazardous wastes on or below the acquired property’s 
surface.
