3. Adopt an Ordinance amending Article XVI of Chapter 20 of the Salinas Municipal Code updating the
regulations governing food trucks, ice cream trucks, nonmotorized pushcarts and street vendors (Vendor
Ordinance).

4. Allocate $62,400 from the General Fund for the establishment of 52 “designated locations” for food

trucks.
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
